The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday, 
the 17th day of September 2012, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the 
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  
 


Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present:  Darlene 
Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, David Fry and Ronnie Jack.   Absent:  none.  


 
 Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City 
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 
 
 Minutes of the September 4, 2012 meeting were approved as submitted with a unanimous 
voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by Councilmember 
Jack. 
 


PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
 
 Brandi Dice, 6611 SE Smith Road, expressed concern about items such as bongs, pipes, 
synthetics and flush kits that are displayed in the window at Discount Smoke and Liquor store.  
The store, located on South Walnut Street, is scheduled to open soon.  Staff will meet and then 
get with Ms. Dice to discuss the issue. 
 


CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Eighth Street Construction Project.  The reconstruction project is underway. 
2. Sidewalk Replacement.  There is a bill to come before Council tonight to approve a 


contract for the sidewalk replacement program.  
3. Grand Avenue Drainage Improvements.  Staff has been clearing brush and silt in 


preparation for the installation of a box culvert under Grand Avenue. 
4. Police Department Patrol Car Replacements.  The 2012-2013 fiscal year budget includes 


replacement of one (1) police car.  Staff has discussed replacing more than one (1) car 
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without impacting the General Fund to any great extent.  The Public Safety Committee 
will meet to discuss options for patrol car replacements.

Motion was made by Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by 
Councilmember Jack to pass said bill on first reading.  Discussion.   Public Works Director 
Bontrager informed Council that bids were solicited for sidewalk repairs in various locations 
around the City.  One (1) bid was received.   Manion Complete Concrete LLC submitted a bid of 
$7.50 per square foot. Funding for the sidewalk repair program will come from Midwest Public 
Risk through their safety improvement program and the City budget for the Streetscape Program.  
Councilmember Eddins asked City Attorney Elliott if she should abstain from the vote because 
she rents business space from Mr. Manion.  City Attorney Elliott said there is no benefit to be 
realized by Councilmember Eddins and therefore no conflict of interest.  Bill 2012-48 passed on 
first reading only with a unanimous voice vote.     
 


Bill 2012-49, AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AUTHORIZING A MULTIPLE DOG 
CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR KATIE ANDERSON ALLOWING  ONE 
ADDITIONAL DOG AT 112 WEST PROSPECT STREET, was read by title by City Clerk 
O’Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2012-49 were available for the public.  Motion was made by 
Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Fry to pass said bill on first reading.  
Discussion. Inspector Clyde Han received an application for a conditional use permit from Katie 
Anderson, 112 West Prospect Street, requesting permission to keep three (3) dogs.  A public 
hearing before the Planning and Zoning Commission was held August 13, 2012 at which time 
the hearing was continued to September 10, 2012.  Neighbors within 185 feet of the property 
were notified of the request.  No objections were received.  The Planning and Zoning 
Commission recommends approval of the Conditional Use Permit including the restrictions to be 
followed for Ms. Anderson.   Bill 2012-49 passed on first reading only with a unanimous voice 
vote.     
 


Housing Authority Appointment.  The term of Bettie Brashears expired in August.  City 
policy has been to seek a recommendation from sitting members on reappointments unless a 
current member decides not to seek reappointment.  Then policy is to publish a notice seeking 
interested parties to serve.  If the recommendation is unanimous, the Mayor and Council consider 
it and determine whether to reappoint the sitting member.  The Board/Commission/Authority can 
choose to have a notice put in the paper seeking interested parties to serve in the position.  The 
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Housing Authority asked that a notice be published.  Following review of submitted letters of 
interest/resumes, Councilmember Jack nominated Jack Briggs for a four (4) year term on the 
Cameron Housing Authority.  Mayor Clark nominated Bettie Brashears.  Ms. Brashears received 
one (1) vote. Mr. Briggs received four (4) votes and was appointed to the Housing Authority.   


 
Employer Delegate to Lagers Annual Meeting. Councilmember Breckenridge said she 


would represent the City as the governing body representative for the Annual Missouri Local 
Government Employees Retirement System meeting.  Councilmember Fry moved to appoint 
Councilmember Breckenridge to be the governing body’s representative at the annual Lagers 
meeting.  Councilmember Eddins seconded the motion which passed with a unanimous voice 
vote. In the event Councilmember Breckenridge could not attend, Council will appoint a member 
of the Staff to serve as the governing body representative.

Reservoir Levels – We are currently at about 260 days of water supply, as rainfall 
continues to be below normal each month. At 200 days of supply, we begin enacting our 
Response Phases for conservation. Water levels are monitored on a regular basis, as well 
as rainfall amounts.

We originally planned for October, but they are running a little 
behind.

The attached ordinance allows for the Council to enter into an agreement with Jim 
Heavner for the rental of a box hangar at the Cameron Airport. The original agreement 
was agreed to by the City of Cameron with Crouch Ag, which constructed the box hangar 
in 1987. Crouch Ag later assigned the lease to Mr. Heavner in 1998. In 2010, the property 
became eligible for rent, as it became property of the City. The extension of the lease 
with Mr. Heavner will run through August, 2013. The rent will be $350 per month, and 
payable from 2010 to present.

PURPOSE 
 
The attached bill authorizes the City Manager to convey a section of city owned property to 
permanent public right-of-way along Second and Walnut Street.   


 
 


BACKGROUND 
The City of Cameron currently owns one contiguous tract of property located in Block 56, 
Original Town of Cameron, along Second Street between Main Street and Walnut Street.  The 
City intends sell a small section of this property, known commonly as building the 43rd 
Probation and Parole Office most recently occupied, more particularly described in the attached 
Exhibit A, and marked on Exhibit A as Tract #2.   
 
During the survey to define and complete the legal description in order to record the parcel split, 
it was discovered there was no right-of-way beyond the edge of the street.  Consequently, we 
have identified and described the amount of additional property currently owned by the City of 
Cameron that needs to be dedicated as permanent right-of-way.  This property is defined in the 
attached Exhibit as Tract #3 and Tract #4.

PURPOSE 
 
The attached bill authorizes the City Manager to enter into a contract with Manion Complete 
Concrete LLC for the repair of various sidewalks throughout the city.  


 
 


BACKGROUND 
 
We did publicly advertise for bids during August. At the September 4, 2012 bid opening only 
one bid was received and attached as a bid tab for review.  A local contractor, Manion Complete 
Concrete LLC, was the lowest bid at $7.50 per square foot. The project is bid on a unit price, 
square feet, due to varying widths with different sidewalk projects.    The bid is also based on 
the contractor paying the prevailing wage rate.   
 
The City recently received notice that there is approximately $60,000 from our insurance pool 
for public safety improvements such as sidewalks.  The City will be reimbursed as projects are 
completed and submitted for approval.  Additionally, there is an annual budgeted line item for 
the Streetscape Program, sidewalk repairs. The goal is to use both sources of funding to 
complete even more repairs of unsafe sidewalks.  Property owners will also continue to pay a 
certain percentage of the repair for their sidewalk.    
 
The project is scheduled to commence this fall with construction continuing through the next 
2013 construction season.   
 


RECOMMENDATION 
 


After review by staff, it has been determined the Manion Complete Concrete LLC bid is a 
complete and competitive bid and all bid requirements have been meet.  Therefore, we 
recommend the Council adopt the attached bill authorizing the City Manager to enter into the 
contract with Manion Complete Concrete LLC for repair of sidewalks.  Staff requests a full 
reading of the bill, since there was only the one local bidder and to take advantage of the 
favorable construction weather.

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR KATIE ANDERSON ALLOWING  


ONE ADDITIONAL DOG AT 112 WEST PROSPECT STREET 
 


 WHEREAS, on July 10, 2012, Katie Anderson submitted a Petition for a multiple dog 
Conditional Use Permit allowing one additional dog at 112 West Prospect Street; and 
 
 WHEREAS, public notice regarding the above petition was published in the Cameron 
Citizen-Observer, a newspaper of general circulation, on July 26, 2012.  A Public Hearing 
concerning said matter was held at City Hall in Cameron Missouri at 6:00 p.m. on August 13, 
2012 and was continued to September 10, 2012; and

 Section 2.  The Petitioner shall at all times observe the following conditions: 
 


A. The Permit shall apply only to the three existing dogs, one Chocolate Labrador, one 
Black Labrador and one Red Heeler.  No dogs shall be acquired or traded. 


B. Every year all three dogs will be properly licensed with the City of Cameron. 
C. No dogs will be allowed outside between the hours of 9:00 PM and 5:00 AM.  
D. Upon the demise of any of the dogs identified above, no dog shall be replaced nor 


additional dog acquired until the number of remaining dogs residing on the premises 
reaches two (2), thereupon, the premises shall remain in compliance. 


E. The City Animal Control Officer shall be allowed reasonable access to inspect for 
compliance with the terms hereon. 


F. A six-foot privacy fence shall be constructed by June 2013 and maintained in good 
condition adequate for the purpose of enclosing and restraining said dogs. 


G. At any time any of the above conditions are not meet, notification will be made and 
the conditional use permit automatically terminated.
