The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 1% day of October 2012, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present: Darlene
Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins and David Fry. Absent: Ronnie Jack.

Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor.

Minutes of the September 17, 2012, meeting were approved as submitted with a
unanimous voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by
Councilmember Fry. Absent: Councilmember Jack.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Tad Pruitt, 315 South Chestnut, invited Council to attend the annual meeting of the
Cameron Veterans’ Memorial Golf Course, Sunday, October 7, 2012. The meeting will be held
at 6:00 p.m.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

1. Reservoir Levels. There are 274 days of water on supply as of today. The City will
enact conservation measures when the water supply has been reduced to 200 days.

2. AMI Demo. The Automatic Meter Infrastructure demonstration for Council has been
scheduled for the first week in November.

3. Puppies for Parole/Pet Contest. Sue Manion is planning a Fall Festival at Manion
Plaza on October 20, 2012. The City’s Animal Control Officer will participate in the
event by holding a pet contest in an effort to help find homes for animals needing
adoption.
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4. On September 26, 2012 a collaborative meeting was held with the Cameron R-1
School District, Cameron Parks Department and Cameron Regional Medical Center.
The group reviewed projects that would be beneficial to the community, including: a
trails system; lighting in parks; play ground equipment; and, way finding signs. The
first project the group chose to cooperate on is the way finding signs.

5. Inspector Clyde Han informed Council the City received $5,254 from Midwest Public
Risk as a part of our loss control program. Inspector Han said the City loss ratio is
very low compared to other entity members with MPR.

Mayor Clark asked if work is on schedule with the Walnut Street Stormwater
Improvement project and Eighth Street improvements. City Manager Gaugh responded both
projects are on schedule. Public Works Director Drew Bontrager reported Staff will meet with
the Missouri Department of Transportation tomorrow to continue coordination of their Walnut
Street overlay and our Walnut Street stormwater improvements. Eighth Street work is
progressing and work on stormwater improvements on Grand Avenue is underway.

Re: Manager’s Report

Reservoir Levels — We are currently at about 294 days of water supply, as rainfall continues to be
below normal each month. Last report showed 260 days, but that was at a plant rate of 1.5 million
gallons per day (MGD). Because of the cooler weather, we are averaging 1.4 MGD. This gives us
a longer supply time. At 200 days of supply in warm weather, we begin enacting our Response
Phases for conservation. Water levels are monitored on a regular basis, as well as rainfall
amounts.

Paul Parton Drive Approach — The drive approach from the City right-of-way at Mr. Parton’s
residence is complete. He is very happy with the work and said the entrance from the street works
fine.

Public Safety Building Generator — The power unit for the Public Safety Building was delivered
last Tuesday. The next step will be to begin the installation. City staff may help with the
installation, but part of it will be hired out.

Eighth St.— As of last Tuesday, the contractor for Eighth St. has poured approximately 25% of the
concrete curb and gutter, which was on the north side, beginning at the west end.

Walnut St. — Olsson Engineers are approaching the 75% design completion phase for the Walnut
St. storm water project, and is pretty much on schedule. We are looking at meeting on the project
with the engineers sometime next week. Some of the existing storm water pipes have been
televised to make sure they are still serviceable, and the good news is that they can be used as a
parallel system with new pipe additions. We had the pipe televised as a cost-saving measure to
make sure they were in good condition. One pipe will be replaced, but needed to be larger,
anyway, in order to handle the flow.

Recreation Park Lighting Plan — The basic plan for L.E.D. lighting at Recreation Park is nearly
complete. We will present our findings to the Parks Board and see if they want to pursue a more
detailed plan for new fixtures. I will need to develop operating costs for the new system and see
what reimbursement cost would be.

Directional/Wayfinding Plan — We are preparing a base plan for directional signage, to start at the
main thoroughfare though Cameron. The plan will need to be reviewed and approved by MoDOT
prior to any final design or construction of the signage.

PURPOSE

The attached bill authorizes the City Manager to convey a section of city owned property to
permanent public right-of-way along Second and Walnut Street.

BACKGROUND
The City of Cameron currently owns one contiguous tract of property located in Block 56,
Original Town of Cameron, along Second Street between Main Street and Walnut Street. The
City intends sell a small section of this property, known commonly as building the 43™
Probation and Parole Office most recently occupied, more particularly described in the attached
Exhibit A, and marked on Exhibit A as Tract #2.

During the survey to define and complete the legal description in order to record the parcel split,
it was discovered there was no right-of-way beyond the edge of the street. Consequently, we
have identified and described the amount of additional property currently owned by the City of
Cameron that needs to be dedicated as permanent right-of-way. This property is defined in the
attached Exhibit as Tract #3 and Tract #4.

RECOMMENDATION

Recommend the Council adopt the attached bill authorizing the City Manager to transfer the
property owned by the City of Cameron to permanent public right of way.

WHEREAS, on July 10, 2012, Katie Anderson submitted a Petition for a multiple dog
Conditional Use Permit allowing one additional dog at 112 West Prospect Street; and

WHEREAS, public notice regarding the above petition was published. in the Cameron
Citizen-Observer, a newspaper of general circulation, on July 26, 2012. /A Public Hearing
concerning said matter was held at City Hall in Cameron Missouri‘at 6:00 p.m. on August 13,
2012 and was continued to September 10, 2012; and

WHEREAS, the Cameron Planning and Zoning Commission has met, considered said
request and finds that it complies with the Conditional Use provisions of the Cameron Zoning
Ordinance, approves the permit and recommends adoption by the City Council.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, ASFOLLOWS:

Section 1. Pursuant to Article 31, Conditional Uses, of the Cameron Zoning Ordinance,
petitioner Katie Anderson is hereby granted a Conditional Use Permit for multiple dogs with the
specific purpose of retaining three dogs at 112 West Prospect Street only until such dogs expire
bringing the property into compliance in accordance with the Petition and accompanying
documents therefore. Said property is described as follows:

Lt 3; W 10' Lt 2 Blk 66 QOriginal town of Cameron, Clinton County, Missouri.
Section 2. The'Petitioner.shall at all times observe the following conditions:

A. The Permit shall apply only to the three existing dogs, one Chocolate Labrador, one

Black Labrador and one Red Heeler. No dogs shall be acquired or traded.

Every year all three dogs will be properly licensed with the City of Cameron.

No dogs will be allowed outside between the hours of 9:00 PM and 5:00 AM.

Upon the demise of any of the dogs identified above, no dog shall be replaced nor

additional dog acquired until the number of remaining dogs residing on the premises

reaches two (2), thereupon, the premises shall remain in compliance.

E. The City Animal Control Officer shall be allowed reasonable access to inspect for
compliance with the terms hereon.

F. A six-foot privacy fence shall be constructed by June 2013 and maintained in good
condition adequate for the purpose of enclosing and restraining said dogs.

G. At any time any of the above conditions are not meet, notification will be made and
the conditional use permit automatically terminated.

Re: Restriction of items commonly used to consume illegal drugs
Issue:

The City of Cameron Police Department has become aware of businesses within our community
who are selling items that are commonly used to consume illegal drugs. These items are often
referred to as: bongs, hookahs, water pipes, rolling papers, blunt wraps, and flush kits (flush kits
contain natural and artificial ingredients that are used in the detoxification of a living organism
and/or in an attempt to mask the presence of illegal substances within the living organism).

We understand there are legal and illegal purposes for these items. However, in the benefit of
public safety there is a community need to prohibit customer access to these items prior to their
sale to persons under the age of 18. This prohibition is an effort to reduce the use of these items
for the consumption of illegal drugs by minors (those under the age of 18).

Kansas City, Missouri, has recently passed a similar ordinance restricting the sale of these items
in their community.

Recommendation:
Approve and sign the attached ordinance restricting the sale of items commonly used to consume
illegal drugs to those under the age of 18 as determined by an official form of government issued

identification.

ILLEGAL DRUGSTO THOSE UNDER THE AGE OF EIGHTEEN BY
ADDING SECTION 8-45TO ARTICLE I, IN GENERAL, OF CHAPTER 8,
OFFENSESMISCELLANEOUS, IN THE CAMERON CITY CODE

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that bongs, hookahs, water pipes, rolling papers,
blunt wraps, and/or flush kits (flush kits contain natural and artificial ingredients that are used in
the detoxification of a living organism and/or in an attempt to mask the presence of illegal
substances within a living organism) are primarily used for the consumption of illegal drugs; and

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that access to bongs, hookahs, water pipes, rolling
papers, blunt wraps, and/or flush kits (flush Kkits contain natural and artificial ingredients that are
used in the detoxification of a living organism and/or in an attempt to mask the presence of
illegal substances within a living organism) by persons under the age of 18 contributes to their
use of illegal drugs, including, marijuana and synthetic drugs; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to restrict access by persons under the age of 18 to
bongs, hookahs, water pipes, rolling papers, blunt wraps, and/or flush kits (flush kits contain
natural and artificial ingredients that are used in the detoxification of a living organism and/or in
an attempt to mask the presence ofillegal substances within a living organism) by prohibiting the
self-service sales of the aforementioned items; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has‘made this determination in the public interest, safety
and welfare of the citizens of 'Cameron, Missouri.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Add Section 8-4.5 to Article I, In General, of Chapter 8, Offenses
Miscellaneous, in the Cameron City Code:

Section 8-4.5: Restriction of items commonly used to consumeillegal drugs.

a) It is unlawful for any person, business or corporation to offer for self-service sale
bongs, hookahs, water pipes, rolling papers, blunt wraps, and/or flush kits (flush
kits contain natural and artificial ingredients that are used in the detoxification of
a living organism and/or in an attempt to mask the presence of illegal substances
within a living organism) to any person(s) under the age of 18 as determined by
an official form of government issued photo identification;

b) Any person violating the terms of the ordinance shall be punished, upon
conviction, with a fine up to five hundred dollars ($500.00) and/or incarceration
of up to thirty (30) days, with each day of violation constituting a separate
offense;





¢) Any person, business or corporation found violating the terms of the ordinance
shall have their business license immediately revoked by the City of Cameron;

d) The City of Cameron shall refuse a business license to any person, business or
corporation offering for self-service sale bongs, hookahs, water pipes, rolling
papers, blunt wraps, and flush kits (flush Kits contain natural and artificial
ingredients that are used in the detoxification of a living organism and/or in an
attempt to mask the presence of illegal substances within a living organism).

Section 2. The Mayor is hereby authorized to sign the attached ordinance which is
attached hereto and made a part hereof.

Section 3. The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.

Section 4. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and-after the date
of its passage and approval.
