The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday, 
the 15th day of October 2012, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the 
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  
 


Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present:  Darlene 
Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, David Fry and Ronnie Jack.   Absent:  none.  


 
 Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City 
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 
 
 Minutes of the October 1, 2012, meeting were approved as submitted with a unanimous 
voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Fry and seconded by Councilmember 
Breckenridge. 
 


PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
 
 Jerry Osborn, Paul Zimmerman and Shane Kline, property owners in Greenridge 
Subdivision, expressed concern with property conditions and mowing issues in areas of the 
subdivision.  City Manager Gaugh will meet with the property owners for further discussion.  
 


CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Reservoir Levels.  The reservoirs currently have a 294 day water supply. The supply 
has grown slightly due to a probable weather related reduction in use, even though 
rainfall is below normal each month.  


2. Paul Parton Drive Approach.  Staff has worked with Mr. Parton on remedying the 
issues with his driveway.  Mr. Parton is satisfied with the results. 


3. Public Safety Building Generator.  The generator has been purchased and delivered.  
Staff is in the process of getting the generator installed. 


4. Eighth Street.  The curb and gutter improvements are 25 percent complete at this 
time. 
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5. Walnut Street.  The design work is 75 percent complete.  A project meeting with the 
Olsson Engineers will be held next week. 


6. Recreation Park Lighting Plan.  City Manager Gaugh will take information on a basic 
plan for L.E.D. lighting at Recreation Park to see if the Park Board wants to pursue 
lighting improvements. 


7. Directional/Wayfinding Plan. The plan will start on a small scale with government 
buildings and work toward more identifiers.  The City will work with the Missouri 
Department of Transportation for approval before any final design or construction 
begins.

Bill 
2012-50 does not prohibit the sale of items that have legal uses but are commonly used to 
consume illegal drugs, but rather the self service aspect of selling certain merchandise.  City 
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Attorney Elliott said this will also help curtail shop lifting of certain items if open access is 
removed. Chief Sloan said Staff is working with citizens and businesses to solve the concerns 
that have been voiced.  Bill 2012-50 includes a fine and loss of a business license if violated.  
Bill 2012-50 passed on first reading only with a unanimous voice vote.

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
HDR Wastewater System Report – HDR has developed a system-wide capital improvements 
plan. The approach, if approved by the DNR will be to remove the low-cost infiltration/inflow 
(I/I), and send the rest of the inflow to the plant for treatment. This should be more cost-effective 
than trying to remove nearly all of the I/I from the system. Of course, we will continue to make 
manhole repairs and line repairs as needed to reduce I/I, if this scenario is followed. 
 
AMI Demo – Honeywell informed me that the AMI presentation is scheduled for November 20th, 
at 5:30. The mobile trailer-mounted system will have been in place a week or two prior to the 
presentation. This will give Honeywell enough data from the field meters. 
 
Old City Creamery/Juvenile Center Building – October 19th at 3:00 p.m. was the designated bid 
opening for the building on Second St. There were no bids for the sale of the building. We can 
discuss our options for the next step.  
 
Regulation of Picketing at Funerals and Burials – A recent court decision has paved the way for 
municipalities to place some restrictions on picketing at funerals and burials. The city attorney is 
drafting an ordinance and we will present it to Council in the very near future. 
 
Halloween Event – The following is from Corey Sloan, relating to the Halloween event that fire 
and police do each year. Cameron Emergency Services served 400 hotdogs, handed out a lot of 
candy, and interacted with about 600 to 700 kids and their parents this evening for Halloween. 
Numerous fire prevention, crime safety, and disaster preparedness brochures were given out. 
Kids had the chance to hear a smoke detector go off with an explanation of what to do if they 
hear it in their house. They learned about 911 and what they need to provide to the dispatcher 
to get help. Numerous other items were on display including the Cameron EMS Mass Casualty 
Trailer, an ambulance and the police department emergency response team (ERT) gear. We had 
a lot of fun and we hope the kids and their parents did too! 
 
Public Safety Committee – The Council Public Safety Committee will meet Friday, Nov. 9th to 
discuss patrol car replacements.

Re: Restriction of items commonly used to consume illegal drugs 
 
  
Issue: 
 
The City of Cameron Police Department has become aware of businesses within our community 
who are selling items that are commonly used to consume illegal drugs.  These items are often 
referred to as: bongs, hookahs, water pipes, rolling papers, blunt wraps, and flush kits (flush kits 
contain natural and artificial ingredients that are used in the detoxification of a living organism 
and/or in an attempt to mask the presence of illegal substances within the living organism).  
 
We understand there are legal and illegal purposes for these items.  However, in the benefit of 
public safety there is a community need to prohibit customer access to these items prior to their 
sale to persons under the age of 18.  This prohibition is an effort to reduce the use of these items 
for the consumption of illegal drugs by minors (those under the age of 18). 
 
Kansas City, Missouri, has recently passed a similar ordinance restricting the sale of these items 
in their community. 
   
Recommendation: 
 
Approve and sign the attached ordinance restricting the sale of items commonly used to consume 
illegal drugs to those under the age of 18 as determined by an official form of government issued 
identification.

WHEREAS, the City Council finds that bongs, hookahs, water pipes, rolling papers, 


blunt wraps, and/or flush kits (flush kits contain natural and artificial ingredients that are used in 
the detoxification of a living organism and/or in an attempt to mask the presence of illegal 
substances within a living organism) are primarily used for the consumption of illegal drugs; and 


 
WHEREAS, the City Council finds that access to bongs, hookahs, water pipes, rolling 


papers, blunt wraps, and/or flush kits (flush kits contain natural and artificial ingredients that are 
used in the detoxification of a living organism and/or in an attempt to mask the presence of 
illegal substances within a living organism) by persons under the age of 18 contributes to their 
use of illegal drugs, including, marijuana and synthetic drugs; and  


 
WHEREAS, the City Council desires to restrict access by persons under the age of 18 to 


bongs, hookahs, water pipes, rolling papers, blunt wraps, and/or flush kits (flush kits contain 
natural and artificial ingredients that are used in the detoxification of a living organism and/or in 
an attempt to mask the presence of illegal substances within a living organism) by prohibiting the 
self-service sales of the aforementioned items; and 


 
WHEREAS, the City Council has made this determination in the public interest, safety 


and welfare of the citizens of Cameron, Missouri.   
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 


CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 
FOLLOWS: 


 
Section 1. Add Section 8-4.5 to Article I, In General, of Chapter 8, Offenses 


Miscellaneous, in the Cameron City Code: 
 
Section 8-4.5: Restriction of items commonly used to consume illegal drugs. 
 


a) It is unlawful for any person, business or corporation to offer for self-service sale 
bongs, hookahs, water pipes, rolling papers, blunt wraps, and/or flush kits (flush 
kits contain natural and artificial ingredients that are used in the detoxification of 
a living organism and/or in an attempt to mask the presence of illegal substances 
within a living organism) to any person(s) under the age of 18 as determined by 
an official form of government issued photo identification; 


b) Any person violating the terms of the ordinance shall be punished, upon 
conviction, with a fine up to five hundred dollars ($500.00) and/or incarceration 
of up to thirty (30) days, with each day of violation constituting a separate 
offense; 







 


c) Any person, business or corporation found violating the terms of the ordinance 
shall have their business license immediately revoked by the City of Cameron; 
 


d) The City of Cameron shall refuse a business license to any person, business or 
corporation offering for self-service sale bongs, hookahs, water pipes, rolling 
papers, blunt wraps, and flush kits (flush kits contain natural and artificial 
ingredients that are used in the detoxification of a living organism and/or in an 
attempt to mask the presence of illegal substances within a living organism).  


 
Section 2. The Mayor is hereby authorized to sign the attached ordinance which is 


attached hereto and made a part hereof. 
 
Section 3. The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 


 
Section 4.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date 


of its passage and approval.

RE:  Ordinance –Economic Development 
 
Issues  
 
The attached ordinance will authorize an economic development agreement for the City 
and the Cameron Chamber of Commerce. The ordinance will extend for one year, the 
partnership with the Chamber in order to promote the economic growth and vitality of 
Cameron. It is important that Cameron continues on a path to sustain and enhance its 
economic condition. The committee performing this oversight is Economic Development 
of Cameron (EDOC), which will perform the public/private partnership function. The 
City’s share of the investment under the ordinance will be $3,042 per month, which will 
cover the entire year. In order to maintain oversight of City funds, the City will have 
representation on the EDOC committee. The mayor and city manager will continue to be 
active members. EDOC will be responsible for hiring a person or firm to perform the 
economic development work. When someone is hired, the City will work especially close 
with them as economic prospects arise. 
 
EDOC will be working toward some new initiatives this year, developing a website 
dedicated to promoting Cameron for economic development, and creating bound 
presentation booklets promoting Cameron to visiting prospects.  
 
In last year’s budget, we funded $30,000 in the professional services line and $5,000 in 
our membership line. This year, we budgeted $36,000 for professional services, and 
$9,000, which includes city-incurred office supply expenses, membership in KCADC, 
postage, telephone, etc. for a total of $45,000.  
 
Recommendation 
 
Staff recommends that the Council approve the ordinance on first reading.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT  







 


AND  
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 


 
 
THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this _____  day of _________, 2012, by and 
between the City of Cameron, Missouri, hereinafter referred to as “City,” and the Cameron 
Chamber of Commerce, a Missouri corporation organized and existing by virtue of the laws of 
the State of Missouri, d/b/a Economic Development of Cameron, hereinafter referred to as 
“EDOC.” 
 
WHEREAS, City and EDOC recognize the need for economic development within and for the 
City of Cameron, and 
 
WHEREAS, economic development under this agreement shall include public purposes such as 
programming, business enticement, job creation, small business opportunity workshops, 
publication of news related to development, introduction of prospective businesses, determining 
business prospects, and 
 
WHEREAS, such economic development enhances the public interest by bringing new business 
to Cameron along with increased revenue, improved quality of life, and greater value for existing 
assets, 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, the parties in consideration of the covenants and terms hereinafter set 
forth agree as follows: 
 


1. The term of this agreement shall be from January 1, 2013, to December 31, 2013. 
 


2. During the term of the agreement, the City shall pay EDOC the sum of Three Thousand 
and Forty Two Dollars ($3,042.00) per month, payable monthly in advance. 


 
3. The City shall appoint the Mayor and the City Manager to the Board of Directors of 


EDOC. 
 


4. EDOC shall hire and employ a qualified economic developer or an economic 
development firm as an employee or independent contractor of EDOC.  The said 
employee shall perform such duties as are set forth in this agreement along with such 
other economic development activities as may be assigned or required by EDOC.  The 
EDOC Board shall counsel said employee or independent contractor on a six month 
basis. 


 
An economic development plan shall be prepared by the executive developer or firm.  
Said plan shall be approved with modifications and amendments by EDOC and upon 
adoption by both entities shall be implemented by the executive.  The plan shall include 
the public purposes as set for above. 


 
The parties expressly agree that any plan should include efforts at job creation and job 
retention, an enhanced economic development presence on the City website, support for 
businesses within the City, development of land acquisition plans for future industry and 
business, and cooperative agreements with area political subdivisions. 







 


 
5. EDOC shall prepare a budget and expend funds accordingly to support the development 


plan.  Every reasonable attempt shall be made to secure additional funds from private and 
public sources to supplement the funding available pursuant to this agreement. 
 


6. The City has budgeted sufficient funds to make the payments required during the fiscal 
year and intends to budget for the balance of funds in the next budget year.  The City 
represents that lawful and appropriated funds shall be made available to satisfy the 
obligations of the City under this agreement.  This agreement is subject to and 
conditioned upon approval by the Cameron City Council.

PURPOSE 
 


The attached bill would amend Section 9-134, subsection (4), of the City Code Chapter 9 changing the 
size of monuments in Graceland Memorial Cemetery.   


 
 


DISCUSSION 
 


The current code states single grave markers shall be twenty-six (26) inches long and fourteen (14) inches 
wide and double grave markers shall be forty-four (44) inches long and fourteen (14) inches wide.   
 
According to Sloan Monuments the required size in our code is no longer manufactured.  Consequently, 
they have requested a change in the code to reflect the current sizes of manufactured monuments.  The 
proposed size for single grave markers would increase from twenty-six (26) inches to twenty eight (28) 
inches long and from fourteen (14) inches to eighteen (18) inches wide.   The double grave markers 
would increase from forty-four (44) inches to forty-eight (48) inches long and fourteen (14) inches to 
eighteen (18) inches wide.   
 
The Cemetery Board met on October 8, 2012 and reviewed this requested change to the code and 
unanimously recommended the proposed change.

OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS FOLLOWS: 
 
 Section 1 Amend subsection (4), of Section 9-134, Graceland Memorial Cemetery 
Monuments; Subdivision I – Generally; Division 4. Monuments, Vaults, etc; of Article 3 – 
Cemeteries; of Chapter 9, Streets, Sidewalks, and Other Public Property of the Cameron City 
Code as follows: 
  


(4) Monuments shall be a minimum thickness of four (4) inches and shall have a 
flat-sawed bottom.  Except as provided in subsection (3) of this section, single 
grave markers shall be twenty-eight (28) inches long and eighteen (18) inches 
wide. Double grave markers shall be forty-eight (48) inches long and eighteen 
(18) inches wide.   
 


 Section 2 The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance approving it on behalf of the City 
of Cameron. 
  
 Section 3 The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 


Section 4 This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage.
