CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. MML Legislative Conference. The Missouri Municipal League Legislative 
Conference was held on February 12-13, 2013.  


2. New Wastewater Plant Requirements. City Manager Gaugh will be meeting with 
engineers on the wastewater system improvements on March 1. The next step will be 
to prioritize the capital improvements and formulate a funding plan. 


3. Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission Update. The Commission met 
February 14, 2013. Cost figures should be available in March.  


4. AMI Status. Staff is developing an RFP for three (3) energy service companies to 
evaluate AMI cost effectiveness. The companies will also look at other energy 
savings options for the City. A preliminary test of 15 random water meters found 
there is approximately 2% error that would be eliminated with the new system.  


5. Health Coverage Proposals.  The City will be soliciting bids for health insurance 
coverage through a broker. Once proposals are received, we can compare with our 
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current coverage with MPR. We know that MPR rates are going up. This is going to 
be a lengthy process and at some point, will have the Council Personnel Committee 
meet to discuss any options.  


6. Emergency Water Pumping. City Manager Gaugh has written letters to the Missouri 
Department of Conservation, Governor’s office and DeKalb County Commissioners, 
regarding our proposed pipeline and request to pump raw water from Pony Express 
Reservoir.

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
New Wastewater Plant Requirements – I will be meeting with our engineers on the wastewater 
system improvements on March 1. The next step will be to prioritize the capital improvements 
and formulate a funding plan. We will also discuss our options for watershed protection around 
the reservoirs. 
 
AMI Status – We sent out requests for proposals (RFPs), regarding the AMI. It was sent to three 
energy service companies (ESCOs) to evaluate AMI cost effectiveness and they will also look at 
other energy savings options the City might have in City buildings.  
 
Health Coverage Proposals – We interviewed brokers for health insurance coverage on February 
28th. I will provide an update from that meeting as necessary.  
 
Emergency Water Pumping – We are still pursuing the emergency pumping scenario and the 
recent precipitation may buy us some additional time to get things set up. Since we are getting 
close to the time for spring rainfall, we are hopeful that a normal rainfall will occur and 
emergency pumping will not be necessary. 
 
Economic Development – The EDOC group met last Thursday. We continue to have some 
interest from prospective restaurants in some of our existing buildings. The EDOC group is 
continuing to work with the prospects to make the project(s) happen.

The annual Chamber of Commerce Barbecue Contest and Car Show will be held in Cameron, 
Mo. on July 5 and 6, 2013.

The Chamber  ask the Cameron City Council to allow the barbecue contestants and their 
associates the ability to drink malt liquor (beer), and/or wine in the public street right-of-way 
from the street curb to the street centerline around McCorkle Park on Chestnut Street, Third 
Street, Fourth Street,  and Cherry Street and Cherry Street from Third Street to Second Street.  
The Chamber would like to limit the consumption of alcoholic beverages to a specific time 
commencing on Friday July 5, 2013 at 1 p.m. to July 6, 2013 at 4 p.m. 


The Chamber also asks the Cameron City Council to allow the sale of malt liquor (beer) and /or 
wine by a licensed vendor and the consumption of that alcohol by the public.   The location shall 
be a designated area in the North East corner of McCorkle Park as described in Exhibit 1.  The 
area will be secured and follow the City of Cameron special event criteria.  The hours of 
operation shall be Friday July 5, 2013 from 5:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m. and Saturday July 6 from 
5:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m. 


The Cameron Chamber of Commerce has sponsored these two events in cooperation with the 
City of Cameron for several years.  The continued successful cooperation between the City and 
Chamber makes a positive impact on growth and stability in the community of Cameron.

AND BUSINESS REGULATIONS WITH RESPECT TO PUBLIC SALE 
AND CONSUMPTION OF MALT LIQUOR AND WINE WITHIN THE 


CITY OF CAMERON, MISSOURI AND ENACTING A NEW SECTION 6-
115 THEREIN (Independence Day) 


 
 WHEREAS,  the annual Fourth of July celebration will be held in the City of Cameron 
from July 4, 2013 through July 6, 2013; and  


WHEREAS, the Annual Barbeque Contest will be held from July 5, 2013 through July 
6, 2013 in conjunction with the City of Cameron Independence Day Celebration around 
McCorkle Park; and  


 WHEREAS, vendors duly licensed and authorized, intend to establish defined venues for 
public sale and consumption of malt liquor and wine; and  


WHEREAS, the Cameron Chamber of Commerce asked that the Cameron City Council 
limit the public consumption of alcoholic beverages to a specific time period and a well defined 
area during the Fourth of July celebration; and  


WHEREAS, the Cameron Chamber of Commerce has asked that the City Council allow 
the barbeque contestants and their associates the ability to drink malt liquor (beer) and/or wine in 
the public street right-of-ways around McCorkle Park with  no sale of malt liquor and/or wine 
occurring in said public right-of-ways; and  


 WHEREAS, the City of Cameron recognized the necessity of limiting public sale and 
consumption of alcoholic beverages of all types to well-defined areas. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of 
Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, as follows: 
 
 Section 1.  Section 6-115 of Article V. Alcoholic Beverages, of Chapter 6, Licenses and 
Business Regulations of the City of Cameron Code is hereby amended. 
 
 Section 2. The amendment to Section 6-115 shall be enacted as follows: 
 
 Sec. 6-115. Drinking in public allowed. 
 


During the Fourth of July Celebration, July 5-6, 2013, malt liquor and wine, as 
defined by Section 6-111, may be sold and consumed during the hours of opening 
and closing of premises established by Section 6-113 by licensed vendors at the 







 


following public location, where sale and consumption shall not constitute a 
violation of Section 6-114.  Drinking in Public: 
 
Location: A designated area in McCorkle Park as described in Exhibit 1.  
 
Hours of Operation:  Friday July 5, 2013 from 5:00 p.m. until 11:00 p.m. and 
Saturday July 6, 2013 from 5:00 p.m. until 11:00 p.m. 
 
Operation of a “malt liquor garden” on said premises shall not constitute a 
violation of Section 6-114, drinking in public nor shall it constitute a violation of 
Section 6-116, premises open to public view; obstructing or obscuring interior, 
each of which said ordinances shall otherwise remain in full force and effect but 
for the afore described locations and dates. 


During the Annual Barbeque Contest from 1 p.m. Friday, July 5, 2013 to 4 p.m. 
Saturday, July 6, 2013 malt liquor (beer) and/or wine, as defined by Section 6-
111, may be consumed at the following public locations, where consumption shall 
not constitute a violation of Section 6-114, Drinking in Public. 


Locations: A designated area in the street right-of-ways extending from the street 
curb to the street centerline adjacent to McCorkle Park on Chestnut Street and 
Cherry Street as they are bound by Third Street to the south and Fourth Street to 
the north,  on Third Street as it is bound by Chestnut Street on the east and Cherry 
Street on the west, on Fourth Street as it is bound by Chestnut Street on the east 
and Cherry Street to the west, and on Cherry Street from Third Street to Second 
Street from the east side curb of Cherry Street to the West side curb side of 
Cherry Street.  Area as described in Exhibit 1. 


 Section 3. The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance.   
 
 Section 4. The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 
 Section 5. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 
passage and approval.

PURPOSE 
 
The attached bill would authorize the City Manager to execute an agreement with the Missouri 
Highways and Transportation Committee for the improvements associated with the Walnut Street 
stormwater project.  


 
DISCUSSION & FINANCING  


 
In November 2011 the voters of the City of Cameron passed a 1/4 cents sales tax to support various 
stormwater improvements throughout the Cameron.  A list of known and identified areas was presented 
to the voters from a May 2011 report conducted by an independent third party engineer.  In the report, 
Walnut Street stormwater improvements were identified as the highest priority based on level of service, 
the safety of motorists, pedestrians and property; along with a scheduled project by the Missouri 
Department of Transportation for an overlay of this section of roadway in the summer of 2013.  
Improvements along this corridor have also been identified by the Council and the City Comprehensive 
Plan as a priority.   
   
MoDot will bid and hire a contractor to complete an asphalt mill and overlay of the driving surface of 
Walnut from approximately Pence Road to south of Eagles Landing Parkway.  The anticipated start date 
is scheduled for August of 2013.   
 
We are still on schedule for the City portion, the drainage and other associated improvements such as 
sidewalks and intersections.  The anticipated award date is March of 2013 with substantial completion 
of construction along Walnut before MoDot’s overlay in August of 2013.   
 
A section of this project involves drainage structures and other improvements MoDot is responsible for 
repairing and maintaining.  Additionally, as intersections along Walnut are improved additional 
pavement will be required.  In order to make efficient use of the contractor hired by MoDot for the 
asphalt work and the contractor hired by the City to construct the drainage improvements the parties will 
exchange work.  The City will complete the drainage improvements MoDot is responsible for and 
MoDot will mill and overlay the intersections the City is responsible for improving.  These items have 
been evaluated and considered equivalent, with no additional compensation on either parties’ part.    
 


RECOMMENDATION 
Bids for both MoDot and the City will be let and awarded in the upcoming weeks.  Therefore, we are 
recommending the Council adopt the attached bill, in one reading, authorizing the City Manager to sign 
the Municipal Agreement with the Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission.

MISSOURI HIGHWAYS AND TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION 
MUNICIPAL AGREEMENT 


 
 THIS AGREEMENT is entered into by the Missouri Highways and Transportation 
Commission (hereinafter, "Commission") and the City of Cameron, Missouri, a 
municipal corporation (hereinafter, "City"). 
 
 WITNESSETH: 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, promises and 
representations contained herein, the parties agree as follows: 
 
 (1) IMPROVEMENT DESIGNATION:  The public improvement designated as 
Route 69, Clinton and DeKalb County, Job No. J1P2214 shall consist of resurfacing 
from Pence Road to south of Route BB. 
 
 (2) IMPROVEMENT WITHIN CITY:  The improvement within the City is 
located as follows: 
 


Beginning at Station 49+46 near Pence Road, run in a generally  southerly 
direction along existing US 69 to station 79+10 near Eagle Landing Parkway.  
Length of improvement within city is approximately 2.5 miles. 


 
 (3) EXTENT OF AGREEMENT:  This Agreement shall apply only to the 
portion of the improvement lying within the city limits as they exist on the date this 
Agreement is executed by the City. 
 
 (4) LOCATION:  The general location of the public improvement is shown on 
an attached sketch marked "Exhibit A" and made a part of this Agreement.  The detailed 
location of the improvement is shown on the plans prepared by the Commission for the 
above-designated route and project. 
 
 (5) PURPOSE:  It is the intent of this Agreement that the Commission shall 
provide without cost to the City, except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, a 
highway for traffic in the City and the Commission shall so design and construct the 
highway to serve operating necessities and requirements of local and through traffic. 
 
 (6) RIGHT-OF-WAY USE:  The City grants the right to use the right-of-way of 
public roads, streets, and alleys as necessary for construction and maintenance of said 
public improvement. 
 
 (7) CLOSE AND VACATE:  The City shall allow the Commission to 
temporarily close and vacate all streets or roads, or parts thereof, which may be 







 


 


necessary to permit the construction of the project in accordance with the detailed 
plans.  Likewise, the Commission shall allow the City to temporarily close and vacate 
Route 69 as necessary to construct the City’s drainage, sidewalk, and curb and gutter 
project in 2013. 
 
 (8) RIGHT-OF-WAY ACQUISITION:    No acquisition of additional right-of-
way is anticipated in connection with Job No. J1P2214 or contemplated by this 
Agreement. 
 
 (9) UTILITY RELOCATION: 
 
  (A)   It is understood and agreed by the parties to this Agreement that no 
city-owned utility facilities will require relocation or adjustment in connection with this 
improvement, but that should utility facilities be discovered at any time during 
development or construction of this improvement, relocation or adjustment of the same 
will be done and performed under a supplemental agreement covering the subject, and 
in accordance with Commission policy then in effect on division of costs for adjustment 
of utility facilities. 
 
  (B)   The City agrees that any installation, removal, relocation, 
maintenance, or repair of public or private utilities involving work within highway right-of-
way included in this project shall be done only in accordance with the general rules and 
regulations of the Commission and after a permit for the particular work has been 
obtained from the Commission's district engineer or his authorized representative.  
Similarly, the City will grant approval for no work on the highway right-of-way involving 
excavation or alteration in any manner of the highway as constructed, including but not 
limited to driveway connections, except in accordance with the rules and regulations of 
the Commission and only after a permit for the specific work has been obtained from the 
Commission's district engineer or his authorized representative.  The City shall take 
whatever actions that are necessary to assure compliance with this Subsection. 
 
 (10) LIGHTING Previous agreements between the City and the Commission 
regarding lighting will remain in effect. 
 
 (11) TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES:  The installation, operation and 
maintenance of all traffic signals, pavement markings, signs, and devices on the 
improvement, including those between the highway and intersecting streets shall be 
under the exclusive jurisdiction and at the cost of the Commission.  The City shall not 
install, operate, or maintain any traffic signals, signs or other traffic control devices on 
the highway or on streets and highways at any point where they intersect this highway 
without approval of the Commission. 
 
 (12) DRAINAGE: 
 
  (A) The Commission will reconstruct some drainage facilities along the 
improvement and may use any existing storm and surface water drainage facilities now 
in existence in the area.  The City shall be responsible for receiving and disposing of 
storm and surface water discharged from those drainage facilities which the 
Commission constructs within the limits of highway right-of-way to the extent of the 







 


 


City's authority and control of the storm sewer facilities or natural drainage involved.  
 
 (13) PERMITS:  The Commission shall secure any necessary approvals or 
permits from the Surface Transportation Board, the Public Service Commission of 
Missouri, or any other state or federal regulating authority required to permit the 
construction and maintenance of the highway. 
 
 (14) COMMENCEMENT OF WORK:  The Commission shall construct the 
highway in accordance with final detailed plans approved by the Federal Highway 
Administration (or as they may be changed from time to time by the Commission with 
the approval of the FHWA) at such time as federal and state funds are allocated to the 
public improvement in an amount sufficient to pay for the federal and state 
government's proportionate share of construction.  The obligation of the Commission 
toward the actual construction of the public improvement shall be dependent upon the 
completion of plans in time to obligate federal funds for such construction, upon 
approval of the plans by the FHWA, upon the award by the Commission of the contract 
for the construction, and upon the approval of the award by the FHWA. 
 
 (15) MAINTENANCE: 
 
  (A)   Except as provided in this Agreement, upon completion of the 
public improvement, the Commission will maintain all portions of the improvement within 
the Commission owned right-of-way.  Maintenance by the Commission shall not in any 
case include maintenance or repair of sidewalks whether new or used in place, water 
supply lines, sanitary or storm sewers (except those storm sewers constructed by the 
Commission to drain the highway), city-owned utilities within the right-of-way or the 
removal of snow other than the machine or chemical removal from the traveled portion 
of the highway. 
 
  (B)   When it is necessary to revise or adjust city streets, the right-of-way 
acquired for these adjustments and connections will be deeded to the City. 
 
  (C)   The City shall inspect and maintain the sidewalks constructed by 
this project in a condition reasonably safe to the public and, to the extent allowed by 
law, shall indemnify and hold the Commission harmless from any claims arising from 
the construction and maintenance of said sidewalks. 
 
 (16) EXCHANGE OF WORK:  In order to make efficient use of the contractor 
hired by the commission to construct the asphalt resurfacing for this project and the 
contractor hired by the City to construct drainage, sidewalk, and curb and gutter 
improvements within the city owned right of way between 8th street and Route BB, each 
party will do the following work within the others right of way: 
 
  (A) The Commission will mill and resurface the parking areas between 
4th and 2nd Street and the side street approaches where radius reconstruction is being 
done. 
 
  (B) The City shall reconstruct the Commission’s deficient curb, gutter 
and sidewalk and restore disturbed areas between Grand Avenue and 8th Street. 







 


 


 
  (C)  These items of work, further detailed in Exhibit B, will be considered 
equivalent for the purpose of this exchange, with no additional compensation on eithers 
part.  In the event that either party is unable to meet their obligations under this section, 
they will notify the other party in writing prior to any of the described work being 
performed and neither party will do the work described in Exhibit B. 
 
 (17) POLICE POWERS:  It is the intent of the parties to this Agreement that the 
City shall retain its police powers with respect to the regulation of traffic upon the 
improvement contemplated.  However, the City will enact, keep in force, and enforce 
only such ordinances relating to traffic movement and parking restrictions as may be 
approved by the Commission and as are not in conflict with any regulations for federal 
aid.  The Commission shall not arbitrarily withhold approval of reasonable traffic 
regulations, signs, and markings which will permit the movement of traffic in accordance 
with accepted traffic regulation practices. 
 
 (18) RESTRICTION OF PARKING:  Since the improvement is being designed 
and constructed to accommodate a maximum amount of traffic with a minimum amount 
of right-of-way, the City shall take whatever actions that are necessary to prevent 
parking upon the highway or any part of the area of the Commission’s highway right-of-
way within the limits of the improvement. 
 
 (19) OUTDOOR ADVERTISING:  Previous agreements between the City and 
the Commission regarding outdoor advertising will remain in effect. 
 
 (20) WITHHOLDING OF FUNDS:  In the event that the City fails, neglects, or 
refuses to enact, keep in force or enforce ordinances specified or enacts ordinances 
contrary to the provisions in this Agreement, or in any other manner fails, neglects or 
refuses to perform any of the obligations assumed by it under this Agreement, the 
Commission may, after serving written request upon the City for compliance and the 
City's failure to comply, withhold the expenditure of further funds for maintenance, 
improvement, construction, or reconstruction of the state highway system in the City. 
 
 (21) FEDERAL HIGHWAY ADMINISTRATION:  This Agreement is entered into 
subject to approval by the Federal Highway Administration, and is further subject to the 
availability of federal and state funds for this construction. 
 
 (22) ACCEPTED WITHIN HIGHWAY SYSTEM:  Effective upon execution of 
this Agreement, the Commission accepts the side road approaches and parking area 
portion of the City street system shown in Exhibit B as part of the State Highway System 
for the purposes of this project.  However, during the construction period contemplated 
in this Agreement: 
 
  (A) The Commission will assume no police or traffic control functions 
not obligatory upon Commission immediately prior to the execution of this Agreement, 
and 
 
  (B) The City shall perform or cause to be performed normal 
maintenance on the project site. 







 


 


 
 (23) CITY TO MAINTAIN:  Upon completion of construction of this 
improvement, the City shall accept control and maintenance of the side road 
approaches and parking areas south of and including 8th St. and shall thereafter keep, 
control, and maintain the same as, and for all purposes, a part of the City street system 
at its own cost and expense and at no cost and expense whatsoever to the 
Commission.  All obligations of the Commission under this Agreement shall cease upon 
completion of the improvement. 
 
 
 (24) INDEMNIFICATION:   
 
  (A) To the extent allowed or imposed by law, the City shall defend, 
indemnify and hold harmless the Commission, including its members and department 
employees, from any claim or liability whether based on a claim for damages to real or 
personal property or to a person for any matter relating to or arising out of the City's 
wrongful or negligent performance of its obligations under this Agreement. 
 
  (B) The City will require any contractor procured by the City to work 
under this Agreement:

and $3,000,000 per occurrence) as calculated by the Missouri Department of Insurance, 
Financial Institutions and Professional Registration, and published annually in the 
Missouri Register pursuant to Section 537.610, RSMo. 


 
  (C) In no event shall the language of this Agreement constitute or be 
construed as a waiver or limitation for either party’s rights or defenses with regard to 
each party’s applicable sovereign, governmental, or official immunities and protections 
as provided by federal and state constitution or law. 
 
 (25) AMENDMENTS:  Any change in this Agreement, whether by modification 
or supplementation, must be accomplished by a formal contract amendment signed and 
approved on or between the duly authorized representatives of the City and 
Commission. 
 
 (26) COMMISSION REPRESENTATIVE:  The Commission's NW District 
Engineer is designated as the Commission's representative for the purpose of 
administering the provisions of this Agreement.

Issue: 
 
In January 2013, the City of Cameron Council asked for the city ordinance pertaining to the 
carrying of a concealed firearm be reviewed.  Specifically, the Council asked for an amendment 
of the city ordinance for elected officials to be able to carry concealed firearms at/during 
governmental meetings, in which they were a member.  This would bring the city ordinance in 
line with state law, as it is currently prohibited by city ordinance 8-32. 
 
The Revised Statutes of the State of Missouri, in Chapter 571, Section 571.107 outlines where a 
concealed carry firearm endorsement from Missouri, or other recognized states, may be carried.  
It also outlines the penalty for violation. 
 
Specifically, Section 571.107, paragraph five (5) allows for the concealed carry of a firearm at a 
local government meeting, by an elected member of that government body, as long as the elected 
member of the government body has a valid concealed carry endorsement from the State of 
Missouri.

Approve and sign the attached ordinance amendment allowing elected officials of the City of 
Cameron who have a valid concealed carry endorsement to carry firearms at or during any 
meeting of the governing body in which they are a member in accordance with Missouri State 
Law.

MISCELLANEOUS, IN THE CAMERON CITY CODE

WHEREAS, The Revised Statutes of the State of Missouri, in Chapter 571,

WHEREAS, Specifically, Section 571.107, paragraph five (5) allows for the

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF

Section 1. Add Section 8-32 subsection (b)(1a) to Article I, In General, of 


Chapter 8, Offenses Miscellaneous, in the Cameron City Code: 
 
8-32—Same—Unlawful Use (b)(1a)  Any meeting of the governing body of a 


unit of local government; except that nothing in this subsection shall preclude an elected 
member of the city council, holding a valid concealed carry endorsement, from carrying a 
concealed firearm at a meeting of the body which he or she is an elected member.  The 
elected member shall inform the Mayor and the Chief of Police, or other police 
department designee, prior to the commencement of the meeting that they are in 
possession of a concealed firearm.   


 
Section 2. Amend Section 8-32 subsection (d)(1) to read: 
 
(d) Firearms in city buildings. (1) No person who has been issued a 


concealed carry endorsement by the Missouri Director of Revenue under RSMo 571.094 
or who has been issued a valid permit or endorsement to carry concealed firearms issued 







 


by another state or political subdivision of another state, shall, by authority of that 
endorsement or permit, be allowed to carry a concealed firearm or to openly carry a 
firearm in any building or portion of a building owned, leased or controlled by the city 
unless otherwise permitted by law. 


 
Section 3. The Mayor is hereby authorized this ordinance on behalf of the City of 


Cameron.

RE:  Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission Transportation   
 Enhancement Funds Program Agreement for pedestrian access on N. Walnut and  
 US 36 overpass 
 


PURPOSE 
 
The attached bill would authorize the City Manager to execute an agreement with the Missouri Highways 
and Transportation Committee for acceptance of grant funding for construction of pedestrian 
improvements on N Walnut Street and the US 36 overpass. 


 
DISCUSSION & FINANCING  


 
In the 2030 Comprehensive Plan pedestrian access on N. Walnut and US 36 overpass was identified as a 
priority.  With the number of pedestrians utilizing this route coupled with incidents in the past the Council 
has continually outlined this as a priority too.   Since 2007 there has been continual conversation with our 
partners at MoDot on how we could construct these improvements.  However, funding was always a 
major obstacle.  Therefore, when grant funding was announced this past fall we applied for 
Transportation Enhancement grants.   
 
Transportation Enhancement funds are federal funds available to local public agencies though a 
competitive grant process for transportation related projects.   Public agencies are reimbursed for project 
costs at a rate of 80%, up to a maximum of $240,000.00 per grant, with a minimum 20% match.  Recently 
we were notified we were successful in obtaining the requested grant funding.   
 
In order to obtain enough funding, we split this area into two separate projects.  The first project is the 
construction of a five-foot wide sidewalk from Grand Avenue north to the US 36 overpass with the grant 
amount totaling $140,705.   The total estimated project cost is $178,108.00 with our match at $37,403.00.  
For the second portion we received the maximum grant funding amount of $240,000.  This project is for 
the construction of a cantilever pedestrian access at the US 36 bridge overpass.   This project is estimated 
at $322,318.00 with a match of approximately $82,318.00.   Construction for both projects would be in 
the 2014 construction season.   
 
Since construction and the bulk of the expenses will not be until our next fiscal year, we can include in 
the Street Department budget for the match next year.    
 


RECOMMENDATION

 WHEREAS, the City of Cameron has determined pedestrian access along Walnut Street 
and over US36 a priority; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City applied for and was successful in obtaining two Transportation 
Enhancement grants in order to complete the improvements; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the City needs to enter into an agreement for the acceptance of the funding 
and the construction of the improvements for both projects; and  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City of Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb 
Counties, Missouri as follows: 
 
  Section 1.  The City Manager is hereby authorized to execute the Transportation 
Enhancement Funds Program Agreements with the Missouri Highways and Transportation 
Commission for the use of Transportation Enhancement funds. The first being for the 
construction of pedestrian access along N Walnut Street and the second for pedestrian access at 
the US 36 bridge overpass; all as per the agreement attached hereto and made a part hereof. 
 
 Section 2. The City Manager is authorized to execute any ancillary documents associated 
with this project.   
 


Section 3. The Mayor is hereby authorized to sign this Ordinance on behalf of the City of 
Cameron.  
  
 Section 4.  The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 


Section 5.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage.
