CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

1. New Wastewater Plant Requirements. City Manager Gaugh met with HDR to
prioritize the capital improvements and formulate a funding plan for the Wastewater
Plant. A plan will be presented to Council soon.

2. AMI Status. Requests for Proposals (RFP) regarding the AMI have been sent to three
energy service companies (ESCOs) to evaluate AMI cost effectiveness. The chosen
company will also look at other energy savings options in City buildings.

3. Health Coverage Proposals. Brokers were interviewed for health insurance coverage.
There will be more information on the coverage in the near future.

4. Emergency Water Pumping. The City has been granted permission to pump water
from Pony Express Lake to supplement the reservoirs if the drought conditions
continue.
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5. Economic Development. The EDOC group met last Thursday. There is continued
interest from prospective restaurants in some of the available buildings in Cameron.

Bill 2013-4, AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER OF THE
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI TO ENTER
INTO A MUNICIPAL AGREEMENT WITH THE MISSOURI HIGHWAYS &
TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION FOR THE WALNUT STREET
IMPROVEMENTS, PROJECT J1P2214, was read by title by City Clerk O’Connor. Copies
of said Bill 2013-4 were available for the public. Motion was made by Councilmember
Breckenridge and seconded by Councilmember Eddins to pass said bill on first reading.
Discussion. Public Works Director Drew Bontrager stated the City is working with the Missouri
Department of Transportation (MoDOT) on a project to overlay Walnut Street and improve the
stormwater control. Bill 2013-4 authorizes City Manager Gaugh to enter into an agreement with
the Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission for improvements related to the Walnut
Street Stormwater Project.

STREET IMPROVEMENTS for WALNUT STREET FROM EVERGREEN STREET TO
GRAND AVENUE AND AWARDING THE BID TO AMINO BROTHERS COMPANY,
INC. was read by title by City Clerk O'Connor. Copies of said Resolution 2013-10 were
available for the public. Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by
Councilmember Breckenridge to pass Resolution 2013-10. Discussion. Public Works Director
Drew Bontrager said bids were solicited for stormwater improvements on Walnut Street. Seven
bids were received at the February 25, 2013 bid opening. The engineers’ estimate for the project
was $2,427,382. The apparent low bid from Holthouse Construction was $1,982,742; however,
Holthouse Construction requested the bid be withdrawn citing a substantial error in their bid.
Olsson Engineers recommends accepting the bid withdrawal and returning the Bid Security to
Holthouse Construction.
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Amino Brothers submitted the next low bid, $2,192,947.69. Olsson Engineers reviewed
the bid, called references and have recommended issuing a “Notice of Award” to Amino
Brothers Company, Inc. for the Walnut Street Project. Staff recommended the Notice of Award
be issued to Amino Brothers for the Base Bid only. City Manager Gaugh said the alternate bid
for a storm sewer pipe under A Highway and Walnut Street that was also bid for this project will
be done at a later date depending on the funds available at that time. Resolution 2013-10 passed
with a unanimous voice vote. Absent: Councilmember Fry.

Liquor License Request — Caterer License. City Manager Gaugh said a wine and cheese
fund raiser for the Fiddick Chimes Project is being planned. Wally Gallian, Cameron Newspaper
and Doug Schmitz, KKWK Radio Station, are volunteers for the project. Mr. Gallian said the
event is scheduled for April 13, 2103 at the Old School. Willow Springs Mercantile from
Excelsior Springs will cater the event and are requesting the City issue a Caterers permit.

Re: Manager’s Report

Legislative Meeting — Last Tuesday, | was in Jefferson City to testify before the House
Appropriations Committee on Infrastructure. Our DeKalb County representative, Casey Guernsey
requested my presence, since he is seeking funding to provide water to this area. The Chair of the
Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission, Derek Brown, presented supporting testimony,
as well. Mr. Guernsey sits on the Budget Committee, and he believes we have good chance of
clearing the House. The Senate, however, is an unknown. We did stop by Sen. Brad Lager’s
office after the hearing, to let them know of our visit and request for funding.

Emergency Water Pumping — We are still pursuing the emergency pumping scenario and the
recent precipitation will buy us some additional time to get things set up. We were at about 178
days of supply (39%) before the recent one-inch of rain and snow melt we received. Currently,
we estimate 218 days, at 47% of supply remaining.

Highway 36 Alliance — | will be meeting with the coordinator for the Alliance tomorrow (3-19).
Beth Carmichael will update me on the progress of the group. We are looking at submitting some
additional photos of Cameron attractions for their publication.

Financial Audit — The annual City audit has been completed for the most recent fiscal year, and
the auditors are compiling the report at this time. It should be completed, soon.

Amendment to the City of Cameron ordinance on carrying concealed weapons by council
members

Issue:

In January 2013, the City of Cameron Council asked for the city ordinance pertaining to the
carrying of a concealed firearm be reviewed. Specifically, the Council asked for an amendment
of the city ordinance for elected officials to be able to carry concealed firearms at/during
governmental meetings, in which they were a member. This would bring the city ordinance in
line with state law, as it is currently prohibited by city ordinance 8-32.

The Revised Statutes of the State of Missouri, in Chapter 571, Section 571.107 outlines where a
concealed carry firearm endorsement from Missouri, or other recognized states, may be carried.
It also outlines the penalty for violation.

Specifically, Section 571.107, paragraph five (5) allows for the concealed carry of a firearm at a
local government meeting, by an elected member of that government body, as long as the elected
member of the government body has a valid concealed carry endorsement from the State of
Missouri.

Recommendation:

Approve and sign the attached ordinance amendment allowing elected officials of the City of
Cameron who have a valid concealed carry endorsement to carry firearms at or during any
meeting of the governing body in which they are a member in accordance with Missouri State
Law.

ARTICLE I, IN GENERAL, OF CHAPTER 8, OFFENSES
MISCELLANEOUS, IN THE CAMERON CITY CODE

WHEREAS, In January 2013 the City of Cameron Council asked for the City
Ordinance pertaining to the carrying of a concealed firearm be reviewed. Specifically,
the council asked for an amendment of the City Ordinance for elected officials to be-able
to carry concealed firearms at/during governmental meetings, in ‘which they were a
member. This would bring the city ordinance in line with state law, as it is currently
prohibited by City Ordinance 8-32; and

WHEREAS, The Revised Statutes of the State of Missouri, in Chapter 571,
Section 571.107 outlines where a concealed carry firearm endorsement from Missouri, or
other recognized states, may be carried. It also outlines the penalty for violation; and

WHEREAS, Specifically, Section 571.107, paragraph five (5) allows for the
concealed carry of a firearm at a local government meeting, by an elected member of that
government body, as long as the elected member of the government body has a valid
concealed carry endorsement from the State of Missouri.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI
ASFOLLOWS:

Section 1. Add Section 8-32 subsection (b)(1a) to Article I, In General, of
Chapter 8, Offenses Miscellaneous, in the Cameron City Code:

8-32—Same—Unlawful Use (b)(1a) Any meeting of the governing body of a
unit of local government; except that nothing in this subsection shall preclude an elected
member of the city council, holding a valid concealed carry endorsement, from carrying a
concealed firearm at a meeting of the body which he or she is an elected member. The
elected member shall inform the Mayor and the Chief of Police, or other police
department designee, prior to the commencement of the meeting that they are in
possession of a concealed firearm.

Section 2. Amend Section 8-32 subsection (d)(1) to read:
(d) Firearms in city buildings. (1) No person who has been issued a

concealed carry endorsement by the Missouri Director of Revenue under RSMo 571.094
or who has been issued a valid permit or endorsement to carry concealed firearms issued





by another state or political subdivision of another state, shall, by authority of that
endorsement or permit, be allowed to carry a concealed firearm or to openly carry a
firearm in any building or portion of a building owned, leased or controlled by the city
unless otherwise permitted by law.

Section 3. The Mayor is hereby authorized this ordinance on behalf of the City of
Cameron.

Section 4. The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.

Section 5. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date
of its passage and approval.

RE: Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission Transportation
Enhancement Funds Program Agreement for pedestrian access on N. Walnut and
US 36 overpass

PURPOSE

The attached bill would authorize the City Manager to execute an agreement with the Missouri Highways
and Transportation Committee for acceptance of grant funding for construction of pedestrian
improvements on N Walnut Street and the US 36 overpass.

DISCUSSION & FINANCING

In the 2030 Comprehensive Plan pedestrian access on N. Walnut and US 36 overpass was identified as a
priority. With the number of pedestrians utilizing this route coupled with incidents in the past the Council
has continually outlined this as a priority too. Since 2007 there has been continual conversation with our
partners at MoDot on how we could construct these improvements. However, funding was always a
major obstacle. Therefore, when grant funding was announced this past fall we applied for
Transportation Enhancement grants.

Transportation Enhancement funds are federal funds available to local public agencies though a
competitive grant process for transportation related projects. Public agencies are reimbursed for project
costs at a rate of 80%, up to a maximum of $240,000.00 per grant, with a minimum 20% match. Recently
we were notified we were successful in obtaining the requested grant funding.

In order to obtain enough funding, we split this area into two separate projects. The first project is the
construction of a five-foot wide sidewalk from Grand Avenue north to the US 36 overpass with the grant
amount totaling $140,705. The total estimated project cost is $178,108.00 with our match at $37,403.00.
For the second portion we received the maximum grant funding amount of $240,000. This project is for
the construction of a cantilever pedestrian access at the US 36 bridge overpass. This project is estimated
at $322,318.00 with a match of approximately $82,318.00. Construction for both projects would be in
the 2014 construction season.

Since construction and the bulk of the expenses will not be until our next fiscal year, we can include in
the Street Department budget for the match next year.

RECOMMENDATION
We are recommending the Council adopt the attached bill authorizing the City Manager to sign the
Transportation Enhancement Funds Program Agreement with the Missouri Highways and Transportation
Commission.

Enhancement Funds Program Agreements - with the Missouri Highways and Transportation
Commission for the use of Transportation” Enhancement funds. The first being for the
construction of pedestrian access along:N Walnut Street and the second for pedestrian access at
the US 36 bridge overpass; all as per the agreement attached hereto and made a part hereof.

Section 2. The City Manager is authorized to execute any ancillary documents associated
with this project.

Section 3. The Mayor is hereby authorized to sign this Ordinance on behalf of the City of
Cameron.
