The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday, 
the 1st day of April 2013, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the Pledge 
of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  
 


Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present:  Darlene 
Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, David Fry and Ronnie Jack.   Absent:  none.  


 
 Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City 
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 
 
 Minutes of the March 18, 2013 Regular Session and March 28, 2013 Special Session 
were approved as submitted with a unanimous voice vote on motion made by Councilmember 
Breckenridge and seconded by Councilmember Fry.

Proclamation – Cameron High School Girls Basketball Team State Finish.  Mayor Clark 
presented a proclamation to the 2012-2013 Cameron High School Lady Dragon Basketball Team 
acknowledging their second place finish at the Missouri State High School Athletic Association 
Class 2 Basketball Championships.  Mayor Clark proclaimed the week of April 1, 2013 as 
“Cameron High School Lady Dragon State Basketball Team Week” in the City of Cameron.  


 
CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 


 
1. Special Council Meeting.  A Special Session will be held on April 8, 2013 to declare 


the results of the General Election for Councilmember and to give the oath of office 
to the newly elected Councilmember. There will be a contract approval to consider 
for Amino Brothers Construction for Walnut Street improvements.   Council 
Committees will need to be assigned also.   
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2. Automated Metering.  Requests for Proposals (RFP) are due on April 10, 2013. Five 
providers of automated metering infrastructure have expressed interest in the project. 
The results will be presented to Council.   


3. Construction Projects.  Construction schedule for this spring/summer:  new restrooms 
are scheduled for Recreation Park; decorative and energy efficient L.E.D. lighting 
will also be installed throughout sections of the Park; Walnut Street Storm Water 
Improvements will begin in upcoming weeks; and, bids will be solicited to construct a 
pre-chlorination basin at our water treatment facility. The pre-chlorination will cost 
around a million dollars. Approximately half of that amount should come in the form 
of a State/Federal grant. The project will help us comply with regulations dealing 
with disinfection byproducts.   


4. Directional Signage. The City has received some of the signs and the remaining 
directional signs will be delivered soon. Installation will begin in the next few weeks. 
Staff will wait to install the signs that are in conflict with the construction work on 
Walnut Street.

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Manager Gaugh informed Council the City needs to purchase electric wire for a project in 
Willow Brook Subdivision.

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
Council Committees – We need to set any changes in Committee assignments as soon as 
possible, since we have at least two agenda items waiting for consideration. 
 
Construction Projects – We are in the process of procuring design services for the 
replacement of electrical distribution conductor. The power line running from West St., 
east beyond Ford St. is undersized. There is also a short section of line connecting the 
NW substation to the City’s substation near the water treatment plant.  
 
Land Purchase – On Wednesday, April 3, the closing took place for the purchase of 
approximately 12 acres of land near the City’s Reservoir #2. The total purchase price was 
$67,809. Funds are available from two sources; the atrazine settlement and a refund due 
to a metering error where the electric fund reimbursed the water fund approximately 
$84,000. Council approved the land purchase, which will help protect the water shed 
from increased development, agricultural runoff and a small corner of the land may be 
used as part of the trail that will go near that area when construction is complete. The 
land purchase was approved in Executive Session to protect the City from any price 
manipulation that could occur if there was widespread public knowledge. This is 
commonly done with municipal land purchases and is specifically protected by the 
Sunshine Law for this reason. 
 
Automated Metering – Requests for Proposals (RFP) are due on Wednesday. We will 
evaluate them as soon as we can. A report to Council will follow that review.

PURPOSE 
 
The attached bill would authorize the City Manager to enter into a contract with Manion 
Complete Concrete, LLC for the construction of new restrooms located in Recreation 
Park.    
 


BACKGROUND 
 


Three bids were received at the bid opening March 28, 2013.  The low bid of $62,900.00 
was received from Manion Complete Concrete, LLC.  Caymus Construction of Tempe, 
Arizona, submitted a bid of $81,234.00 and DSM Contracting, LLC of Easton, Missouri 
submitted a bid of $102,000.00.  We believe Manion Complete Concrete submitted a 
complete and competitive bid and after reviewing all the bids the Park Board voted 
unanimously to award the contract to Manion Complete Concrete, LLC.  This is a 
budgeted item planned for this fiscal year in the Park Board’s capital items.  The project 
is scheduled to commence as soon as the weather permits, with a completion date of the 
end of May 2013.

PURPOSE 
 


The attached bill authorizes the City Manager to enter into a contract with Amino Brothers 
Company, Inc. for the Walnut Street Stormwater Improvements Project.  
 
 


BACKGROUND 
 


This is the first major project funded by the Stormwater Sales Tax.  This project consists of 
the replacement and addition of storm sewer, curb and gutter replacement, concrete 
sidewalk and drive aprons, utility relocation, and other ancillary items shown on the plans 
and described in the specifications, along the Walnut Street corridor from Evergreen to Grand 
Avenue.  Additionally, the intersections of Fifth, Sixth and Seventh Streets at Main Street 
will receive complete replacement.    
 
A total of seven bids were received at the bid opening on February 25, 2013.  Amino Brothers 
Company, Inc. was the best bid at $2,192,947.69.  This is lower than the Engineer’s Opinion 
of Total Probable Cost of $2,427,382.00.  After review by staff and Olsson & Associates, it 
has been determined the Amino Brothers Company Inc. bid is a complete and competitive bid. 
 


 
RECOMMENDATION 


 
We recommend that the Council adopt the attached bill authorizing the City Manager to sign 
the agreement with Amino Brothers Company, Inc. for construction of the Walnut Street 
Storm Water Project.
