License.  An air show and concert are planned at the Cameron Memorial Airport June 8-9, 2013.  
The event is not within the City Limits, but is being held on City owned property.  On the advice 
of City Attorney Elliott, the City has requested a City liquor license be secured. The Cameron 
Police Department has reviewed the application and has no objections.    The event will be 
subject to Special Event Guidelines if it is approved by Council. The motion to approve a liquor 
license for the Cameron Jaycees passed with a unanimous voice vote.   


  
Cameron Elks Lodge.  Councilmember Breckenridge moved to approve the liquor license

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission – I have included in your packets, the 
preliminary estimate of the cost of purchasing additional water from the GNWWC. It is 
only a rough estimate, since we are early in the process. 
 
Council Committees – Councilmember Rose-Heim proposed a committee to help with 
volunteer efforts in the community.  
 
Construction Projects – We have issued the Notice to Proceed for the Walnut St. storm 
water project.  
 
Follow-Up on Tad Pruitt’s Request – At the last Council meeting, Tad Pruitt, Alliance Water 
Resources had a question about a manhole problem near lift station #2. We have an easement at 
the lift station, but the landowner allows rock dumping on his property, which had covered our 
easement in many places. Since we have to keep the easement open to make sewer line repairs, 
we hired a dozer to clear the line. During clearing, the dozer hit the manhole lid, moving it from 
the manhole. However, John Carroll repaired the manhole the next day, and no issues resulted. 
The manhole would take in some rain water, so it was fixed as soon as John was notified. I think 
Tad was told that the lid had been repaired, but there may have been a misunderstanding and he 
was not aware of the repair.  
 
Automated Metering Proposals– David Lee and I will complete the review of the RFPs when he 
returns to the office. Unfortunately, he had a family emergency and will not be in the office for at 
least a week. 
 
Reservoir Levels – The reservoirs are in good shape, except for Grindstone, our largest reservoir. 
As of last Tuesday, April 30th, it is about 2’8” low, coming up a little from the last rain event.

Issues  
 
Throughout the fiscal year, we compare revenues and expenses in order to see where an 
amendment is necessary to provide a balance of funds. Sometimes expenditures are of an 
emergency nature and a reserve transfer is necessary within the fund to show the 
accounting of funds. Another reason to have a budget amendment is to remove any 
budgeted items that we know will not be spent. This helps to identify actual expenditures 
and may be preferable to “clean up” the budget in places. We plan to do budgeted 
adjustments on a quarterly basis, and adjust the frequency if necessary.

Issues  
 
In our budget this year, we planned for the upsizing of the three-phase high-voltage 
power line running from West St. at Euclid, straight east to Chestnut, then south to 
Evergreen at Orange St. The route does not follow the streets the entire length. Allgeier 
Martin engineers ran a system model that identified this area as being undersized to carry 
the current, comfortably. One concern is that during summer peak (based on summer 
2012 loading) the voltage at the school will be down to about 118.2V (minimum 
acceptable is 118.0V) without the rebuild but could sustain 119.5V with the rebuild.  
There could be issues with the low voltage at the school during the summer in the very 
near future if the line is not upsized.  The other concern is that during summer peak the 
voltage at the Medical Center will be down to around 118.8V without the rebuild. It 
could sustain 120.5V with the rebuild, which is very adequate. There is a similar problem 
with the line running from the NW substation near the water plant to the City’s substation 
adjacent to the water plant. 
 
We look to have the design work completed this fiscal year, with construction and 
engineering inspections and contract administration to take place after the new fiscal 
year. 
 
Recommendation 


 
Staff recommends that the Council approve the ordinance for the agreement with Allgeier 
Martin Associates. This portion of the project is expected to be $195,087, and will be 
charged to budget line 07-32-275-07, where approximately $200,000 is budgeted to cover 
the expense.

It shall be the responsibility of the Vendor to bill and collect for all services rendered. 
 
Term: The length of this agreement shall be two (2) years upon its passage.  The Vendor and the 
City will reserve the right to terminate this agreement upon a thirty (30) day notice. 
 
Licensing and Insurance:  It shall be the responsibility of the vendor to carry insurance, 
licensing and registration as required by law.

RE:  Agreement for Sewer System Work  
 
Issues  
 
For quite some time, the City has been preparing the background work for sanitary sewer system 
improvements. These improvements not only involve the sanitary sewer collection system 
(piping, manholes and lift stations), but the treatment plant, as well. This agreement is only for 
the treatment plant portion of the overall project to improve the system. Many components at the 
wastewater plant are aged and no longer reliable. For example, we have had two failures with 
oxidation ditch rotor shaft breakage over the last couple of years. Better screening and solids 
thickening will improve operations, as well.  
 
The engineering report will address these problems, recommend solutions, and provide estimates 
of the probable cost for the improvements. The detailed scope of services is in the attached 
agreement. Construction phase services are not included within this scope of work.  


 
Recommendation 


 
Staff recommends that the Council approve the agreement for a not-to-exceed fee of $25,000 with 
HDR for the work. This project is budgeted in line 9-19-275-01 in the treatment plant budget.

Issues  
 
Because of the normal spring rainfall, the City’s water supply has recovered to the levels 
where we can revert to the Advisory Phase of conservation. The reservoirs are at 67% of 
capacity, which would put the level at the Advisory Phase. There are three levels of 
conservation measures in the City ordinance; the Advisory phase, the Alert phase and the 
Emergency phase. The Advisory phase is voluntary, and current water levels are such 
that an Alert is no longer needed. An Advisory, however, should remain in effect. We 
will present each phase recommendation to the Council in Resolution form as they are 
needed. This procedure is required by City Ordinance 3877, Sections 12-161 to 12-167. 
 
Recommendation 


 
Staff recommends that Council adopt Resolution declaring that we are no longer in the 
Alert Phase, and we are now in the Advisory phase of water conservation.

CITY OF CAMERON, MISSOURI AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1: The City Manager is hereby authorized to execute an agreement with 
United Electric Cooperative, Inc. substantially in the form as attached hereto and incorporated 
herein as Exhibit 1 on behalf of the City.    


Section 2: This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage 
and approval as provided by law.

RE:  Resolution for Employee Health Coverage Changes 
 
Issues  
 
A few months ago, we were advised by Midwest Public Risk (MPR), our pool insurance 
manager, that premiums for the next plan year were going up, fairly significantly. 
However, at that time, no one could tell how much they were to increase. We decided to 
check the market to see if we could get a lower coverage rate outside the MPR pool. 
MPR rules require us to notify them if we secure coverage by another carrier, by April 1, 
or pay a significant penalty. To meet this deadline, we presented a Resolution for Council 
approval, notifying MPR of our intent to drop coverage. We had to do this, even though 
we did not know how much the increase was going to be, since MPR did not have their 
board meeting in time to provide notice. Coverage with MPR expires July 1, 2013.  
 
We advertised for insurance brokers and interview two brokers who could shop insurance 
coverage for us. The Council Committee selected Shoal Creek Financial (Ryan Sloan) to 
do the brokering for us. Mr. Sloan looked into five potential providers; Coventry, 
Humana, Aetna, Blue Cross & Blue Shield and United Healthcare (UHC). Humana did 
not provide a quote, and the quotes from Blue Cross and UHC were recommended as the 
ones we should compare with the coverage of MPR. 
 
Both Blue Cross and UHC are recommended to be in the final review, because of their 
customer service and claim payment ability and history. Of the two companies 
recommended, Blue Cross offers a rate cap in the second year, and UHC offers a two-
year premium lock where we will know in advance what our premiums will be for a two-
year period. With all the uncertainty in the market today, this is extremely important.  
Comparing these two plans it looks as though UHC has the best benefits at the highest 
cost savings over that two-year period. 
 
Employees pay a portion of their health and vision coverage, and all of their dental 
coverage. Under the new plan, both the employees and City will experience a decrease in 
premium expense with UHC. This savings will allow the City to work with the 
employees on wellness programs, as well. With UHC the rates will be the same for two 
years, as you can see on the attached spreadsheet, where we could expect about a 13.4% 
increase with BC/BS.  After the initial two year period, costs are expected to increase 







significantly under the new Affordable Care Act, and the proportion of cost share may 
change at that time. We expect to stay with VSP and Delta Dental for vision and dental 
coverage, respectfully. 
 
Recommendation 


 
Staff recommends that the Council approve the resolution to pursue coverage with United 
Healthcare.

Issues 
 
The Cameron Chamber of Commerce is planning for the Independence Day celebration in 
Cameron and has submitted an application for a Picnic Liquor License for this event which is 
being held July 5, 2013.  The Chamber will request permission to use the liquor license in 
McCorkle Park.  Council will be presented a bill for approval at the next Council Session 
allowing consumption of alcohol in McCorkle Park for this annual event. A Code change is 
required and the bill will need to be read at three (3) separate Council Sessions per our policy.   
The Police Department has completed their usual limited background check allowed by law of 
the applications and has no legal objections to the license being issued.
