The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday, 
the 20th day of May 2013, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the 
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  
 


Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present:  Darlene 
Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, Ronnie Jack and William B. Rose-Heim.   Absent:  none.  


 
 Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City 
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 
 
 Minutes of the May 6, 2013, meeting were approved as submitted with a voice vote of 
four (4) “Aye’s” on motion made by Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by 
Councilmember Jack.  Councilmember Eddins abstained as she was not in attendance at the May 
6, 2013 Council Session. 
 


PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
 
 Meri Thompson, 320 High Street, expressed concerns about a commercial smoker and 
open flame grill at Fat Boy’s Meat Co. Eating House, a barbeque restaurant located next to her 
business, Meri’s Dance Studio, on Third Street.   City Manager Gaugh said he will look into the 
issue and get back with Ms. Thompson.  City Manager Gaugh noted Clyde Han, City Building 
Inspector, is working with the owner of Fat Boy’s to insure compliance with City of Cameron 
Code regulations.  City Attorney Elliott stated if the use is legal, then the City cannot prohibit the 
business.  Ms. Thompson asked Council to consider changing the Code for situations of this 
type. 
 


CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Construction Projects. 
• Walnut Street. Construction is continuing on the storm water improvements on   


Walnut Street.  The work is on schedule.   
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• Water Plant Chlorination Basin. Bids were solicited and the lowest qualified 
apparent bidder is Ross Construction Company.  Staff is waiting on our 
engineers’ approval and recommendation before presenting the bid to Council. 


2. Reservoir Levels.  The reservoirs are in good shape.  Staff will continue with a plan 
to finish the bypass pumping design for future use during a drought emergency. 


3. AMI Proposals. A meeting will be scheduled with the Council Utilities Committee 
to interview the three proposing entities for the AMI system.  


4. Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission.  There are no major updates at this 
time.  Work continues with engineers to secure grants and design a pipeline grid.  


 
Mayor Clark complemented City Manager Gaugh on the improvement with the City’s 


financial condition.  The work and sacrifices regarding the finances are reflected in the financial 
reports.

This would be a Council project and Council 
would work with the Cameron Park Board.  Councilmember Eddins asked to have 
something from the Park Board stating they are in favor of the initiative.    Staff will 
proceed by inviting the Park Board to the May 29, 2013 meeting regarding the tax 
implications for the project. Councilmember Breckenridge stated forums need to be 
held in order to seek public opinion.  Councilmember Rose-Heim said the City needs 
to involve as many people as we can in the process and noted action needs to be taken 
as soon as possible.  City Attorney Elliott reminded Council this discussion needs to 
be placed on a future agenda.

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
Heavy Rains – The recent heavy rains have maintained a full level at our reservoirs, and 
the down side is that we had some overloaded parts of the sanitary sewer system. We 
report all known overflows and will continue with our plan to reduce them. 
 
Construction Projects –  
 


• Walnut St.- Work is continuing near Ford and Evergreen Streets. Storm sewer 
installation, curb and gutter/driveways installation and relocation of a water line 
were the major items done last week on the project. 


• Special mention- The contractor foreman told me that our utility crews working 
with them on Walnut are the best they have ever worked with. This is huge, when 
considering they work with municipals, along with investor-owned utilities all the 
time. Thanks to John Carroll, Jay Erdman and their respective crews. 


 
Water Plant Chloramine Project – Later in the agenda, we are recommending the lowest 
bidder, Ross Construction for the chloramine project. If Council approves, we will 
propose an ordinance to enter into a contract and will request a full reading, so a Notice-
to-Proceed can be issued June 18th. This project is funded through a grant/loan from the 
Department of Natural Resources, and we want to meet their timelines as much as 
possible.

PURPOSE 
 
The attached bill authorizes the City Manager to sign a lease agreement with Steven Riley for 
the approximate forty acres of hay ground located at the ‘Industrial Site’.  


 
DISCUSSION 


 
The City of Cameron owns various properties in the Cameron area that have agricultural 
value, including the Industrial Site.  The City has the opportunity to lease the property for the 
limited use of cutting and bailing of hay.  
 
Bids for this location and others were advertised and sealed bids were opened February 15, 
2012.  At the time there were no bidders on this site. Consequently, The City of Cameron had 
to cut and maintain this property at the expense and time of the Street Department.    
 
Mr. Riley has offered a lump sum of $500.00 for the approximate forty acres located at the 
Industrial Site property.  The term of the lease is April 1, 2013 through November 30, 2013, 
with an option to renew for an additional one-year term.     
 
 


RECOMMENDATION 
 
We recommend that the Council adopt the attached bill authorizing the City Manager to enter 
into a lease agreement with Steven Riley for hay ground.

 WHEREAS, an air show and concert are scheduled to be held at the Cameron Memorial 
Airport on June 7-8, 2013; and  


WHEREAS, the Cameron Jaycees are holding a beer garden in conjunction with an air 
show and concert at Cameron Memorial Airport; and  


 WHEREAS, the Jaycees duly licensed and authorized, intend to establish defined venues 
for public sale and consumption of malt liquor and wine; and  


WHEREAS, the Cameron Jaycees asked that the City Council limit the public 
consumption of alcoholic beverages to a specific time period and a well defined area during the 
Cameron Memorial Airport Fly-In and Concert; and  


 WHEREAS, the City of Cameron recognized the necessity of limiting public sale and 
consumption of alcoholic beverages of all types to well-defined areas. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of 
Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, as follows: 
 
 Section 1.  Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 6-115 of the revised Ordinances of 
the City of Cameron, which shall continue in full force and effect except for June 7-8, 2013, at 
the Cameron Memorial Airport, upon which date and location the Cameron Jaycees shall be 
permitted and authorized to sell alcohol on public property and to allow public consumption of 
alcohol on public property in accordance with a picnic license duly issued by the State of 
Missouri, the County of Clinton and the City of Cameron. 
 
 Section 2. The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance.

 Section 4. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 
passage and approval.

WHEREAS, the City is the owner of certain utility poles in the corporate limits, and 
Missouri law and Section 10.5-101 of the Cameron City Code of Ordinances (enacted by 
Ordinance No. 5758 on 1-15-2013) requires a pole attachment agreement for any person to 
attach or maintain any fixture to or place or maintain any facilities or wires on any utility pole or 
other fixture or facility of the City within City rights-of-way or easements;  


WHEREAS, MCC Missouri, LLC (“Mediacom”), desires to use or continue to use the 
City’s poles and facilities for the purpose of construction, operation, and maintenance of a cable 
system;  


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Cameron finds such use to be in the public 
interest and is willing to enter into a pole attachment agreement to allow Mediacom to utilize 
certain City-owned utility poles for such purposes and to provide for the joint use of City-owned 
utility poles to meet their service requirements; and 


WHEREAS, Mediacom acknowledges that the City’s facilities are primarily for service 
to the public and that licensing use by other is an accommodation by the City for which 
Mediacom intends and agrees to be bound by the terms and provisions of the Cameron Code of 
Ordinances and the pole attachment agreement granted hereunder; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF CAMERON, MISSOURI as follows: 


Section 1:  The Mayor or City Manager is hereby authorized to execute the attached 
GENERAL AGREEMENT FOR NON-EXCLUSIVE USE OF CITY UTILITY POLES with 
Mediacom attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference. 


Section 2: This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage 
and approval as provided by law.

Issues  
 
The water treatment plant is converting its disinfection process from a free chlorine system to a 
combined system. This is done to further reduce the production of regulated disinfection 
byproducts. In addition, it will prepare the plant for future water blending when Cameron 
purchases supplemental water from an additional water supplier. Most water supplies that 
transport water for long distances use combined chlorination, since it tends to be more stable for 
time. 


 
This project will involve the construction of a concrete basin for disinfection, along with 
chemical feeding and pumping equipment. 


 
Recommendation 


 
Staff recommends that the bid from David E. Ross Construction Company at a bid price of 
$868,800. If this Resolution is approved, we will prepare an Ordinance for the next Council 
meeting to enter into agreement with David E. Ross Construction. We will request a full reading,

Issue:   
 
I have a new liquor license application from Richard Calvert, Tub Creek BBQ, LLC.  The 
business is located at 316 East Second Street (formerly The Depot).  Mr. Calvert has 
indicated he will be open Tuesday through Saturday. 
 
Also, I received a renewal application from Thomas Jorgensen, Pizza Hut.  There are no 
changes with this application from previous years.  Sajid Farooqui, Discount Smokes, 
also applied for a renewal license.  This was a new license last year and there are no 
changes. 
 
The Police Department has informed me they are no longer able to do any background 
checks for liquor license applicants. (See attached email.)  I have been in contact with 
Chuck Bidding, State of Missouri Liquor Control Agent, regarding this change.  Mr. 
Bidding has suggested we change our application form requiring the applicant to provide 
a Name Search document through the Missouri State Highway Patrol.  The document 
should be submitted dated no more than six (6) months prior to the application.  I plan to 
follow his suggestion on all future applications.  I will review our Code with City 
Attorney Elliott for any changes that are necessary. 
 
Regarding the three applications you are reviewing today, Court Case Net on the internet 
was used to search the applicants.  Nothing was found that would preclude issuance of a 
liquor license by the City to the applicants. 
 
As always, the City of Cameron liquor license is only valid in conjunction with the 
appropriate County liquor license and a liquor license from the State of Missouri for each 
establishment.   
 
Letters of approval will be issued to those approved applicants.  Once a State of Missouri 
license is presented to me, a City of Cameron License will be issued.
