This is an agreement with H. W. Lochner, Inc, for  professional services at the Cameron 
Memorial Airport for the AWOS cost / benefit analysis and associatied tasks with future 
land acquisition for AWOS easements.   
 
An automated weather observation system, (AWOS), a suite of sensors which measure, 
collect and disseminate weather data to help meteorologists, pilots and flight dispatchers 
prepare and monitor weather forecasts, plan flight routes, and provide necessary 
information for aircraft takeoffs and landings.   
 
We did go through the official request for qualifications process in December of 2010 
and were approved by MoDot with Lochner. Additionally, MoDot has reviewed and 
approved this agreement with Lochner.  The total cost of the agreement is $56,000, and is 
included in our current five-year Capital Improvement Plan and our 2009 Airport Layout 
Plan. We did receive Non-Primary Entitlement Grant funds we will utilize to fund the 
project.  The funds require a 5 % match, which is also included in our budget.  Once the 
City Council approves the Agreement with Lochner, MoDot will issue a grant agreement 
we will present to the Council.   
 
Staff recommends approving the contract and proceeding with the design study.

Issues  
 
We were recently approved for a matching grant to do some needed engineering work. 
The work involves a water rate analysis to perform cost-of-service and an inverted rate 
block structure to use during drought periods. It also covers a watershed evaluation for 
control of the areas around our reservoirs to reduce degradation to the lakes’ water 
quality. This work is detailed in the attached Scope of Work. The cost of the work is 
$61,635, 70% of which will be paid by the State. Our share ($18,490.50) will be paid 
from the Water Fund. HDR Engineers will be responsible for the project and will be paid 
by both the DNR and the City in the 70/30 proportion.

The City was recently approved for a matching grant to do some needed engineering 
work in the water system. The Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission also has 
some preliminary work for the pipeline that is expected to serve Cameron, Maysville, 
Stewartsville and possibly others. The GNWWC requested that the City be the vehicle for 
the grant, and will compensate the City for administrative costs associated with the grant. 
The GNWCC is using Bartlett & West Engineers and the grant amount $90,000. The 
GNWWC will pay the City its matching portion of the grant ($27,000) and the City will 
pay the matching portion to DNR. The City of Cameron will have no cost associated with 
this project, other than processing paperwork for the grant, and these costs will be 
reimbursed to the City.

Issues  
 
The attached resolution authorizes a Public Ways Use Permit to be issued to Bluebird 
Network, LLC. The City allows other utilities in City-owned rights-of-way, and the City 
must be able to manage its rights-of-ways and recover a reasonable rent for its usage.  
 
Once an entity has a Public Ways Use Permit, we issue them construction permits for 
each specific installation they make. They submit drawings and any other information 
prior to construction.

WHEREAS, Missouri Network Alliance d/b/a Bluebird Network LLC has sought 
consent from the City to use the public rights-of-way to install and maintain communications 
facilities, and submitted an public way use permit application and application fee required under 
Chapter 10.5, Article III of the City Code to reimburse the City its costs in reviewing and 
processing such approval; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF CAMERON, MISSOURI as follows: 


Section 1: The City Manager is hereby authorized to execute an agreement with 
Missouri Network Alliance d/b/a Bluebird Network LLC substantially in the form as attached 
hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit 1 on behalf of the City.    


Section 2: This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage 
and approval as provided by law.
