The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday, 
the 4th day of November 2013, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the 
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  
 


Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present:  Darlene 
Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, Ronnie Jack and William B. Rose-Heim.   Absent:  none.  


 
 Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City 
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 
 


Minutes of the October 18, 2013, meeting were approved as submitted with a voice vote 
on motion made by Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by Councilmember Jack.  
Councilmembers Eddins abstained from the vote noting her absence from the Council Session.  
 


Minutes of the October 21, 2013, meeting were approved as submitted with a unanimous 
voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Rose-
Heim.   


 
Minutes of the October 23, 2013, meeting were approved as submitted with a voice vote 


on motion made by Councilmember Eddins and seconded by Councilmember Jack.  
Councilmember Breckenridge abstained from the vote noting her absence from the Council 
Session.  


 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 


 
 Clay Laybourne, 1217 West Third Street, asked for clarification on Oak Street being 
exempt from curb and guttering with the proposed subdivision, Casas De Emily.  City Manager 
Gaugh said the developer will pay for the curb and gutter when the alignment of Oak Street is 
determined.  Mr. Laybourne also expressed concern about water volume in the area if the 
subdivision is built. 
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 Doug Schmitz, General Manager of KKWK and KMRN, said he is working with Wally 
Gallian, Cameron Newspapers, Inc. on a chimes project in honor of Lowell Fiddick.  The chimes 
will be used in lieu of the weather alert siren for acknowledging 7:00 a.m., 12 noon, 1:00 p.m. 
and 5:00 p.m. and to provide music, etc. for various events.  The project is about $3,700 to 
$4,000 short of their goal.  Mr. Schmitz asked Council to entertain the idea of a grant from the 
City of Cameron to fund the remaining amount of money needed for the project.  The request 
will be placed on the next Council agenda.   
 


CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Beavers Park.   New restroom construction should be completed by the end of the 
week. 


2. Recreation Park. Work is complete with the exception of some light fixtures. 
3. Walnut Street. Work is continuing on Main Street. The storm sewer is not yet 


complete. The sidewalk work along Walnut is continuing. The remaining ADA 
(Americans with Disabilities Act) ramps at each intersection will be installed once the 
main sidewalk slabs are poured.  


4. Water Plant Basin Construction. The chlorination basin interior walls have one last 
concrete pour. The exterior walls are complete and the roof cap needs to be finished. 
The inlet pipe is installed and ammonia feed manholes are in place. 


5. Directional Signs. Staff is working on a second tier of directional signs. The goal is to 
avoid “sign pollution,” which will reduce the effectiveness of the existing signs. 
Some sign locations will require MoDOT approval. 


6. The trail project at the Reservoirs is ready to be paved, weather permitting. The 
parking area construction has begun and Duffy Reynolds has volunteered to cut the 
area to grade for the Eagle Scout project. 


7. City Hall will close at noon on Christmas Eve.

Bill 2013-43, AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE FINAL PLAT FOR CASAS DE

reading by City Clerk O’Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2013-43 were available for the public.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Rose-Heim and seconded by Councilmember Eddins to 
pass said bill on second reading.  Discussion. City Manager Gaugh informed Council there is a 
cast iron water main from the late 1960’s that provides water to the area.  There is a very small 
amount of build up and the line is in good shape. The line has been flow tested, but City 
Manager Gaugh said some of the homes could have a bottleneck that would reduce the water 
volume. City Manager Gaugh stated the hydrant has not been installed at this time, but there is 
no hydraulic reason for homes to have low water volume. Mayor Clark asked City Manager 
Gaugh to offer Mr. Laybourne an inspection before the final reading of Bill 2013-43.  Bill 2013-
43 passed on second reading with a voice vote.  Absent:  Councilmember Breckenridge.

Copies of said Bill 2013-44 were available 
for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Rose-Heim and seconded by 
Councilmember Eddins to pass said bill on first reading.  Discussion. Fire Chief Mike O’Donnell 
stated this is the annual contract with the Rural Fire District.  There is one (1) change from prior 
years’ agreements.  The Rural District will have the ability to charge individuals outside the 
District for services rendered.  Missouri State Statutes permits the charges.  The District will bill 
for services and receive funds which will be used to purchase equipment for the Cameron Fire 
Department.  The Fire Department honors mutual aid requests from surrounding municipalities 
and there is no charge for the service unless the request includes hazardous material issues.  The 
fee for response to a hazardous material incident is also allowed by State Statutes.   Bill 2013-44 
passed on first reading only with a unanimous voice vote.     


 
Bill 2013-45, AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AN ECONOMIC

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
Construction and Operational Projects –  
 


• Beavers Park – New restroom construction is nearly complete. Some dirt work 
remains. 


• Recreation Park- Work is now complete, with the exception of some of the 
remaining light fixtures. They should be installed by the date of the Council 
meeting. 


• Walnut St.- Work is continuing on Main St. and the storm sewer work is 
continuing. The sidewalk work along Walnut is mostly complete, with a few spots 
remaining.  


• Water Plant Basin Construction- The chlorination basin is basically complete, and 
the excavated area will be brought back up to grade. Then, the work will start on 
the small (12’x12’) ammonia feed building. 


• The trail project is ready to be paved when weather permits. Recent vandalism 
occurred, where someone rutted the trail in several places. The crew has since re-
graded the trail and it is back in good shape. The parking area has started and Duffy 
Reynolds has volunteered to cut the area to grade for the scouting project. 


• On December 10th, we will be meeting with Allgeier Martin engineer to go over the 
re-conductoring project, running a larger three-phase line from West St. to Orange 
St area. The construction will take place in the spring/summer, most likely.

RE:   Subdivision Plat – Casas De Emily  
 
Rick Spencer / Spencer Investments LLC, has submitted a platted subdivision for 11 lots on 4.65 
acres.  The subdivision would be located between Third and Fourth Streets, West and Oak 
Streets. 
 
Planning and Zoning has reviewed the project from April through October 2013. The project has 
been through several revisions, hours of review and discussion during public meetings over the 
last seven months. 
 
Topics discussed have been (September 9, 2013 P&Z Minutes attached): 


1. Water / sewer demands, low water pressure and higher sewage usage. 
a. Water / Sewer Director, John Carroll has reviewed the project and said the 8 inch 


looped main with water pressure of 39-43 psi and flows of 1027 GPM are better 
than other developments that have no issues on smaller 6 inch dead end mains that 
serve more homes. Sewer service and volume is also no issue for the increased 
load. 


2. Too many lots / dwellings for the neighborhood. 
a. Lot sizes required for “Single Family” homes are required to be 6,000 square feet, 


and lots for Duplexes are required to be 7,500 square feet. The smallest lots plated 
are lots 9 and 10 at 15,682 square feet. Both lots are more than twice the required 
sizes. 


3. Street width and increased traffic. 
a. Public Works Director Bontrager says that with curb and gutters on the north side 


of Third Street and the south side of Fourth Street the streets will be wider. The 
City will also use this opportunity to relieve flooding issues in the area by 
installing a storm water drop box and tubes on Fourth Street redirecting the City 
runoff under Oak instead of north under Fourth. This will eliminate the type of 
washout issues the City had on Griffin Rd. Finally, after the developer installs 
curb and gutter and the City has upgraded the storm water system, the City will 
overlay the streets just as we did for the Rail Road Heights and Weston Estates 
subdivisions that made “Half Street Improvements”.  


4. Ownership of property. 







a. Spencer Investments is in the process of purchasing the property and must be the 
“Owner of Record” prior to the “Third and Final” of the Ordinance accepting the 
subdivision or the Ordinance for the Final Plat will be pulled from the Council 
Agenda.          


 
The submitted plat meets all the City Code requirements for a subdivision including storm water, 
curb, gutter, sidewalks, set-backs, lot sizes and required utility easements. 
 
The proposed subdivision is in an R-2; “One and Two Family Home” zoning district, and 
conforms to the R-2 zoning.  
 
Planning and Zoning made a motion to recommend approval for the “Casas De Emily” 
subdivision and voted as follows: ayes = 3, nays = 0, abstention = 1, absent -3.  Motion failed. 
 
City staff recommends approval of the subdivision.

ISSUE: 


The Cameron Rural Fire District (District) contracts to the City of Cameron for fire protection 
and emergency services.  Voters approved the rural district in November 1994 which guaranteed 
fire protection and emergency services in approximately a 144 square mile area outside the city 
limits of Cameron.  Voters also approved a tax levee to support the district.  The contract 
between the City of Cameron and the Cameron Rural Fire District states that sixty percent of 
revenues collected by the Rural District be paid to the City for emergency  services.  The 
contract also states forty percent of the money retained by the Rural District be spent to purchase 
equipment for the Cameron Fire Department and equipment to be titled to the City of Cameron. 


The new contract shall allow the Cameron Rural Fire District to charge individuals who reside 
outside of the district, but receive emergency services within the boundaries of the district, for 
actual and reasonable cost of such services.  All billing and collections shall be the responsibility 
of the District.  Revenue received by the District shall be managed by the District and used to 
purchase equipment for the Cameron Fire Department. 


The City of Cameron will continue to submit billing for Haz-Mat incidents. 


The cooperation between the Rural Fire District and the City of Cameron Fire Department has 
been exceptional.  New money has allowed the Fire Department to upgrade equipment and 
provide a professional modern day Fire Department. 


Each year the Mayor signs a service agreement with the Cameron Rural Fire District to provide 
emergency services outside the City limits of Cameron. 


RECOMMENDATION: 


Council to allow the Mayor to sign a service agreement with the Cameron Rural Fire District for 
fire protection and emergency services outside the City limits of Cameron.

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron, a political subdivision of the State of 


Missouri, (hereinafter called “City”) maintains and operates a fire department for the 


suppression of fires and other related emergencies; and 


 WHEREAS, the Cameron Rural Fire Protection District, a political subdivision 


of the State of Missouri, (hereinafter called “District”) is responsible for providing fire 


protection within its territory as shown on attached exhibit “A” except for that portion of 


the territory located within City; and 


 WHEREAS, District wishes to contract with City for fire protection and 


emergency services within the district’s territory. 


 NOW, THEREFORE, for valuable consideration, each received by the other, it 


is hereby mutually agreed as follows: 


1.  The term of this contract shall be from the date of its execution until        


December 31, 2014. 


2.  During the term of this contract City will provide fire protection and       


emergency services within the District’s territory of the same type and quality 


as are provided to the residents of the city.  Nothing in this contract shall       


require City to provide any greater or different type of fire protection or       


emergency service than is then currently provided to its citizenry. 


3.  City, its designated agents and representatives, shall be solely and completely       


responsible for prescribing the rules and regulations under which its fire       


department shall operate.  District, its designated agents and representatives, 


shall have no supervisory or other control over the Cameron Fire Department       


in its performance of the City’s obligations under this contract. 


4.  City agrees to honor such mutual aid agreements of the District for emergency       


services as may be entered into by the District provided that the city has the       


capability to fulfill such agreements.  District agrees to cause to be filed with       


City a copy of any mutual aid agreement executed by District, and further       


agrees to file within ten days after the execution of this contract any mutual       


aid agreements currently in effect.  


5.  At any time when a fire burn ban is issued in the City, the District Board shall 


issue a fire burn ban in the territory of the District. 







 


6.  For the period of time which this contract shall be in full force and effect, the       


District agrees to pay to, and City agrees to accept as full payment for all such       


services rendered, the sum equal to sixty percent of all taxes received annually       


by the district and the payment of said sum to be made within ten (10) days 


after taxes are received by the District. 


7.  The District shall charge individuals who reside outside the district, but 


receive emergency services within the boundaries of the district, for actual and 


reasonable cost of such services. Revenue received by the District shall be 


used to buy equipment for the Cameron Fire Department. 


8.  District will, funds permitting, provide to City from time to time such 


firefighting equipment as may be requested by City.  Once delivered to City, 


such equipment shall become City’s sole and exclusive property. 


9.  The City will carry workers’ compensation for fire department employees that       


will cover them in their duties throughout the District. 


10. The City covenants at all times to indemnify and save District harmless from 


all loss, liability, cost, or damages that may occur or be claimed with respect 


to any person or property resulting from any act done or omission by or 


through City, it agents, employees, invitees, or any person by reason of this 


contract.   


11. During the term of this Agreement, City shall obtain, pay all premiums for, 


and furnish certificates to District for insurance as specified herein: 


a) Public liability insurance protecting the parties hereto, their agents, 


officers, elected officials, representatives, or employees because of 


liability incurred by the parties in the performance of the terms of this 


contract when such liability is imposed on account of injury to or death 


of a person or persons, such policy to provide limits on account of any 


accident resulting in injury or death to one person of not less than        


$ 398,638 and a liability limit on account of any accident resulting in 


injury or death to more than one person of not less than   $  2,657,587. 


b) Property damage insurance protecting the parties because of liability 


that may be incurred by the parties, their officers, agents, elected 


officials, representatives, or employees in the performance of the terms 







 


of this contract, such policy to provide for a limitation on account of 


each accident of not less than $ 398,638. 


c) Products liability insurance (if applicable) shall be carried in the amount 


of not less than $ 2,657,587. 


12.   All such insurance contracts shall name City and District as their interests         


appear and shall inure to the benefit of City and District and their officers, 


agents, elected officials, representatives, or employees. 


13.   No amendments or changes to this contract shall be effective unless in         


writing and duly executed upon authority of the governing bodies of the         


parties.

Issues  
 
The attached ordinance will authorize an economic development agreement for the City 
and the Cameron Chamber of Commerce. The ordinance will extend for one year, the 
partnership with the Chamber in order to promote the economic growth and vitality of 
Cameron. It is important that Cameron continues on a path to sustain and enhance its 
economic condition. The Committee performing this oversight is Economic Development 
of Cameron (EDOC), which will perform the public/private partnership function. The 
City’s share of the investment under the ordinance will be $3,000 per month, which will 
cover the entire year. In order to maintain oversight of City funds, the City will continue to 
have representation on the EDOC committee. The Mayor and City Manager will be active 
members, same as last year. EDOC will be responsible for hiring a person or firm to 
perform the economic development work. The City will work closely with them as 
economic prospects arise. 
 
EDOC is working toward some new initiatives in 2014, such as finalizing development of a 
website dedicated to promoting Cameron for economic development, creating bound 
presentation booklets promoting Cameron to visiting prospects, completing a labor study, 
and working toward the feasibility of a ½ cent Economic Development sales tax.  
 
In the 2012-2013 we budgeted $36,000 for professional services, and $9,000, which 
includes city-incurred office supply expenses, membership in KCADC, postage, 
telephone, etc. for a total of $45,000.  In 2013-2014 we budgeted $38,000 for professional 
services and $6,000, which includes city-incurred office supply expenses, membership in 
KCADC, postage, telephone, etc. for a total of $44,000. The City did not fill the 
Development Director’s position in 2011. The additional duties done by this position that 
could not be contracted out are currently being done by the City Manager and Codes 
Administrator. 
 
Recommendation 
 
Staff recommends that the Council approve the ordinance between the City of Cameron 
and the Cameron Chamber of Commerce.

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this 2nd day of December, 2013, by and between 
the City of Cameron, Missouri, hereinafter referred to as “City,” and the Cameron Chamber of 
Commerce, a Missouri corporation organized and existing by virtue of the laws of the State of 
Missouri, d/b/a Economic Development of Cameron, hereinafter referred to as “EDOC.” 
 
WHEREAS, City and EDOC recognize the need for economic development within and for the 
City of Cameron, and 
 
WHEREAS, economic development under this agreement shall include public purposes such as 
programming, business enticement, job creation, small business opportunity workshops, 
publication of news related to development, introduction of prospective businesses, determining 
business prospects, and 
 
WHEREAS, such economic development enhances the public interest by bringing new business 
to Cameron along with increased revenue, improved quality of life, and greater value for existing 
assets, 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, the parties in consideration of the covenants and terms hereinafter set 
forth agree as follows: 
 


1. The term of this agreement shall be from January 1, 2014, to December 31, 2014. 
 


2. During the term of the agreement, the City shall pay EDOC the sum of Three Thousand 
Dollars ($3,000.00) per month, payable monthly in advance. 


 
3. The City shall appoint the Mayor and the City Manager to the Board of Directors of 


EDOC. 
 


4. EDOC shall hire and employ a qualified economic developer or an economic 
development firm as an employee or independent contractor of EDOC.  The said 
employee shall perform such duties as are set forth in this agreement along with such 
other economic development activities as may be assigned or required by EDOC.  The 
EDOC Board shall counsel said employee or independent contractor on a six month 
basis. 


 
An economic development plan shall be prepared by the executive developer or firm.  
Said plan shall be approved with modifications and amendments by EDOC and upon 
adoption by both entities shall be implemented by the executive.  The plan shall include 
the public purposes as set for above. 


 
The parties expressly agree that any plan should include efforts at job creation and job 
retention, an enhanced economic development presence on the City website, support for 
businesses within the City, development of land acquisition plans for future industry and 
business, and cooperative agreements with area political subdivisions. 
 







 


5. EDOC shall prepare a budget and expend funds accordingly to support the development 
plan.  Every reasonable attempt shall be made to secure additional funds from private and 
public sources to supplement the funding available pursuant to this agreement. 
 


6. The City has budgeted sufficient funds to make the payments required during the fiscal 
year and intends to budget for the balance of funds in the next budget year.  The City 
represents that lawful and appropriated funds shall be made available to satisfy the 
obligations of the City under this agreement. This agreement is subject to and conditioned 
upon approval by the Cameron City Council.

Recently, two paragraphs of Section 6-235 of the Cameron City Code were identified as 
requiring amendments.  The first amendment identified in paragraph (d) of the section updates 
the language so that the Police Department communicates a fitness determination directly to the 
City Clerk and not to any private entities.  This change brings the Code into agreement with 
current practices 
 
The second necessary amendment in paragraph (f) removes the ability of the ‘record’ subject to 
obtain a copy of their criminal history from the City of Cameron.  The Missouri State Highway 
Patrol is the records repository for criminal records for the State of Missouri.  The Cameron 
Police Department does not have authority to release their records to any person or entity.  The 
MSHP has other avenues available to the public to obtain copies of their criminal histories by 
contacting them directly or through their website.  
 
Action:

shall render a fitness determination based upon the results of the criminal background 
check and communicate its fitness determination to the City Clerk.

Sec. 6-235, State and national criminal background check of persons engaged in peddling / 
soliciting / door-to-door sales of the City of Cameron Code as follows: 


 
Sec. 6-235 
(f) A record subject may request and receive a copy of his/her criminal history record 
information from the Missouri State Highway Patrol, Criminal Records Division after 
completing their request process.  Should the record subject seek to amend or correct 
his/her record, he/she must contact the Missouri State Highway Patrol for a Missouri 
state record or the Federal Bureau of Investigation for records from other jurisdictions 
maintained in its file.

RE:  Sewer Rate Ordinance  
 
Issues  
 
The City is in the process of making treatment plant improvements and sewer system 
improvements in an effort to reduce infiltration and inflow, along with the elimination of 
sanitary sewer overflows. The first phase of work involving the sewer basin evaluation 
served by Lift Station #1 (Basin # F-0001) has been completed. Manhole and line 
improvements will be in the next phase, along with the treatment plant improvements. I/I 
reduction for the entire system will take place over a period of several years, however. 
Once we know what the debt service requirement will be for these improvements, the 
rates may need to be further adjusted. However, our goal is to implement small rate 
increases whenever we can, so it will have the smallest impact on our citizens. Most 
families are on a budget and we are sensitive to that. We are required; however, to make 
system improvements on a fairly aggressive schedule, so in the future, rate increases may 
be more significant. 
 
This work is required by the Missouri Department of Natural Resources as a permit 
condition for continued operation of the facility in accordance with existing regulations. 
In addition, the City reviews rates on annual basis, in accordance with City Ordinance 
Section 12-293. Rates should be adjusted when the cost of operating or maintaining the 
system justify it. Sewer rates have not increased between 1992 and 2010, while costs of 
operation and construction did not remain stagnant. To correct this, we have created a 
multi-year plan that we initiated last year and keeps rate increases small, if enacted 
annually.  
 
The proposed sewer rate adjustment will impact the average Cameron residential user by 
an additional $1.47 per month (for a user of 3,602 gallons which equals 482 cubic feet).  
 
Sewer rates are generally estimated for a 5,000 gallon per month user as a national 
average. This makes a uniform number so comparison can be made with other 
municipalities. Cameron’s average user is slightly less than that. For comparison, 
however, a 5,000 gallon user in Cameron will pay $22.19 per month. In contrast, a survey 
done by HDR Engineering, in 2011 shows the same user in St. Joseph paying $28.03; 







Kearney $16.08; Liberty $36.95; Grain Valley $31.56 and Oak Grove, $22.25. We do not 
expect Cameron’s sewer rate to reach the $30.00 per month level until about 2015/16. 
Rates will be evaluated on an annual basis, however. Any increases in operating costs 
will have to be considered, as well. In addition, we do not know if the rates for the other 
towns include any additional I/I work that they might be doing. It is likely that their rates 
will be increasing from the amounts shown above.  
 
Surcharge rates for industrial users who exceed BOD and TSS limits will also be adjusted 
by the same percentages. Currently, there are no users who are required to pay these 
surcharges. It is important, however, to keep the rates current for these charges, as well. 
 


 
Recommendation 


 
Staff recommends that Council approve the sewer use rates on first reading as listed in 
the proposed ordinance. Three readings are recommended.

       WHEREAS, the City of Cameron City Council has elected to make necessary 
treatment plant and sanitary sewer system improvements to reduce infiltration and inflow, 
and 


        WHEREAS, a rate study by HDR Engineers determined that current sewer revenue 
is not sufficient to fund such improvements. 


                NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF 
THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI 
AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. Repeal the existing subsection (b) of Sec. 12-289, Rates, and replace it 
with a new subsection (b), Monthly rates, setting new sewer use rates. 


 
(b)   Monthly rates.   


 
(1) For residential contributors, monthly user charges for the collection and 


treatment of sewage will be based on monthly water usage. The minimum 
charge per month for the collection and treatment of sewerage shall be nine 
dollars ninety six cents ($9.96) for the first two hundred (200) cubic feet for 
residential contributors and nine dollars ninety six cents ($9.96) for the first 
two hundred (200) cubic feet for other than residential contributors. In 
addition, each contributor shall pay a user charge rate of two dollars sixty-
one cents ($2.61) per one hundred (100) cubic feet of water (or wastewater) 
above the minimum as determined in the preceding section. 


(2) For industrial and commercial contributors, user charges for the collection 
and treatment of sewerage shall be based on water used during the current 
month. If a commercial or industrial contributor has a consumptive user of 
water, or in some other manner uses water which is not returned to the 
wastewater collection system, the user charge for that contributor may be 
based on a wastewater meter or separate water meters installed and 
maintained at the contributor’s expense and in a manner acceptable to the 
City. 







 


Section 2. Repeal the existing subsection (c) of Sec. 12-289, Surcharge, and 
replace it with a new subsection (c), Surcharge, setting new surcharge rates. 
 


(c)   Surcharge. For those contributors who contribute wastewater, the strength of 
which is greater than normal domestic sewage, a surcharge in addition to the normal user 
charge will be collected. The surcharge is: 
 


(1) $0.67 per pound BOD; and 
(2) $0.47 per pound TSS. 


 
(d) Increased charges for certain discharges. 
Any user which discharges any toxic pollutants which cause and increase in the 
cost of managing the effluent or the sludge from the city’s system, or any water 
user which discharges any substances which singly or by interaction with other 
substances causes identifiable increases in the cost of operation, maintenance, or 
replacement of the system, shall pay for such increased costs. The charge to each 
user shall be as determined by the treatment plant operator and approved by the 
city council. 


 
(e) Applicability. The user charge rates established in this section apply to all 
users, regardless of their location, of the city’s system. 
(Ord. No. 4068, Art. IV, 3-26-92)  


 
Section 3. This ordinance hereby repeals all other ordinances pertaining to all 


sewer rates heretofore established for users of the sewer system in the City of Cameron, 
Missouri, and any and all other ordinances inconsistent herewith. This ordinance shall 
take effect and be in full force January 1, 2014. 


 
Section 4. The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance approving it on behalf 


of the City.

Issues  
 
In March, 2011, our water/wastewater consultants (HDR Engineers) completed a rate 
review of our water and wastewater rates. This work was done, in part, to determine 
financing needs for upcoming capital improvements at the treatment plant. We will be 
using HDR to do a cost-of-service study and establish other rate options, such as a 
possible drought rate to encourage conservation during periods of drought. However, at 
this time, we are only proposing a small increase to keep up with the cost of operating the 
water and wastewater systems. In the near future, we will need to plan for rates to cover 
the additional cost of obtaining supplemental water from the Great Northwest Wholesale 
Water Commission (GNWWC). In order to help us maintain compliance with the 
Disinfection Byproducts Rule, we are switching our disinfection practice from a free 
chlorine system to a combined chlorine system. This change will also be necessary in the 
long term, when the City obtains water from the GNWWC. This is because a combined 
chlorine system will be used in the GNWWC pipe network. Combined chlorine is able to 
travel long distances without dissipating as rapidly as free chlorine. In addition, we are 
looking at installing backup power generators at both our treatment facilities.  
 
The recommendation is for a small increase in water rates to take effect on January 1, 
2014. This will amount to a monthly increase of approximately $2.04 per month for a 
3,602 gallon (which equals 482 cubic feet) user, which is the approximate average in 
Cameron.  
 
Recommendation 


 
Staff recommends that Council pass the ordinance and time is sufficient to allow three 
readings.
