The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 18™ day of November 2013, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present: Darlene
Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, Ronnie Jack and William B. Rose-Heim. Absent: none.

Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor.

Minutes of the November 4, 2013, meeting were approved as submitted with a
unanimous voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by
Councilmember Rose-Heim.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Mike Phillips, 604 North Mead Street, asked about a completion date for street work on
Mead Street from Sixth Street to Eighth Street. City Manager Gaugh responded the project is
targeted for spring 2014. City Manager Gaugh, Public Works Director Drew Bontrager will
meet with Mr. Phillips to discuss a potential time frame for the work.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

1. Beavers Park. New restroom construction is nearly complete.

2. Recreation Park. Work is now complete, with the exception of some of the remaining
light fixtures.

3. Walnut Street. Work is continuing on Main Street and the storm sewer work is also
ongoing. The sidewalk work along Walnut is nearing completion.

4. Water Plant Basin Construction. The chlorination basin project is 70 percent complete.
The contractor will return to finish the work next spring.

5. The trail project is ready to be paved when weather permits. The Eagle Scout parking
area work has begun. Contractor Duffy Reynolds has volunteered to cut the area to
grade for the project.

6. December 10, 2013 Staff will meet with an Allgeier Martin engineer discuss the Electric
Department re-conductoring project. A larger three-phase line is proposed from West
Street to the Orange Street area. The construction will take place in the spring/summer.

7. Staff has started the process to purchase a generator for the Water Treatment Plant. The
engineers’ estimate is higher than budgeted and Staff will seek a 50 percent grant from
the Department of Natural Resources to help fund the project.

8. Update on Dangerous Structures. Inspector Clyde Han reported since September eight
(8) structure demolitions have been completed. Homeowners have finished repairs on
five (5) other structures. Inspector Han said there are 39 properties with 56 structures that
need to be addressed under the Property Maintenance Code.

RE: Code Change for Door-to-Door Vendors
Issue:

Recently, two paragraphs of Section 6-235 of the Cameron City Code were identified as
requiring amendments. The first amendment identified in paragraph (d) of the section updates
the language so that the Police Department communicates a fitness determination directly to the
City Clerk and not to any private entities. This change brings the Code into agreement with
current practices

The second necessary amendment in paragraph (f) removes the ability of the ‘record’ subject to
obtain a copy of their criminal history from the City of Cameron. The Missouri State Highway
Patrol is the records repository for criminal records for the State of Missouri. The Cameron
Police Department does not have authority to release their records to any person or entity. The
MSHP has other avenues available to the public to obtain copies of their criminal histories by
contacting them directly or through their website.

Action:
City Staff recommends approval. This bill is a change in the Code and will require three (3)
readings.

ARTICLE VII, PEDDLER, SOLICITOR AND ITINERANT VENDOR
LICENSES, OF CHAPTER 6, LICENSES AND BUSINESS REGULATIONS
OF THE CITY OF CAMERON CODE

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron has policies and procedures in place to protect the
peace and safety of its citizens in regard to peddlers, solicitors and itinerant vendors; and

WHEREAS, from time to time it is necessary to update policies and procedures based on
updated information, current practices and or identified inaccuracies.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The Mayor and City Council are hereby authorized to amend paragraph (d) of
Sec. 6-235, State and national criminal background check of persons engaged in peddling /
soliciting / door-to-door sales of the City of Cameron Code as follows:

Sec. 6-235

(d) If an employer or organization is a private entity, the Cameron Police Department
shall render a fitness determination based upon the results of the criminal background
check and communicate its fitness determination to the City Clerk.

Section 2. The Mayor and City Council are hereby authorized to amend paragraph (f) of
Sec. 6-235, State and national criminal background check of persons engaged in peddling /
soliciting / door-to-door sales of the City of Cameron Code as follows:

Sec. 6-235

(F) A record subject may request and receive a copy of his/her criminal history record
information from the Missouri State Highway Patrol, Criminal Records Division after
completing their request process. Should the record subject seek to amend or correct
his/her record, he/she must contact the Missouri State Highway Patrol for a Missouri
state record or the Federal Bureau of Investigation for records from other jurisdictions
maintained in its file.

Section 3. The Mayor is hereby authorized to sign this Ordinance which is attached
hereto and made a part hereof.

Section 4. The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.





Section 5. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its
passage and approval.

RE: Sewer Rate Ordinance
Issues

The City is in the process of making treatment plant improvements and sewer system
improvements in an effort to reduce infiltration and inflow, along with the elimination of
sanitary sewer overflows. The first phase of work involving the sewer basin evaluation
served by Lift Station #1 (Basin # F-0001) has been completed. Manhole and line
improvements will be in the next phase, along with the treatment plant improvements. I/1
reduction for the entire system will take place over a period of several years, however.
Once we know what the debt service requirement will be for these improvements, the
rates may need to be further adjusted. However, our goal is to implement small rate
increases whenever we can, so it will have the smallest impact on our citizens. Most
families are on a budget and we are sensitive to that. We are required; however, to make
system improvements on a fairly aggressive schedule, so in the future, rate increases may
be more significant.

This work is required by the Missouri Department of Natural Resources as a permit
condition for continued operation of the facility in accordance with existing regulations.
In addition, the City reviews rates on annual basis, in accordance with City Ordinance
Section 12-293. Rates should be adjusted when the cost of operating or maintaining the
system justify it. Sewer rates have not increased between 1992 and 2010, while costs of
operation and construction did not remain stagnant. To correct this, we have created a
multi-year plan that we initiated last year and keeps rate increases small, if enacted
annually.

The proposed sewer rate adjustment will impact the average Cameron residential user by
an additional $1.47 per month (for a user of 3,602 gallons which equals 482 cubic feet).

Sewer rates are generally estimated for a 5,000 gallon per month user as a national
average. This makes a uniform number so comparison can be made with other
municipalities. Cameron’s average user is slightly less than that. For comparison,
however, a 5,000 gallon user in Cameron will pay $22.19 per month. In contrast, a survey
done by HDR Engineering, in 2011 shows the same user in St. Joseph paying $28.03;





Kearney $16.08; Liberty $36.95; Grain Valley $31.56 and Oak Grove, $22.25. We do not
expect Cameron’s sewer rate to reach the $30.00 per month level until about 2015/16.
Rates will be evaluated on an annual basis, however. Any increases in operating costs
will have to be considered, as well. In addition, we do not know if the rates for the other
towns include any additional 1/l work that they might be doing. It is likely that their rates
will be increasing from the amounts shown above.

Surcharge rates for industrial users who exceed BOD and TSS limits will also be adjusted

by the same percentages. Currently, there are no users who are required to pay these
surcharges. It is important, however, to keep the rates current for these charges, as well.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that Council approve the sewer use rates on first reading as listed in
the proposed ordinance. Three readings are recommended.

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI REPEALING THE CURRENT
SEWER USE RATESAND ESTABLISHING NEW SEWER USE

RATESFOR CONSUMERS OF THE CAMERON MUNICIPAL
UTILITIES

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron owns and operates a wastewater collection and
treatment system as a stand-alone non-profit municipal enterprise to serve the citizens of
Cameron, and

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron City Council has elected to make necessary
treatment plant and sanitary sewer system improvements to reduce infiltration and inflow,
and

WHEREAS, a rate study by HDR Engineers determined that current sewer revenue
is not sufficient to fund such improvements.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI
ASFOLLOWS

Section 1. Repeal the existing subsection (b) of Sec. 12-289, Rates, and replace it
with a new subsection (b), Monthly/rates, setting new sewer use rates.

(b) Monthly rates.

(1) For residential contributors, monthly user charges for the collection and
treatment of sewage will be based on monthly water usage. The minimum
charge per month for the collection and treatment of sewerage shall be nine
dollars ninety six cents ($9.96) for the first two hundred (200) cubic feet for
residential contributors and nine dollars ninety six cents ($9.96) for the first
two hundred (200) cubic feet for other than residential contributors. In
addition, each contributor shall pay a user charge rate of two dollars sixty-
one cents ($2.61) per one hundred (100) cubic feet of water (or wastewater)
above the minimum as determined in the preceding section.

(2) For industrial and commercial contributors, user charges for the collection
and treatment of sewerage shall be based on water used during the current
month. If a commercial or industrial contributor has a consumptive user of
water, or in some other manner uses water which is not returned to the
wastewater collection system, the user charge for that contributor may be
based on a wastewater meter or separate water meters installed and
maintained at the contributor’s expense and in a manner acceptable to the
City.





Section 2. Repeal the existing subsection (c) of Sec. 12-289, Surcharge, and
replace it with a new subsection (c), Surcharge, setting new surcharge rates.

(c) Surcharge. For those contributors who contribute wastewater, the strength of
which is greater than normal domestic sewage, a surcharge in addition to the normal user
charge will be collected. The surcharge is:

(1) $0.67 per pound BOD; and
(2) $0.47 per pound TSS.

(d) Increased charges for certain discharges.

Any user which discharges any toxic pollutants which cause and increase .in the
cost of managing the effluent or the sludge from the city’s system, or any water
user which discharges any substances which singly or by interaction with other
substances causes identifiable increases in the cost of/operation, maintenance, or
replacement of the system, shall pay for such increased-costs. The charge to each
user shall be as determined by the treatment plant operator and approved by the
city council.

(e) Applicability. The user charge rates established-in this section apply to all
users, regardless of their location, of the city’s system.
(Ord. No. 4068, Art. IV, 3-26-92)

Section 3. This ordinance hereby repeals all other ordinances pertaining to all
sewer rates heretofore established for users of the sewer system in the City of Cameron,
Missouri, and any and all other ordinances inconsistent herewith. This ordinance shall
take effect and be in full force January 1, 2014.

Section 4. The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance approving it on behalf
of the City.

Section 5. The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.

Issues

In March, 2011, our water/wastewater consultants (HDR Engineers) completed a rate
review of our water and wastewater rates. This work was done, in part, to determine
financing needs for upcoming capital improvements at the treatment plant. We will be
using HDR to do a cost-of-service study and establish other rate options, such as a
possible drought rate to encourage conservation during periods of drought. However, at
this time, we are only proposing a small increase to keep up with the cost of operating the
water and wastewater systems. In the near future, we will need to plan for rates to cover
the additional cost of obtaining supplemental water from the Great Northwest Wholesale
Water Commission (GNWWC). In order to help us maintain compliance with the
Disinfection Byproducts Rule, we are switching our disinfection practice from a free
chlorine system to a combined chlorine system. This change will also be necessary in the
long term, when the City obtains water from the GNWWC. This is because a combined
chlorine system will be used in the GNWW(C pipe network. Combined chlorine is able to
travel long distances without dissipating as rapidly as free chlorine. In addition, we are
looking at installing backup power generators at both our treatment facilities.

The recommendation is for a small increase in water rates to take effect on January 1,
2014. This will amount to a monthly increase of approximately $2.04 per month for a
3,602 gallon (which equals 482 cubic feet) user, which is the approximate average in

Cameron.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that Council pass the ordinance and time is sufficient to allow three
readings.

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI REPEALING THE CURRENT
WATER RATESAND ESTABLISHING NEW WATER RATESFOR
CONSUMERSOF THE CAMERON MUNICIPAL UTILITIES

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron owns and operates a water supply, treatment and
distribution system as a stand-alone non-profit municipal enterprise to serve the citizens
of Cameron, and

WHEREAS, the system must maintain sustainability of operations, which includes
meeting increasing for flow and/or quality; and

WHEREAS, the revenue received by the City must be sufficient to treat and deliver
water to customers.
