The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Tuesday,
the 21% day of January 2014, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present: Darlene
Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, Ronnie Jack and William B. Rose-Heim. Absent: none.

Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor.

Minutes of the January 6, 2014, Council Session were approved as submitted with a
unanimous voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by
Councilmember Jack.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Sue Manion, 11742 Packard Lane, asked Council to open discussion regarding an anti-
tethering ordinance for animals. A handout was distributed to Council for consideration.
Council will review and discuss the suggestion with Code Enforcement Staff and City Manager
Gaugh.

Jim Helton, 906 Rosewood Court, voiced support of the proposed economic development
sales tax. Mr. Helton is a teacher/coach and said the baseball complex is needed and would
benefit the community with an economic development impact.

Curtis Chastain, 9134 NE 326™ Street, said he is president of the Cameron Swim Club
and he is in favor of the economic development sales tax as a way to build a new pool.

Bill Gimson, 501 Country Club Square, addressed Council as Park Board Chairman
concerning a previous question regarding the location of a proposed pool which is included in
the ballot language. Mr. Gimson said the pool will be built at the current location utilizing the
existing pool house. When asked about the revenues that could be generated by a new pool, Mr.
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Gimson replied a study by Larkin Engineers, indicates during the first couple of years there
could be a gap between expenses and revenues. Municipal pools do not generate a lot of
revenue, but they are important to quality of life issues for cities. The cost to operate the new
pool would be similar to the current pool expenses. When asked about a possible rate increase,
Mr. Gimson said the Board has not discussed a rate increase but he hopes the new pool will
generate a larger number of patrons and an increase would not be needed.

Kent Osborn, 1207 Aerie Lane, read the proposed ballot language for the economic
development sales tax in an effort to clarify what are allowable uses for the tax. Mr. Osborn
reiterated the Council will appoint a five (5) member advisory board with one (1) representative
from the School District, one (1) county representative and three representatives (3) appointed by
the Mayor with Council consent. Council will make final funding determinations regarding the
sales tax revenues after receiving recommendations from the advisory board.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

1. Street Projects for Next Construction Season. The area around Sixth Street and
Lathrop Street will be the next project for street improvements paid for from the
Transportation Tax. The Transportation Tax will also pay the annual debt service for
Eighth Street project; the cost participation for two grants for sidewalks on Walnut
Street; and, the cost of the Highway 36 pedestrian overpass. These projects do not
include funds in the Public Works budget for street maintenance, only funds the sales
tax has generated.

2. Chimes Bids Update. No bids were received for the chimes so City Manager Gaugh is
working with a local vendor. The price may be less than the original estimate.

3. Snow Removal. Snow removal efforts have gone well. Staff has noted aging
equipment and plans to identify equipment needing to be replaced in the 2014-2015
Budget.

4. Highway 36 Alliance Visitors Guide. The City will have a presence in the Highway
36 Alliance Visitors Guide. The Guide has a circulation of 125,000. This is a good
opportunity for Cameron to publish information that will enhance tourism for the
Cameron area.

5. AMR Update. A meeting was held with Ameresco January 17, 2014 to review the
water and electric meter testing results to determine the feasibility of an automated
meter reading project for the City. Staff will have a proposal for Council
consideration in the near future.

6. Bob Ross, Alliance Water Resources, presented the City with a refund check for
$30,539. Operating expenses at the Wastewater Treatment Plant came in less than
anticipated, resulting in a refund per the annual contract for operation of the
Wastewater Treatment Plant. A change in staffing at the Plant attributed to the large
refund.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Resolution 2014-4, A RESOLUTION FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON
AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, REAFFIRMING THE TERMS AND
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CONDITIONS OF ORDINANCE 4978, MARCH 4, 2003, AND ESTABLISHING TERMS
AND CONDITIONS FOR CONSTRUCTION AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE
CAMERON VETERANS® MIDDLE SCHOOL ON THE REAL PROPERTY
DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT B ATTACHED HERETO was read by title by City Clerk
O'Connor. Copies of said Resolution 2014-4 were available for the public. Motion was made by
Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Breckenridge to pass Resolution 2014-4.
Discussion. City Manager Gaugh said approval of Resolution 2014-4 will allow the transfer of
approximately 3.98 acres of land, originally given to the City by Veterans, to the Cameron R-1
School District. Terms of the transfer include, among other requirements: land is to be used to
extend the school structures; naming the building “Cameron Veterans Middle School”;
installation of a decorative fence around the Veterans’ Memorial; and, an athletic field to be
maintained by the School District with the Park Board being allowed use. Resolution 2014-4
passed with a unanimous voice vote.

Bill 2014-1, AN ORDINANCE IMPOSING ACITY SALES TAX FOR ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT PURPOSES IN THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DEKALB
COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AND PROVIDING FOR SUCH ORDINANCE TO BE
SUBMITTED TO THE QUALIFIED VOTERS OF THE CITY, was read by title on second
reading by City Clerk O’Connor. Copies of said Bill 2014-1 were available for the public.
Motion was made by Councilmember Rose-Heim and seconded by Councilmember Jack to pass
said bill on second reading. Discussion. Councilmember Eddins said she realizes there is a need
for a new pool and ball fields, and she is hopeful the sales tax could provide some relief for the
General Fund. Councilmember Breckenridge stated she still opposes the Bill.  Bill 2014-1
passed on second reading with a voice vote. Councilmember Breckenridge voted “Nay”.

NEW BUSINESS

Resolution 2014-3, A RESOLUTION FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON
AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI OPPOSING THE PASSAGE OF LAWS BY THE
GENERAL ASSEMBLY LIMITING LOCAL CONTROL AND COST RECOVERY FOR
USAGE OF CITY-OWNED UTILITY ASSETS was read by title by City Clerk O'Connor.
Copies of said Resolution 2014-3 were available for the public. Motion was made by
Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Rose-Heim to pass Resolution 2014-3.
Discussion. City Manager Gaugh explained telecommunications providers are trying to limit city
control of rights-of-way and charges. City Manager Gaugh stated the City of Cameron should
have exclusive control over assets and the right to charge fair rental fees. This resolution will be
forwarded to the Missouri House and Senate stating the City of Cameron’s opposition to passage
of laws that would affect city owned rights-of-way. Resolution 2014-3 passed with a unanimous
voice vote.

Bill 2014-4, AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE GENERAL ELECTION TO
BE HELD ON 8 APRIL 2014, FIXING THE POLLING PLACES OF SAID ELECTION,
AND DIRECTING THE CITY CLERK TO CAUSE BALLOTS TO BE PRINTED AND
ELECTION SUPPLIES PROCURED FOR SAID ELECTION, was read by title by City
Clerk O’Connor. Copies of said Bill 2014-4 were available for the public. Motion was made by
Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by Councilmember Jack to pass said bill on first
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reading. Discussion. The terms of Dennis M. Clark and Jerri Ann Eddins expire April 2014.
Dennis M. Clark and Jerri Ann Eddins have filed for office and their names will be placed on the
General Election ballot. The General Election must be certified in Clinton and DeKalb Counties
by January 28, 2014. Motion carried unanimously.

“Nay”
none. The Mayor thereupon declared said bill duly adopted and said bill was numbered
ORDINANCE 5810, was thereupon signed by the Mayor and attested by the City Clerk.

Re: Manager’s Report

Air Show- A meeting for the next air show was scheduled for Friday of last week. We
may want to schedule a Council Committee (Public Works) meeting to go over the event
in the next week or so.

Automated Metering Infrastructure — We have met with Ameresco on the meter testing
and AMI feasibility. The Council Utilities Committee should probably meet in the near
future to go over the results.

Wastewater Plant Expansion - HDR is currently working on proposed treatment plant
improvements as mentioned previously. Part of the plan includes obtaining some land
adjacent to the plant for future basin construction. We are looking into available land and
associated costs at this time.

Chimes Update — The equipment for the chimes system is expected to be shipped around
the end of the month. We are now evaluating the best location to house the equipment.

Anti-Tether Discussion — At the last Council meeting, Sue Manion requested discussion
of an anti-tether ordinance. Council direction is requested for the next step (e.g. P&Z
review/public hearing, Council Committee, etc.).

Annual Audit — We are currently having the annual audit for the City budget and
financial documents. One of the larger items we may have to look at is how the City
transfers funds from the utility funds to the General Fund. For decades, the City used a
percentage of gross receipts to transfer to the General Fund, which is the same procedure
in many other cities (see attached). However, we may need to do an internal analysis to
determine if fund transfers are adequate to cover the actual General Fund expenses.

Next Council Meeting — Since the next meeting date is a holiday, we will need to
schedule the next meeting.

Issues

At the last Council meeting, it was decided to put on for discussion, the prospect of
placing a sales tax for economic development on the August ballot. Details on the project
were provided by Kent Osborn, Chairman of Economic Development of Cameron
(EDOC). In order to get the initiative on the August ballot, it must be submitted to the
Counties no later than May 27, 2014. The sales tax would be used to improve the aquatic
center and replacing the existing pool and adding new features. A ball field complex
would also be built and land acquired for economic development. The land would be a
potential site for business or industry to expand or re-locate to Cameron. The required
debt service would be for twenty years or as otherwise directed by Council.

The proposed ordinance is attached for discussion and contains the ballot language for
the question.

Recommendation

Council will discuss the issue and provide direction to staff. Three readings are
recommended.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Cameron, Clinton andgDeKalbi@€ounties,
Missouri, under the authority of powers given to the City by the provisions,of Section 671305,
RSMo, as amended (the “Act”), has determined that it is in the best, interests of the City to
impose a city sales tax for economic development purposes at the‘rate 0f@ne-half of one percent
(1/2 of 1%) on the receipts from all retail sales within the City,which areysubject to taxation
under Sections 144.010 to 144.525, inclusive, RSMo, and to further impesé such tax upon sales
of domestic utilities as permitted by Section 144.032, RSMo, all ‘'subject to voter approval of the
proposal to impose such tax;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DEKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1. A city sales tax for eeenomic development purposes at the rate of one-half
of one percent (1/2 of 1%) onathe receipts“frem all retail sales within the City of Cameron,
Clinton and DeKalb Counties,”Missouri, is hereby imposed upon all sellers within the City for
the privilege of engaging in thé business of selling tangible personal property or rendering
taxable services at retail to_the extent’and in the manner provided by Sections 144.010 to
144,525, inclusive, RSMo; and theyrales and regulations of the Director of Revenue of the State
of Missouri issued pursuantithereto. In accordance with Section 144.032, RSMo, the sales tax
shall also be imposed/upon all sales of metered water services, electricity, electrical current and
natural, artificial erpropane,gas, wood, coal, or home heating oil for domestic use only. The tax
shall not be effective until the terms and provisions of this Ordinance have been complied with.

Section 2. There shall be submitted to the voters of the City of Cameron, Clinton and
DeKalb Counties, Missouri, at an election to be held in the City concurrently with the primary
election on Tuesday, August 5, 2014, the following question:

QUESTION

“Shall the City of Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, impose
a sales tax at a rate one-half of one percent (/2 of 1%) for economic
development purposes, including, but not limited to, adding to and
reconstructing the existing swimming pool to provide a new aquatic center,
constructing and equipping a new ball field complex, and acquiring and





developing land for economic development prospects, all to aid in attracting
and retaining businessesin the City?”

Section 3. The form of Notice of Special Election containing the question of
approval of this Ordinance, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit A hereto and made a part
hereof, is hereby approved. The City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed t0 notify the
County Clerks of Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, of the passage of this Ordinaneeyno
later than 5:00 P.M. on Tuesday, May 27, 2014, and to include in said notificatiom,all of.the terms
and provisions required by Chapter 115, RSMo.

Section 4. If this Ordinance is approved by a majerity Ofithe votes cast by the
qualified voters voting thereon at said election, the City Clerk shall“as soon as possible after the
election date (but in any event no later than ten (10) days after the election” date) forward to the
Director of Revenue of the State of Missouri by United States registered mail or certified mail
(1) a certified copy of this Ordinance, including the Noticg of Election attached hereto, and (2) a
copy of the abstract of votes cast on the question at said election.;Fhe city sales tax for economic
development purposes and hereby imposed shall then becomepetfective on January 1, 2015, and
shall be levied and collected in the manner provided. by the Act, by Sections 32.085 and 32.087,
RSMo, as amended, and by all other applicable laws; and shall be used for the purposes
hereinabove authorized.

Issue:

The ATF NITRO Task Force has successfully seized property and money during their
investigations. The United States Attorney’s Office has filed asset forfeiture proceedings
against the seized property and money. A portion of these proceeds come back to the
Cameron Police Department to be used to purchase law enforcement equipment.

Cameron is no longer designated as the pass through agency for the seized funds. The
pass through agency is now the Grundy County, MO Sheriff’s Department. Last year the
Cameron Police Department continued to receive more seizure money. These funds were
transferred to the Grundy County, MO Sheriff’s Department to manage as the pass
through agency.

The Asset Forfeiture Branch of the Department of Justice requires an annual report be
submitted by participating agencies on the amount of money the department has received
and how it has been spent.

Recommendation:

Approve on full reading the FY 2013 equitable sharing agreement with DOJ.

Issues

No other categories were affected. Therefore, the previous ordinance should be
repealed and the new ordinance passed to reflect the correction.

Issues

The City allows telecoms to attach their infrastructure to the City’s electric poles. Rent is
charged for this usage, and the rental rates have not been adjusted for several years, per
previous contracts. Those agreements have expired, so we have developed a new rate
structure that will account for rental increases each year to reflect the value of the use of
the poles. Fees are shown in the attached agreement. This agreement applies to United
Services, and is essentially the same agreement as we have for Mediacom.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the Council approve the attached agreement by Resolution.

EXECUTION OF A GENERAL AGREEMENT FOR NON-
EXCLUSIVEUSE OF CITY UTILITY POLESWITH UNITED
SERVICES, INC. AUTHORIZING USE OF CITY POLESAND
PUBLIC RIGHTS-OF-WAY

WHEREAS, the City is authorized to the establish fees and procedures for the license,
lease or use of public facilities; and

WHEREAS, Missouri law further authorizes the City to regulate and manage the use and
construction in the public rights-of-way and to provide consent to others to use the public rights-
of-way; and

WHEREAS, the City is the owner of certain utility poles in the corporate limits, and
Missouri law and Section 10.5-101 of the Cameron City Code of Ordinances (enacted by
Ordinance No. 5758 on 1-15-2013) requires a pole attachment agreement for any person to
attach or maintain any fixture to or place or maintain any facilities or wires on any utility pole or
other fixture or facility of the City within City rights-of-way or easements; and

WHEREAS, United Services, Inc. (“United Services”), desires to use or continue to use
the City’s poles and facilities for the purpose of construction, operation, and maintenance of a
fiber optic communications system; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Cameron finds such use to be in the public
interest and is willing to enter into a pole attachment agreement to allow United Services to
utilize certain City-owned utility poles for such purposes and to provide for the joint use of City-
owned utility poles to meet their service requirements; and

WHEREAS, United Services acknowledges that the City’s facilities are primarily for
service to the public and that licensing use by other is an accommodation by the City for which
United Services intends and agrees to be bound by the terms and provisions of the Cameron
Code of Ordinances and the pole attachment agreement granted hereunder.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI as follows:

Section _1: The City Manager is hereby authorized to execute the GENERAL
AGREEMENT FOR NON-EXCLUSIVE USE OF CITY UTILITY POLES with United
Services attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2:  This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval as provided by law.
