The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on 
Wednesday, the 19th day of February 2014, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Dennis M. 
Clark led the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  
 


Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present:  Darlene 
Breckenridge, Ronnie Jack and William B. Rose-Heim.   Absent:  Jerri Ann Eddins.  


 
 Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City 
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 
 
 Minutes of the February 3, 2014, Council Session were approved as submitted with a 
voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by Councilmember 
Jack.  Absent: Councilmember Eddins.  
 


PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
 
 John Blessing, Deffenbaugh Industries, addressed Council and expressed his company’s 
interest in bidding the solid waste contract noting the expiration date of the current contract is in 
September 2014.   Mr. Blessings was asked to contact City Manager Gaugh for more specifics on 
the bidding process. 
 


CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Air Show.  The Air Show Committee meets tomorrow at 9:00 a.m.  A Committee 
recommendation will be presented at the next Council Session. 


2. Automated Metering Infrastructure. The Utilities Committee will meet February 26, 
2014 and make a recommendation to Council on the AMI project.  The Committee 
will also discuss land acquisition near the Wastewater Treatment Plant for 
improvements at the facility. 


3. Anti-tether Discussion.  A Committee meeting will be scheduled for discussion of 
action for anti-tether regulations. 
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4. Ordinance Readings.  City Manager Gaugh said in an effort to expedite the bill 
passage process, certain bills could be passed in a more timely fashion by use of full 
readings. An example would be when a resolution has been passed regarding the 
same subject as the bill reading.  The ordinance would finalize the action initiated by 
the resolution.   This would give the public the same number of opportunities to 
address the subject.  There will still be bills of a more sensitive nature and the City 
will continue the multiple reading process for passage of these bills.   Council will 
continue to have the option of requiring more readings on any bill presented for 
approval.  


5. Net Metering Report.  A report was included in Council packets regarding net 
metering.  State Statutes require an annual report to citizens.  Currently there is one 
(1) solar operation within the City Limits.  The City is required to have a policy in 
place to protect our electrical system ensuring power from outside sources does not 
get into our system causing dangerous situations. 


6. Workers’ Compensation.  The City received notice from Midwest Public Risk 
advising that our workers’ compensation rate will increase in July. 


7. Water Levels.  City Manager Gaugh estimated snow melt might have generated ½ 
inch of moisture for the reservoirs.   


 
Mayor Clark noted the financial condition of the City continues to improve and 


commended Council and Staff for the hard work involved in the process.

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
Air Show- The Council Committee met to discuss the City’s role in the next air show, 
and the recommendations are as follows: 
 


• That the City pay the off duty volunteer firefighters needed during the event. 
• An accounting report of revenues and expenses of the air show be provided to the 


City, by the air show committee.  
• The air show committee shall contribute to the City, 20% of any profits realized 


from the event. 
 
Automated Metering Infrastructure – The Council Utilities Committee met on 
Wednesday, February 26 to go over the results of Ameresco’s meter testing and project 
feasibility. The recommendation was for Ameresco to make a presentation to the full 
council. We plan to put on an agenda in April. 
 
Wastewater Plant Expansion – Potential land acquisition for the plant expansion and 
biosolids (sludge) application was also discussed by the Utilities Committee. The 
recommendation was to plan for the purchase of approximately 38 acres in the cost 
analysis for the plant improvements.  
 
Chimes Update – The Verdin chimes unit is scheduled to ship the week (week of 
February 24). We are working on a mounting location for the exterior speakers and hope 
to have the unit in working order in March.

DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, REPEALING AND REPLACING SEC. 


6-144. APPLICATION CONTENTS OF ARTICLE V, ALCOHOLIC 
BEVERAGES, CHAPTER 6, LICENSE AND BUSINESS REGULATIONS 


OF THE CAMERON CITY CODE  
 


 Whereas, it is necessary and prudent for the City of Cameron to have pertinent 
information available when approving liquor license applications granted within the corporate 
city limits; and 
 
 Whereas, the Cameron Police Department is no longer allowed to assist with the 
application process by providing criminal background checks on liquor license applicants; and 
 


Whereas, Staff recommends the application be amended requiring the applicant to 
provide a copy of the applicant’s criminal history record information from the Missouri State 
Highway Patrol, Criminal Records Division. 


 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 


CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 
FOLLOWS: 


 
Section 1.  Repealing Sec. 6-144. Application Contents of Article V, Alcoholic 


Beverages, Chapter 6, License And Business Regulations, and replacing it with a new Sec. 6-144 
as follows: 
 


Sec. 6-144.  Application contents. 
The applicant for a license required by this division shall file with the 
council a verified and acknowledged petition for a license, on a form to 
be furnished by the city clerk, setting forth the following: 
 
(a)   Full name; age; residence; place of birth; if a naturalized citizen, the 
time and place of naturalization; the length of time the applicant has 
resided at the residence stated; whether he is a registered voter and 
assessed taxpaying citizen at the residence stated; a copy of applicant’s 
criminal history record information from the Missouri State Highway 
Patrol, Criminal Records Division; whether or not applicant has ever 
been convicted of a felony or a violation of any law regulating, 
controlling or prohibiting the sale of intoxicating liquor;  whether or not 
applicant has ever been engaged in the manufacture or sale or distribution 
of intoxicating liquor or malt liquor,  and, if so, when, where and the 
nature of the business. If the applicant is a corporation, the petition shall 
set forth all of the information required in this subsection with respect to 
its managing officer of the proposed establishment, identifying such 







 


officer and further stating the corporate name, the date and state of 
incorporation and the five (5) largest stockholders with their addresses 
and the percentage of stock held by each; 
 
(b)   Whether or not any distiller, wholesaler, wine maker, brewer or any 
employee, officer or agent of any such person has any financial interest 
or proposes to have any financial interest in the retail business for the sale 
of intoxicating liquor or malt liquor  for which such applicant applied for 
a license; whether or not any such person, either directly or indirectly, has 
loaned, given or furnished or will give, loan or furnish any equipment, 
money, credit or property of any kind to such applicant except ordinary 
commercial credit for liquor sold to such applicant; and the names of all 
persons, directly or indirectly, financially interested in the proposed 
business of the applicant; 
 
(c)   The exact location of the place or premises where the applicant 
proposes to engage in such retail liquor business, including the street 
address of the premises, the name and address of the owner of record of 
the premises and the land upon which the building is situated and the 
correct legal description of the premises; 
 
(d)   The kind of business which the applicant proposes to conduct in 
such premises, particularly stating the hours which the applicant plans to 
keep his/her place open for business of any kind; 
 
(e)   Such other and additional information as the city clerk may require. 


 
Section 2.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance on behalf of the City of 


Cameron. 
 
 Section 3.  The City Clerk is directed to attest the Mayor’s signature. 
 
 Section 4.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 
final passage and approval.

Issue: 
The Band is seeking renewal of their contract to provide free concerts in McCorkle Park 
during the months of May, June, July, August and November. The Band originated in 
1929 with a levy passed by the voters. The levee is $.0830 per $100 valuation and is 
estimated to collect $66,597 in the current fiscal year.  The budget anticipates a $60,000 
contract. These concerts are professionally performed, well attended and a weekly 
destination for some people.    
 
As a side note, long time municipal band member/president, Betty Price passed away this 
past winter.  Cindy Svehla, following in her mother’s footsteps, has taken over the reins 
of the municipal band. 
 
One change initiated by Ms. Svehla, band conductor Ann Goodwin-Clark and the band is 
the addition of a Holiday Concert in November.  The contract amount remains the same 
while adding to the enjoyment of music by the including a Holiday Concert!

EMPLOYMENT CONTRACT 
 


 This agreement is made and entered into this ____ day of _____________ 2014, 
by and between the City of Cameron, Missouri, hereinafter referred to as “CITY”; and, 
the Cameron Municipal Band, an independent contractor, hereinafter referred to as 
“BAND”: 
 
 WITNESSETH:  In consideration of the sum Sixty thousand dollars ($60,000), it 
is mutually agreed by and between CITY and BAND as follows: 
 


1.  The BAND will provide free concerts and musical services upon the 
following dates and occasions of public importance: 


 
A.  Memorial Day Services: Monday, May 26, 2014 
B.  Fourth of July:  Friday July 4, 2014  
C.  Concerts on Thursday nights, June 5, 2014, through August 7, 2014, to 


commence at 8:00 p.m. and be held in McCorkle Park, downtown 
Cameron, weather permitting. 


D.  Holiday Concert:  Friday, November 21st, 2014 
 


2.  The aforesaid hours of the concerts shall be subject to negotiation between the 
CITY and the BAND in the event a change is necessary. 


3.  The consideration stated above shall be made to the BAND on or about the 1st   


day of August 2014, the last concert of the season. 
4.  This contract shall be only for the 2014 summer season.  Nothing in this 


contract shall be interpreted to mean it shall apply for any period other than 
the 2014 summer season.

RE:  Annual Write-Off – Uncollectible Utility Accounts 
 
Issues 
Council has the authority to write off bad debts.  Staff has implemented an annual write 
off for uncollectible utility accounts. To that end, Ordinance 5189 was passed February 
2005 allowing Staff to write off past due accounts.   
 
Staff reviewed accounts and prepared the attached list for 2013 (totaling $37,860.22) for 
your consideration.  This amount has decreased from last year by $1,947.35.  The 2013 
list contains accounts that are five (5) years old or older and have been sent to a 
collection agency for collection. Their efforts have not proven successful on these 
accounts.    
 
The number of accounts written off each year continues to decline, due in most part to the 
diligent efforts of the Administrative Staff. 125 accounts were written off last year and 
this year there are 118 accounts on the list to remove from delinquent accounts.  Staff is 
continuing their work to reduce the past due accounts. 
 
Recommendation

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF CAMERON 
ACCOUNTING STAFF TO WRITE-OFF UNCOLLECTIBLE UTILITY 


ACCOUNTS FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DEKALB 
COUNTIES, MISSOURI 


 
 WHEREAS, the City experiences uncollectible debts for various goods and services; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City auditors allow for uncollectible accounts on an annual basis; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Council is authorized to write-off uncollectible debt as needed; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Council authorized with Ordinance 5189 on February 1, 2005 the first 
write off; and,  
 
 WHEREAS, Staff continues to review annually and has determined since the last annual 
write-off, $37,860.22 has accumulated as uncollectible utility accounts. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City of Cameron, Clinton and 
DeKalb Counties, Missouri as follows: 
 
 Section 1.  The accounting staff is hereby authorized to write-off $37,860.22 in 
uncollectible utility accounts, a list of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof. 
 
 Section 2.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance on behalf of the City of 
Cameron. 
 
 Section 3.  The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 
 Section 4.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 
passage and approval.
