The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday, 
the 3rd day of March 2014, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the 
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  
 


Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present: Jerri Ann 
Eddins, Ronnie Jack and William B. Rose-Heim.   Absent:  Darlene Breckenridge.  


 
 Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City 
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 
 
 Minutes of the February 19, 2014, Council Session were approved as submitted with a 
voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Rose-
Heim.  Councilmember Eddins abstained from the vote noting her absence from the Council 
Session.  Absent:  Councilmember Breckenridge. 
 


PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
 


Michelle Wells, Holt, Missouri, informed Council of her candidacy for Clinton County 
Collector.   


 
CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 


 
1. Air Show.  The Council Committee met to discuss the City’s role in the next air show 


and made the following recommendations to Council: the City pay the off duty 
volunteer firefighters for the event; an accounting report of revenues and expenses of 
the air show be provided to the City by the air show committee.; and, the air show 
committee contribute 20% of any profits realized from the event to the City. 


2. Automated Metering Infrastructure. The Council Utilities Committee met on 
February 26, 2014 and reviewed the results of Ameresco’s meter testing and project 
feasibility. The Committee recommendation is for Ameresco to present the results to 
the full Council in April.  
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3. Wastewater Plant Expansion. Potential land acquisition for the plant expansion and 
biosolids (sludge) application was discussed by the Utilities Committee. The 
recommendation is to plan for the purchase of approximately 38 acres and include the 
purchase price in the cost analysis for the plant improvements.  


4. Chimes Update. The Verdin chimes unit has been delivered. Installation should be 
complete in approximately two (2) weeks. 


5. Platte-Clay Electric Cooperative has notified the City of an electric rate increase 
effective April 1, 2014.  The 1.45 percent increase is the first since 2009 and will be 
passed on to the consumer. 


6. Significant savings have been realized due to Fire Department Staff performing 
maintenance and up keep duties.  Some of those duties include: painting the training 
room in the Public Safety Building, vehicle oil changes, servicing large trucks and 
building a communications trailer.  City Manager Gaugh noted skilled individuals in 
the Department are saving the City funds by performing tasks themselves.  Police 
Department Staff is planning to lay carpet where needed in their area.  Again, Staff 
with carpet laying skills will perform the work.  City Manager Gaugh acknowledged 
and appreciated the efforts by both departments and noted savings were realized by 
the City. 


7. City Manager Gaugh asked for direction regarding budgeted funds for holiday 
lighting in City Parks.  Mayor Clark suggested having a member of Economic 
Development of Cameron (EDOC), Cameron Park Board and a City Councilmember 
meet to formulate a proposal for a lighting project.  Councilmember Rose-Heim 
volunteered to serve with the group.

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
TIF Commission Council Representative- The term is up for the Council representative 
for the TIF Commission.  
 
Automated Metering Infrastructure – Presentation to the Council on the feasibility of 
AMI and building efficiency upgrades is tentatively scheduled for April. 
 
Chimes Update – The chimes system is up and operational. Tim Dunagan installed the 
system with the help of our electric crew. The project went very well and the system is 
working as well as we expected. It covers the downtown area, and extends beyond it, 
depending on conditions. The chimes signal a Westminster chime the same times of day 
as the old siren; 7:00 a.m., 12 noon, 1:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. This was a condition for the 
donation of the major contributor, Paul Fiddick. We will also display a plaque in memory 
of his father, Lowell Fiddick. A site for the plaque has not yet been determined. 
 
CDBG Meeting for Demolition Grant – On Thursday, March 13, we had a meeting with 
MoKan, regarding a grant possibility for the demolition of dangerous structures. Grant 
application is due May 15. A public hearing is required and MoKan will conduct it in 
April, most likely. We are looking to apply for funds to remove both residential and 
commercial qualifying structures. We have list of dangerous structures compiled, and we 
will submit them in line with the conditions of the grant. If we obtain the grant, we will 
have approximately two years to complete the project. There could be 30-40 structures 
involved, depending on the funding amount. 
 
Telecom Legislation – The legislation favoring telecoms when it comes to the use of 
public rights-of-way was passed by the State Legislature. The next step is for the bills to 
go to Governor Nixon for consideration. I registered our opposition to the legislation and 
requested a veto with his office. The MPUA and MML have scheduled a meeting with 
Governor Nixon to express our concerns, along with many other municipalities.

City Attorney Elliott has reviewed the bill 
language and his recommended changes were made to the final draft.

Staff recommends that the Council approve the Bill 2014-10 on first reading.  The bill 
changes the City of Cameron Code and requires three (3) readings.

 Whereas, it is necessary and prudent for the City of Cameron to have pertinent 
information available when approving liquor license applications granted within the corporate 
city limits; and 
 
 Whereas, the Cameron Police Department is no longer allowed to assist with the 
application process by providing criminal background checks on liquor license applicants; and 
 


Whereas, Staff recommends the application be amended requiring the applicant to 
provide a copy of the applicant’s criminal history record information from the Missouri State 
Highway Patrol, Criminal Records Division. 


 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 


CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 
FOLLOWS: 


 
Section 1.  Repealing Sec. 6-144. Application Contents of Article V, Alcoholic 


Beverages, Chapter 6, License And Business Regulations, and replacing it with a new Sec. 6-144 
as follows: 
 


Sec. 6-144.  Application contents. 
The applicant for a license required by this division shall file with the 
council a verified and acknowledged petition for a license, on a form to 
be furnished by the city clerk, setting forth the following: 
 
(a)   Full name; age; residence; place of birth; if a naturalized citizen, the 
time and place of naturalization; the length of time the applicant has 
resided at the residence stated; whether he is a registered voter and 
assessed taxpaying citizen at the residence stated; a copy of applicant’s 
criminal history record information from the Missouri State Highway 
Patrol, Criminal Records Division; whether or not applicant has ever 
been convicted of a felony or a violation of any law regulating, 
controlling or prohibiting the sale of intoxicating liquor;  whether or not 
applicant has ever been engaged in the manufacture or sale or distribution 
of intoxicating liquor or malt liquor,  and, if so, when, where and the 
nature of the business. If the applicant is a corporation, the petition shall 
set forth all of the information required in this subsection with respect to 
its managing officer of the proposed establishment, identifying such 







 


officer and further stating the corporate name, the date and state of 
incorporation and the five (5) largest stockholders with their addresses 
and the percentage of stock held by each; 
 
(b)   Whether or not any distiller, wholesaler, wine maker, brewer or any 
employee, officer or agent of any such person has any financial interest 
or proposes to have any financial interest in the retail business for the sale 
of intoxicating liquor or malt liquor  for which such applicant applied for 
a license; whether or not any such person, either directly or indirectly, has 
loaned, given or furnished or will give, loan or furnish any equipment, 
money, credit or property of any kind to such applicant except ordinary 
commercial credit for liquor sold to such applicant; and the names of all 
persons, directly or indirectly, financially interested in the proposed 
business of the applicant; 
 
(c)   The exact location of the place or premises where the applicant 
proposes to engage in such retail liquor business, including the street 
address of the premises, the name and address of the owner of record of 
the premises and the land upon which the building is situated and the 
correct legal description of the premises; 
 
(d)   The kind of business which the applicant proposes to conduct in 
such premises, particularly stating the hours which the applicant plans to 
keep his/her place open for business of any kind; 
 
(e)   Such other and additional information as the city clerk may require. 


 
Section 2.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance on behalf of the City of 


Cameron. 
 
 Section 3.  The City Clerk is directed to attest the Mayor’s signature. 
 
 Section 4.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 
final passage and approval.

D.  Holiday Concert:  Friday, November 21st, 2014 
 


2.  The aforesaid hours of the concerts shall be subject to negotiation between the 
CITY and the BAND in the event a change is necessary. 


3.  The consideration stated above shall be made to the BAND on or about the 1st   


day of August 2014, the last concert of the season. 
4.  This contract shall be only for the 2014 summer season.  Nothing in this 


contract shall be interpreted to mean it shall apply for any period other than 
the 2014 summer season.
