The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 7™ day of April 2014, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the Pledge
of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present: Jerri Ann
Eddins, Ronnie Jack and William B. Rose-Heim. Absent: Darlene Breckenridge.

Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor.

Item h. Certify Delinquent Taxes was removed from the agenda and will be placed on the
April 21, 2014 agenda.

Minutes of the March 17, 2014, Council Session were approved as submitted with a voice
vote on motion made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Rose-Heim.
Absent: Councilmember Breckenridge. Councilmember Eddins abstained from the vote noting
her absence from the Council Session.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Arbor Day Proclamation. Mayor Clark read a proclamation declaring April 11, 2014 as
Arbor Day in Cameron. The kindergarten class at Parkview Elementary School will plant a tree
in Kelsey Park to memorialize the day.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

1. Special Council Meeting. A Special Session will be held on April 14, 2014 at 5:30
p.m. to certify the April 8, 2014 General Election results and administer the oath of
office to the newly elected Councilmembers.
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2. Dangerous Structures Guidelines. A draft of guidelines for removal of dangerous
structures within the City was included in Council Packets. City Manager Gaugh
asked Council to review the guidelines.

3. CDBG Meeting for Demolition Grant. Staff is applying for a grant through the
Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program to help fund demolition of
dangerous structures. MoKAN Regional Council is assisting with writing the grant.

4. City’s Bond and Credit Rating — Standard & Poor recently upgraded the City’s credit
and bond ratings as follows: “Standard & Poor's Ratings Services raised by two
notches its issuer credit rating (IRC) on Cameron, Mo. to 'AA-' from 'A" and its long-
term rating on the city's series 2012A and 2012B certificates of participation (COPS)
to 'A+' from 'A-',based on Standard & Poor's local GO criteria released Sept. 12,
2013. The outlook on all issues is stable.”

5. Capital Improvements Financing Plan. City Manager Gaugh will meet with financial
consultants to develop a financial plan for capital improvements at the Wastewater
Treatment Plant and the Water Plant.

6. Water Plant Chloramine Conversion Construction. A walk-through inspection was
conducted at the Water Treatment Plant. The Project was approved for Substantial
Completion and a punch list of items to complete has been issued to the contractor.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Bill 2014-15, AN ORDINANCE REPEALING THE CURRENT ELECTRICAL
RATES AND ESTABLISHING NEW ELECTRICAL RATES FOR CONSUMERS OF
THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI
MUNICIPAL UTILITIES, was read by title on second reading by City Clerk O’Connor.
Copies of said Bill 2014-15 were available for the public. Motion was made by Councilmember
Jack and seconded by Councilmember Rose-Heim to pass said bill on second reading.
Discussion. No additional information was presented. Bill 2014-15 passed on second reading
with a voice vote. Absent: Councilmember Breckenridge.

Ameresco Presentation. Mike Wilson and Brett Thomas, Ameresco, Inc. presented
information to Council regarding an automated meter system. Four (4) options were presented.
Option 1: AMR System and Meter Replacement would be a turn-key installation of an automatic
meter reading system with electric and water meter replacement for the City, cost: $2,820,000.
Option 2: City Building/Facility Improvement Measures would provide a turn-key installation of
City building/facility improvement measures, cost $610,000. Option 3: AMR System
Installation Only would be the AMR system without electric and water meter replacement, cost
$440,000. Option 4: Option 1 plus Option 2 calls for turn-key installation of an automatic meter
reading system with electric and water meter replacement and turn-key installation of City
building/facility improvement measures, cost $3,300,000.

David Lee, consultant for the City, and City Manager Gaugh have conservatively
determined the AMR system will take 15 years to capitalize and recommend the AMR system.
Glenda Atkinson, Utility Clerk, informed Council of the various problems with the current
method of reading meters and the difficulties involved. One issue facing the current hand held
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meter reading devices is the lack of support from our current provider within the next two years.
Ms. Atkinson has researched the AMR system and taken two road trips to view the system and
recommends its use.

Upon the advice of City Attorney Elliott, Council instructed City Manager Gaugh to
prepare a resolution directing City Manager Gaugh to proceed with the AMR System and meter
replacement documents for Council review/consideration and also instructing further research on
Option 2: City building/facility improvement measures.

NEW BUSINESS

Bill 2014-16, AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND
DEKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI RESCINDING AND/OR REPLACING CERTAIN
PORTIONS OF ARTICLE 14. “R-2” TWO-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT OF
THE CAMERON ZONING ORDINANCE AS DELINEATED IN THIS DOCUMENT,
was read by title by City Clerk O’Connor. Copies of said Bill 2014-16 were available for the
public. Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Eddins to
pass said bill on first reading. Discussion. Building Inspector Clyde Han said Bill 2014-16
removes conflicting language in the “R-2 Two-Family Residential District” of the Zoning Code
by deleting field crops from permitted uses and moving field crops to conditional uses. The
Planning and Zoning Commission held a public hearing in March. The Commission and Staff
recommend the change be approved. Inspector Han said there will be no change to property
currently being farmed. Bill 2014-16 passed on first reading only with a voice vote. Absent:
Councilmember Breckenridge.

Bill 2014-17, AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI ADOPTING A NEW SEC. 10-10. PUBLIC
NOTIFICATION OF PROPOSED SUBDIVISION. IN CHAPTER 10. SUBDIVISIONS
OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF CAMERON MISSOURI, was read by title by City Clerk
O’Connor. Copies of said Bill 2014-17 were available for the public. Motion was made by
Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Eddins to pass said bill on first reading.
Discussion. Inspector Han stated the Code revision would require the public be notified no less
than 10 days prior to a Planning and Zoning Commission meeting when considering a proposed
subdivision.  Bill 2014-17 passed on first reading only with a voice vote. Absent:

Bill 2014-18, AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A MANAGEMENT

EXCAVATOR AND DECLARING THE CITY OF CAMERON BOBCAT 341-D
EXCAVATOR SURPLUS was read by title by City Clerk O'Connor. Copies of said Resolution
2014-7 were available for the public. Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded
by Councilmember Rose-Heim to pass Resolution 2014-7. Discussion. Resolution 2014-7
authorizes City Manager Gaugh to purchase a Cat 305.5 Mini Excavator through the bid process
of the State of Missouri Cooperative Program. Staff solicited bids from local vendors in addition
to the Cooperative Program. The State Program is cost effective and recommended by Staff.
Resolution 2014-7 passed with a voice vote. Absent: Councilmember Breckenridge.

Resolution 2014-8, A RESOLUTION FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON
AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO
EXECUTE A CONFIDENTIAL RELEASE AND INDEMNITY AGREEMENT TO
LACLEDE GAS COMPANY, MISSOURI GAS ENERGY DIVISION was read by title by
City Clerk O'Connor. Copies of said Resolution 2014-8 were available for the public. Motion
was made by Councilmember Rose-Heim and seconded by Councilmember Jack to pass
Resolution 2014-8. Discussion. The agreement between the City and Laclede Gas Company is
reimbursement from Laclede for damage caused from five (5) failed utility cuts in relocating a
gas main on South Walnut. Laclede will pay $2,423.09 to the City. Resolution 2014-8 passed
with a voice vote.

Jeff
White, representing the Cameron Jaycees, has applied for a Limited Picnic Permit Liquor
License. An air show and concert are planned at the Cameron Memorial Airport June 6-7-8,
2014. The event is not within the City Limits, but is being held on City owned property. On the
advice of City Attorney Elliott, the City has requested a City liquor license be secured. The
event will be subject to Special Event Guidelines if it is approved by Council. The motion to
approve a liquor license for the Cameron Jaycees passed with a voice vote. Absent:
Councilmember Breckenridge.
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7:15 p.m. Councilmember Eddins recused herself from the Chamber citing a potential
conflict of interest as the applicant for a liquor license.

Designers Touch, LLC. Councilmember Jack moved to approve the liquor license
application from the Jerri Ann Eddins, Designers Touch, LLC. Councilmember Rose-Heim
seconded the motion. Discussion. Jerri Ann Eddins, Designers Touch LLC, has applied for a
5BDW-5% By Drink Wine Liquor License. The license will be used in conjunction with some
of the services her salon offers. If approved the liquor license will expire June 30, 2014, as do all
liquor licenses in the City. At that time a renewal license will be required. The motion to
approve a liquor license for Designers Touch, LLC passed with a voice vote. Absent:
Councilmember Breckenridge.

7:20 p.m. Councilmember Eddins returned to the Chamber.

TIF Appointments. City Manager Gaugh informed Council the terms of Bill Hall and
Councilmember Breckenridge expire on the Tax Increment Finance Commission this month.
Both have agreed to serve another term if reappointed. Councilmember Rose-Heim moved to
reappoint Mr. Hall and Councilmember Breckenridge to the Commission. Councilmember Jack
seconded the motion which passed with a voice vote. Absent: Councilmember Breckenridge.

Police Statistics. Chief of Police Rick Bashor reviewed the 2013 Police Statistics Report
that was distributed in Council Packets. The report showed an increase of 31 percent from 2012
in vehicle stops. Chief Bashor noted the increase was due to a full staff and newer patrol
vehicles. A map in the Report indicated where traffic accidents occurred during the year. Chief
Bashor informed Council the Department is seeking grant money to fund overtime for officers to
monitor the locations where higher number of accidents occurs. The statistics show an increase
in rapes but Chief Bashor pointed out the definition of rape has been changed by the FBI which
caused the change in our statistics. Chief Bashor expressed his appreciation of Council support
of the Department.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Mike Phillips, 804 North Mead, requested a four-way stop be installed at Sixth and Mead
Streets. Mr. Phillips expressed concern about the speed and condition of the streets at the
intersection. Staff will discuss the request.

Re: Manager’s Report

Dangerous Structures Guidelines — We have developed a set of guidelines to assist in the
removal of dangerous structures. The next step is to send letters to owners of potential
dangerous structures. We will have interested parties fill out an application for funding
assistance and then make the determinations for cost share, etc. after that.

CDBG Meeting for Demolition Grant — MoKan held the public meeting last Thursday for
the grant, which if approved, will help us remove additional dangerous structures.

Walnut St. Storm Water Project- The contractor has been back on the project for a few
weeks and is finishing up the Fifth St. section and the ADA ramps on Walnut. They are
behind schedule, but the work is now going at a fairly rapid pace.

Transportation Sales Tax Projects — Design work is nearly 50% complete for the project
involving Lathrop St. and adjacent streets not completed a few years ago. Since we are
going from open ditch streets to a curb and gutter system, a few streets in the area will all
need to be tied in so the storm water will be managed properly. The structural condition
of most of these streets is poor, as well. In addition, the design work has started for the
pedestrian access crossing Highway 36 and sidewalk extension on Walnut St.
TranSystems is working with MoDOT on the specific type of design that will be
acceptable and affordable for the highway crossing. Once we know the costs of these
projects, we will be able to determine how much can be done this construction season.

Wastewater Improvements — HDR will make another presentation on the wastewater
projects, but this time will present the engineering scope of services. If the project is
approved, design work will begin around June with construction anticipated to start in
2015. This will involve major repairs and upgrades to the wastewater plant and part of the
collection system, known as basin F-0001. This is the section of the system that flows to
the lift station east of Ensign Trace at Grand St.

RE: Electric Rates
Issues

The City’s bulk electricity provider, Platte-Clay Electric will raise its rates, effective
April 1 of this year. The rate increase needed to account for the purchase cost increase
is approximately 1.45%. The last increase was in 2009, but this increase is small,
relative to past increases.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the proposed rate schedule be adopted and incorporated into
the code of ordinances to take effect on May 1, 2014.

In October 2013 staff discovered conflicting language in our Zoning Code. The language
allowed “Certain agriculture uses” including “Field crops” as a Permitted Use in our one and two
family residential district. In the same R-2 zoning district “Field Crops” is listed as a “Conditional
Use”.

At the December Planning and Zoning meeting it was determined that section J Field Crops,
Article 14 - 2, should have been removed from “R-2” Two Family Residential District, when the
Zoning Ordinance was modified in May 2011.

During the January meeting, the Commissioners suggested that Chapter 14; Section C;
Conditional Uses, Paragraph K, be rewritten as; “Certain agricultural uses such as field
crops, truck gardening, berry or bush crops and flower gardening including a
greenhouse, but not including a salesroom or roadside stand”.

Attached you will find an Ordinance that | believe will accomplish the two goals:

Section #1 of the Ordinance, will “Rescind” Paragraph J — “Certain Agricultural Uses”, from
Section 2; Permitted Uses, in Chapter 14; R-2 Two-Family Residential District.

Section #2 of the Ordinance will Amend subsection K. “Field Crops” under C,
Conditional Uses of Chapter 14; R-2 Two-Family Residential District, to read as follows:

“Certain agricultural uses such as field crops, truck gardening, berry or
bush crops and flower gardening including a greenhouse, but not including
a salesroom or roadside stand.”

This Ordinance will correct the conflicting language created when “Field Crops” was mistakenly
left in Permitted Uses in 2011.

Notification of “Public Hearing” for the proposed change was published in the Cameron Citizen
Observer on Thursday, February 20, 2014.

The “Public Hearing” was held by Planning and Zoning on Monday, March 10, 2014.
There was no public opposition to the proposed change.

Planning & Zoning as well as staff recommend the change.

“Notification of proposed subdivisions will be on Planning and Zoning Agenda,
posted on the City web page under Planning and Zoning Agenda’s and Planning
and Zoning Packets. The Zoning Officer shall place a sign, not less than three (3)
square feet per face, upon the front yard, or as close as practical thereto, of the
subject property. Said sign shall contain the message “Zoning Action Pending”;
shall show the telephone number of City offices; and shall be placed not less
than ten (10) days prior to the Planning and Zoning meeting. The sign shall
remain on the property until such time the proposed subdivision is accepted or
rejected. Unauthorized removal, damage, or vandalism to said sign shall not
invalidate the notification provision of this article.”

There will be no cost or fees for the notification to the developer, property owner
(s) or builders.

Notification of “Public Hearing” for the proposed change was published in the
Cameron Citizen Observer on Thursday, February 20, 2014.

The “Public Hearing” was held by Planning and Zoning on Monday, March 10,
2014.

There was no public opposition to the proposed change.

Notification of proposed subdivisions will be on Planning and Zoning Agenda,
posted on the City web page under Planning and Zoning Agenda’s and Planning
and Zoning Packets. The Zoning Officer shall place a sign, not less than three (3)
square feet per face, upon the front yard, or as close as practical thereto, of the
subject property. Said sign shall contain the message “Zoning Action Pending”;
shall show the telephone number of City offices; and shall be placed not less than
ten (10) days prior to the Planning and Zoning meeting. The sign shall remain on
the property until such time the proposed subdivision is accepted or rejected.
Unauthorized removal, damage, or vandalism to said sign shall not invalidate the
notification provision of this article.

Bill 2014-19 is being presented to allow drinking
on City property by Code at the airport on June 6, 7 and 8, 2014 for the fly-in/concert. Proposed
hours for the beer garden are June 6, 2014 6:00 p.m. until 11:30 p.m.; June 7, 2014 1:30 p.m.
until 11:30 p.m. and June 8, 2014 1:30 p.m. until 4:30 p.m. June 8™ will be used only as a rain
date if necessary for the June 7™ event.

The rain date information and time change was submitted during the Special Events Committee
meeting which was held after Council approval of the liquor license. A motion and voice vote is
needed to approve the change to the original application. This is to be done prior to the first
reading of Bill 2014-19. The Special Events Committee has approved the fly-in and concert
event.

The bill will need three readings for approval as is policy for Code changes.

WHEREAS, the Cameron Jaycees asked that the City Council limit the public
consumption of alcoholic beverages to a specific time period and a well defined area during the
Cameron Memorial Airport fly-in and concert;and

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron recognized the necessity of limiting public sale and
consumption of alcoholic beverages of all types to well-defined areas.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT. ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of
Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties; Missouri, as follows:

Section 1. Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 6-115. of the revised Ordinances of
the City of Cameron, which shall continue in full force and effect except for June 6, 7 and 8,
2014, at the Cameron Memorial Airport, upon which date and location the Cameron Jaycees
shall be permitted and authorized to sell alcohol on public property and to allow public
consumption of alcohol on public property in accordance with a picnic license duly issued by the
State‘of Missouri, the County of Clinton and the City of Cameron.

Section 2. The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance.
Section 3. The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.

Section 4. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its
passage and approval.

Issues

At the April 7, 2014 Council meeting, Ameresco presented the results of a cost
analysis for Automated Metering and certain building energy improvements.
Ameresco’s report outlines the meter testing that was done, as well as the cost
analysis with estimated debt service costs. It was determined that the AMI system
will pay for itself through more accurate reads of the meters, along with operational
reductions involved with mechanical reading of the meters. Some other benefits to an
AMI system are; better customer service through accurate billing, leak notification
ability and online access to usage of power and water.

Council directed that a Resolution be prepared to allow for the review of a proposed
agreement with Ameresco for the AMI system. In addition, the energy improvements
will be evaluated and possibly implemented at a later date, if they are shown to be
cost-effective.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the Council pass the attached Resolution.

RE: Variable Frequency Drive Units Purchase
Issues

This fiscal year, we budgeted funds to install variable frequency drive units (VFDs) for three
existing pumping units at #3 Reservoir. VFDs reduce electrical usage of the pump motors by
changing the motor speed to match pumping conditions. The older technology used valves to
restrict the amount of water that a pump could pump. This means that the motor runs full
speed, thereby using maximum power. Reducing motor speed decreases the amount of
electricity the motor consumes.

Three bids were obtained for this purchase, and the bids were all close to each other. The
lowest bid, however, was submitted by System Controls, Inc., located in Liberty, Mo. System
Controls is the same company that installed the VFD units on the High Service Pumps a few
years ago. This will allow us to use the same service provider for the new units as we are the
High Service units.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the bid from System Controls be accepted for a bid price of
$24,090.00. Funds are available and budgeted to cover this expense under line item 08-20-
275-00.

RE: Water Plant Residuals Removal
Issues

During the water treatment process, coagulants and cationic polymers are used to settle out
particulate matter in the primary phase of treatment. This material is stored in two holding
basins and removed every 1-2 years. The two basins are nearly full, so we budgeted to have
them cleaned this fiscal year. The material must be land-applied, according to State of
Missouri Department of Natural Resources regulations. The lowest bidder was significantly
lower than other two bidders, and Henke Applications, LLC was awarded the bid to remove
the residuals last year. The job went very well.

The bid will cover the next five years, but with the exception of increases for fuel expense.

We can treat the bid as if it is on an annual basis, however, since the fuel costs can be very
volatile.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the bid from Anthony Henke be accepted for sludge removal at a bid
price of $18,201.60, and reviewed annually prior to approval.
