CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Dangerous Structures Guidelines.  A set of guidelines to assist in the removal of 
dangerous structures has been developed and letters sent to owners of potential 
dangerous structures.  Applications can be submitted by citizens to cost share in 
the demolition of dangerous structures.  


2. CDBG Meeting for Demolition Grant. Staff is working with MoKAN to apply for 
a grant to remove additional dangerous structures.  


3. Walnut Street Storm Water Project. The contractor is finishing up the Fifth Street 
section and the ADA ramps on Walnut Street.  


4. Transportation Sales Tax Projects. 50 percent of the design work for the project 
that was started a few years ago involving Lathrop Street and the adjacent streets 
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is complete.  In addition, the design work has started for the pedestrian access 
crossing Highway 36 and sidewalk extension on Walnut Street.  


5. Wastewater Improvements.  HDR will make a presentation on the wastewater 
projects later in this Session.   


6. Verlon Persinger, Alliance Water Resources manager at the Wastewater 
Treatment Plant, received awards from the Missouri Water Environment 
Association.  Mr. Persinger was awarded the organization’s Operator of the Year 
Award.   Alliance Water Resources presented Mr. Persinger with their Traveling

18 passed by the following roll call vote:  “Aye”:  Councilmembers:  Breckenridge, Clark, 
Eddins, Jack and Rose-Heim.  “Nay” none. The Mayor thereupon declared said bill duly adopted 
and said bill was numbered ORDINANCE 5824, was thereupon signed by the Mayor and 
attested by the City Clerk. 


 
HDR Presentation Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvements.  Lori Hill, HDR, informed 


Council the next step is improvement design work which includes: changes of screens to remove 
smaller materials; oxidation ditches; the waste solids processing system; installation of non-
potable water pump station; and, a fixed generator.  Ms. Hill summarized the engineer contract 
saying the total cost of engineering from design to completion would be $596,795.  The project 
time line indicates completion of the project by 2016.  The collection system area known as F-
0001 inflow and infiltration rehabilitation should be completed by 2015. 
 


NEW BUSINESS 
 
City Clerk O'Connor informed Council the Jaycees have requested a change to their 


liquor license application to operate a beer garden at the air show scheduled at Cameron 
Memorial Airport in June. The changes include only using the liquor license on Sunday, June 8, 
2014 between the hours of 1:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m. if a rain date is needed for the events on June 
7, 2014.  Councilmember Eddins moved to approve the changes to the application.  
Councilmember Jack seconded the motion which passed with a unanimous voice vote. 


 
Bill 2014-19, AN ORDINANCE STATING EXCEPTIONS TO SECTION 6-115. 


DRINKING IN PUBLIC ALLOWED, OF DIVISION 1. GENERALLY, OF ARTICLE V. 
ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES OF CHAPTER 6, LICENSES AND BUSINESS 
REGULATIONS WITH RESPECT TO PUBLIC SALE AND CONSUMPTION OF 
MALT LIQUOR AND WINE AT CAMERON MEMORIAL AIRPORT (Fly-In/Concert), 
was read by title by City Clerk O’Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2014-19 were available for the 
public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Eddins to 
pass said bill on first reading.  Discussion. The Special Events Committee has reviewed the air 
show plans to ensure the plan meets City guidelines.  City Attorney Elliott noted that a change to 
the City Code is required because the event involving alcohol is on City owned property.  The 
Code change requires that a designated area with strict limitations be observed.  Alcohol can be 
served only in the one (1) location which the City approved Jaycees’ liquor license outlines.   
Bill 2014-19 passed on first reading only with a unanimous voice vote.     


 
Resolution 2014-10, A RESOLUTION TO PURSUE AUTOMATED METERING 


INFRASTRUCTURE (AMI) AND TO EXAMINE THE FEASIBILITY OF ENERGY 
IMPROVEMENTS FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DEKALB 
COUNTIES, MISSOURI, was read by title by City Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said Resolution 
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2014-10 were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded 
by Councilmember Rose-Heim to pass Resolution 2014-10.  Discussion.  City Manager Gaugh 
said Resolution 2014-10 authorizes Staff to proceed with an agreement with Ameresco for an 
AMI system Resolution.  The AMI agreement would come to Council for approval. Staff will 
also continue a study of energy improvements at various City owned buildings and report 
findings to Council.  2014-10 passed with a unanimous voice vote. 
 


Resolution 2014-11, A RESOLUTION TO PURCHASE PUMP STATION 
VARIABLE FREQUENCY DRIVE UNITS FROM SYSTEM CONTROLS, INC. FOR 
WATER PUMPING PURPOSES FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, was read by title by City Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said 
Resolution 2014-11 were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Rose-
Heim and seconded by Councilmember Jack to pass Resolution 2014-11.  Discussion.  Staff 
solicited bids for the units and Systems Controls, Inc. submitted the best bid.   Resolution 2014-
11 authorizes the purchase of variable frequency drive units for pumps at the reservoirs for 
$24,090.  The units will help change the motor speed by slowing down motors and in turn 
decrease the use of electricity.  The cost of the units will be recovered within a few years.  
Resolution 2014-11 passed with a unanimous voice vote. 
 


Resolution 2014-12, A RESOLUTION TO ACCEPT A BID FOR WATER PLANT 
RESIDUALS REMOVAL FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB 
COUNTIES, MISSOURI, was read by title by City Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said Resolution 
2014-12 were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Eddins and 
seconded by Councilmember Jack to pass Resolution 2014-12.  Discussion. Staff solicited bids 
for residual removal at the Water Plant.  Henke Applications, Inc. submitted the low bid of 
$18,201.60 and Staff recommends approval. The bid will cover the next five (5) years with the 
exception of fuel prices.  The City can review the bid annually for continued approval in 
conjunction with fuel prices.  Resolution 2014-12 passed with a unanimous voice vote. 
 


Resolution 2014-13, A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CAMERON 
MISSOURI POLICE DEPARTMENT TO APPLY FOR A 100% NON-MATCHING 
GRANT FROM THE MISSOURI DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION TO 
PARTICIPATE IN MISSOURI’S HIGHWAY SAFETY PROGRAM ,was read by title by 
City Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said Resolution 2014-13 were available for the public.  Motion 
was made by Councilmember Rose-Heim and seconded by Councilmember Jack to pass 
Resolution 2014-13.  Discussion. Resolution 2014-13 authorizes the Police Department to apply 
for a 100 percent non-matching grant from the Missouri Department of Transportation Highway 
Safety Program. The funds would be used for traffic safety enforcement and would provide 
salaries to allow off-duty officers to be placed on the street to strictly work traffic. If the grant is 
secured the funds would be available in October 2014.   Resolution 2014-13 passed with a 
unanimous voice vote. 


 
Certify Delinquent Taxes.  City Clerk O'Connor presented a certified list of delinquent 


taxes as of April 1, 2014 for Council review.  The annual abatement list for personal property 
deemed uncollectible was also present for Council review and approval.  Councilmember 
Breckenridge moved to accept the certified list, to publish the list of delinquent taxes and to 
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approve the abatement of personal property taxes as presented.  Councilmember Eddins 
seconded the motion which passed with a unanimous voice vote.

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
Dangerous Structures Guidelines – We have sent out letters to property owners of 
potential dangerous structures. We have already received interest from a few owners.  
 
Workers’ Compensation – I received notice recently that our insurance pool cost for 
Workers’ Compensation coverage is increasing 17%. However, Cameron’s loss 
experience history has been low, so we will see a decrease in cost for the upcoming year, 
over what we paid last year. Based on last year, we would pay $81,982.86, plus the pool 
increase of $16,070.42, for a total of $98,053.28. Instead, we will pay $56,056.76. 
 
Telecom Litigation Update – The City is currently involved in two court cases to protect 
our rights-of-way; one is a State case, and one is a Federal case. The State case is City of 
Aurora (which includes Cameron as one of several plaintiffs) v. Spectra (CenturyLink). 
The Circuit Court of St. Louis County recently ruled that “Cameron’s ROW Code is valid 
and enforceable. The Court awarded unpaid user fees of $138,914.04 be paid to the City, 
as well as attorney fees. It also awarded $7,754.30 in underpaid taxes by Spectra. 
However, this judgment is on hold, pending appeal by Spectra to the Appellate Court.  
 
Transportation Sales Tax Projects – This project has not changed much, since last report. 
Design work is about 50% complete for the project involving Lathrop St. and adjacent 
streets not completed a few years ago. Since we are going from open ditch streets to a 
curb and gutter system, a few streets in the area will all need to be tied in so the storm 
water will be managed properly. The structural condition of most of these streets is poor, 
as well. In addition, the design work has started for the pedestrian access crossing 
Highway 36 and sidewalk extension on Walnut St. TranSystems is working with MoDOT 
on the specific type of design that will be acceptable and affordable for the highway 
crossing. Once we know the costs of these projects, we will be able to determine how 
much can be done this construction season.

In October 2013 staff discovered conflicting language in our Zoning Code. The language 
allowed “Certain agriculture uses” including “Field crops” as a Permitted Use in our one and two 
family residential district.  In the same R-2 zoning district “Field Crops” is listed as a “Conditional 
Use”. 
 


At the December Planning and Zoning meeting it was determined that section J Field Crops, 
Article 14 - 2, should have been removed from “R-2” Two Family Residential District, when the 
Zoning Ordinance was modified in May 2011. 
 


During the January meeting, the Commissioners suggested that Chapter 14; Section C; 
Conditional Uses, Paragraph K, be rewritten as; “Certain agricultural uses such as field 
crops, truck gardening, berry or bush crops and flower gardening including a 
greenhouse, but not including a salesroom or roadside stand”. 
   


Attached you will find an Ordinance that I believe will accomplish the two goals: 
	 	


Section #1 of the Ordinance, will “Rescind” Paragraph J – “Certain Agricultural Uses”, from 
Section 2; Permitted Uses, in Chapter 14; R-2 Two-Family Residential District.  
 


Section #2 of the Ordinance will Amend subsection K. “Field Crops” under C, 
Conditional Uses of Chapter 14; R-2 Two-Family Residential District, to read as follows:   


 


“Certain agricultural uses such as field crops, truck gardening, berry or 
bush crops and flower gardening including a greenhouse, but not including 
a salesroom or roadside stand.” 


  
This Ordinance will correct the conflicting language created when “Field Crops” was mistakenly 
left in Permitted Uses in 2011. 
 


Notification of “Public Hearing” for the proposed change was published in the Cameron Citizen 
Observer on Thursday, February 20, 2014. 
 


The “Public Hearing” was held by Planning and Zoning on Monday, March 10, 2014. 
 


There was no public opposition to the proposed change. 
 


Planning & Zoning as well as staff recommend the change.

WHEREAS, Staff review has determined a need exists to eliminate conflicting language 
in Article 14 of the City of Cameron Zoning Ordinance; and  
 


 WHEREAS, a public hearing concerning said matter was held before the Planning and 
Zoning Commission at City Hall in Cameron, Missouri at 6:00 p.m. on Monday, March 10, 
2014; and 
 


WHEREAS, notice of said hearing was published in the Cameron Citizen-Observer, a 
newspaper of general circulation, on Thursday, February 20, 2014; and 


 
WHEREAS, the Cameron Planning and Zoning Commission recommends rescinding 


subsection J., of 2. Permitted Uses of Article 14. “R-2” Two-Family Residential District; and 
 


 WHEREAS, the City of Cameron Planning and Zoning Commission further 
recommends amending subsection K, of C. Conditional Uses. Article 14. “R-2” Two-Family 
Residential District.  
 


 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS: 
 
 Section 1. Rescind subsection J. under Section 2. Permitted Uses.  Chapter 14. R-2 Two-
Family Residential District of the Cameron City Zoning Code. 
 


Section 2.  Amending subsection K.  Field Crops, under C. Conditional Uses, Chapter 14. 
R-2 Two-Family Residential District of the Cameron City Zoning Code and replacing as follows:   


 
K. Certain agricultural uses such as field crops, truck gardening, berry or bush 
crops and flower gardening including a greenhouse, but not including a salesroom 
or roadside stand. 


 
 Section 3.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance, approving it on behalf of the 
City. 
 
 Section 4.  The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 
 Section 5.  This Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after its final 
passage and approval.

In the wake of a recently proposed subdivision and the Cities continuing goal to 
be transparent in our actions, Planning and Zoning commissioners propose that 
public notice be given for any new subdivision. 
 


The Commissioners drafted an ordinance revising Chapter 10 of our Subdivision 
Code, adding notification requirements. 
 


“Notification of proposed subdivisions will be on Planning and Zoning Agenda, 
posted on the City web page under Planning and Zoning Agenda’s and Planning 
and Zoning Packets.

The Zoning Officer shall place a sign, not less than three (3) 
square feet per face, upon the front yard, or as close as practical thereto, of the 
subject property. Said sign shall contain the message “Zoning Action Pending”; 
shall show the telephone number of City offices; and shall be placed not less than 
ten (10) days prior to the Planning and Zoning meeting. The sign shall remain on 
the property until such time the proposed subdivision is accepted or rejected. 
Unauthorized removal, damage, or vandalism to said sign shall not invalidate the 
notification provision of this article. 


 
 Section 2.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance, approving it on behalf of the 
City. 
 
 Section 3.  The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.

June 8th will be used only as a rain 
date if necessary for the June 7th event.  


The rain date information and time change was submitted during the Special Events Committee 
meeting which was held after Council approval of the liquor license.  A motion and voice vote is 
needed to approve the change to the original application.  This is to be done prior to the first 
reading of Bill 2014-19.  The Special Events Committee has approved the fly-in and concert 
event.

State of Missouri, the County of Clinton and the City of Cameron.

 Section 3. The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.

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Flag Project 
 
The citizens of Cameron and surrounding area have benefited greatly from the 
Veterans of this region.  This includes not only their sacrifices in the service of our 
country, but in addition, the financial generosity they have shown to our 
community. 
 
As most of you know, every round of golf shot at the Cameron Memorial Golf 
Club is being played on grounds donated by the Veterans to the City of Cameron.  
Soon, hundreds of children will attend school daily on land recently donated by 
these Veterans to the Cameron School District. 
 
It is important that the service and generosity of the Veterans not be forgotten over 
time.  By virtue of our geographic location at the intersection of Interstate 35 and 
US Highway 36, approximately 40,000 people pass the outskirts of our city.  This 
provides a unique opportunity to remind not only Cameron citizens of the present 
and future, but the thousands who pass by daily, of our deep appreciation for the 
Veterans. 
 
The proposal to accomplish this recognition is to establish a flag pole at the current 
monument marker that resides at the intersection of these two major highways.  
This pole would fly a large American Flag with dimensions of 30 feet by 50 feet, 
thus assuring high visibility to all. 
 
The total anticipated cost is approximately $31,000 and up to $10,000 of this 
amount currently has sponsorship by the Cameron Regional Medical Center 
Foundation. It is therefore suggested that an invitation of sponsorship be formally 
extended to the Cameron School System and others identified as having directly 
benefited from the generosity of the Veterans.  If additional adequate sponsorship 
funding is not indentified to cover the cost for this project, the balance would be 
funded by the City of Cameron.
