The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday, 


the 5
th


 day of May 2014, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the Pledge 


of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  


 


Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present:  Darlene 


Breckenridge, Ronnie Jack and William B. Rose-Heim.   Absent:  Jerri Ann Eddins.  


 


 Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City 


Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 


 


 Minutes of the April 21, 2014, Council Session were approved as submitted with a 


unanimous voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Rose-Heim and seconded by 


Councilmember Breckenridge. Absent: Councilmember Eddins.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 


 
1. Dangerous Structures Guidelines. Letters have been sent to property owners of 


potential dangerous structures. A few owners have shown some interest in the 


program. 


2. Workers’ Compensation. MPR, our insurance pool, has notified the City that cost for 


Workers’ Compensation coverage is increasing 17%. However, Cameron’s loss 


experience history has been low and there will be a premium decrease in cost for the 


upcoming year.  


3. Telecom Litigation Update. The City is currently involved in two court cases to 


protect our rights-of-way. A State case is City of Aurora (which includes Cameron as 


one of several plaintiffs) v. Spectra (CenturyLink). The Circuit Court of St. Louis 


County recently ruled that “Cameron’s ROW Code” is valid and enforceable. The 
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Court awarded unpaid user fees of $138,914.04 be paid to the City, as well as 


attorney fees. It also awarded $7,754.30 in underpaid taxes by Spectra. The judgment 


is on hold, pending appeal by Spectra to the Appellate Court.  


4. Transportation Sales Tax Projects. 50 percent of the design work for the project that 


was started a few years ago involving Lathrop Street and the adjacent streets is 


complete. The area will go from open ditch streets to a curb and gutter system and 


streets will need to be tied together for storm water management. The designers are 


researching a new technique of road paving which included a dry-rolled concrete base 


with a two-inch overlay. 


 


Councilmember Rose-Heim commended Staff for efforts leading to a decrease in the 


Workers Compensation premium. 


 


Mayor Clark thanked City Manager Gaugh and Inspector Han for work on the dangerous 


structure guidelines and their efforts with the street overlay method being reviewed.

Mayor Clark proposed displaying a 30 feet 


by 50 feet flag near the “Welcome to Cameron” monument  located at the US Highway 36 and 


Interstate 35 intersection as a way to remember, recognize and honor the Veterans for their 


contributions.  The flag project cost is estimated to be $31,000.  Cameron Regional Medical 


Center Foundation has pledged $10,000 toward the project and Mayor Clark said other donors 


would be asked to contribute to the project.  If the donations fall short of the remaining $21,000 


needed, Mayor Clark suggested the City support the project by funding the amount required.  


Mayor Clark moved to solicit donations and to fund, if needed, the flag project to completion.  


Councilmember Rose-Heim seconded the motion. Discussion.  City Manager Gaugh said the 


General Fund would be the source of funding if necessary.  It was noted that the General Fund is 


in better shape now and Council needs to be prudent and not deplete the General Fund on small

Re:  Manager’s Report  


 


 


Dangerous Structures Guidelines – We have sent out letters to property owners of 


potential dangerous structures. We have received interest from two owners, but are trying 


to get 4-5 structures to bid out at one time. This should be more cost-effective than trying 


to do them one by one. The down side is that it is taking more time. If we don’t get more 


interest, soon, we will proceed with what we have, and continue to work on getting the 


others. 


 
Council Tours – It has been some time since we have conducted a facility tour for 


Council members. In order to give each facility the necessary time for 


discussion/questions, we should probably set aside 2-3 hours (minimum) for the tour. 


 


Telecom Litigation Update – The City Attorney and I will have a telephone conference 


Wednesday, with the telecom municipalities group and attorneys to discuss the next step 


in the process of litigation.   


 


Transportation Sales Tax Projects – Design work is about 70% complete for the project 


involving Lathrop St. and adjacent streets not completed a few years ago. Since we are 


going from open ditch streets to a curb and gutter system, a few streets in the area will all 


need to be tied in so the storm water will be managed properly. The structural condition 


of most of these streets is poor, as well. In addition, the design work has started for the 


pedestrian access crossing Highway 36 and sidewalk extension on Walnut St. 


TranSystems is working with MoDOT on the specific type of design that will be 


acceptable and affordable for the highway crossing. I met with MoDOT and TranSystems 


on Tuesday, May 13th to discuss the project. Things are progressing well, so far.

Proposed 


hours for the beer garden are June 6, 2014 6:00 p.m. until 11:30 p.m.; June 7, 2014 1:30 p.m. 


until 11:30 p.m. and June 8, 2014 1:30 p.m. until 4:30 p.m.  June 8
th


 will be used only as a rain 


date if necessary for the June 7
th


 event.  


The rain date information and time change was submitted during the Special Events Committee 


meeting which was held after Council approval of the liquor license.  A motion and voice vote is 


needed to approve the change to the original application.  This is to be done prior to the first 


reading of Bill 2014-19.  The Special Events Committee has approved the fly-in and concert 


event.

 WHEREAS, a fly-in and concert are scheduled to be held at the Cameron Memorial 


Airport on June 6, 7 and 8, 2014; and  


WHEREAS, the Cameron Jaycees are holding a beer garden in conjunction with the 


Cameron Memorial Airport fly-in and concert; and  


 WHEREAS, the Jaycees duly licensed and authorized, intend to establish defined venues 


for public sale and consumption of malt liquor and wine; and  


WHEREAS, the Cameron Jaycees asked that the City Council limit the public 


consumption of alcoholic beverages to a specific time period and a well defined area during the 


Cameron Memorial Airport fly-in and concert; and  


 WHEREAS, the City of Cameron recognized the necessity of limiting public sale and 


consumption of alcoholic beverages of all types to well-defined areas. 


 


 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of 


Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, as follows: 


 


 Section 1.  Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 6-115. of the revised Ordinances of 


the City of Cameron, which shall continue in full force and effect except for June 6, 7 and 8, 


2014, at the Cameron Memorial Airport, upon which date and location the Cameron Jaycees 


shall be permitted and authorized to sell alcohol on public property and to allow public 


consumption of alcohol on public property in accordance with a picnic license duly issued by the 


State of Missouri, the County of Clinton and the City of Cameron. 


 


 Section 2. The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance.   


 


 Section 3. The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 


 


 Section 4. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 


passage and approval.

Re: Animal Tethering  
 


A request was made to Council to adopt an Animal Tethering ordinance. 
 


Tethering: Fastening an animal to a stationary object or stake as a means of keeping the animal 


under control. Tethering does not refer to the periods when an animal is walked on a leash. 
  
A committee was formed to review the request and determine if there was a need from a public 


safety standpoint. The committee consisted of Councilwoman: Jerri Ann Eddins, City Manager: 


Mark Gaugh, Police Chief: Rick Bashor, Animal Control Officer: Kathy Turner and myself.  
 


The committee discussed; 


 Public safety issues and 13 past incidents over the last few years where tethered animals 


have bitten kids and adults. Approximately 30% of the cases resulted from the animal 


breaking the tether before biting. 


 More “Public” education regarding animal awareness. 


 Enforcement issues 


 Issues associated with a tethering ordinance 


 Pros: Less dog bites, fewer barking complaints, more responsible pet 


ownership, fewer barren yards 


 Cons: Fences, expense to owners 


 Allow 6 months to comply (1/1/15) 


The committee requested Planning and Zoning develop an ordinance that addresses the tethering 


of animals.   
 


Planning and Zoning met to discuss the tethering issue on April 14, 2014.  


Planning and Zoning directed a Public Hearing notice be published in the Cameron Citizen 


Observer on April 24, 2014, to hold a public hearing and review the proposed tethering 


ordinance on Monday, May 12, 2014. 


 


The Public Hearing was held on May 12, 2014; Planning and Zoning voted to recommend 


approval of the tethering ordinance to Council. 


 


City staff also recommends approval of the tethering ordinance.

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron has determined that in the interest of public safety and 


animal welfare an animal shall not be tethered for extended periods of time; and  
 


WHEREAS, Public notice was published on April 24, 2014 in the Cameron Citizen 


Observer regarding tethering of animals; and 
 


WHEREAS, the City of Cameron Planning and Zoning Commission conducted a Public 


Hearing on May 12, 2014; and  
 


WHEREAS, the City of Cameron Planning and Zoning Commission and City Staff 


recommend approval of the tethering regulations; and 
 


WHEREAS, the City of Cameron tethering regulations would not go into effect until 


January 1, 2015. 
 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 


CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS: 
 


Section 1. Sec. 5-91. Definitions.  of Division 2. Dogs of Article IV. Animals. all in 


Chapter 5. Health and Sanitation of the City of Cameron Code are hereby amended to include 


Tethering as follows: 
 


Sec. 5-91.  Definitions. 
 


Tethering means the fastening of an animal to a stationary object or stake as a 


means of keeping the animal under control. Tethering does not refer to the 


periods when an animal is walked on a leash. 
 


Section 2.  Sec. 5-105 Tethering. of Division 2. Dogs of Article IV. Animals. all in 


Chapter 5. Health and Sanitation of the City of Cameron Code are hereby adopted as follows: 
 


Sec. 5-105 Tethering.  
 


1) Animal cannot be tethered unless an adult is home. 


2) Animal cannot be tethered between the hours of 10:00 p.m. to 6:00 


a.m. 


3) Animal must be attached to tether by a leather or nylon collar or 


harness. 


4) Collar must be circumference of animal’s neck plus one inch. 


5) No choke or pinch collars. 


6) Tether must be designed for animals – no log chains. 







 


7) Tether cannot weigh more than 1/8 of animal’s weight. 


8) Tether must be at least 12 foot long.  


(a) Tether must be unbroken and free of tangles.  


9) Tethered animals must be placed where the animal cannot be in danger 


of being strangled or hung.  


10) Placement of a tethered animal must be in an area free of debris and 


obstacles. 


11) Tethered animal must be able to reach water, shelter and dry ground. 


12) Tethered animal must not be out in extreme weather such as extreme 


heat, freezing temperatures, tornados, hail or thunderstorms. 


13) Each tethered animal must be tethered in separate areas so as not to 


become entangled. 


14) Any tethered animal shall not be allowed to reach within six (6) feet 


of; 


a. Public Right-of-ways  


b. Public access to the structure 


i. sidewalk to the structure 


ii. any door that may be accessed by the public or  emergency services  


c. Neighboring property lines

BACKGROUND 


 


We originally entered an agreement with the Missouri Highways and Transportation 


Commission on October 9, 2013, and was executed by the Commission on November 5, 


2013, under which the Commission granted the sum not to exceed Ninety-Nine Thousand 


Seven Hundred Ninety-Five Dollars ($99,795) to the City of Cameron to assist with 


Airfield Pavement Maintenance, AWOS and Land Acquisition.   


 


The level of funding originally approved is not sufficient to cover the costs associated 


with Airfield Pavement Maintenance, AWOS and Land Acquisition and the Commission 


will grant an additional sum not to exceed Three Hundred Forty-Nine Thousand Three 


Hundred Twenty Dollars ($349,320). The amount of this grant represents the federal 


participation of One Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($150,000) at ninety-five percent 


(95%) and One Hundred Ninety-Nine Thousand Three Hundred Twenty Dollars 


($199,320) at ninety percent (90%) of eligible project costs.  We provide total matching 


funds of Thirty Thousand Forty-Two Dollars ($30,042).  This amount represents 


matching funds of Seven Thousand Eight Hundred Ninety-Five Dollars ($7,895) at five 


percent (5%) and Twenty-Two Thousand One Hundred Forty-Seven Dollars ($22,147) at 


ten percent (10%) toward the project 


 


RECOMMENDATION

Management Agency (FEMA) requirements regarding “floodplain” and “Hazard Mitigations” 


from August 17, 1984 to May 3, 2000. In May 2000 the City requested information and 


expressed an interest that would allow our residents the ability to purchase federally backed 


flood insurance.  


 


March 1, 2011 the city adopted a “Floodplain” Ordinance. In 2012 Cameron unofficially started 


working on an “All Hazards” plan that not only included natural hazards (floods and severe 


weather) but also covers hazardous materials, spill, leaks, accidents, water shortages and so on. 


Our Comprehensive Plan update, currently underway, also covers emergency housing in case of 


a disaster, natural or manmade.  


 


I am proud to say Cameron is ahead of the curve, we’ve already done the work. We have the 


plan, certifications and codes in place. Over the past 18 months we’ve been relaying community 


projects, ideas and engineering to the Federal and State Emergency Agencies to mitigate current 


issues and future plans to eliminate potential issues in the future.  


Cameron is constantly planning for our own future and preparing for the challenges ahead. It is 


now comforting to know that we have partners.
