The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Special Session on
Wednesday, the 14™ day of May 2014, at five o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Dennis M. Clark
led the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

NEW BUSINESS

Resolution 2014-16, A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF CAMERON, MISSOURI,
STATING INTENT TO SEEK FUNDING THROUGH THE COMMUNITY
DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR
TO PURSUE ACTIVITIES IN AN ATTEMPT TO SECURE FUNDING FOR
DEMOLITION OF DANGEROUS STRUCTURES was read by title by City Clerk O'Connor.
Copies of said Resolution 2014-16 were available for the public. Motion was made by
Councilmember Rose-Heim and seconded by Councilmember Jack to pass Resolution 2014-16.
Discussion. Inspector Clyde Han informed Council Resolution 2014-16 will allow Staff to apply
for a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) to remove vacant and or dangerous homes
and structures within the City. The grant application will be for $125,000 to be used for
demolition of 15 homes and structures. It is estimated the cost of demolition is $8,000 per home
and includes: demolition; removal of debris; and, grading and seeding the vacant lot. Inspector
Han said the City will also use $17,765.05 from monies set aside from the Valley Brook CDBG
project. The in-kind donation from the City will be between $500-$600 to inspect the properties
and cap sewer and water lines.

Interested property owners have committed to the process by signing a consent form for
the City to demolish their property. The form will accompany the grant application. Once
demolition is complete, the owner will then have a property ready for future use.
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Resolution 2014-16 passed with a voice vote. Absent: Councilmember Eddins.

NOTE: No Public Participation was on the agenda. A public hearing was held regarding
the Community Development Block Grant Program April 17, 2014 in Cameron City Hall.

There being no further business on motion made by Councilmember Breckenridge and
seconded by Councilmember Jack, the meeting was adjourned at 5:10 p.m. on a voice vote.

The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 19" day of May 2014, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present: Darlene
Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, and Ronnie Jack. Absent: William B. Rose-Heim.

Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor.

Minutes of the May 5, 2014, Council Session were approved as submitted with a voice
vote on motion made by Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by Councilmember Jack.

Councilmember Eddins abstained noting her absence from the Session. Absent:
Councilmember Rose-Heim.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Shirley Ingram, 620 East Fifth Street, addressed Council regarding Code Enforcement
concerns pertaining to animals and items in yards.

Jessica Kelly, 501 East Sixth Street, stated she has issues with Animal Control.

City Manager Gaugh will discuss the issues with Code Enforcement.

Bob Hart, 1004 East Second Street Terrace, said yard waste disposal is a problem in his
neighborhood. The City recently had to clean out a sewer ditch so storm water could flow. Mr.

Hart asked Council to consider a bill that would require property owners to clean up leaves that
accumulate in the drainage ditches adjacent to their property.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT
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1. Dangerous Structures Guidelines. The City has received interest in demolition of
structures from two property owners. Staff has applied for CDBG funding through
Mo-KAN Regional Council for removal of dangerous structures. The funding will be
awarded later this summer.

2. Council Tours. City Manager Gaugh said if Councilmembers are interested in a
facilities tour, he will make arrangements for the tours.

3. Telecom Litigation Update. City Attorney Elliott and City Manager Gaugh will have
a telephone conference Wednesday with the telecom municipalities group and
attorneys to discuss the next step in the process of litigation.

4. Transportation Sales Tax Projects. Design work is about 70% complete for the
project involving Lathrop Street and adjacent streets. Design work has started for the
pedestrian access crossing Highway 36 and sidewalk extension on Walnut Street.
Transystems is working with MoDOT on the specific type of design that will be
acceptable and affordable for the highway crossing.

OF DIVISION 2. DOGS OF ARTICLE IV. ANIMALS IN CHAPTER 5. HEALTH AND
SANITATION OF THE CITY OF CAMERON CODE, was read by title by City Clerk
O’Connor. Copies of said Bill 2014-21 were available for the public. Motion was made by
Councilmember Eddins and seconded by Councilmember Breckenridge to pass said bill on first
reading. Discussion. Inspector Clyde Han reminded Council of the recent citizen request for
consideration of tethering regulations. A committee meeting was held and the request was taken
to the Cameron Planning and Zoning Commission for review. The Commission had Bill 2014-
21 prepared. The Bill is not anti-tethering, but makes individuals more responsible for their
animals and for public safety issues. A public hearing was held on the matter. If Bill 2014-21 is
passed and approved, the regulations will not go into effect until January 1, 2015. This will
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allow ample time for public education on the requirements. Animal Control will enforce the
regulations on a complaint basis. Bill 2014-21 passed on first reading only with a voice vote.
Absent: Councilmember Rose-Heim.

Bill 2014-22, AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A
CONTRACT BETWEEN THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB
COUNTIES, MISSOURI AND THE MISSOURI HIGHWAYS AND TRANSPORTATION
COMMISSION PROVIDING FOR AMENDMENT NO. 1 TO THE ORIGINAL STATE

Recreation Park Memorial Play Ground Equipment Presentation — Park Board Member.
Park Board Member Jason Jones informed Council the family of the late Juanita Green has made
a donation to be used toward toddler play ground equipment in Recreation Park. The Ace’s for
Aiden Foundation has also made a donation toward play ground equipment that will be ADA
compliant and other organizations have made smaller donations. Miracle Recreation, a vendor
of play ground equipment, will donate a 100 percent matching grant for equipment purchased
through their company. Mr. Jones said the Cameron Park Board is committed to spend up to
$60,000, with assistance of donations, to get the grant for a total of $120,000 to be spent for the
playground area. Additional donations are being sought from local groups, individuals and
businesses. The Park Board requests the City of Cameron participate in the project by surfacing
the play area, making it ADA accessible. The estimated cost of the surface is $60,000.

Re: Manager’s Report

City Hall Upgrades — | have been working on getting an estimate for concrete and other
repairs to City Hall. | would like to start with cleaning the building, and then work toward
the concrete repairs and other work to be included in the next budget.

Telecom Litigation Update — No new items to report.

Budget Preparation — We are currently working on the budget for the next fiscal year.
This includes operating expenses and capital improvements. At the request of our
auditors, we will re-structure some the inter-departmental transfers and provide more
detail on them.

Transportation Sales Tax Projects — The Walnut St. project is substantially complete,
with remaining work being the restoration of the dirt and seeded areas along the project.
There are some small concrete items to complete, but should not take much time.

Design work is nearly complete for the project involving Lathrop St. and adjacent streets
not completed a few years ago. Since we are going from open ditch streets to a curb and
gutter system, a few streets in the area will all need to be tied in so the storm water will
be managed properly. The structural condition of most of these streets is poor, as well. In
addition, the design work has started for the pedestrian access crossing Highway 36 and
sidewalk extension on Walnut St. Transystems is still working with MoDOT on the
specific type of design that will be acceptable and affordable for the highway crossing.

A request was made to Council to adopt an Animal Tethering ordinance.

Tethering: Fastening an animal to a stationary object or stake as a means of keeping the animal
under control. Tethering does not refer to the periods when an animal is walked on a leash.

A committee was formed to review the request and determine if there was a need from a public
safety standpoint. The committee consisted of Councilwoman: Jerri Ann Eddins, City Manager:
Mark Gaugh, Police Chief: Rick Bashor, Animal Control Officer: Kathy Turner and myself.

The committee discussed;

e Public safety issues and 13 past incidents over the last few years where tethered animals
have bitten kids and adults. Approximately 30% of the cases resulted from the animal
breaking the tether before biting.

e More “Public” education regarding animal awareness.

e Enforcement issues

e Issues associated with a tethering ordinance

= Pros: Less dog bites, fewer barking complaints, more responsible pet
ownership, fewer barren yards
= Cons: Fences, expense to owners
e Allow 6 months to comply (1/1/15)

The committee requested Planning and Zoning develop an ordinance that addresses the tethering
of animals.

Planning and Zoning met to discuss the tethering issue on April 14, 2014.

Planning and Zoning directed a Public Hearing notice be published in the Cameron Citizen
Observer on April 24, 2014, to hold a public hearing and review the proposed tethering
ordinance on Monday, May 12, 2014.

The Public Hearing was held on May 12, 2014; Planning and Zoning voted to recommend
approval of the tethering ordinance to Council.

City staff also recommends approval of the tethering ordinance.

TETHERING; OF DIVISION 2. DOGS OF ARTICLE IV. ANIMALS IN

CHAPTER 5. HEALTH AND SANITATION OF THE CITY OF CAMERON
CODE

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron has determined that in the interest of public safety and
animal welfare an animal shall not be tethered for extended periods of time; and

WHEREAS, Public notice was published on April 24, 2014gin theyCameron \Citizen
Observer regarding tethering of animals; and

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron Planning and Zoning Conimission ¢onducted a Public
Hearing on May 12, 2014; and

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron Planning and Zoningi€ommission and City Staff
recommend approval of the tethering regulations; and

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron tethering regulations would not go into effect until
January 1, 2015.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT. ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Sec. 5-91. Definitions. “of/Division 2. Dogs of Article IV. Animals. all in
Chapter 5. Health and Sanitation.ef the,City of Cameron Code are hereby amended to include
Tethering as follows:

Sec. 5-91. Definitions.

Tethering_means, the fastening of an animal to a stationary object or stake as a
means of keeping the animal under control. Tethering does not refer to the
periods when an animal is walked on a leash.

Section”2. Sec. 5-105 Tethering. of Division 2. Dogs of Article IV. Animals. all in
Chapter 5, Healthfand Sanitation of the City of Cameron Code are hereby adopted as follows:

Sec. 5-105 Tethering.

1) Animal cannot be tethered unless an adult is home.

2) Animal cannot be tethered between the hours of 10:00 p.m. to 6:00
a.m.

3) Animal must be attached to tether by a leather or nylon collar or
harness.

4) Collar must be circumference of animal’s neck plus one inch.

5) No choke or pinch collars.

6) Tether must be designed for animals — no log chains.





7) Tether cannot weigh more than 1/8 of animal’s weight.
8) Tether must be at least 12 foot long.
(a) Tether must be unbroken and free of tangles.
9) Tethered animals must be placed where the animal cannot be in danger
of being strangled or hung.
10) Placement of a tethered animal must be in an area free of debris and
obstacles.
11) Tethered animal must be able to reach water, shelter and dry ground.
12) Tethered animal must not be out in extreme weather such as extreme
heat, freezing temperatures, tornados, hail or thunderstorms.
13) Each tethered animal must be tethered in separate areas so as pot to
become entangled.
