Discussion.  City Manager Gaugh had nothing to add from the last Council Session when 


Developer Pete Ramsel made his presentation and request for support of his project, Greenridge 


Senior Housing.  Mr. Ramsel would be required to follow our construction requirements with the 


project.  Resolution 2014-25 passed with a unanimous voice vote. 


 


Resolution 2014-26, A RESOLUTION FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON 


AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AUTHORIZING EMERGENCY REPAIRS TO 


LIFT STATION 10, was read by title by City Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said Resolution 2014-


26 were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Rose-Heim and 


seconded by Councilmember Eddins to pass Resolution 2014-26.  Discussion. City Manager 


Gaugh discussed a pump failure at number 10 lift station, stating this is an urgent situation.  


Once a bypass is installed and emergency repairs are made, the bypass will remain in place 


should it be needed again.  Verlon Persinger, Alliance Water Resources, said the bids came in at 


$95,000 and $123,000.  Craft Mechanical is the low bid and Alliance has worked with this 


company before. Lift station 10 handles approximately 290,000 gallons of flow generated by the 


Correctional Facilities.  It will take about six (6) weeks to get the valve once it has been ordered 


and the repairs should be complete by fall.   Resolution 2014-26 passed with a unanimous voice 


vote.

RE:  Ordinance - Water Improvement Financing 


 


 


Issues  
 


 The attached ordinance authorizes the issuance of Certificates of Participation for 


water and wastewater improvements project in the amount of $5,068,000. This 


project consists of automated metering infrastructure for water and electric services, 


energy improvements at City facilities, along with major wastewater treatment plant 


improvements/repairs and sewer collection system repairs in basin F-0001. The 


wastewater collection system work is only part of the overall work needed in the 


sewer system. Over time, we will need to address all the sub-basins that collect 


sewage and pump it to the wastewater treatment plant.  


 


 These improvements have components that will reduce energy costs, operational 


costs and will improve accuracy of our utility billing process. The AMI and energy 


modifications are expected to pay for itself within the term of the loan. The 


wastewater improvements will even save some energy at the treatment plant through 


improved electrical efficiency. Collection system work will not save energy, but will 


help reduce sanitary sewer overflows in the system by making manhole repairs and 


re-lining broken sewer lines.  


 


 Recommendation 


 


      Staff recommends that the Council enact the attached ordinance authorizing the 


financing of water and wastewater improvements.

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF CAMERON, 


CLINTON AND DEKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI TO ENTER 


INTO A LEASE PURCHASE TRANSACTION TO PAY COSTS 
OF WATER AND SEWER SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS, AND 


APPROVING THE EXECUTION OF CERTAIN DOCUMENTS IN 
CONNECTION THEREWITH 


 


 WHEREAS, the City of Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri (the “City”) desires 


to obtain funds to pay the costs of water and sewer system improvements (the “Project”); and 


 


 WHEREAS, in order to facilitate the foregoing and to pay the costs thereof, it is necessary and 


desirable for the City to take the following actions: 


 


  1. Enter into an annually renewable Lease Purchase Agreement (the “Lease”) with 


UMB Bank, N.A., as trustee (the “Trustee”), pursuant to which the City, as lessee, will lease on a 


year-to-year basis from the Trustee, with an option to purchase, equipment acquired and installed 


in connection with the Project (the “Leased Property”), the form of which is attached hereto as 


Exhibit A;  


 


 2. Enter into a Continuing Disclosure Agreement (the “Continuing Disclosure 


Agreement”) with the Trustee pursuant to which the City agrees to provide certain financial and 


other information with respect to the Certificates of Participation (Water and Sewer System 


Improvements), Series 2014 (the “Series 2014 Certificates”), evidencing proportionate interests in 


the right to receive Basic Rent Payments payable pursuant to the Lease, the form of which is 


attached hereto as Exhibit B;  


 


  3. Enter into a Tax Compliance Agreement (the “Tax Compliance Agreement”) 


with the Trustee pursuant to which the City makes certain representations and covenants related 


to the exclusion of the interest portions of Basic Rent under the Lease from gross income for 


purposes of federal income taxation, the form of which is attached hereto as Exhibit C; 


 


  4. Approve a Declaration of Trust (the “Declaration of Trust”) to be made and 


delivered by the Trustee, pursuant to which the Series 2014 Certificates will be executed and 


delivered, the form of which is attached hereto as Exhibit D;  


 


  5. Approve an Official Statement relating to the Lease and the Series 2014 


Certificates, to be in substantially the same form as the Preliminary Official Statement (the 


“Official Statement”), the form of which is attached hereto as Exhibit E; and 


 


  6. Approve a Certificate Purchase Agreement (the “Certificate Purchase 


Agreement”), among the City, Piper Jaffray & Co., as the initial purchaser of the Series 2014 


Certificates (the “Purchaser”), and the Trustee, the form of which is attached hereto as Exhibit F. 


 


The Lease, the Continuing Disclosure Agreement, the Tax Compliance Agreement, the Official Statement 


and the Certificate Purchase Agreement are referred to together herein as the “City Documents.” 
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 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 


CAMERON, CLINTON AND DEKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS: 
 


 Section 1.  Authorization and Approval of City Documents and Declaration of Trust.  The 


City Documents and the Declaration of Trust are hereby approved in substantially the forms submitted to 


and reviewed by the City Council on the date hereof, with such changes therein as are approved by the 


Mayor.  The Mayor’s execution of the City Documents will be conclusive evidence of such approval. 


 


 The obligation of the City to pay Basic Rent Payments (as defined in the Lease) under the Lease 


is subject to annual appropriation and will constitute a current expense of the City and will not in any way 


be construed to be an indebtedness or liability of the City in contravention of any applicable 


constitutional, charter or statutory limitation or requirement concerning the creation of indebtedness or 


liability by the City, nor will anything contained in the Lease constitute a pledge of the general tax 


revenues, funds or moneys of the City, and all provisions of the Lease will be construed so as to give 


effect to such intent. 


 


 The Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver the City Documents and to 


approve changes to the Declaration of Trust on behalf of and as the act and deed of the City.  The City 


Clerk is hereby authorized to affix the City’s seal to the City Documents and attest said seal. 


 


 Section 2.  Approval of Official Statement.  The final Official Statement is hereby authorized 


and approved, supplementing, amending and completing the preliminary Official Statement, with such 


changes therein and additions thereto as are approved by the officer of the City executing the final 


Official Statement, said officer’s execution thereof to be conclusive evidence of said officer’s approval 


thereof, and the public distribution of the final Official Statement by the Purchaser are in all respects 


hereby authorized and approved.  The Mayor of the City is hereby authorized to execute and deliver the 


final Official Statement on behalf of and as the act and deed of the City. 


 


 For the purpose of enabling the Purchaser to comply with the requirements of Rule 15c2-12(b)(1) 


of the Securities and Exchange Commission, the City hereby deems the information regarding the City 


contained in the preliminary Official Statement to be “final” as of its date, except for the omission of such 


information as is permitted by Rule 15c2-12(b)(1), and the appropriate officers of the City are hereby 


authorized, if requested, to provide the Purchaser a letter or certification to such effect and to take such 


other actions or execute such other documents as such officers in their reasonable judgment deem 


necessary to enable the Purchaser to comply with the requirement of such Rule. 


 


 Section 3.  Further Authority.  The City will, and the officials and agents of the City are hereby 


authorized and directed to, take such actions, expend such funds and execute such other documents, 


certificates and instruments as may be necessary or desirable to carry out and comply with the intent of 


this Ordinance and to carry out, comply with and perform the duties of the City with respect to the City 


Documents and the other documents authorized or approved hereby and the Project.  Without limiting the 


foregoing, the Mayor or the City Manager is hereby authorized, if required, to execute any certificate or 


agreement to allow the Purchaser to comply with Rule 15c2-12 of the Securities and Exchange 


Commission. 
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Section 4.  Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its

RE:  Ordinance – Ameresco Agreement 


 


Issues  
 


 At the April 7, 2014 Council meeting, Ameresco presented the results of a cost 


analysis for Automated Metering and certain building energy improvements. The 


feasibility of an automated meter system has been reviewed extensively by staff over 


a period of several years. We have talked to numerous municipalities and some 


electric coop operations. No one we have talked with felt that switching to an AMI 


system was a bad decision. None of them reported that they would switch back to a 


manual system.  


 


Ameresco’s report outlines the meter testing that was done, as well as the cost 


analysis with estimated debt service costs. It was determined that the AMI system 


will pay for itself through more accurate reads of the meters, along with operational 


reductions involved with mechanical reading of the meters. Some other benefits to an 


AMI system are; better customer service through accurate billing, leak notification 


ability and online access to usage of power and water.  


 


 Council has subsequently approved a Resolution to proceed with an agreement with 


Ameresco. The agreement will be presented as other agreements of this nature, in 


ordinance form. Two readings are generally done for this type of agreement. 


 


 Recommendation 


 


      Staff recommends that the Council pass the First Reading of the ordinance, which is 


set for two readings.

b. the Redevelopment Area has not been subject to growth and development through 


investment by private enterprise and would not reasonably be anticipated to be developed 


without the adoption of tax increment financing (the Developer Affidavit is attached to the TIF 


Plan); 
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c. the TIF Plan does not include the initial development or redevelopment of any 


gambling establishment; 


d. the TIF Plan conforms to the comprehensive plan for development of the City as a 


whole; 


e. the Redevelopment Project Area is directly and substantially benefited by the 


Redevelopment Project; 


f. the estimated date, which shall not be more than 23 years from the adoption of the 


Resolution approving the Redevelopment Project, of completion of the Redevelopment Project 


has been stated in the TIF Plan; 


g. there are no relocations of businesses and residences anticipated nor is the use of 


eminent domain anticipated; and 


h. a cost-benefit analysis showing the economic impact of the TIF Plan has been 


included in the TIF Plan which provides sufficient information to evaluate whether the 


Redevelopment Project as proposed is financially feasible. 


Section 2. The TIF Plan is hereby approved pursuant to the TIF Act. 


Section 3. The Redevelopment Area and the Redevelopment Project Area are each 


approved and the Redevelopment Area is designated as a redevelopment area and the 


Redevelopment Project Area is designated as a redevelopment project area, all pursuant to the 


TIF Act. 


Section 4. The Redevelopment Project is approved as a redevelopment project and 


the Reimbursable Project Costs set forth in the TIF Plan are approved as reimbursable from tax 


increment financing revenues pursuant to and in accordance with the TIF Plan, the Development 


Agreement and the TIF Act.

(1) after the total equalized assessed valuation of the taxable real property in 


the Redevelopment Project Area exceeds the certified total initial equalized assessed 


valuation of the taxable real property in such Redevelopment Project Area, the ad 


valorem taxes and payments in lieu of taxes, if any, arising from the levies upon taxable 


real property in such Redevelopment Project Area by taxing districts and tax rates 


determined in the manner provided in subsection 2 of the Section 99.855 of the TIF Act 


as adjusted by the TIF Plan each year after the effective date of this Ordinance adopting 


tax increment financing for the Redevelopment Project Area until the Reimbursable 


Project Costs pursuant to the TIF Plan have been paid, shall be divided as follows: 


- That portion of taxes, penalties and interest levied upon each taxable lot, 


block, tract, or parcel of real property which is attributable to the initial equalized 


assessed value of each such taxable lot, block, tract, or parcel of real property in 


the Redevelopment Project Area, shall be allocated to, and when collected shall 


be paid by the County Collector to, the respective affected taxing districts in the 
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manner required by law in the absence of the adoption of tax increment allocation 


financing; 


- The payments in lieu of taxes attributable to the increase in the current 


equalized assessed valuation of each taxable lot, block, tract, or parcel of real 


property in the Redevelopment Project Area (and any applicable penalty and 


interest) over and above the initial equalized assessed value of each such unit of 


property in the Redevelopment Project Area shall be allocated to, and when 


collected shall be paid to, the City Treasurer who shall deposit such payment in 


lieu of taxes into a special fund called the “Special Allocation Fund” of the City 


for the purpose of paying Reimbursable Project Costs under the TIF Plan.  


Payments in lieu of taxes which are due and owing shall constitute a lien against 


the real estate of the redevelopment project from which they are derived and shall 


be collected in the same manner as the real property tax, including the assessment 


of penalties and interest where applicable.

Issues  
 


The attached ordinance will authorize the budget for the fiscal year, beginning October 1, 


2014, running through September 30, 2015. The proposed budget has been reviewed by the 


Council Finance Committee, and is available for public review.  


 


Many capital improvements are planned for the upcoming fiscal year. For the Enterprise Funds, 


major sewer system improvements, automated metering, energy improvements and a fixed 


generator for the water treatment plant are planned. Some of these improvements will result in 


long-term savings, due to more efficient metering of utilities and energy savings. The General 


Fund has some funding included for an increased effort toward street maintenance. This is a 


planned drawdown of reserves, but the General Fund reserve level has improved over the last few 


years, allowing some capital improvements to be considered. The main revenue source for the 


General Fund is through sales taxes. While those revenues have been relatively flat over the last 


several years, the latest reports show a very slight increase. Since the State does not remit taxes to 


the City on a regular basis, it is very difficult to determine the actual trends per reporting period. 


Business activity in Cameron has been stable, and is leaning in a positive direction. A Tax 


Increment Financing project is proposed for the upcoming year, which is the first in several years. 


This project should have a positive impact on revenues as it grows.  


 


For the past few years, the City, along with other cities in Missouri has been involved in litigation 


to recover tax revenue from certain telecommunications entities, as well as to preserve its rights 


for control over utility corridors/rights-of-way. This expense is considerable, but the City wants 


to retain rights that it has always had. The City also stands to lose a great deal of revenue if the 


telecoms succeed in getting changes to current State law regarding use of the City’s rights-of-


way. We will continue to fund this effort and keep Council informed of any major changes in the 


litigation effort. 


 


Revenues to the City are anticipated to be $27,894,101, and expenses are expected to be 


$27,780,478. The increase over last year is the funding of capital improvements mentioned 


above. While no cost of living increase for the employees was funded, provisions were made for 


step increases for eligible employees this year, amounting to a little over 2.0%, overall. No 







benefit increases are proposed. We practice conservative budgeting and strive to maintain 


adequate fund reserves for operations and emergency/capital expenses.

Issue: 


 


It is time to set our annual tax levy for the General Fund, Park Fund, Library Fund and 


Municipal Band Fund. The State Auditor’s Office informs the City each year of the 


maximum amount that can be collected.  The ad valorem property tax rate must be set 


and returned to the County Clerks no later than September 1
st
 each year.  A public 


hearing must be held and a notice published seven days in advance of the public hearing. 


We did not have the levy amounts from the State of Missouri at publication time so the 


proposed 2014 levy amounts in the notice were the maximum allowed.  I have since 


publication time received the information from the State Auditor’s Office and those levy 


amounts are reflected in the attached Bill.  Below is a comparison of the 2013 Tax Levy 


and the proposed levy for 2014.

The increase is slight, $0.0143, and results in a total tax of $1.0189 per $100 assessed 


valuation.  The City’s total assessed valuation (determined by Clinton and DeKalb 


Counties) decreased $2,208,662 which activated an equalization process for the assessed 


value and caused the rate increase (RSMo137.073).

There is hereby levied a City tax for the year 2014, of $1.0189 on the one 


hundred dollars valuation on all property, real and personal, subject under the law to 


taxation by the City of Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, said tax to be 


divided among the city funds for the purpose stated as follows: 


 


A.  The sum of $0.6114 on the one hundred dollars valuation to the General Fund 


for general purposes of the City of Cameron. 


B.  The sum of $0.1501 on the one hundred dollars valuation to the Park Fund for 


the purpose of establishing and maintaining free public parks and providing 


for suitable entertainment therein as noted at the Special Election held June 


19, 1956. 


C.  The sum of $0.1716 on the one hundred dollars valuation to the Library Fund 


for the purpose of establishing and maintaining a public library as voted in the 


Special Election held on November 2, 1976. 


D.  The sum $0.0858 on the one hundred dollars valuation to the Band Fund for 


the purpose of providing free public concerts in said City, as voted for in the 


General Election of the City of Cameron in April 1932. 


  


Section 2. The City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to extend the tax books of the 


City of Cameron for the one year, 2014, in conformity with the rates fixed for the several 


funds by this ordinance, and the City Clerk is authorized and directed to collect said 


amounts upon all property, real and personal, subject to taxation for City purposes by the 


City of Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, as provided by law and 


ordinance. 


 


Section 3.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage.

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 


DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, TO ESTABLISH A PROCEDURE 


TO DISCLOSE POTENTIAL CONFLICTS OF INTEREST AND 


SUBSTANTIAL INTERESTS FOR CERTAIN MUNICIPAL 


OFFICIALS 


 


 BE IT ENACTED by the Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri as 


follows: 


 


 Section 1. Declaration of Policy.  The proper operation of municipal government 


requires that public officials and employees be independent, impartial and responsible to 


the people; that government decisions and policy be made in the proper channels of the 


governmental structure; that public office not be used for personal gain; and that the 


public have confidence in the integrity of its government.  In recognition of these goals, 


there is hereby established a procedure for disclosure by certain officials and employees 


of private financial or other interests in matters affecting the City. 


 


 Section 2.  Conflicts of Interest.  The Mayor or any member of the City Council 


who has a substantial personal or private interest, as defined by state law, in any bill shall 


disclose on the records of the City Council the nature of his or her interest and shall 


disqualify himself or herself from council chambers during discussion and voting on any 


matters relating to this interest. 


 


 Section 3.  Disclosure Reports.  Each elected official and the City Manager shall 


disclose the following information by May 1, if any such transactions were engaged in 


during the previous calendar year: 


 


a.  For such person, and all persons within the first degree of 


consanguinity or affinity of such person, the date and the identities of 


the parties to each transaction with a total value in excess of five 


hundred dollars, if any, that such person had with the political 


subdivision, other than compensation received as an employee or 


payment of any tax, fee or penalty due to the political subdivision, and 


other than transfers for no consideration to the political subdivision, 


other than compensation received as an employee or  payment of any 


tax, fee or penalty due to the political subdivision, and other than 


transfers for no consideration to the political subdivision; and 


b.  The date and the identities of the parties to each transaction known to 


the person with a total value in excess of five hundred dollars, if any, 


that any business entity in which such person had a substantial interest, 


had with the political division, other than payment of any tax, fee or 


penalty due to the political subdivision or transactions involving 


payment for providing utility service to the political subdivision, and 


other than transfers for no consideration to the political subdivision.    
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c.  The City Manager also shall disclose by May 1, for the previous 


calendar year the following information: 


1.  The name and address of each of the employers of such person 


from whom income of one thousand dollars or more was 


received during the year covered by the statement; 


2.  The name and address of each sole proprietorship that he 


owned; the name, address and general nature of the business 


conducted of each general partnership and joint venture in 


which he was a partner or participant; the name and address of 


each partner or co-participant for each partnership or joint 


venture unless such names and addresses are filed by the 


partnership or joint venture with the Secretary of State; the 


name, address and general nature of the business conducted of 


any closely held corporation or limited partnership in which the 


person owned ten percent or more of any class of the 


outstanding stock or limited partnership units; and the name of 


any publicly traded corporation or limited partnership that is 


listed on a regulated stock exchange or automated quotation 


system in which the person owned two percent or more of any 


class of outstanding stock, limited partnership units or other 


equity interests; 


3.  The name and address of each corporation for which such 


person served in the capacity of director, officer or receiver. 


 


 Section 4.  Filing of Reports.  The reports, in the attached format, shall be filed 


with the City Clerk and with the Secretary of State prior to January 1, 1993, and 


thereafter with the ethic commission.  The reports shall be available for public inspection 


and copying during normal business hours. 


 


 Section 5.  When Filed.  The financial interest statements shall be filed at the 


following times, but no person is required to file more than one financial interest 


statement in any calendar year: 


 


a.  Each person appointed to office shall file the statement within thirty days of 


such appointment or employment; 


b.  Every other person required to file a financial interest statement shall file the 


statement annually not later than May 1, and the statement shall cover the 


calendar year ending the immediately preceding December 31; proved that 


any member of the City Council may supplement the financial interest 


statement to report additional interests acquired after December 31, of the 


covered year until the date of filing of the financial interest statement. 


 


 Section 6.  Filing or Ordinance.  If this ordinance is adopted prior to January 1, 


1993, then the City Clerk shall send a certified copy of this ordinance to the Secretary of 


State’s Office within ten days of its adoption.  If this ordinance is adopted on or after 


January 1, 1993, then the City Clerk shall send a certified copy of this ordinance to the 


Missouri Ethics Commission within ten days of its adoption. 
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 Section 7.  Effective Date.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from 


and after the date of its passage and approval and shall remain in effect until amended or 


repealed by the City Council.

Issues  


 


The City’s wastewater plant is operated on a day-to-day basis by Alliance Water Resources, 


based in Columbia, Missouri. Each year, Alliance Water Resources submits a proposed 


agreement to the City that coincides with the City’s fiscal year, except that the Alliance 


agreement runs from October 15
th
 to October 14


th
 each year. The proposed annual fee for contract 


operations for the 2014-2015 fiscal year for the wastewater plant is $383,935. This is an increase 


from last year of approximately 2.5%. They have projected increases in lab testing, lab supplies, 


maintenance supplies and other operational costs, such fuel.  


 


The City receives refunds from Alliance in the event actual repair expenses are less than budgeted 


expenses, so the operational fee may end up less than what is shown in the budget. The repair 


limit is proposed at $26,500, which is same as the current year.  


 


Two years ago, I asked Alliance what the cost would be to take on additional work, related to 


grease interceptor inspections at food service establishments. They propose doing this work at no 


additional cost if the City would consider extending their agreement to five-year terms.  So, the 


base agreement was extended. No other changes are proposed for the upcoming term, if 


approved.

RE:  Building Permit Fees 
 


Issue: 


Our construction permit fees are far from covering our expenses. Cameron’s fee schedule was last 


changed in 1998 and is below the area average by quite a bit in some cases. Cameron is on the 


bottom end of the scale as far as fees for Occupation Licenses, Zoning, Variances’, Conditional 


Use, subdivision plat and several other fees and as with our utility rates we continue to fall further 


behind.  
 


Listed are 2014 Building Permit fees from Cameron, Kearney and Chillicothe:

Our “Minimum” permit fee; last year 2013 we sold 114 permits; 48 of the permits were under 


$30.00 each.  


I would like to increase our minimum permit fee from $9.00 to $30.00.  


This increase still would not cover the cost of logging, processing and inspection costs. 
 


“Electrical” permits; 2010 – 2013 we sold 159 electrical permits for service upgrade. 


The majority of the permits sold for $9.00 each; with the permit we furnish an electrical meter 


base valued at; 


$26.44 for a 100 AMP meter base,  


$40.28 for a 200 AMP overhead meter base, 


$44.77 for a 200 AMP underground meter base.  
 


At best we furnished $4,203.96 worth of meter bases and collected $1,431.00, a loss of 


$2,772.96.   


Worst case, we furnished $7,118.43 worth of meter bases and collected $1,431.00; a $5,687.43 


loss. 
 







Not only do our permit fees not cover our meter base costs, but fees collected don’t cover any 


inspection costs, electric crew’s time or equipment required in disconnecting and re-connecting 


the service.   


Actual costs;  


Meter base ====================== $40.28 (200 AMP Overhead meter base) 


Truck / equipment =================$30.00 (includes 2 trips – disconnect & reconnect)  


2 linemen 30 min each ============== $51.48 (includes 2 trips – disconnect & reconnect) 


Permit & inspection ===============  $20.25  


Total cost requiring only 1 inspection= $142.01 


 


I propose raising our minimum permit fee for electrical permits to $50.00, which will still not 


cover all our costs.

The current Residential Solid Waste Collection Contract, with R & W Container 


commenced October 1, 2012 and expires September 30, 2014.   The original contract 


contains a provision for an additional two terms, each two years in length. The contract 


states, “At the option of the City, the contract may be extended for a second term and, at 


the option of the City for a third term, at the negotiated price or prices submitted by 


Contractor for such second and third terms” 


 


Current contract rates are $8.93 per month for each residential dwelling unit and $30.00 


per ton for the monthly collection and disposal of large bulky rubbish.   R & W has 


submitted a $0.07 increase for a total price of $9.00 per residential dwelling unit, and a 


$10.00 increase for a total price of $40.00 per ton on the monthly collection and disposal 


of large bulky rubbish.  


 


All other aspects of the contract will remain the same including weekly collection of 


unlimited solid waste containers for residential dwelling units, weekly collection of city 


facilities, weekly collection of seasonal park facilities, and a monthly curbside collection 


of large bulky rubbish.  The contract also includes a provision that residents have the 


option to contract individually with the contractor to provide a seasonal weekly curbside 


collection of yard waste, as well as a permanent year round yard waste drop-off site for 


residents.   


 


Staff recommends approval of the first extension of the contract with R & W Container 


with the submitted price increase of $0.07 per residential dwelling unit and $10.00 per 


ton on the large bulky item collection.
