Budgeted money remains in the demolition project line item 


and Staff plans to remove one (1) more house this fiscal year if the contractor can do 


the work. $20,000 will be included in the 2014-2015 budget for more demolition 


projects. Staff will seek property owner’s participation in future demolition projects. 
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2. Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission (GNWWC). Engineers are working 


to complete the pipeline preliminary route for an environmental assessment. The line 


will not be designed until funding and construction contracts are in place.  


 


3. Playground Equipment. New playground equipment is being installed at Recreation 


Park.  


 


4. Water Plant Generator Project. Two (2) bids were received for the generator project. 


The bids will be evaluated and a recommendation made on the next step.  


 


5. Name the Lakes.  A sample of a mailer to be included with the October utility bills 


was included in the Council Packet.

Playground Equipment – The work at Recreation Park nearly complete for the new 


playground equipment. At the time of this report writing, the installers are pouring some 


of the equipment concrete footers. There will be some addition of playground equipment 


at Beavers Park, as well. That work has not yet begun. 


 


Street Repairs - Updates from the time of this writing. Currently, the trail is complete 


with asphalt. Ford St. asphalt overlay has been completed, along with Platte-Clay Way. 


The contractor (Herzog) did a nice job on the three projects. 


 


Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission (GNWWC) – Officers were slated for the 


next year. Council Member Ronnie Jack will be the Vice Chair for the Commission. 


Since there will be three entities looking at contracts, the Commission membership will 


change to reflect that, once contracts are actually made. For now, Derrick Brown will 


maintain the Chair position.  


 


Water Plant Generator Project – We only received two bids for the generator project. The 


bids will be evaluated for acceptability, and we will make a recommendation on the next 


step after that process is completed. I have not received word, yet, from the engineer.  


 


AMI/Energy Improvements – We had the kickoff meeting for the AMI and energy 


reduction projects last week. Ameresco is beginning to schedule the field work in 


preparation for the actual construction. Work is expected to start around October 2.

Issues  
 


The attached ordinance will authorize the budget for the fiscal year, beginning October 1, 


2014, running through September 30, 2015. The proposed budget has been reviewed by the 


Council Finance Committee, and is available for public review.  


 


Many capital improvements are planned for the upcoming fiscal year. For the Enterprise Funds, 


major sewer system improvements, automated metering, energy improvements and a fixed 


generator for the water treatment plant are planned. Some of these improvements will result in 


long-term savings, due to more efficient metering of utilities and energy savings. The General 


Fund has some funding included for an increased effort toward street maintenance. This is a 


planned drawdown of reserves, but the General Fund reserve level has improved over the last few 


years, allowing some capital improvements to be considered. The main revenue source for the 


General Fund is through sales taxes. While those revenues have been relatively flat over the last 


several years, the latest reports show a very slight increase. Since the State does not remit taxes to 


the City on a regular basis, it is very difficult to determine the actual trends per reporting period. 


Business activity in Cameron has been stable, and is leaning in a positive direction. A Tax 


Increment Financing project is proposed for the upcoming year, which is the first in several years. 


This project should have a positive impact on revenues as it grows.  


 


For the past few years, the City, along with other cities in Missouri has been involved in litigation 


to recover tax revenue from certain telecommunications entities, as well as to preserve its rights 


for control over utility corridors/rights-of-way. This expense is considerable, but the City wants 


to retain rights that it has always had. The City also stands to lose a great deal of revenue if the 


telecoms succeed in getting changes to current State law regarding use of the City’s rights-of-


way. We will continue to fund this effort and keep Council informed of any major changes in the 


litigation effort. 


 


Revenues to the City are anticipated to be $27,894,101, and expenses are expected to be 


$27,780,478. The increase over last year is the funding of capital improvements mentioned 


above. While no cost of living increase for the employees was funded, provisions were made for 


step increases for eligible employees this year, amounting to a little over 2.0%, overall. No 







benefit increases are proposed. We practice conservative budgeting and strive to maintain 


adequate fund reserves for operations and emergency/capital expenses.

Issue: 


Our construction permit fees are far from covering our expenses. Cameron’s fee schedule was last 


changed in 1998 and is below the area average by quite a bit in some cases. Cameron is on the 


bottom end of the scale as far as fees for Occupation Licenses, Zoning, Variances’, Conditional 


Use, subdivision plat and several other fees and as with our utility rates we continue to fall further 


behind.

The majority of the permits sold for $9.00 each; with the permit we furnish an electrical meter 


base valued at; 


$26.44 for a 100 AMP meter base,  


$40.28 for a 200 AMP overhead meter base, 


$44.77 for a 200 AMP underground meter base.  
 


At best we furnished $4,203.96 worth of meter bases and collected $1,431.00, a loss of 


$2,772.96.   


Worst case, we furnished $7,118.43 worth of meter bases and collected $1,431.00; a $5,687.43 


loss. 
 







Not only do our permit fees not cover our meter base costs, but fees collected don’t cover any 


inspection costs, electric crew’s time or equipment required in disconnecting and re-connecting 


the service.

Issues  
 


 The attached ordinance authorizes the final pricing for Certificates of Participation 


related to water and wastewater improvements in the amount of $5,068,000. The 


previous ordinance was finally approved too soon, so we need to consider this new 


ordinance all in one reading for the 22
nd


 meeting, since the final pricing is known. 


 


This project, as already presented, consists of automated metering infrastructure for 


water and electric services, energy improvements at City facilities, along with major 


wastewater treatment plant improvements/repairs and sewer collection system repairs 


in basin F-0001. The wastewater collection system work is only part of the overall 


work needed in the sewer system. Over time, we will need to address all the sub-


basins that collect sewage and pump it to the wastewater treatment plant.  


 


 These improvements have components that will reduce energy costs, operational 


costs and will improve accuracy of our utility billing process. The AMI and energy 


modifications are expected to pay for itself within the term of the loan. The 


wastewater improvements will even save some energy at the treatment plant through 


improved electrical efficiency. Collection system work will not save energy, but will 


help reduce sanitary sewer overflows in the system by making manhole repairs and 


re-lining broken sewer lines.

  1. Enter into an annually renewable Lease Purchase Agreement (the “Lease”) with 


UMB Bank, N.A., as trustee (the “Trustee”), pursuant to which the City, as lessee, will lease on a 


year-to-year basis from the Trustee, with an option to purchase, equipment acquired and installed 


in connection with the Project (the “Leased Property”), the form of which is attached hereto as 


Exhibit A;  


 


 2. Enter into a Continuing Disclosure Agreement (the “Continuing Disclosure 


Agreement”) with the Trustee pursuant to which the City agrees to provide certain financial and 


other information with respect to the Certificates of Participation (Water and Sewer System 


Improvements), Series 2014 (the “Series 2014 Certificates”), evidencing proportionate interests in 


the right to receive Basic Rent Payments payable pursuant to the Lease, the form of which is 


attached hereto as Exhibit B;  


 


  3. Enter into a Tax Compliance Agreement (the “Tax Compliance Agreement”) 


with the Trustee pursuant to which the City makes certain representations and covenants related 


to the exclusion of the interest portions of Basic Rent under the Lease from gross income for 


purposes of federal income taxation, the form of which is attached hereto as Exhibit C; 


 


  4. Approve a Declaration of Trust (the “Declaration of Trust”) to be made and 


delivered by the Trustee, pursuant to which the Series 2014 Certificates will be executed and 


delivered, the form of which is attached hereto as Exhibit D;  


 


  5. Approve an Official Statement relating to the Lease and the Series 2014 


Certificates, to be in substantially the same form as the Preliminary Official Statement (the

The Lease, the Continuing Disclosure Agreement, the Tax Compliance Agreement, the Official Statement

 The obligation of the City to pay Basic Rent Payments (as defined in the Lease) under the Lease 


is subject to annual appropriation and will constitute a current expense of the City and will not in any way 


be construed to be an indebtedness or liability of the City in contravention of any applicable 


constitutional, charter or statutory limitation or requirement concerning the creation of indebtedness or 


liability by the City, nor will anything contained in the Lease constitute a pledge of the general tax 


revenues, funds or moneys of the City, and all provisions of the Lease will be construed so as to give 


effect to such intent. 


 


 The Mayor is hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver the City Documents and to 


approve changes to the Declaration of Trust on behalf of and as the act and deed of the City.  The City 


Clerk is hereby authorized to affix the City’s seal to the City Documents and attest said seal. 


 


 Section 2.  Approval of Official Statement.  The final Official Statement is hereby authorized 


and approved, supplementing, amending and completing the preliminary Official Statement, with such 


changes therein and additions thereto as are approved by the officer of the City executing the final 


Official Statement, said officer’s execution thereof to be conclusive evidence of said officer’s approval 


thereof, and the public distribution of the final Official Statement by the Purchaser are in all respects 


hereby authorized and approved.  The Mayor of the City is hereby authorized to execute and deliver the 


final Official Statement on behalf of and as the act and deed of the City. 


 


 For the purpose of enabling the Purchaser to comply with the requirements of Rule 15c2-12(b)(1) 


of the Securities and Exchange Commission, the City hereby deems the information regarding the City 


contained in the preliminary Official Statement to be “final” as of its date, except for the omission of such 


information as is permitted by Rule 15c2-12(b)(1), and the appropriate officers of the City are hereby 


authorized, if requested, to provide the Purchaser a letter or certification to such effect and to take such 


other actions or execute such other documents as such officers in their reasonable judgment deem 


necessary to enable the Purchaser to comply with the requirement of such Rule. 


 


 Section 3.  Further Authority.  The City will, and the officials and agents of the City are hereby 


authorized and directed to, take such actions, expend such funds and execute such other documents, 


certificates and instruments as may be necessary or desirable to carry out and comply with the intent of 


this Ordinance and to carry out, comply with and perform the duties of the City with respect to the City 


Documents and the other documents authorized or approved hereby and the Project.  Without limiting the 


foregoing, the Mayor or the City Manager is hereby authorized, if required, to execute any certificate or 


agreement to allow the Purchaser to comply with Rule 15c2-12 of the Securities and Exchange 


Commission.

WHEREAS, harassment is a serious act which causes a person to be frightened, 


intimidated, or have emotional distress; and  


 


WHEREAS, the State of Missouri has passed legislation dealing with this issue at the 


state level as well as creating charge codes available for local/ordinance violations. 


 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 


CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 


FOLLOWS: 


 
Section 1.  The Mayor and City Council are hereby authorized to create Sections 8-36.1 


as follows: 


 


Sec. 8-36.1  Harassment. 


(a) A person commits the offense of harassment if he or she: 


(1) Knowingly communicates a threat to commit any felony to 


another person and in so doing frightens, intimidates, or causes 


emotional distress to such other person; 


(2) When communicating with another person, knowingly uses 


coarse language offensive to one of average sensibility and 


thereby puts such person in reasonable apprehension of 


offensive physical contact or harm; 


(3) Knowingly frightens, intimidates, or causes emotional distress 


to another person by anonymously making a telephone call or 


any electronic communication; 


(4) Knowingly communicates with another person who is, or who 


purports to be, seventeen (17) years of age or younger and in so 


doing and without good cause recklessly frightens, intimidates, 


or causes emotional distress to such other person; 


(5) Knowingly makes a repeated unwanted communication to 


another person; or 


(6) Without good cause engages in any other act with the purpose 


to frighten, intimidate, or cause emotional distress to another 


person, cause such person to be frightened, intimidated, or 


emotionally distressed, and such person’s response to the act is 


one of a person of average sensibilities considering the age of 


such person. 







 


(b) Harassment is an ordinance violation unless: 


(1) Committed by a person twenty-one (21) years of age or older 


against a person seventeen (17) years of age or younger; or 


(2) The person has previously pleaded guilty to or been found 


guilty of a violation of this Section, or of any offense 


committed in violation of any County or Municipal ordinance 


in any State, and State law, and Federal law, or any military 


law which, if committed in this State, would be chargeable or 


indictable as a violation of any offense listed in this Section. 


(c) This Section shall not apply to activities of Federal, State, County, or 


Municipal Law Enforcement Officers conducting investigations of 


violation(s) of Federal, State, County, or Municipal law. 
 (Note – Under certain circumstances this offense can be a felony under state law.) 


(State law reference – Similar provisions, RSMo 565.090) 


 


Section 2.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance, approving it on behalf of the 


City of Cameron.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 


DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, CREATING SECTIONS 8-4.6 


THROUGH 8-4.6b REGARDING THE INHALATION OF SOLVENTS TO 


ARTICLE I - IN GENERAL, OF CHAPTER 8 – OFFENSES 


MISCELLANEOUS OF THE CITY OF CAMERON CODE 


 
WHEREAS, the purposeful inhalation of solvents to cause symptoms of intoxication and 


euphoria is a serious health risk; and  


 


WHEREAS, the State of Missouri has passed legislation dealing with this issue at the 


state level as well as creating charge codes available for local/ordinance violations. 


 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 


CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 


FOLLOWS: 


 
Section 1.  The Mayor and City Council are hereby authorized to create Sections 8-4.6 


through 8-4.6b as follows: 


 


Sec. 8-4.6 Inhalation or inducing others to inhale solvent fumes to cause 


certain reactions, prohibited - exceptions. 


No person shall intentionally smell or inhale the fumes or any solvent, 


particularly toluol, amyl nitrite, butyl nitrite, cyclohexyl nitrite, ethyl 


nitrite, pentyl nitrite and propyl nitrite and their iso-analogues or induce 


any other person to do so for the purpose of causing a condition of, or 


inducing symptoms of, intoxication, elation, euphoria, dizziness, 


excitement, irrational behavior, exhilaration, paralysis, stupefaction, or 


dulling of senses or nervous system, or for the purpose of, in any manner, 


changing, distorting or disturbing the audio, visual or mental processes; 


except that this Section shall not apply to the inhalation of any anesthesia 


for medical or dental purposes.  
(State law reference – Similar provisions, RSMo 578.250) 


 


Sec. 8-4.6a Inducing, or possession with intent to induce, symptoms by use of 


solvents, prohibited. 
(a) As used in this Section “alcohol beverage vaporizer’ means any device 


which, by means of heat, a vibrating element, or any method, is 


capable of producing a breathable mixture containing one (1) or more 


alcoholic beverages to be dispensed for inhalation into the lungs via 


the nose or mouth or both. 


(b) No person shall intentionally or willfully induce the symptoms of 


intoxication, elation, euphoria, dizziness, excitement, irrational 


behavior, exhilaration, paralysis, stupefaction, or dulling of the senses 


or nervous system, distortion of audio, visual or mental processes by 


the use or abuse of any of the following substances: 


1. Solvents, particularly toluol; 


2. Ethyl alcohol; 







 


3. Amyl nitrite and its iso-analogues; 


4. Butyl nitrite and its iso-analogues; 


5. Cyclohexyl nitrite and its iso-analogues; 


6. Ethyl nitrite and its iso-analogues; 


7. Pentyl nitrite and its iso-analogues; and 


8. Propyl nitrite and its iso-analogues. 


(c) This Section shall not apply to substances that have been approved by the 


United States Food and Drug Administration as therapeutic drug products or 


are contained in approved over-the-counter drug products or administered 


lawfully pursuant to the order of an authorized medical practitioner. 


(d) No person shall intentionally possess any solvent, particularly toluol, amyl 


nitrite, butyl nitrite, cyclohexyl nitrite, ethyl nitrite, pentyl nitrite and proplyl 


nitrite and their iso-analogues for the purpose of using it in the manner 


prohibited by Section 8-4.6 and this Section. 


(e) No person shall possess or use an alcoholic beverage vaporizer. 


(f) Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit the legal consumption of 


intoxicating liquor. 
(State law reference – Similar provisions, RSMo 578.255) 


 


Sec. 8-4.6b Possession or purchase of solvents to aid others in violations, prohibited 


– violations of Sections 8-4.6 to 8-4.6a – penalty. 
(a) No person shall intentionally possess or buy any solvent, particularly toluol, 


amyl nitrite, butyl nitrite, cyclohexyl nitrite, ethyl nitrite, pentyl nitrite and 


proplyl nitrite and their iso-analogues for the purpose of inducing or aiding 


any other person to violate the provisions of Sections 8-4.6 and 8-4.6a hereof. 


(b) Any person who violates any provision of Sections 8-4.6 – 8-4.6a is guilty of 


an ordinance violation for the first (1
st
) violation. 


(Note – Under certain circumstances this offense can be a felony under state law.) 


(State law reference – Similar provisions RSMo 578.260) 


 


Section 2.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance, approving it on behalf of the

RE:  MISCELLANEOUS OFFENSES – Three New Ordinances 


 


 


Issue: 


In January of 2014, the Missouri State Highway Patrol Charge Code Manual included two new 


charge codes available for ordinance violations.  One of these charge codes involves the 


inhalation of solvents and the other is for the offense of stalking.  Related to the stalking offense 


is also a charge code for harassment which became effective in 2003 but was never adopted into 


the City of Cameron Codes.   


 


Background: 


In the past, offenses for harassment, stalking, and the inhalation of solvents have all been 


forwarded to the associated county prosecutor’s offices for prosecution.  Sometimes charges are 


filed but often due to congested court dockets, many misdemeanor offenses go unprosecuted.  


Adoption of these three ordinances will give Cameron Officers the ability to write Municipal 


Summons for these violations which will include the arrest and booking process and have the 


case stay within the local court system for prosecution and revenue generation.  Ultimately, 


immediate consequences for such violations will greatly help curtail these types of incidents   


 


Action:

REGARDING STALKING TO ARTICLE I - IN GENERAL, OF CHAPTER 


8 – OFFENSES MISCELLANEOUS OF THE CITY OF CAMERON CODE 


 
WHEREAS, stalking is a course of conduct with no legitimate purpose which causes an 


individual(s) to be harassed and a credible threat to be experienced on that person’s life and or 


property; and  


 


WHEREAS, the State of Missouri has passed legislation dealing with this issue at the 


state level as well as creating charge codes available for local/ordinance violations. 


 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 


CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 


FOLLOWS: 


 
Section 1.  The Mayor and City Council are hereby authorized to create Sections 8-36.2 


as follows: 


 


Sec. 8-36.2  Stalking. 


(a) As used in this Section, the following terms shall mean: 


COURSE OF CONDUCT: A pattern of conduct composed of two (2) or 


more acts, which may include communication by any means, over a period 


of time, however short, evidencing a continuity of purpose. 


Constitutionally protected activity is not included within the meaning of 


course of conduct.  Such constitutionality protected activity includes 


picketing or other organized protests. 


CREDIBLE THREAT:  A threat communicated with the intent to cause the 


person who is the target of the threat to reasonably fear for his or her 


safety, or the safety of his or her family, or household members or 


domestic animals or livestock as defined in Section 276.606, RSMo, kept 


at such person’s residence or on such person’s property.  The threat must 


be against the life of, or a threat to cause physical injury to, or the 


kidnapping of, the person, the person’s family, or the person’s household 


members or domestic animals or livestock as defined in Section 276.606 


RSMo, kept at such person’s residence or on such person’s property. 


HARASSES: To engage in a course of conduct directed at a specific person 


that serves no legitimate purpose, that would cause a reasonable person 


under the circumstances to be frightened, intimidated, or emotionally 


distressed. 


(b) A person commits the offense of stalking if he or she purposely, 


through his or her course of conduct, harasses or follows with the 


intent of harassing another person. 







 


(c) The offense of stalking shall be an ordinance violation unless the 


person has previously pleaded guilty to or been found guilty of a 


violation of this Section, or of any offense committed in violation of 


any County or Municipal ordinance in any State, any State law, any 


Federal law, or any military law which, if committed in this State, 


would be chargeable or indictable as a violation of any offense listed 


in this Section. 


(d) Any law enforcement officer may arrest, without a warrant, any person 


he or she has probable cause to believe has violated the provisions of 


this Section. 


(e) This Section shall not apply to activities of Federal, State, County, or 


Municipal Law Enforcement Officers conducting investigations of 


violation(s) of Federal, State, County, or Municipal law. 
(Note – Under certain circumstances this offense can be a felony under state law.) 


(State law reference – Similar provisions, RSMo 565.225) 


 


Section 2.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance, approving it on behalf of the 


City of Cameron.
