CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Playground Equipment.  The work at Recreation Park is nearly complete for the new 
playground equipment.  


2. Street Repairs. The trails are progressing with seeding and fencing accomplished.  
Wood chips will be added and the project will be complete.  A State of Missouri 
inspection will be conducted near the end of the month. 


3. Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission (GNWWC). Joe Trotter, Plattsburg, 
Missouri, contacted City Manager Gaugh regarding the potential to buy water from 
their system, as opposed to the current plan. City Manager Gaugh will meet with Mr. 
Trotter to get more information for consideration by the Great Northwest Wholesale 
Water Commission. 
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4. Dangerous Structures Removal.  Staff is trying to schedule two (2) or three (3) more 
homes for demolition.  Funding for the demolitions will come from Valley Brook 
CDBG Funds earmarked for demolition.

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
  
 
Water Plant Generator – The Notice of Award has been issued to Thompson Electric for 
the generator project. Once all the bonds, insurance and other required documents are 
received, the agreement will be considered by ordinance. 
 
Water Plant Variable Frequency Drives-Pump Station – The final VFD has been installed 
at the pump station. Paul is going to have the pumps checked, as well, since they were 
installed in 1988 and should be checked to establish their condition.  
 
Wastewater Plant Surcharge – Whenever we receive heavy rainfall, we end up with too 
much water in the sanitary system. Until we get significant progress with the system 
work we have started, this is going to be common. However, it does result in a violation 
of DNR rules. We try to keep them updated on our progress to reduce infiltration and 
inflow (I/I).  
 
Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission (GNWWC) – I met with Joe Trotter 
(Plattsburg), regarding the potential to buy water from their system, as opposed to the 
current plan. There are many factors to consider at this point, but Joe will follow up with 
the funding agencies and with the Commission to see if there is any interest at this late 
stage in the process. It would be nice to have additional options, and the DNR’s opinion 
will be important to whether it can be considered. 
 
Trail Inspection – The State will do the final inspection of the new trail next week. 
Frequent rainfall has resulted in some delays with various parts of the project completion, 
but we will get the final aspects of the work in as we are able. We are prohibiting 
trapping in the trail area for safety of the trail users. We are looking at the camping 
situation, as well. 
 
Collaborative Meeting – We need to plan a meeting to discuss the projects that were 
submitted for community enhancement. Approximately 41 projects were submitted.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, CREATING SECTION 8-36.1 


REGARDING HARASSMENT TO ARTICLE I - IN GENERAL, OF 
CHAPTER 8 – OFFENSES MISCELLANEOUS OF THE CITY OF 


CAMERON CODE 
 


WHEREAS, harassment is a serious act which causes a person to be frightened, 
intimidated, or have emotional distress; and  


 
WHEREAS, the State of Missouri has passed legislation dealing with this issue at the 


state level as well as creating charge codes available for local/ordinance violations. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 


CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 
FOLLOWS: 
 


Section 1.  The Mayor and City Council are hereby authorized to create Sections 8-36.1 
as follows: 
 


Sec. 8-36.1  Harassment. 
(a) A person commits the offense of harassment if he or she: 


(1) Knowingly communicates a threat to commit any felony to 
another person and in so doing frightens, intimidates, or causes 
emotional distress to such other person; 


(2) When communicating with another person, knowingly uses 
coarse language offensive to one of average sensibility and 
thereby puts such person in reasonable apprehension of 
offensive physical contact or harm; 


(3) Knowingly frightens, intimidates, or causes emotional distress 
to another person by anonymously making a telephone call or 
any electronic communication; 


(4) Knowingly communicates with another person who is, or who 
purports to be, seventeen (17) years of age or younger and in so 
doing and without good cause recklessly frightens, intimidates, 
or causes emotional distress to such other person; 


(5) Knowingly makes a repeated unwanted communication to 
another person; or 


(6) Without good cause engages in any other act with the purpose 
to frighten, intimidate, or cause emotional distress to another 
person, cause such person to be frightened, intimidated, or 
emotionally distressed, and such person’s response to the act is 
one of a person of average sensibilities considering the age of 
such person. 







 


(b) Harassment is an ordinance violation unless: 
(1) Committed by a person twenty-one (21) years of age or older 


against a person seventeen (17) years of age or younger; or 
(2) The person has previously pleaded guilty to or been found 


guilty of a violation of this Section, or of any offense 
committed in violation of any County or Municipal ordinance 
in any State, and State law, and Federal law, or any military 
law which, if committed in this State, would be chargeable or 
indictable as a violation of any offense listed in this Section. 


(c) This Section shall not apply to activities of Federal, State, County, or 
Municipal Law Enforcement Officers conducting investigations of 
violation(s) of Federal, State, County, or Municipal law. 
 (Note – Under certain circumstances this offense can be a felony under state law.) 
(State law reference – Similar provisions, RSMo 565.090) 


 
Section 2.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance, approving it on behalf of the 


City of Cameron. 
 
 Section 3.  The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 
 Section 4.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 
passage and approval.

ARTICLE I - IN GENERAL, OF CHAPTER 8 – OFFENSES 
MISCELLANEOUS OF THE CITY OF CAMERON CODE 


 
WHEREAS, the purposeful inhalation of solvents to cause symptoms of intoxication and 


euphoria is a serious health risk; and  
 
WHEREAS, the State of Missouri has passed legislation dealing with this issue at the 


state level as well as creating charge codes available for local/ordinance violations. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 


CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 
FOLLOWS: 
 


Section 1.  The Mayor and City Council are hereby authorized to create Sections 8-4.6 
through 8-4.6b as follows: 
 


Sec. 8-4.6 Inhalation or inducing others to inhale solvent fumes to cause 
certain reactions, prohibited - exceptions. 


No person shall intentionally smell or inhale the fumes or any solvent, 
particularly toluol, amyl nitrite, butyl nitrite, cyclohexyl nitrite, ethyl 
nitrite, pentyl nitrite and propyl nitrite and their iso-analogues or induce 
any other person to do so for the purpose of causing a condition of, or 
inducing symptoms of, intoxication, elation, euphoria, dizziness, 
excitement, irrational behavior, exhilaration, paralysis, stupefaction, or 
dulling of senses or nervous system, or for the purpose of, in any manner, 
changing, distorting or disturbing the audio, visual or mental processes; 
except that this Section shall not apply to the inhalation of any anesthesia 
for medical or dental purposes.  
(State law reference – Similar provisions, RSMo 578.250) 


 
Sec. 8-4.6a Inducing, or possession with intent to induce, symptoms by use of 
solvents, prohibited. 


(a) As used in this Section “alcohol beverage vaporizer’ means any device 
which, by means of heat, a vibrating element, or any method, is 
capable of producing a breathable mixture containing one (1) or more 
alcoholic beverages to be dispensed for inhalation into the lungs via 
the nose or mouth or both. 


(b) No person shall intentionally or willfully induce the symptoms of 
intoxication, elation, euphoria, dizziness, excitement, irrational 
behavior, exhilaration, paralysis, stupefaction, or dulling of the senses 
or nervous system, distortion of audio, visual or mental processes by 
the use or abuse of any of the following substances: 
1. Solvents, particularly toluol; 
2. Ethyl alcohol; 







 


3. Amyl nitrite and its iso-analogues; 
4. Butyl nitrite and its iso-analogues; 
5. Cyclohexyl nitrite and its iso-analogues; 
6. Ethyl nitrite and its iso-analogues; 
7. Pentyl nitrite and its iso-analogues; and 
8. Propyl nitrite and its iso-analogues. 


(c) This Section shall not apply to substances that have been approved by the 
United States Food and Drug Administration as therapeutic drug products or 
are contained in approved over-the-counter drug products or administered 
lawfully pursuant to the order of an authorized medical practitioner. 


(d) No person shall intentionally possess any solvent, particularly toluol, amyl 
nitrite, butyl nitrite, cyclohexyl nitrite, ethyl nitrite, pentyl nitrite and proplyl 
nitrite and their iso-analogues for the purpose of using it in the manner 
prohibited by Section 8-4.6 and this Section. 


(e) No person shall possess or use an alcoholic beverage vaporizer. 
(f) Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit the legal consumption of 


intoxicating liquor. 
(State law reference – Similar provisions, RSMo 578.255) 


 
Sec. 8-4.6b Possession or purchase of solvents to aid others in violations, prohibited 
– violations of Sections 8-4.6 to 8-4.6a – penalty. 


(a) No person shall intentionally possess or buy any solvent, particularly toluol, 
amyl nitrite, butyl nitrite, cyclohexyl nitrite, ethyl nitrite, pentyl nitrite and 
proplyl nitrite and their iso-analogues for the purpose of inducing or aiding 
any other person to violate the provisions of Sections 8-4.6 and 8-4.6a hereof. 


(b) Any person who violates any provision of Sections 8-4.6 – 8-4.6a is guilty of 
an ordinance violation for the first (1st) violation. 
(Note – Under certain circumstances this offense can be a felony under state law.) 
(State law reference – Similar provisions RSMo 578.260) 


 
Section 2.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance, approving it on behalf of the 


City of Cameron.

In the past, offenses for harassment, stalking, and the inhalation of solvents have all been 
forwarded to the associated county prosecutor’s offices for prosecution.  Sometimes charges are 
filed but often due to congested court dockets, many misdemeanor offenses go unprosecuted.  
Adoption of these three ordinances will give Cameron Officers the ability to write Municipal 
Summons for these violations which will include the arrest and booking process and have the 
case stay within the local court system for prosecution and revenue generation.  Ultimately, 
immediate consequences for such violations will greatly help curtail these types of incidents   
 
Action: 
Staff recommends approval of all three Code modification Ordinances.  Code changes require 
three (3) readings.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, CREATING SECTION 8-36.2 


REGARDING STALKING TO ARTICLE I - IN GENERAL, OF CHAPTER 
8 – OFFENSES MISCELLANEOUS OF THE CITY OF CAMERON CODE 


 
WHEREAS, stalking is a course of conduct with no legitimate purpose which causes an 


individual(s) to be harassed and a credible threat to be experienced on that person’s life and or 
property; and  


 
WHEREAS, the State of Missouri has passed legislation dealing with this issue at the 


state level as well as creating charge codes available for local/ordinance violations. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 


CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 
FOLLOWS: 
 


Section 1.  The Mayor and City Council are hereby authorized to create Sections 8-36.2 
as follows: 
 


Sec. 8-36.2  Stalking. 
(a) As used in this Section, the following terms shall mean: 
COURSE OF CONDUCT: A pattern of conduct composed of two (2) or 
more acts, which may include communication by any means, over a period 
of time, however short, evidencing a continuity of purpose. 
Constitutionally protected activity is not included within the meaning of 
course of conduct.  Such constitutionality protected activity includes 
picketing or other organized protests. 
CREDIBLE THREAT:  A threat communicated with the intent to cause the 
person who is the target of the threat to reasonably fear for his or her 
safety, or the safety of his or her family, or household members or 
domestic animals or livestock as defined in Section 276.606, RSMo, kept 
at such person’s residence or on such person’s property.  The threat must 
be against the life of, or a threat to cause physical injury to, or the 
kidnapping of, the person, the person’s family, or the person’s household 
members or domestic animals or livestock as defined in Section 276.606 
RSMo, kept at such person’s residence or on such person’s property. 
HARASSES: To engage in a course of conduct directed at a specific person 
that serves no legitimate purpose, that would cause a reasonable person 
under the circumstances to be frightened, intimidated, or emotionally 
distressed. 
(b) A person commits the offense of stalking if he or she purposely, 


through his or her course of conduct, harasses or follows with the 
intent of harassing another person. 







 


(c) The offense of stalking shall be an ordinance violation unless the 
person has previously pleaded guilty to or been found guilty of a 
violation of this Section, or of any offense committed in violation of 
any County or Municipal ordinance in any State, any State law, any 
Federal law, or any military law which, if committed in this State, 
would be chargeable or indictable as a violation of any offense listed 
in this Section. 


(d) Any law enforcement officer may arrest, without a warrant, any person 
he or she has probable cause to believe has violated the provisions of 
this Section. 


(e) This Section shall not apply to activities of Federal, State, County, or 
Municipal Law Enforcement Officers conducting investigations of 
violation(s) of Federal, State, County, or Municipal law. 
(Note – Under certain circumstances this offense can be a felony under state law.) 
(State law reference – Similar provisions, RSMo 565.225) 


 
Section 2.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance, approving it on behalf of the 


City of Cameron. 
 
 Section 3.  The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 
 Section 4.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 
passage and approval.

PURPOSE 


 
The attached bill would authorize the City Manager to execute a Supplemental Agreement with the 
Missouri Highways and Transportation Committee to revise the original agreement for construction of 
pedestrian improvements on N Walnut Street and the US 36 overpass. 


 
DISCUSSION & FINANCING  


 
The Missouri Highways and Transportation Committee and City initially entered into two agreements in 
April of 2013. The first agreement is for the construction of a five-foot wide sidewalk from Grand 
Avenue north to the US 36 overpass. The second is for the construction of a cantilever pedestrian access 
at the US 36 bridge overpass.   Both of these projects utilize Transportation Enhancement funds we 
received through two separate competitive grants.    
 
While working through the design process, our MoDot area engineer requested some additional studies 
and design work. The additional work pushed the schedule back further than initially anticipated. We 
recently updated the Project Schedule to reflect this change. MoDot requires us to execute a 
supplemental agreement with City Ordinance to accept this change    
 
With the revised schedule, both projects are scheduled to bid this winter with work commencing next 
construction season.  
 
 


RECOMMENDATION 
 
We are recommending the Council adopt the attached bill authorizing the City Manager to sign the 
Transportation Enhancement Funds Program Supplemental Agreement with the Missouri Highways and 
Transportation Commission.
