The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 17" day of November 2014, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present: Darlene
Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, Ronnie Jack and William B. Rose-Heim. Absent: none.

Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor.

Minutes of the November 3, 2014, Council Session were approved as submitted with a
unanimous voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by
Councilmember Rose-Heim.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Pancreatic Cancer Proclamation.  Mayor Clark read and presented a Proclamation
designating November as “Pancreatic Cancer Awareness Month” to Samantha Fitzpatrick, who
lost a cousin to the disease.

DECA Proclamation. A proclamation declaring the week of November 17-23, 2014 as
“Global Entrepreneur Destination Success Week” was read by Mayor Clark. The proclamation
was presented to members of the Cameron High School DECA Chapter.

Kent Osborn, 1207 Aerie Lane, thanked Council for their participation at a recent EDOC
meeting where Michael Downing, Missouri Department of Economic Development, and Tim
Cowden, Kansas City Area Development Council, gave presentations on economic development
in rural Missouri. Mr. Osborn also stated EDOC will make an effort to better inform Council on
EDOC’s on-going efforts for economic development for Cameron. Some projects are sensitive
and information cannot be divulged.
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CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

1. Wastewater Plant Improvements. HDR has completed 30% of the drawing phase for
improvements to the Wastewater Treatment Plant. HDR expects the project to remain
on schedule.

2. Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission (GNWWC). The Commission met
November 13, 2014 and discussed the possibility of purchasing water from
Plattsburg, Missouri. An evaluation of cost comparison has been requested for the
proposal.

3. Collaborative Meeting. The meeting has been posted for November 18, 2014 at 5:00
p.m.

4. Water Treatment Plant Generator. Thompson Electric has begun the process for the
generator work at the water treatment plant. The project is expected to be complete
within four months.

5. Building Energy Improvements. Ameresco has begun the energy improvements phase
at City Hall. Lighting is being replaced.

6. Use Tax. A Missouri Supreme Court ruling states out of state taxes on vehicle sales
cannot be collected. The estimated loss for the General Fund is about $24,600 per
year. The Missouri Municipal League is working on this extremely complicated issue.
The tax, if collectable, is not a new tax.

7. City Manager Gaugh discussed information regarding a survey conducted by Area
Development Magazine. The focus was on industrial development and factors that
play a role in decision making for site selection. There were ten (10) factors listed
and City Manager Gaugh said Cameron is in pretty good shape on nine (9) factors,
but is lacking in available buildings.

Re: Manager’s Report

Wastewater Plant Improvements — We are reviewing the 30% drawings for the improvements to
the treatment plant.

Water Treatment Plant Generator - Thompson Electric has begun the process for the generator
work at the water treatment plant. We expect the project to be complete within about four months.

Building Energy Improvements — Ameresco has started working on the energy savings portion of
the contract, and has replaced lights, ballasts, and installed occupancy sensors at city hall, public
works, wastewater plant and other buildings.

Use Tax — We are expecting that a legislative “fix” will occur to correct the lost taxes for out-of-
state purchases. In addition, with internet purchases on the rise, the negative impact to sales taxes
may increase. Hopefully, the Legislature can help to recover the lost revenue.

Walnut St. Sidewalks — TranSystems is nearing the final stages of design for the sidewalk project
on Walnut. We made adjustments to the project to reduce the number of instances where we will
need an easement to work on private property. Currently, there is only one place where it will be
unavoidable. | have also asked them to keep the need to relocate the street lights to a minimum.
This will help keep overall project costs down. This project is only the sidewalk extension from
the S. side of Grant to the overpass. The highway crossing is the second phase, and will follow
shortly after the first phase.

Grants — The trails grant application for the completion of #2 Reservoir is due January 16, 2015.
Drew is working on getting the environmental permits approved prior to submission. The
Sidewalks Project under the TAP grant has been submitted. We can only use it for sidewalks on
major streets, so we are submitting for Harris St. running from Third to High St. The City’s match
will be about $65,000. We will have approximately two years to complete the project. The TEAP
grant for sign inventory and training will amount to $4,840 with a match of about $1,200 has

been submitted, as well.

Mr. and Ms. Kincaid’s application is to keep three (3) dogs in their home.

Daniel and Penny Kincaid’s daughter Megan and 4 year old granddaughter have moved in with Daniel
and Penny. The Kincaid’s have had two small dogs for 6 years; Megan has had her dog for 8§ years.
Animal Control has notified Daniel and Penny of several complaints about their dogs barking and have
tried several remedies; Bark collar that deliver a shock, Bark House that emits high pitched sound only
dogs can hear and a hand held “Beeper” that works like the bark house that has been partially effective.
Daniel and Penny maintain that their dogs are the source of the complaints and not Megan’s dog.

I have a letter from the families “Child and Family Therapist” requesting that it would be in Megan’s
daughter’s best interest to allow Megan’s dog to stay in the home.

I will not provide the letter to the Board. The letter was released / issued to me and is not for “Public”
information, the packets and attachments are public information.

RE: Water Rate Ordinance
Issues

In March, 2011, our water/wastewater consultants (HDR Engineers) completed a rate
review of our water and wastewater rates. It was updated in August, 2014. This work was
done, in part, to determine financing needs for upcoming capital improvements at the
treatment plant. At this time, we are proposing a small increase to keep up with the cost
of operating the water and wastewater systems. The study reports needed increases of
about $3.00 per month for the next three years. In the near future, we will need to plan for
rates to cover the additional cost of obtaining supplemental water from the Great
Northwest Wholesale Water Commission (GNWWC). The rate study could not factor in
those costs, since they have not yet been determined.

In order to help us maintain compliance with the Disinfection Byproducts Rule, we are
switching our disinfection practice from a free chlorine system to a combined chlorine
system. This change will also be necessary in the long term, when the City obtains water
from the GNWWC. This is because a combined chlorine system will be used in the
GNWWC pipe network. Combined chlorine is able to travel long distances without
dissipating as rapidly as free chlorine. In addition, we are looking at installing backup
power generators at both our treatment facilities.

The recommendation is for a small increase in water rates to take effect on January 1,
2015. This will amount to a monthly increase of approximately $3.12 per month for a
5,000 gallon user, which is the amount of water used when rates are compared across the
nation. In Cameron, the average use is less than 5,000 gallons per month, so those users
will experience an increase less than $3.12 per month. Under the current rate, a 5,000
gallon user pays $31.03, and the same usage under the new rate will be $34.15. In the
most recent survey done by MPUA (Missouri Public Utility Alliance), the same user in
Chillicothe pays $24.50; Kearney $32.31; Liberty $29.55; Grain Valley $41.51 and Oak
Grove, $39.89.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that Council pass the ordinance and time is sufficient to allow three
readings.

RE: Sewer Rate Ordinance
Issues

The City is in the process of making treatment plant improvements and sewer system
improvements in an effort to reduce infiltration and inflow, along with the elimination of
sanitary sewer overflows. The first phase of work involving the sewer basin evaluation
served by Lift Station #1 (Basin # F-0001) has been completed. Manhole and line
improvements will be in the next phase, along with the treatment plant improvements. I/
reduction for the entire system will take place over a period of several years, however.
Now that we know what the approximate debt service requirement will be for the first
repair phase of these improvements, the rates will need to be further adjusted. Our goal is
to implement small rate increases whenever we can, so it will have the smallest impact on
our citizens. Most families are on a budget and we are sensitive to that. We are required,
however, to make system improvements on a fairly aggressive schedule, so in the future,
rate increases may be more significant.

This work is required by the Missouri Department of Natural Resources as a permit
condition for continued operation of the facility in accordance with existing regulations.
In addition, the City reviews rates on annual basis, in accordance with City Ordinance
Section 12-293. Rates should be adjusted when the cost of operating or maintaining the
system justify it. Sewer rates have not increased between 1992 and 2010, while costs of
operation and construction did not remain stagnant. To correct this, we have created a
multi-year plan that we initiated last year and keeps rate increases small, if enacted
annually.

This proposed sewer rate adjustment will impact the average Cameron residential user by
an additional $2.65 per month (for a user of 5,000 gallons which equals approximately
669 cubic feet).

Sewer rates are generally estimated for a 5,000 gallon per month user as a national
average. This makes a uniform number so comparison can be made with other
municipalities. Cameron’s average user is slightly less than that. For comparison,
however, a 5,000 gallon user in Cameron will pay $24.85 per month. In the most recent





survey done by MPUA (Missouri Public Utility Alliance) the same user in St. Joseph
pays $46.74; Chillicothe $24.25; Kearney $20.69; Liberty $51.91; Grain Valley $37.74
and Oak Grove, $37.80. We do not expect Cameron’s sewer rate to reach the $30.00 per
month level until about 2015/16. Rates will be evaluated on an annual basis, however.
Any unusual increases in operating costs will have to be considered, as well. In addition,
we do not know if the rates for the other towns include any additional I/l work that they
might be doing. It is likely that their rates will be increasing from the amounts shown
above.

Surcharge rates for industrial users who exceed BOD and TSS limits will also be adjusted

by the same percentages. Currently, there are no users who are required to pay these
surcharges. It is important, however, to keep the rates current for these charges, as well.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that Council approve the sewer use rates on first reading as listed in
the proposed ordinance. Three readings are recommended.

AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Repeal the existing subSection (b) of Sec. 12-289, Rates, and replace it
with a new subsection (b), Monthly rates, setting new sewer use rates.

(b) Monthly rates.

(1) For residential contributors, monthly user charges for the collection and
treatment, of sewage will be based on monthly water usage. The minimum
charge perimonth for the collection and treatment of sewerage shall be eleven
dollars:sixteen cents ($11.16) for the first two hundred (200) cubic feet for
residential’Contributors and eleven dollars sixteen cents ($11.16) for the first
two ‘hundred (200) cubic feet for other than residential contributors. In
addition, each contributor shall pay a user charge rate of two dollars ninety-
one cents ($2.91) per one hundred (100) cubic feet of water (or wastewater)
above the minimum as determined in the preceding section.

(2) For industrial and commercial contributors, user charges for the collection
and treatment of sewerage shall be based on water used during the current
month. If a commercial or industrial contributor has a consumptive user of
water, or in some other manner uses water which is not returned to the
wastewater collection system, the user charge for that contributor may be
based on a wastewater meter or separate water meters installed and
maintained at the contributor’s expense and in a manner acceptable to the
City.





Section 2. Repeal the existing subsection (c) of Sec. 12-289, Surcharge, and
replace it with a new subsection (c), Surcharge, setting new surcharge rates.

(c) Surcharge. For those contributors who contribute wastewater, the strength of
which is greater than normal domestic sewage, a surcharge in addition to the normal user
charge will be collected. The surcharge is:

(1) $0.75 per pound BOD; and
(2) $0.55 per pound TSS.

(d) Increased charges for certain discharges.

Any user which discharges any toxic pollutants which cause and inCrease insthe
cost of managing the effluent or the sludge from the city’s system, or any water
user which discharges any substances which singly or_ by interaction with.other
substances causes identifiable increases in the cost of operation,maintenance, or
replacement of the system, shall pay for such increased costs. The charge to each
user shall be as determined by the treatment plant operator and approved by the
city council.

(e) Applicability. The user charge rates established, in this section apply to all
users, regardless of their location, of the city’s system.

Section 3. This ordinance hereby repeals all other ordinances pertaining to all
sewer rates heretofore established for users of the sewer system in the City of Cameron,
Missouri, and any and all other ordinances_inconsistent herewith.
