CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Special Projects Policy. The policy and application form for Special Projects will be 


finalized and submitted to Council for review and comment.  


2. Demolitions. Three (3) dangerous structures are on our list for demolition. Two (2) of 


the property owners have paid their share of the cost under City grant requirements. 


When utilities are safely removed from the structures they will be removed. After 


payment is received for the other structure it will be demolished. 
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3. Water Treatment Plant Generator.  The contractor has installed the concrete pad for 


the mounting of the generator, buried the conduits and started the switchgear 


installation. The project is on schedule. 


4. Ameresco AMI. Computer equipment for the AMI system has been delivered. The 


lighting portion of energy improvements is completed. The project remains on 


schedule.  


5. Walnut Street Sidewalks. We are waiting for an updated schedule for the project from 


TranSystems.  


6. January 19, 2015 Council Session.  Our next Regular Session date falls on the Martin 


Luther King Holiday.  Council filing for the April 7, 2015 election closes at 5:00 p.m. 


on January 20, 2015.  The election must be certified by ordinance to Clinton and 


DeKalb Counties by January 27, 2015.  City Manager Gaugh recommended holding 


the second Council Session on January 20, 2015 at 6:00 p.m.  There were no

Demolitions – Three dangerous structures are on our list for demolition. One house is down, and 


the other two are in the process. 


 


Ameresco AMI – Ameresco has received some of the computer equipment for the AMI system 


and is working on getting the antenna set up at the Mulberry water tower. The lighting portion of 


energy improvements is substantially complete. The next step is to do HVAC work and dispatch 


area work at the Public Safety building. This will be scheduled soon. 


 


Walnut St. Sidewalks – TranSystems is working with MoDOT for the necessary permits to begin 


the project. Everything is going well so far. 


  


Wastewater Plant and System – HDR is finalizing the design for the treatment plant 


improvements. The collection system work for Basin F-0001 will begin soon, as well. 


 


Public Safety Committee Meeting – The Public Safety Committee met on Wednesday, January 


14. Discussion centered on the long-term plans for the department, including equipment 


replacement and staffing. The Committee members will discuss further and more information will 


follow.

I recertified (May 2014) with the International Code Council as a “Building Inspector” (covers framing, electrical, HVAC, 
plumbing, fire and life safety codes for residential and commercial construction) through 2017.  
 


Floodplain Manager: Cameron participated in the “Upper Grand River” floodplain study developing floodplain maps for 
neighboring regions. Cameron also provides constant update the State of Missouri Floodplain and Storm Water Managers 
Association (MFSWMA) and Missouri State Emergency Managers Association (SEMA) regarding storm water projects 
and recommendations for future projects.  
 


Planning & Zoning: Work is continuing on updating our Comprehensive Plan, conducted 10 public hearings, 3 
commercial plan reviews, sent recommendations to council for 5 ordinances; Two Conditional Use Permits for multiple 
dogs, one on Tethering and two regarding “Field Crops and definition.  
 
Board of Adjustments: Two meetings; one for a sign variance and one to recommend a Board member to Council to fill 
a vacancy on the Board.   
 


 Safety Director: Midwest Public Risk (MPR) has again given Cameron an excellent review.  
In 2011 /12 we received over $65,800 from our “Loss Control” credit accounts from MPR;  $49,000.00 plus went to our 
sidewalk program.  
2013 /14 we received $4,332.47 from MPR (rebate) for our safety budget. Items we purchase with the funds; Body armor 
ballistic vests, traffic cones, safety glasses, replacement batteries for AED’s, reflective safety vests and first aid supplies.  
The “Safety Budget” has also covered the costs for specialized out-of-town training for our street, water and sewer crews 
as well as our annual fire extinguisher service for all City departments, buildings and vehicles.  
2005 – 2014 we have received over $300,000.00 from MPR to fund our Safety Budget and Safety programs.  We 
currently have a balance of $40,359.04 in our “Loss Control Fund” with MPR.   
In conjunction with the new Employee Guidelines adoption, all “Safety Policies” have or are being rewritten and or 
reviewed for every department.
