The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 20™ day of April 2015, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present: Darlene
Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, Ronnie Jack and William B. Rose-Heim. Absent: none.

Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor.

Minutes of the April 6, 2015 Regular Session and April 13, 2015 Special Session, were
approved as submitted with a unanimous voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Rose-
Heim and seconded by Councilmember Eddins.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Arbor Day Proclamation. Mayor Clark read a proclamation declaring April 24, 2015 as
Arbor Day in Cameron. The kindergarten class at Parkview Elementary School will plant a
Prairie Fire Crabapple tree in Recreation Park to memorialize the day. The tree was donated by
The Tree Patch, Hamilton, Missouri.

National Crime Victims’ Rights Week, April 19-25, 2015. Mayor Clark signed a
proclamation declaring April 19 through April 25, 2015 as National Crime Victims’ Rights
Week. The proclamation will be presented April 25, 2015 at a ceremony in the Council
Chamber.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT
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1. Water Plant Generator. The new generator installed at the water treatment plant is
operational.

2. Ameresco AMI. Repeaters have been installed on the power poles throughout the
City. Electric meter installation begins next week. Water meter installation will be
completed soon. The Police Department Dispatch Remodel is expected to be
accomplished by the end of June.

3. Walnut Street Sidewalks. The two projects are currently in the bid process.

4. Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission (GNWWC). The draft take-or-pay
contracts have been distributed to the entities and are under review.

5. Lake Fencing Repairs. There are two areas of fencing near Sunrise Lake that need to
be installed or repaired.

6. YMCA Agreement. Staff has requested additional insurance information for the
agreement to run the Municipal Aquatic Center. The agreement will come before
Council for approval in the near future.

Motion was made by Councilmember Eddins and seconded by Councilmember
Breckenridge to pass said bill on second reading. Discussion. No additional information was
presented. Bill 2015-14 passed on second reading with a voice vote. Absent: Mayor Clark.

Motion was made by Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by Councilmember
Rose-Heim to pass said bill on third reading.

CERTIFICATION OF RECORDS DESTROYED, was read by title by City Clerk O'Connor.
Copies of said Resolution 2015-9 were available for the public. Motion was made by
Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Eddins to pass Resolution 2015-9.
Discussion. City Clerk O'Connor explained this simply certifies that the records Council
approved for destruction with Resolution 2015-7 at the March 16, 2015 Council Session were
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indeed destroyed by shredding and establishes a permanent list of the destroyed records.
Resolution 2015-9 passed with a unanimous voice vote.

NEW BUSINESS

Police Statistics. Chief of Police Rick Bashor presented the 2014 Police Statistics report
to Council. Among the high-lights of the report were: Officers Erin Chubick, Dustin McCloud
and Dan Miller have been with the Department for ten (10) years; drug incidents for 2014 were
up 46 percent because of a focused effort from Police Staff to identify and prosecute drug
suppliers and users (24 arrests were made); and, grant money was used for highway safety and
combating underage drinking. Chief Bashor informed Council the grant opportunity last year
was productive and Staff is applying for a grant this year as well. The Department is using GIS
to plot areas of crime activity and vehicle accidents. The new K-9 vehicle has been wired by
Corporal Eric Belshe. Corporal Belshe’s wiring talents have saved money for the Department.
Chief Bashor noted the Department is down one (1) officer but stated he doesn’t see the need to
add an officer. He would prefer possibly giving promotions to selected positions. 911 System
funding is derived from land line telephones. The use of land lines is decreasing causing funding
to be reduced. Work is being done with the Missouri Legislature to secure 911 funding from
cellular telephone use. Chief Bashor thanked Records Clerk Shellie Blades for her work
preparing the report.

Liquor License Application — Cameron Jaycees. Councilmember Jack moved to approve
the liquor license application from the Cameron Jaycees. Councilmember Eddins seconded the
motion. Discussion. Jeff White, representing the Cameron Jaycees, has applied for a Limited
Picnic Permit Liquor License. An air show and concert are planned at the Cameron Memorial
Airport June 26, 27 and 28, 2015. The event is not within the City Limits, but is being held on
City owned property. On the advice of City Attorney Elliott, the City has requested a City liquor
license be secured. The event will be subject to Special Event Guidelines if it is approved by
Council. The motion to approve a liquor license for the Cameron Jaycees passed with a
unanimous voice vote.

Re: Manager’s Report

Utility Projects — Zac is working on the analysis to convert our street lighting to more
efficient L.E.D. lighting. We have been watching this technology for several years. As
with most things, time will bring the costs down and the efficiencies up. We are now at
the point where they look very feasible.

Electric Vehicle (EV) Charging Station(s) - Zac is continuing the work we started a few
months ago to investigate the feasibility of installing EV charging stations in Cameron. |
ran our idea by the Highway 36 Alliance, and they think the EV stations will be an asset
to our area. We are looking at two possible locations and are willing to look at any sites
suggested by others, as well.

Another big project that he is working on is the implementation of CityWorks; a GIS
based work order/asset management system. This system uses our mapping system and
will produce all sorts of data, such as mapping where are water leaks have been, lighting
locations and details, work order requests from citizens, among many others.

We have had requests from a couple of land owners in the lakes area for access to the
lake through the City’s fence. Since we have had several instances of landowners
damaging City property there, we don’t think granting special access that other citizens
do not have is a good idea.

Highway 36 Alliance (Way of American Genius) -1 attended a meeting of the Hwy. 36
Alliance on Tuesday, April 21*. The group is working on the new Visitors Guide. They
also created a quilting trail and contest, where people can win prizes by visiting all the
quilt shops on the Hwy. 36 corridor and having their guide stamped. It seems to have
been very popular. I have submitted ideas from several people in Cameron for photo sites
to be used in the next Visitor’s Guide. We submitted more than they will use, but we
were asked to submit as many as we can. The photographer will probably make the final
decision; based on what he thinks will be the most applicable for this particular edition.

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron (the “City”) entered into a Pole Attachment
Agreement with General Telephone Company of Missouri dated April 22, 1959, and as thereby
amended (“Pole Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, the City enacted Resolution 2013-33, “AN RESOLUTION FOR THE
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI TERMINATING
POLE ATTACHMENT AGREEMENTS BETWEEN THE CITY AND GENERAL
TELEPHONE COMPANY OF MISSOURI AND ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS” on
October 21, 2013, terminating the Pole Agreement; and

WHEREAS, Spectra Communications Group, LLC d/b/a CenturyLink has refused to
obtain a pole attachment agreement and has asserted that the City Council was misinformed in
connection with its enactment of Resolution 2013-33, including that “Spectra Communications
Group, LLC d/b/a CenturyLink (“CenturyLink™) is currently using the City’s poles without a
pole attachment agreement with the City”; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to restate and reaffirm Resolution 2013-33 and also
eliminate any spurious legal or factual argument purporting to question the unequivocal intent of
the City Council to require a newly adopted agreement authorizing any pole attachment,
irrespective of any desire of CenturyLink to rely on a 1959 agreement with General Telephone
Company of Missouri, and irrespective of whether CenturyLink or any other person agrees that
such agreement was abandoned, or expired, or applied to CenturyL.ink;

WHEREAS, it is the unquestionable right and desire of the City to require a new
agreement and terminate prior agreements consistent with their terms, whether such agreements
are expired or not, or applicable or not to any current users, or abandoned or not and to eliminate
any false defenses such as asserted by CenturyLink to evade its obligations under the ordinance
and as delineated by state law to obtain an agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES MISSOURI, AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1:  The City hereby affirms the termination of the Pole Agreement pursuant to
Article X of the 1959 Agreement and clarifies that such termination is and continues to be
effective and intended wholly irrespective of whether such agreement is or was disputed to apply
to CenturyLink, or abandoned or expired, as such assertions are irrelevant to the City’s right and
desire to terminate such aged or obsolete agreements that do not meet the City’s determination of
its current needs and requirements to protect the public and the City’s resources. Nothing herein
shall be deemed to accept any disputed factual or legal assertions of CenturyLink seeking to





justify its violation of City ordinance, and this Resolution hereby reconfirms termination of the
Pole Agreement irrespective of such assertions.

Section 2:  This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval as provided by law.
