The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 18" day of May 2015, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present: Darlene
Breckenridge and William B. Rose-Heim. Absent: Jerri Ann Eddins and Ronnie Jack.

Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Cale Griffin and City
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor.

Minutes of the May 4, 2015, Council Session were approved as submitted with a voice
vote on motion made by Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by Councilmember Rose-
Heim. Absent: Councilmember Eddins and Jack.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

1. Sidewalk Project. Bid openings for the two (2) Walnut Street Sidewalk projects are
scheduled for May 19 and 28, 2015.

2. Municipal Court Fees. City Manager Gaugh has sent a letter requesting the Missouri
Supreme Court review and update municipal court fees. The fees have been in place
since 1997 with no adjustments for inflation.
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3. Old Peak Shaving Generators. The generators have been sold and removed from the
Water Treatment Plant grounds. Staff will be advertising and selling the old fuel tanks
at the Plant.

4. AMI Project. Installation of electric meters is about half complete and the water
meter installation is 97 percent complete. Remodeling of the Police Department
Dispatch Center will be complete by the end of June.

5. Street Maintenance and Construction Projects. City Manager Gaugh presented lists
of repairs/minor construction for the following streets: Lover’s Lane, Little Brick,
Kristin, Lea and Redbud. The estimated cost is $256,550. A General Fund transfer of
$250,000 to Public Works will help fund the work. Ensign Trace and Willow Brook
are scheduled for maintenance totaling $98,000. Reconstruction of portions of Sixth,
Lathrop, Harris, Fifth and Mead Streets at a cost of $1,356,899 (including 35%
contingency) would be funded by the Transportation Tax. Funds are expected to be
available November 2015 with the work completed in the 2016 spring construction
season.

Applications
from Bobbi Dunscombe, James Coles and Wendy Copple were received for the remaining
position. Following review of the applications submitted, the Park Board recommends the
appointment of Wendy Copple; and, the reappointment of Mr. Gimson and Ms. Hammontree to
the Park Board.

Sidewalk Projects —Bids were opened for the north phase of the sidewalk project and
were much higher than the engineer’s estimate. We only received two bids. The engineer
will review the bids and bid documents and let us know if there are any discrepancies.
The bids for the southern portion of the sidewalk project will be opened on May 28"

AMI Project — On June 9, staff training for the AMI will begin, since the meter reading
portion will be ready to go. The training will last 2-3 days. The dispatch area at the P.D.
is still estimated to be complete around the end of June.

Street Maintenance and Construction Projects — We are getting prices on the street repairs
discussed at the last meeting.

Public Works is scheduling a pothole patching machine/crack sealer demonstration unit,
tentatively set for June 10. We will see the unit in operation on the street and can make a
determination of whether the unit is something we are interested in pursuing.

Air Show — The air show is scheduled for June 27 and 28", The Special Events
Committee met with the air show coordinator and outlined certain conditions, such as
how the beer sales are monitored, area preparation and clean up after the event. It should
be similar to previous years, otherwise.

RE: Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission Transportation Enhancement

Funds Program Supplemental Agreement No. 2 for pedestrian access on North
Walnut and US 36 overpass

PURPOSE

The attached bill would authorize the City Manager to execute a second Supplemental Agreement with
the Missouri Highways and Transportation Committee to revise the original agreements for construction
of pedestrian improvements on North Walnut Street and the US 36 overpass.

DISCUSSION & FINANCING

The Missouri Highways and Transportation Committee and City initially entered into two agreements in
April of 2013, and the first supplemental agreement in October of 2014. The first agreement is for the
construction of a five-foot wide sidewalk from Grand Avenue north to the US 36 overpass. The second
is for the construction of a cantilever pedestrian access at the US 36 bridge overpass. Both of these
projects utilize Transportation Enhancement funds we received through two separate competitive grants.

While working through the review process, MoDOT requested additional design work and review time.
This additional review took longer than anticipated. The Project Schedules are updated to reflect this
change in schedule. MoDOT requires us to execute a supplemental agreement with City Ordinance to
accept this change.

RECOMMENDATION

We are recommending the Council adopt the attached bill authorizing the City Manager to sign the
Transportation Enhancement Funds Program Supplemental Agreements with the Missouri Highways and
Transportation Commission.

AREA ON CHERRY STREET BETWEEN THIRD STREET AND SECOND
STREET INCLUDING PUBLIC RIGHT A WAY WITHIN THE CITY OF
CAMERON, MISSOURI (Crossroads Crush Festival)

WHEREAS, the Aiden McVicker Charitable Foundation will be hosting a local Music,
Art, and Spirits Festival in the area of McCorkle Park and the downtown business district on
Saturday, September 26, 2015 from 12:00 pm until 6:00 pm:.  The'festival will be called the
‘Crossroads Crush Festival’; and

WHEREAS, the Crossroads Crush Festival Committee asked that the Cameron City
Council allow Festival visitors the ability to drink and purchase malt liquor (beer),wine, and/or
mixed drinks in a designated area; and

WHEREAS, the Crossroads Crush Committee jasked that the Cameron City Council
limit the public consumption and sale of alcoholic beverages to a specific time and well-defined
area during the Festival event.

WHEREAS, vendors duly licensed and authorized, intend to establish defined venues for
public sale and consumption of malt liquor and wine; and

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron recognized the necessity of limiting public sale and
consumption of alcoholic beverages of all types to well-defined areas.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of
Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, as follows:

Section 1. Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 6-115 of the revised Ordinances of
the City of Cameron, which shall continue in full force and effect except for September 26, 2015
in the street area of Third Street starting at Walnut Street to Cherry Street and Chestnut Street
from Third Street to Fourth Street. Also, all of McCorkle Park and in case of bad weather all of
the property north of McCorkle Park commonly referred to as the Old Middle School Building.
The described areas include sidewalks and Public Right a Way upon which date there shall be
permitted and authorization to a duly licensed applicant to sell alcohol on public property and to
allow public consumption of alcohol on public property in accordance with a picnic license duly
issued by the State of Missouri, the County of Clinton and the City of Cameron.

Section 2. The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance.

Section 3. The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.





Section 4. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its
passage and approval.
