Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present:  Darlene 


Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, Ronnie Jack and William B. Rose-Heim.   Absent:  none.  


 


 Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Cale Griffin and City 


Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 


 


 Minutes of the June 1, 2015, Council Session were approved as submitted with a 


unanimous voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by 


Councilmember Breckenridge. 


 


PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
 


 Robert Gabauer, 315 South Elm, stated he has flooding problems at his home due to 


storm water run-off from the street.  Mr. Gabauer asked for help in resolving the problem.  City 


Manager Gaugh will talk with Mr. Gabauer. 


 


 Mike Phillips, 604 North Mead Street, inquired about the timeframe for the Lathrop and 


Mead Streets Project and the Walnut Street Sidewalk Projects.  City Manager Gaugh said he will 


address these inquiries later in the meeting.     


 


COMMUNITY PROJECT REPORT 
 


None. 


CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Airport Aerobatic Box.  Public Works Director Drew Bontrager informed Council 


Steve Oberg of Smithville, Missouri has made application with the Federal Aviation 
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Administration (FAA) to operate an aerobatic practice box for a two (2) year term at 


the Cameron Memorial Airport.  The process requires approval from the FAA and not 


the City, but Mr. Oberg wanted the City aware of his intentions.  Approval should be 


in place in about six (6) months.  


2. Street Maintenance and Construction Projects.  Maintenance at intersections and short 


sections of residential streets are the projects that will be bid.  Other improvements 


are scheduled for the Sixth and Lathrop Street area.  The Walnut Street sidewalk 


projects came in higher than anticipated.  Staff will meet with the Missouri 


Department of Transportation to determine how to proceed.  There is a possibility the 


two (2) sidewalk projects will be repackaged and bid again as one (1) project.  The 


Sixth and Lathrop Street project is planned to be bid in January 2016 with spring 


construction.    The Walnut Street sidewalk projects must be finished before other 


projects can be funded.  The Sixth and Lathrop Streets project is an eight (8) block 


area and the estimated repair cost is $1 million.   


3. City Hall Repairs. Quotes for the repairs and brick cleaning for City Hall have been 


submitted. Copeland Construction built the facility and will be doing the repair work. 


4. Air Show. The Air Show is scheduled for June 27 and 28, 2015.   A marketing survey 


will be conducted with attendees at the air show in an effort to gain data regarding the 


economic impact of the show.  


5. AMI  Project.  Staff training has been completed for the AMI system.  


6. Demolition of Structures. Bids were solicited for demolition of four (4) structures. 


The property owners will be required to match a certain percentage of the total in 


order to receive demolition grant funds from the City.  


7. Budgeting.  Staff level work on the budget nearing completion.  A Council Finance 


Committee meeting will be scheduled to review the budget. 


8. ATU Request.  A Council Public Safety Committee meeting was held regarding the 


ATU request from the last meeting.  Chief of Police Rick Bashor is preparing a Bill 


for Council consideration for ATU permits. 


9. Fire Department.  The Public Safety Committee also discussed the Fire Department 


long range plan at their meeting.  The plan will continue to be a topic of interest.  The 


Department’s paid per call payment will increase from $17.35 to $20 per call for the 


fire fighters.

NEW BUSINESS 
 


Audit Presentation – Westbrook & Company.  Auditor Rita Russell, Westbrook and 


Company, presented the 2013-2014 audit and stated the City received a fair opinion and a clean, 


unqualified audit.  Ms. Russell said the City experienced positive financial results during the year 


with an increase in combined net position to $41 million from $38 million.  Cameron is a small 


City and Staffing issues/segregation of duties continues to be mentioned in the annual audit.  Ms. 


Russell noted the City participates in numerous Federal and State grants which have a lot of 


activity.  A single audit was required since over $500,000 in grant funds was received and 


expended.   Mayor Clark thanked Ms. Russell for the presentation and stated he is pleased all is 


going well with City finances.  City Manager Gaugh noted several items mentioned have already 


been given attention and remedies have been initiated.

Bill 2015-25 passed on first 


reading only with a unanimous voice vote. 


 


Resolution 2015-14, A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON 


AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, IN SUPPORT OF THE CAMERON SENIOR 


APARTMENTS DEVELOPMENT PROJECT, was read by title by City Clerk O'Connor.  


Copies of said Resolution 2015-14 were available for the public.  Motion was made by 


Councilmember Eddins and seconded by Councilmember Rose-Heim to pass Resolution 2015-


14.  Discussion.  Developer Pete Ramsel has requested a letter of support for his Cameron Senior 


Apartments Development Project.  The proposed 40 unit housing project location is just west of 
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Cameron Insurance Companies which will be close to grocery and general merchandise 


shopping.  There are no zoning issues for the proposed location.  Mr. Ramsel said a safe room 


location is planned within the 40 unit facility.  Resolution 2015-14 passed with a unanimous 


voice vote. 


 


Discussion of Pooling Resources and Budgeting for Community Projects.  Mayor Clark 


led a discussion on the possibility of pooling financial resources with the Cameron Park Board 


and the Cameron R-1 School District for community projects.  Mayor Clark suggested $60,000 


be budgeted by each entity willing to participate.  Potential projects could include Eagle Scout 


Projects, Rotary Projects, Dream Catcher Projects, playground equipment, trail development and 


expansion.  Councilmembers Breckenridge and Eddins expressed their concerns with reference 


to overextending the City budget and depletion of General Fund Reserves.  The projects 


suggested could require continued maintenance which could be costly.  Another financial 


priority concern mentioned was the condition of some streets in need of repair and funding for 


the repairs.  Councilmembers Clark, Rose-Heim and Jack were generally in favor of pooling 


resources.

 Dale Hensen, 605 North Lathrop Street, informed Council his basement floods with 


storm water runoff from the street and asked Council to help by getting street work 


completed in his area.

Re:  Manager’s Report  


  


 


Sidewalk Projects – I met with MoDOT engineers on Friday, June 26, to discuss options for the 


two sidewalk projects. As I mentioned at a previous Council meeting, the bids were much higher 


than the engineer’s estimate (about $300,000 over). We bid the two projects separately in order 


to attract a local contractor to bid on the sidewalk portion that did not involve bridge work. 


However, no local contractors bid on the project. Our plan is to re-package the two projects into 


one bid. This may help lower the price a little. I think MoDOT likes this option and we will re-


visit the funding situation once the new bids are known. Our engineer will also try to secure 


more bidders, since we only had two bids on the first round. If we bid in late summer or fall, the 


bridge portion of the project can commence and be worked on during much of the winter.  


 


Recycling Drop Off – Sutherlands would like to remove the recycling drop off area in order to 


give them more room for inventory. The final day for the drop-off center located in the 


Sutherland’s parking lot will be Friday, July 31, 2015. Sutherlands will post signs and remove 


the existing structure. They will also assume all of the mowing duties at this corner. We still 


offer curbside weekly collection, and customers may contact Clinco for available recycling 


opportunities at their location. Additionally, customers may contact Region D Recycling for 


additional recycling opportunities. I believe Clinco is also investigating the possibility of an on-


site drop off structure for weekends and times when Clinco is not opened.  


 


Street Maintenance and Construction Projects – Bids for some of the street repairs discussed at 


the last meeting are due on July 7. 


 


Demolition of Structures – We sent requests for bids for the demolition of four structures and 


received two bids last Thursday. The owners will be required to match a certain percentage of 


the total in order to receive grant funds.  


 


Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission – We recently learned of a change in the amount 


of grant funds that will be available for the GNWWC pipeline that will serve Stewartsville, 


Maysville and Cameron. The project, estimated at $22 million, was originally allocated at $7 


million in grant funds and $15 million in loans. However, the  


 


 


availability of grant funds at the federal level decreased to an estimated $5 million. The change 


in wholesale rate will be about $0.50 per 1,000 gallons. The final rate charge to us will be small, 


and the engineers were able to cut back on operations estimates that may offset any increase.

WHEREAS, the Aiden McVicker Charitable Foundation will be hosting a local Music, 


Art, and Spirits Festival in the area of McCorkle Park and the downtown business district on 


Saturday, September 26, 2015 from 11:30 a.m. until 6:30 p.m.  The festival will be called the 


‘Crossroads Crush Festival’; and  


WHEREAS, the Crossroads Crush Festival Committee asked that the Cameron City 


Council allow Festival visitors the ability to drink and purchase malt liquor (beer),wine, and/or 


mixed drinks in a designated area; and  


WHEREAS, the Crossroads Crush Committee asked that the Cameron City Council 


limit the public consumption and sale of alcoholic beverages to a specific time and well-defined 


area during the Festival event. 


 WHEREAS, vendors duly licensed and authorized, intend to establish defined venues for 


public sale and consumption of malt liquor and wine; and  


 


 WHEREAS, the City of Cameron recognized the necessity of limiting public sale and 


consumption of alcoholic beverages of all types to well-defined areas. 


 


 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of 


Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, as follows: 


 


 Section 1.  Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 6-115 of the revised Ordinances of 


the City of Cameron, which shall continue in full force and effect except for September 26, 2015 


in the street area of Third Street from Walnut Street to Cherry Street; Chestnut Street from Third 


Street to Fourth Street; Fourth Street from Chestnut Street to Cherry Street; and McCorkle Park. 


The described areas include sidewalks and Public Right a Way upon which date there shall be 


permitted and authorization to a duly licensed applicant to sell alcohol on public property and to 


allow public consumption of alcohol on public property in accordance with a picnic license duly 


issued by the State of Missouri, the County of Clinton and the City of Cameron. 


 


 Section 2. The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance.

Issues  


 


The City has requested proposals for the annual audit of the City’s financial records. 


Three (3)  proposals were received and reviewed by the Council Finance Committee, as 


well as Staff. The pricing sheet is attached. The recommended firm with the best 


submittal is Hochschild, Bloom & Company, LLP, located in Chesterfield, Missouri. 


Their price is slightly higher, but when taking into consideration extra work that may be 


required from time to time, the overall cost may be lower. In addition, they have the 


capacity and schedule to meet the timeline needs of the City.  


 


The City has used Westbrook for many years, and they have provided very good audit 


information for us to improve our overall audit process each year.  However, regardless 


of the auditing firm, it is good practice to get another perspective every five years or so. 


The Council may also choose to change firms sooner than that if they desire. The goal is 


to get a thorough examination of the City’s records that will continue to instill public 


confidence that funds are managed appropriately. 


 


Recommendation 


 


The Council Finance Committee recommends that the annual audit be performed by 


Hochschild, Bloom & Company, LLP.

Purpose 


This fiscal year, the City has budgeted $50,000 for building maintenance for City Hall.  We have 


identified several issues that need addressed.  Most notable concerns were new doors and work 


to the front vestibule, new concrete patio in front, and cleaning and sealing of the exterior brick. 


Discussion 


We have been working with Copeland Development and Construction to address our concerns.  


Copeland was the original contractor and builder of City Hall.  Copeland will be conducting the 


vestibule work which will include new exterior doors, resetting existing windows, and some 


masonry work.  The masonry work will be done by their subcontractor Gerhart Bricklaying.  


Copeland also requested a proposal from Gerhart for cleaning and sealing all of City Hall’s 


exterior.  Gerhart’s bid was $29,720.  The City had received a previous bid for brick cleaning 


and sealing from a building restoration company for approximately $59,000.  We currently have 


$42,018 remaining for municipal building improvements.  This amount is sufficient to handle 


Gerhart’s bid for cleaning and the work to be done on the vestibule. 


Recommendation 


Staff recommends Council pass the Resolution to accept Copeland and Gerhart’s bid of $29,720 


to clean and seal the exterior brick on City Hall.

Purpose 


 


The City has been notified our current Ammonia Monochloramine Analyzer is obsolete and no 


longer in production.  Replacement parts are no longer being manufactured and technical 


support/calibration will also be limited.  The City is preparing to start using chloramines for post 


disinfection after the weir project is completed this summer.  Staff will need to utilize an 


analyzer that can provide accurate information and can be depended upon in controlling our 


chloramination process.  


 


Discussion 


 


We currently use Hach analyzers and lab equipment at the water treatment plant.  It is in the 


City’s best interest to maintain continuity throughout the plant in regards to equipment.  Hach 


submitted a quote for a new 5500sc Ammonia Monochloramine Analyzer, which is the newer 


version of our existing model. The cost of the analyzer is $19,459.56.        


 


Recommendation 


 


Staff recommends the Council pass the Resolution to accept the proposal from Hach for the 


5500sc Ammonia Monochloramine Analyzer.  A future Budget Adjustment will be required for 


this purchase. The adjustment will take $20,000 from line item 08-20-251 Chemicals and add 


$20,000 to line item 08-20-273 Equipment/Vehicle Purchase.  This adjustment will have a zero 


effect on the overall Water Budget, but is necessary to provide an accurate representation of 


expenditures.

RE: Dump truck & Associated Snow Removal Equipment 


 


PURPOSE 


 


The attached bill would authorize the City Manager to execute an agreement with Summit Truck Group 


of Kansas City for the purchase of a 2016 dump truck and associated snow removal equipment.  


 


BACKGROUND 


 


The Street Department currently has four dump trucks in their fleet. The average life span of a municipal 


dump truck is approximately 10 years.  The last dump truck purchased was seven years ago and replaced 


a 1987 model.  The proposed plan will replace a 2000 Chevrolet model in the Street Department fleet. 


This 2000 Chevrolet will be transferred to the Water Department to replace their 1992 International 


truck. The 1992 International dump truck will then be sold as surplus.  The proposed truck is a standard 


2016 International 7400 municipal series truck.  


 


Out of our current fleet, only two trucks have salt spreaders. In order to maintain our current level of 


service on snow removal and de-icing this is very difficult with only two spreaders. The proposed snow 


plow, spreader, hydraulics and controls are standard equipment from American Equipment Company. In 


addition to the snow removal equipment for the proposed truck, there is also the replacement of a snow 


plow for one that broke on a smaller truck this past winter.  


 


DISCUSSION & FINANCING  


 


The proposed truck and snow removal equipment will be purchased through Mid American Council of 


Public Procurement Cooperative Purchasing Contract, utilizing Summit Truck Group of Kansas City. 


The associated snow removal equipment is also included with the Summit Truck Group of Kansas City’s 


purchase package.   


 


We budgeted $80,000 in this fiscal year’s budget, with another $80,000 anticipated in next year’s 


budget. However, we were able to find a few areas to reduce the cost to a total of $147,000.  After 


discussions with city staff, the decision was made to recommend to the Council a purchase of the truck 


and equipment upon delivery with no financing charges incurred.  Therefore, $110,257.00 would be paid 


during this current fiscal year with the remaining $36,743.00 paid in the next fiscal year. The 


Water/Sewer Department will pay $8,000.00 for the 2000 Chevrolet truck from the Street Department. 


Consequently, leaving a total cost this year from the Street Department at $102,257.00.  


 


RECOMMENDATION 


 


We are recommending the Council adopt the attached bill authorizing the City Manager to sign the 


agreement with the Summit Truck Group of Kansas City.
