The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 5" day of October 2015, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present: Darlene
Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, Ronnie Jack and William B. Rose-Heim. Absent: none.

Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Troy Dietrich and City
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor.

Minutes of the September 9, 2015, Council Session were approved as submitted with a
unanimous voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by
Councilmember Jack.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Jamey McVicker, 127 East Evergreen, thanked Council and City Department Heads for
their help with the Crossroads Crush Festival held on September 26, 2015. The Festival was
held in conjunction with the Cameron Chamber of Commerce and the Aiden McVicker
Foundation.

John Feighert, 202 Golden Eagle Lane, questioned Bill 2015-38 regarding the Economic
Development of Cameron agreement. Mr. Feighert stated concerns about not getting economic
development results from previous agreements.

Proclamation. Mayor Clark read and presented a Proclamation to Troy Green for his
“Ruck Between the Rivers” walk from Hannibal to St. Joseph. Mr. Green, a military veteran,
walked to raise funds for the Missouri Veterans’ Home in Cameron. October 5, 2015 was
declared “Ruck Between the Rivers” Day in Cameron.

Georgia Drager — Safehaven Cat Shelter. Ms. Drager made a Safehaven Animal Rescue Cat
House presentation which focused on overpopulation of cats in Cameron. A recent building
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donation from Dr. Mark Carr will allow a shelter for cats with newborn kittens and cats
recovering from surgery. There are also plans to develop a cat adoption program.

COMMUNITY PROJECT REPORT

None.

MUNICIPAL POOL/BALL FIELD STATUS

John Feighert, 202 Golden Eagle Lane, said he has spoken with Park Board members and
individuals in the community to gather ideas regarding the pool and ball field improvements.
Comments received: cut waste and use funds for pool (i.e. streets and sewer); revisit the original
plan for a municipal pool; seek land donations; add a fee to utility bills for use of municipal pool;
and have the School and Park Board each donate $35,000 and then have a $70,000 match from
the City to be used for pool and ballfield improvements.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

1. City Hall Exterior Concrete Repairs. The outside bricks have been repaired, cleaned and
sealed. Contractors will be applying an asphalt overlay to the drive-thru area.

2. Wastewater Plant and System Improvements. The revised schedule is as follows:
October 6, 2015 - Bid Openings (10:00 for Plant, 10:30 for Collection System).

3. Water Treatment Plant. Ross Construction has completed the work replacing the basin
launders for the treatment clarifier basins.

4. Sidewalk Projects. TranSystems is preparing final drawing changes and preparing the
Walnut Street Sidewalk Projects for re-bid.

5. Lathrop Street Area Reconstruction. This project has been designed by TranSystems.
The project will be ready for bidding in January. Our goal is to begin construction this
spring.

6. Bike Across Missouri (Big BAM). Staff attended an informational session at a Highway
36 Alliance meeting dealing with the Bike Across Missouri (BAM) event scheduled for
next June. There will be approximately 1,000 to 2,000 cyclists and support people
coming through Cameron from St. Joseph on the way to Hannibal. An EDOC committee
has expressed interest in coordinating the event.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Bill 2015-35, A BILL FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB
COUNTIES, MISSOURI AUTHORIZING A DOG GROOMING OCCUPATION
THROUGH CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR TRILLIAN TELLER AT 524 NORTH
CHESTNUT STREET, was read by title on second reading by City Clerk O’Connor. Copies of
said Bill 2015-35 were available for the public. Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and
seconded by Councilmember Rose-Heim to pass said bill on second reading. Discussion. No
additional information was presented. Bill 2015-35 passed on second reading with a unanimous
voice vote.
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NEW BUSINESS

Bill 2015-38, ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
AGREEMENT AND MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING TO PROMOTE
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT WITHIN THE CITY OF CAMERON BY AND
BETWEEN THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES,
MISSOURI AND CAMERON CHAMBER OF COMMERCE d.b.a. ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT OF CAMERON, was read by title by City Clerk O'Connor. Copies of said
Bill 2015-38 were available for the public. Motion was made by Councilmember Rose-Heim
and seconded by Councilmember Jack to pass said bill on first reading. Discussion. Mike
O’Donnell, Board of Director for the Chamber of Commerce Economic Development of
Cameron (EDOC) Committee, said under terms of the agreement the City will pay EDOC $3,000
per month for economic development efforts. EDOC then hires someone to perform economic
development work. Mr. O’Donnell reviewed past accomplishment and finances of the EDOC
Committee and encouraged Council to approve the Economic Development Agreement and
Memorandum of Understanding. Councilmember Rose-Heim noted Electric Cooperatives
realized the need for economic development during the farm crisis and began training economic
development leaders. Bill 2015-38 passed on first reading only with a voice vote: four (4)
“Aye” votes and one (1) “Nay” vote. Councilmember Breckenridge voted ‘“Nay”.

Lagers Election. Councilmember Eddins moved to appoint Councilmember Jack as the
Employer delegate to the 48"™ Annual LAGERS meeting. Councilmember Rose-Heim seconded
the motion which passed with a unanimous voice vote. Inspector Clyde Han was elected by the
employees as the Employee Delegate.

Appointments.  On motion made by Councilmember Rose-Heim and seconded by
Councilmember Eddins, Gib Keith, Sam Hiner and Jack Briggs were reappointed to the Cameron
Industrial Development Authority; and Larry Rader was appointed as an alternate member to
both the Cameron Planning and Zoning Commission and the Cameron Board of Adjustment with
a unanimous voice vote.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

John Feighert, 202 Golden Eagle Lane, informed Council the Session is being live
streamed and questions are being texted to him regarding: the water pipeline; how much have
water rates increased/future increases; is there guaranteed water during a drought; spent $1
million already in the budget; fee for each group of users; budget cash available; why is there a
$2.4 million negative cash available in the budget; and, how will Councilmember Rose-Heim be
replaced since he is leaving the Council.

Pam Ice, Cameron Chamber of Commerce, expressed the Chamber’s appreciation for the
City’s cooperation and help with the Crossroad Crush Festival. The crowd was estimated
between 800 and 1500, with individuals coming and going throughout the event. Many vendors
expressed interest in participating next year. Ms. Ice also informed council the Chamber
Christmas Parade will be held the Saturday after Thanksgiving this year. The parade will be a
night parade going from McCorkle Park to Recreation Park.
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Lisa Savage, 1401 North Howenstein, asked how much money has been collected for the
pipeline. City Manager Gaugh responded the City has entered into a contract with the Great
Northwest Wholesale Water Commission along with two (2) other communities. The
Commission received a $5 million grant and a loan for $17 million. Cameron is the largest
member and will pay the biggest load since the contract is a pay for usage contract. This is the
water plan that will meet demand for the future. Rates will increase and Staff is working to
determine the amount of the increase.

Joe Abrutz, Cameron Regional Medical Center, complemented Council for their
commitment to quality of life matters. Mr. Abrutz also thanked Councilmember Jack for his
involvement with the Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission.

MISCELLANEOQOUS

Councilmember Rose-Heim:
e Announced the next Council Session will be his last. Councilmember Rose-Heim
has accepted a position and is required to live in Overland Park, Kansas.
e Thanked all in attendance for moving beyond disagreeing and listening to one
another.

Councilmember Jack:

¢ Noted that water rates have been adjusted periodically and said City of Cameron
rates are 10 to 20 percent under most cities. When the EPA quits placing
mandates on cities it will help lessen rate increases.

e Said the City chose to go with a full flow of water from the pipeline in order to
keep the quality of water high. The Correctional Facilities use approximately one
third of all water used for the City.

e Remembered seven (7) or eight (8) years ago when the City was all but out of
water. This agreement will guarantee water for Cameron.

e Stated it has been a pleasure to work with Councilmember Rose-Heim.

Councilmember Breckenridge:

e Said she does appreciate economic development, but voted no on the EDOC
agreement because Rumery and Associates, hired by EDOC has not brought
anything to the City. In three (3) years there have been inquiries but no action.

e Shared photos of storm water runoff by Hunan’s and Kemper Motors and asked if
the storm water pipe was big enough. City Manager Gaugh said the pipe will not
handle a gully washer as was experienced. Councilmember Breckenridge asked
City Manager Gaugh to touch base with the property owners.

City Manager Gaugh:

e Addressed utility rates by stating the City will face more rate increases in water
rates and also in wastewater and electric rates. If coal fire plants shut down
electricity costs will increase. Sewer and water rates will increase, but efforts are
being made to keep the rates as low as possible. We are non-profit, but do need to
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have reserves for maintenance. It will take three (3) to four (4) years to build the
pipeline and there will be incremental increases in rates. The final cost is
unknown at this time.

Fire Chief O'Donnell:
e Thanked Councilmember Rose-Heim for his 14 years of service to the Fire
Department.
e Informed Council that Michael Cox has participated for two (2) years in the KC
911 Stair Climb. Mr. Cox has climbed 110 stories with full firefighting gear in
place.

Mayor Clark:

e Said there have been a lot of changes in the last four and a half years: streets;
storm water; electric repair; water improvements; playground equipment for
handicapped individuals; trails; land for the new middle school; and ,all were
controversial along the way.

¢ Noted the Council, Park Board and School Board are all volunteers, not enemies.

e Encouraged people to asked questions.

e Stated there has been no history of deliberate maliciousness by the City. People
are trying to improve the community.

Motion was made at 7:30 p.m. by Councilmember Eddins to adjourn into Executive
Session for discussion on [640.021(1) Legal Matters and Communications with Counsel.
Seconding the motion was Councilmember Jack. Roll call vote: “Aye”: Councilmembers:
Breckenridge, Clark, Eddins, Jack and Rose-Heim. “Nay” none.

PANCREATIC CANCER AWARENESS DAY

Declaring November 13 “World Pancreatic Cancer Day ” in the City of Cameron.

WHEREAS, in 2015, an estimated 48,960 people will be diagnosed with pancreatic cancer in the United
States and 40,560 will die from the disease; and

WHEREAS, pancreatic cancer is one of the deadliest cancers, is currently the fourth leading cause of
cancer death in the United States and is projected to become the second by 2020; and

WHEREAS, pancreatic cancer is the only major cancer with a five-year relative survival rate in the
single digits at just seven percent; and

WHEREAS, when symptoms of pancreatic cancer present themselves, it is generally late stage, and 73
percent of pancreatic cancer patients die within the first year of their diagnosis while 93 percent of pancreatic
cancer patients die within the first five years; and

WHEREAS, approximately 860 deaths will occur in MO in 2015; and

WHEREAS, pancreatic cancer is the 7" most common cause of cancer-related death in men and women
across the world; and

WHEREAS, there will be an estimated 367,000 new pancreatic cancer cases diagnosed globally in 2015;
and

WHEREAS, the good health and well-being of the residents of Cameron are enhanced as a direct result
of increased awareness about pancreatic cancer and research into early detection, causes, and effective
treatments.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Dennis M. Clark, by the authority vested in me as Mayor of the City of
Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, do hereby proclaim November 13" as

“WORLD PANCREATIC CANCER DAY”
in the City of Cameron, Missouri.

Re: Manager’s Report

City Hall Exterior Concrete Repairs — All the work on City Hall, including the doors has
been completed. The only thing remaining on the project list is the concrete repairs.
Ameresco’s contractor should be starting on the concrete soon, and we will be applying
an asphalt overlay to the drive-thru area.

Wastewater Plant and System Improvements —Bids have been opened and the HDR
engineer is currently evaluating the bids.

Water Treatment Plant — One of the water plant operators will be retiring soon, and we
are reviewing applications for water treatment plant shift operator.

L.E.D. Street Lighting — Crews have installed some L.E.D. street lights in order to
evaluate their effectiveness. So far, things are looking good. We can reduce maintenance
expense and power costs considerably by converting our existing street and security
lights to L.E.Ds.

Old Furniture Depot Building — The owner has requested an extension to get the
dangerous structure demolished. We gave an extension of thirty days to remove the
contents and another thirty days to demolish the building. The original timeline was thirty
days, total. The owners have been removing the contents for a few weeks, now.

ATV Ordinance — Staff has completed the work on the ATV ordinance, but during legal
review, our attorney had a death in the family. Our plan is to have the ordinance ready for
the first meeting in November.

Street Repairs — In preparation for Herzog’s asphalt work, City crews have replaced curb
sections on Kristen/Lea and are installing new curb on Lovers Lane. Little Brick is also
on the list for repairs, as well as Rosewood Ct. Bids will be out soon for Sixth/Lathrop
area. We are working with MoDOT for finalizing the re-bids for the two sidewalk
projects.

Please find the attached unapproved minutes, Petition and Bill for Conditional Use Permit for a
Dog grooming occupation made by Trillian Teller. On August 10, 2015 the Planning and Zoning
Commission at a Public hearing recommended approval in a 4 to 0 vote (with one abstention), of
the proposed Dog grooming business located in an R-2, Two Family Residential District with the
following conditions:

Days of operation: Monday through Saturday;

Hours of operation: 8:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m.;

Paid employees: None;

Kennel use - Dog grooming only with no other services incidental to a kennel allowed.

“Dog Grooming” is not specifically addressed in the zoning regulations as a Conditional Use, but
it may be a service offered by Kennels, which are a Conditional Use in an “R-2, Two Family
Residential District”. There were no concerns expressed by the public about this request. The
Council has approved similar requests in the past with conditions recommended by the Planning
and Zoning Commission. Staff will be working with the Planning and Zoning Commission in the
future on clarifying or amending the existing permitted and Conditional Uses as they pertain to
domesticated animals in residential districts.

Options:
1. Approve the Bill for Conditional Use Permit as submitted with conditions as outlined

therein;
2. Deny the request.

RE: Ordinance —Economic Development
Issues

The attached ordinance will authorize an economic development agreement for the City
and the Cameron Chamber of Commerce. The ordinance will extend for one year, the
partnership with the Chamber in order to promote the economic growth and vitality of
Cameron. The committee performing this oversight is Economic Development of Cameron
(EDOC), which will perform the public/private partnership function. The City’s share of
the investment under the ordinance will be $3,000 per month, which will cover the entire
year. In order to maintain oversight of City funds, the City will continue to have
representation on the EDOC committee. EDOC pays the City’s annual membership in
KCADOC for the City, along with the consultant fees and general operating costs.

EDOC is working toward initiatives in 2016, such as securing retail and commercial
business, providing an improved quality of life, and working with the City, KCADC, and
Missouri Economic Development to promote positive Economic growth in Cameron.

We have evaluated whether our Community Development/Codes person could do some of
this work, thereby reducing the amount the City pays to EDOC. It is advisable to keep
things the same with EDOC this year and take a look at it next year. Tim Hamilton will be
doing all of Clyde’s duties when Clyde retires, so this time next year, we will have a good
idea of whether Tim could then take on additional duties for economic development. Tim is
already working on marketing the Crossroads land and planning to work with existing
Cameron businesses to assist them where he can.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the Council approve the ordinance between the City of Cameron
and the Cameron Chamber of Commerce.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT
AND
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this day of 2015, by and
between the City of Cameron, Missouri, hereinafter referred to as “City,” and the Cameron
Chamber of Commerce, a Missouri corporation organized and existing by virtue of the laws of
the State of Missouri, d/b/a Economic Development of Cameron, hereinafter referred to as
“EDOC.”

WHEREAS, City and EDOC recognize the need for economic development withintand»for the
City of Cameron, and

WHEREAS, economic development under this agreement shall include public'parposes such as
programming, business enticement, job creation, small business .epportunity workshops,
publication of news related to development, introduction of prospective businesses, determining
business prospects, and

WHEREAS, such economic development enhances the public interest by bringing new business
to Cameron along with increased revenue, improved quality ofilife, and greater value for existing
assets,

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties in consideration ofrthe covenants and terms hereinafter set
forth agree as follows:

1. The term of this agreement shall be from January 1, 2016, to December 31, 2016.

2. During the term of the agreement, the City shall pay EDOC the sum of Three Thousand
Dollars ($3,000.00) per month, payable monthly in advance.

3. The City shall appeint the Mayor and the City Manager to the Board of Directors of
EDOC.

4. EDOC shall “hire and employ a qualified economic developer or an economic
development) firm as an employee or independent contractor of EDOC. The said
employee shall perform such duties as are set forth in this agreement along with such
other eeonomic development activities as may be assigned or required by EDOC. The
EDOC Board shall counsel said employee or independent contractor on a six month
basis.

An economic development plan shall be prepared by the executive developer or firm.
Said plan shall be approved with modifications and amendments by EDOC and upon
adoption by both entities shall be implemented by the executive. The plan shall include
the public purposes as set for above.

The parties expressly agree that any plan should include efforts at job creation and job
retention, an enhanced economic development presence on the City website, support for





businesses within the City, development of land acquisition plans for future industry and
business, and cooperative agreements with area political subdivisions.

EDOC shall prepare a budget and expend funds accordingly to support the development
plan. Every reasonable attempt shall be made to secure additional funds from private and
public sources to supplement the funding available pursuant to this agreement.

. The City has budgeted sufficient funds to make the payments required during the fiscal

year and intends to budget for the balance of funds in the next budget year. The, City
represents that lawful and appropriated funds shall be made available to satisfy the
obligations of the City under this agreement. This agreement is subject to and cenditioned
upon approval by the Cameron City Council.

Resolution 2015-23

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE APPOINTMENT PROCESS
TO FILL THE VACANCY DUE TO THE ANTICIPATED
RESIGNATION OF CITY COUNCIL MEMBER WILLIAM B. ROSE-
HEIM FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB
COUNTIES, MISSOURI

WHEREAS, Council Member, William B. Rose-Heim has made public his
intention to resign his office at the conclusion of the October 19, 2015 Council meeting;
and

WHEREAS, this resignation will leave a vacancy in the Council as of the time of
his resignation; and

WHEREAS, Section 2-16 of the City of Cameron Code of Ordinances (Ord. No.
3511) provides that should a vacancy occur in the office of councilmember by death,
resignation or otherwise, the council shall select a successor who shall serve until the
next regular election; and

WHEREAS, it is in the interest of the citizens of Cameron that the Council
facilitate an efficient, equitable process to appoint, upon vacancy, a qualified person in as
timely a manner as possible.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council for the City of
Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties:

THAT the selection and appointment of an interim Council Member shall follow
the process set forth herein:

1. The application process shall open immediately upon passage of this

resolution, and an announcement inviting applications will be printed in the

Cameron Observer as soon as possible to notify the public of this process and

the application period.

The application period shall close on November 5, 2015 at 5:00 p.m.

3. On Monday, November 9, a special council meeting will be held and each

candidate will be allowed a period not to exceed five minutes in open session

to present his or her qualifications. The order of presentation will be in

alphabetical order by last name.

The Council will evaluate the qualifications of the candidates.

Following the evaluation, the Council will vote to appoint the interim Council

member. Any Council Member may nominate a candidate and nominations do

not require a second.

6. As soon as one candidate receives an affirmative majority vote, the Mayor
will declare him or her to be appointed to the vacancy, and there will be no
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vote taken on the remaining candidates. The successful candidate will take the
oath of office at the next regularly scheduled Council Session.

7. If, after 30 days following the effective date of the vacancy, the City Council
cannot agree on an appointee, the Mayor shall select from those candidates
nominated by the members of the City Council.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the person appointed to the interim City
Council position will serve until the person elected in the April, 2016 General Election
takes office, at which point the person so elected to fill the vacancy, after the election is
certified and the oath of office is taken, shall hold office for the remainder of the
unexpired term.

RE: Water Plant Chemical Building Repairs
Purpose

The City of Cameron is constantly looking at maintenance and preventative maintenance items
or concerns. The Chemical building at the water treatment plant has begun to show signs of
water damage. Mortar joints throughout the brickscape need to be repaired as well as resealing
the entire exterior. City Staff feels it is important to address this issue before additional water
damage is done.

Discussion

The bid was advertised and sealed bids were opened October 9, 2015. MTS Contracting Inc.
submitted a bid of $19,900 and was the lowest of three bidders on this project. Staff estimated
the cost of this project to be $30,000 and budgeted accordingly in the 2016 Budget.

Recommendation
Staff recommends the Council approve MTS Contracting Inc. to complete the masonry repairs to

the chemical building at the bid price of $19,900. Funds for this project were taken into
consideration when establishing the 2016 Budget.
