the 2nd day of November 2015, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the 
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  


 
Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present:  Darlene 


Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins and Ronnie Jack.   Absent:  none.

Mayor Clark announced Bill 2015-40, AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF

SECTION 7-1 OF ARTICLE I – IN GENERAL, AND SECTION 7-340.1 OF ARTICLE 
XI, MISCELLANEOUS DRIVING RULES, AND CREATING NEW SECTIONS IN 
ARTICLE XI, MISCELLANEOUS DRIVING RULES, ALL IN CHAPTER 7 – MOTOR

 John Feighert, 202 Golden Eagle Lane, said land donations and monetary donations are 
ideas for financing/improvements at the municipal pool and ball fields.  Mr. Feighert suggested 
Economic Development Consultant Terry Rumery be asked to solicit donations.  
 
 


CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Council Work Session.  A Council work session was recently held to discuss the 
future equipment, building and operations of the fire department. This work is 
continuing and a recommendation will be forthcoming.  


2. City Hall Exterior Concrete Repairs.  The only things remaining on the project list are 
the concrete repairs to the front plaza and applying an asphalt overlay to the drive-
thru area.  


3. L.E.D. Street Lighting.   Staff has replaced a number of street lighting heads with new 
L.E.D. lighting.  This will help determine whether L.E.D. lighting is something that 
will be cost-effective.  


4. Street Repairs.  Herzog Construction is expected to start work the week of November 
2, 2015 on the scheduled street repairs.  


5. December Council Meeting.  The second meeting in December is the 21st.  This date 
falls during the week of the Christmas holiday and an alternate date could be 
considered. 


6. Sunshine Law Training.  A Sunshine Law training session for our Council, Boards 
and Commissions is planned for December 10, 2015 at 6:00 p.m. The location is 
being finalized.

Bill 2015-39,  AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A SERVICE AGREEMENT 


BETWEEN THE CAMERON FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT AND THE CITY OF 
CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, TO PROVIDE FIRE 
PROTECTION AND EMERGENCY SERVICES OUTSIDE THE CAMERON CITY 
LIMITS, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2015-39 
were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by 
Councilmember Eddins to pass said bill on first reading.  Discussion. Fire Chief Mike O’Donnell 
informed Council the agreement is the same as last year with insurance numbers updated to meet 
State of Missouri requirements.  This agreement was initiated several years ago between the two 
(2) entities and has worked very well. In the agreement, the Rural Fire District agrees to give the 
City 60 percent of taxes collected.  The District then purchases equipment with the remaining 40 
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percent and gives to the City.    Bill 2015-39 passed on first reading only with a unanimous voice 
vote. 


 
 


Bill 2015-41, A BILL FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB 
COUNTIES, MISSOURI AMENDING CHAPTER 13 “ZONING” OF CAMERON CITY 
CODE ARTICLE 20, SECTIONS 2, 3 AND 13, ESTABLISHING ADDITIONAL 
CONDITIONAL USES FOR THE “CM-P, COMMERCIAL AND MANUFACTURING 
PLANNED DISTRICT”; AND AMENDING ARTICLE 31 OF THE ZONING 
ORDINANCE, “CONDITIONAL USES” TO REVISE THE LIST OF USES INCLUDED 
THEREIN, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2015-
41 were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Breckenridge and 
seconded by Councilmember Eddins to pass said bill on first reading.  Discussion.  Community 
Development Director Tim Hamilton said the Planning and Zoning Commission recommended 
the removal of M-1, Light Manufacturing permitted uses from the CM-P District.  The uses pose 
potential harm to the value of properties with existing retail and commercial uses and also could 
deter development in the CM-P District.    Bill 2015-41 passed on first reading only with a 
unanimous voice vote. 


 
Bill 2015-42,  A BILL FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB 


COUNTIES, MISSOURI AMENDING CHAPTER 13 “ZONING” OF CITY CODE, 
ARTICLE 23, SECTION 7-A-4 “PERMITTED SIGNS FOR NON-RESIDENTIAL USES 
IN DISTRICTS R-1 AND R-2”, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor.  
Copies of said Bill 2015-42 were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember 
Breckenridge and seconded by Councilmember Jack to pass said bill on first reading.  
Discussion.  Community Development Director Hamilton stated the proposed changes with 
regard to schools and churches within residential areas and would amend the total square footage 
of signs, the percentage size of the electronic message portion of the total sign area, the set back 
from the property line, the location of the sign on a corner lot, sign height, hours of operation and 
text and moving images on the sign.  Community Development Director Hamilton said the 
changes are not detrimental to the residential district.  Bill 2015-42 passed on first reading only 
with a unanimous voice vote. 
 


Bill 2015-43, AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON 
AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI REPEALING THE CURRENT WATER RATES 
AND ESTABLISHING NEW WATER RATES FOR CONSUMERS OF THE CAMERON 
MUNICIPAL UTILITIES, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of 
said Bill 2015-43 were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and 
seconded by Councilmember Eddins to pass said bill on first reading.  Discussion. Utility 
Director Zac Johnson said current water rates are insufficient to cover current operating 
expenditures in the Water Department. A residential customer that uses 5,000 gallons of water 
per month would have an increase of $5.13 per month.  Small commercial users increase on 
10,000 gallons per month would be $10.18 and large commercial users increase would be 
$27.79.   City Manager Gaugh noted there is currently no water service on a portion of 
McElwain Drive and it is time to think about installing a water line to serve the area.  Bill 2015-
43 passed on first reading only with a unanimous voice vote. 
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Bill 2015-44, ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 


DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI REPEALING THE CURRENT SEWER USE RATES 
AND ESTABLISHING NEW SEWER USE RATES FOR CONSUMERS OF THE 
CAMERON MUNICIPAL UTILITIES, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk 
O'Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2015-44 were available for the public.  Motion was made by 
Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Eddins to pass said bill on first reading.  
Discussion. Utility Director Johnson said new sewer rates are necessary to keep up with 
increasing costs of operation and the recent treatment plant and collection system improvements.   
A residential user would pay $1.53 more per month, small commercial users $2.78 and large 
commercial users would see an increase of $9.50 per month.  Bill 2015-44 passed on first 
reading only with a unanimous voice vote. 


Reconsideration of Resolution 2015-23, A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE 
APPOINTMENT PROCESS TO FILL THE VACANCY DUE TO THE ANTICIPATED 
RESIGNATION OF CITY COUNCIL MEMBER WILLIAM B. ROSE-HEIM FOR THE 
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI was requested 
by Councilmember Breckenridge.  Councilmember Breckenridge moved to reconsider 
Resolution 2015-23.  Councilmember Eddins seconded the motion.  Councilmember 
Breckenridge said the process to fill the vacancy on the council is not correct for a Council/City 
Manager form of government and suggested having a four (4) member Council until the April 
2016 election.  City Attorney Dietrich stated City Code is not specific on the Council seat 
replacement.  The purpose of the Resolution passed was to provide guidance on the procedure 
for the council to select when a vacancy occurs.  Councilmember Eddins said she would like the 
section allowing the Mayor to select the new member if there is no consensus removed from the 
Resolution.  Mayor Clark said he disagrees with any changes noting there needs to be some 
mechanism in place so there is a full council for the remainder of the term vacated by 
Councilmember Rose-Heim.  Councilmember Jack said City Attorney Dietrich determined 
Resolution 2015-23 was legal.  Motion to reconsider Resolution 2015-23 failed with the 
following vote:  “Aye” Councilmembers Breckenridge and Eddins.  “Nay” Councilmembers 
Clark and Jack. 


Liquor License Approval – Caterer Permit.   Councilmember Jack moved to approve a 
liquor license for Coaches Catering/Darbs Inc.  Councilmember Eddins seconded the motion.  
Coaches Catering submitted an application to cater an event November 7, 2015 at the Old School 
on West Fourth Street.  The proper application was filed and the fee paid.  Motion to approve the 
Caterer Permit for Coaches Catering/Darbs Inc. was approved with a unanimous voice vote. 


The Tax Increment Financing (TIF) Annual Report. Community Development Director 
Hamilton distributed the annual Tax Increment Financing Report for review.  The report was 
prepared by Deborah Polk, TIF Attorney for the City of Cameron.  Currently, there are three (3) 
active TIF projects, Manion Properties, Walmart and Orscheln’s/Commercial Enterprise.  
Councilmember Jack moved to approve the report.  Councilmember Eddins seconded the motion 
which passed with a unanimous voice vote.  Ms. Polk will electronically file the report with the 
State of Missouri by the November 16, 2015 deadline. 
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PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
 
John Breckenridge, 804 South Chestnut, talked about the financing of the water 


pipeline project through Farmers State Bank.  Mr. Breckenridge asked if it would be ethical 
and right to have a loan officer from the bank, who has expressed interest filling the 
unexpired term of Councilmember Rose-Heim, appointed to serve as Councilmember until 
the April 2016 General Election. 


 
John Feighert, 202 Golden Eagle Lane, addressed the water rate increase and said 


rates have increased forty percent since 2012. 
 
Dawn Swinderman, 620 East Fifth Street, suggested if Council cannot agree on a 


candidate to fill the vacant Council seat, perhaps a drawing could be held to determine who 
would be appointed. 


 
MISCELLANEOUS 


 
City Manager Gaugh: 


 Announced the Great Northwest Wholesale Water Commission will meet 
November 12, 2015 at 2:00 p.m. in City Hall.  The public is welcome to attend. 


 
Fire Chief O'Donnell: 


 Informed Council the Fire Department participated in National Fire Safety Week 
with the Cameron R-1 School District.  Several hundred students received 
coloring books and fire hats.  Halloween night the Police Department, Ambulance 
District and Fire Department hosted an open house at the Station with 1,500 
children and parents attending the event. 
 


Mayor Clark: 
 Stated he appreciates the ideas presented for the municipal pool/ball field 


improvements and asked for actionable funding suggestions, term of financing the 
suggestions and the law that would allow the actions.  Cost estimates on the pool 
are $5.5 million which would be $425,000 per year for 20 years. 


 
There being no further business on motion made by Councilmember Jack and seconded 


by Councilmember Eddins, the meeting was adjourned at 6:50 p.m. on a unanimous voice vote.

NEW BUSINESS 
 
 Mayor Clark noted the Special Session was being conducted under provisions in 
Resolution 2015-23, and thanked all candidates for their interest in serving as an Interim 
Councilmember for the unexpired term of Councilmember Rose-Heim. 
 
 Candidate Presentation of Qualifications.   
 
 (The candidates provided written and verbal resumes for Council review.)  In addition to 
information provided, Candidates commented as follows: 
 


 Dr. Mark Carr stated he favors hiring a full time economic development 
developer, being fiscally responsible and discourages raising taxes.  Dr. Carr also 
said City improvements should be made on a pay as you go basis, property should 
be acquired for ball fields and code enforcement should be consistent with City 
Codes. 


 Mr. Feighert stressed his focus would be on infrastructure such as streets and 
sewers lines and said wasteful spending should end.  Improvement is needed for 
the economic outlook of small businesses. 


 Quinten Lovejoy identified common traits he has with the Councilmembers, past 
and present, and said he is dedicated to the betterment of the community and 
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committed to the task at hand. Mr. Lovejoy noted his rapport with citizens would 
be an asset to Council. 


 Lynn Rogers said he would bring an unbiased opinion to the Council and his only 
agenda was to serve the patrons of Cameron noting his board experiences are a 
testament to his ability to serve on the Council.   


 
Council Evaluation of Candidates.   


 Councilmember Eddins said all Candidates had great things to say but remarked 
Dr. Mark Carr has had experience as a Councilmember and therefore his learning 
curve is greatly reduced.    


 
Councilmember Breckenridge: 


 Agreed with Councilmember Eddins observations on Dr. Carr’s previous 
experience on Council.  Councilmember Breckenridge encouraged all of the 
candidates to stay involved with City government. 


 
Councilmember Jack: 


 Said experience is a big part of the decision process and also stressed continued 
involvement by the candidates in City government. 


 
Mayor Clark: 


 Stated he was pleased that four (4) candidates came forward.  Lynn Rogers 
experiences on the Cameron R-1 School Board, the Cameron Tax Increment 
Financing Commission, University of Missouri Ag Alumni Board, past trustee of 
the Kidder Township Board, and current president of the Cameron Coop Elevator 
Board provide valuable experience that will be useful for conducting City 
business. 


 
Council Nomination of Candidate to Appoint Interim Councilmember. Councilmember 


Eddins nominated Dr. Mark Carr.  Councilmember Jack nominated Mr. Lynn Rogers. 
 
Council Vote on Nominations for Interim Council Member.  Councilmember 


Breckenridge and Councilmember Eddins voted for Dr. Mark Carr.  Mayor Clark and 
Councilmember Jack voted for Mr. Lynn Rogers. 


 
Mayor Clark noted three affirmative (3) votes to approve the appointment are needed and 


asked if Council wanted to re-vote.  Council did not re-vote.  The appointment will be discussed 
again at the November 16, 2015 Regular Council Session.

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
Dangerous/Blighted Structures – We are working on the two commercial structures, as 
well as getting ready to make our next list of house demolitions. 
 
Discussion of Cornhill/Walnut Drainage – We will provide some information regarding 
the storm water drainage on Walnut at Cornhill. 
 
L.E.D. Street Lighting – As part of our lighting evaluation, we are looking at increasing 
the technology to a wireless platform that will have multiple uses. However, we do not 
yet know whether this is something that will be cost-effective. Since we are replacing 
some of the heads, now is the time to at least look at the technology.  
 
Street Repairs – The contractor (Herzog) has completed asphalt work on Kristen/Lea, 
Lover’s Lane and Little Brick. They also did some section replacement on Griffin Rd. 
Rosewood Ct. curbs have been completed and the contractor had to do additional base 
restoration there. It is ready for the final lift of asphalt surface. 
 
Sunshine Law Training – We are currently planning to conduct Sunshine Law training 
for our Council, boards and commissions on Thursday, December 10th at 6:00 p.m. The 
location will be the Washington Street Restaurant. Gary Markenson will be conducting 
the training.

RE:                    Cameron Rural Fire District Contract 
 


ISSUE: 


The Cameron Rural Fire District (District) contracts to the City of Cameron for fire protection 
and emergency services.  Voters approved the rural district in November 1994 which guaranteed 
fire protection and emergency services in approximately a 144 square mile area outside the city 
limits of Cameron.  Voters also approved a tax levy to support the district.  The contract between 
the City of Cameron and the Cameron Rural Fire District states that sixty percent of revenues 
collected by the Rural District be paid to the City for emergency  services.  The contract also 
states forty percent of the money retained by the Rural District be spent to purchase equipment 
for the Cameron Fire Department and equipment to be titled to the City of Cameron. 
 
The contract shall allow the Cameron Rural Fire District to charge individuals who reside outside 
of the district, but receive emergency services within the boundaries of the district, for actual and 
reasonable cost of such services.

CONTRACT FOR FIRE PROTECTION SERVICES 
 
 


WHEREAS, the City of Cameron, a political subdivision of the State of 


Missouri, (hereinafter called “City”) maintains and operates a fire department for the 


suppression of fires and other related emergencies; and 


 WHEREAS, the Cameron Rural Fire Protection District, a political subdivision 


of the State of Missouri, (hereinafter called “District”) is responsible for providing fire 


protection within its territory as shown on attached exhibit “A” except for that portion of 


the territory located within City; and 


 WHEREAS, District wishes to contract with City for fire protection and 


emergency services within the district’s territory. 


 NOW, THEREFORE, for valuable consideration, each received by the other, it 


is hereby mutually agreed as follows: 


1.  The term of this contract shall be from the date of its execution until        


December 31, 2016. 


2.  During the term of this contract City will provide fire protection and       


emergency services within the District’s territory of the same type and quality 


as are provided to the residents of the city.  Nothing in this contract shall       


require City to provide any greater or different type of fire protection or       


emergency service than is then currently provided to its citizenry. 


3.  City, its designated agents and representatives, shall be solely and completely       


responsible for prescribing the rules and regulations under which its fire       


department shall operate.  District, its designated agents and representatives, 


shall have no supervisory or other control over the Cameron Fire Department       


in its performance of the City’s obligations under this contract. 


4.  City agrees to honor such mutual aid agreements of the District for emergency       


services as may be entered into by the District provided that the city has the       


capability to fulfill such agreements.  District agrees to cause to be filed with       


City a copy of any mutual aid agreement executed by District, and further       


agrees to file within ten days after the execution of this contract any mutual       


aid agreements currently in effect.  







 


5.  At any time when a fire burn ban is issued in the City, the District Board shall 


issue a fire burn ban in the territory of the District. 


6.  For the period of time which this contract shall be in full force and effect, the       


District agrees to pay to, and City agrees to accept as full payment for all such       


services rendered, the sum equal to sixty percent of all taxes received annually       


by the district and the payment of said sum to be made within ten (10) days 


after taxes are received by the District. 


7.  The District shall charge individuals who reside outside the district, but 


receive emergency services within the boundaries of the district, for actual and 


reasonable cost of such services. Revenue received by the District shall be 


used to buy equipment for the Cameron Fire Department. 


8.  District will, funds permitting, provide to City from time to time such 


firefighting equipment as may be requested by City.  Once delivered to City, 


such equipment shall become City’s sole and exclusive property. 


9.  The City will carry workers’ compensation for fire department employees that       


will cover them in their duties throughout the District. 


10. The City covenants at all times to indemnify and save District harmless from 


all loss, liability, cost, or damages that may occur or be claimed with respect 


to any person or property resulting from any act done or omission by or 


through City, it agents, employees, invitees, or any person by reason of this 


contract.   


11. During the term of this Agreement, City shall obtain, pay all premiums for, 


and furnish certificates to District for insurance as specified herein: 


a) Public liability insurance protecting the parties hereto, their agents, 


officers, elected officials, representatives, or employees because of 


liability incurred by the parties in the performance of the terms of this 


contract when such liability is imposed on account of injury to or death 


of a person or persons, such policy to provide limits on account of any 


accident resulting in injury or death to one person of not less than   


$409,123 and a liability limit on account of any accident resulting in 


injury or death to more than one person of not less than   $  2,727,489. 


b) Property damage insurance protecting the parties because of liability 


that may be incurred by the parties, their officers, agents, elected 







 


officials, representatives, or employees in the performance of the terms 


of this contract, such policy to provide for a limitation on account of 


each accident of not less than $ 409,123. 


c) Products liability insurance (if applicable) shall be carried in the amount 


of not less than $ 2,727,489. 


12.   All such insurance contracts shall name City and District as their interests         


appear and shall inure to the benefit of City and District and their officers, 


agents, elected officials, representatives, or employees. 


13.   No amendments or changes to this contract shall be effective unless in         


writing and duly executed upon authority of the governing bodies of the         


parties.

Please find the attached Ordinance for your consideration. This is a staff and Commission 
initiated review of the Permitted Uses in Article 20 “CM-P Commercial & Manufacturing 
Planned District”. Currently, the Cameron Zoning Ordinance lists “M-1, Light Manufacturing” 
uses as permitted within a “CM-P” District.   
 
A public hearing before the Planning and Zoning Commission was conducted on Monday, June 
8, and continued to Monday, July 13, 2015. The purpose was to consider the potential conflicts 
between the more intense “M-1” permitted uses and less intense commercial and residential uses. 
These more intense uses which could be of detriment to existing retail and residential property  
include: Acid manufacture, Explosives manufacturer or storage, Fat rendering, Garbage, offal or 
dead animals, reduction or dumping, Refining of petroleum or its products, Stockyard or the 
slaughter of animals.  
 
Concern was raised by the Commission that the more intense uses listed above would not only 
pose potential harm to the value of properties with existing retail and commercial uses, but also 
deter commercial and residential development in the future for areas currently designated as, or 
adjacent to “CM-P”. Public safety was also a concern as the manufacture of certain items above 
could pose significant danger to adjacent properties and the general public.  In a vote of four (4) 
yes and zero (0) no, the Commission recommend the removal of the M-1 “Permitted Uses” from 
the “CM-P” District. No comments or concerns were submitted by the public.  
 


Recommendation Planning & Zoning as well as staff recommend approval of the attached 
Ordinance.

Issues  
 
Current water rates are insufficient to cover current operating expenditures in the Water 
Department.  Distribution costs have remained steady over the past few years while we have seen 
a rise in the cost of treatment.  Plant maintenance and chemical treatment are two contributing 
factors to this increase.  Additional debt service from the AMI project and other capital 
improvements make it necessary for a rate adjustment. 
 
Additional revenue from the rate increase will allow the City to begin addressing the delivery 
point and method of the GNWWC pipeline. 
 
This proposed water rate adjustment will impact the Cameron residential user (5,000 gal) by an 
additional $5.13 per month.  Small commercial users (10,000 gal) will see an increase of $10.18 
and large commercial users will see a monthly increase of $27.79. 
 
Recommendation 


 
Staff recommends that Council approve the new water use rate ordinance.  Three readings are 
recommended and will allow for rate to become effective on January 1, 2016.

In HDR’s latest rate analysis, increases to existing sewer rates are necessary to keep up with 
increasing costs of operation and the recent treatment plant and collection system improvements.  
The City just recently received bids for the two major improvement projects and will be moving 
forward with the approximate $4.7 million dollar project.  While City Staff works diligently to 
keep operating costs at a minimum, we have been working on establishing projected rate for the 
next 20 years.  This will insure the City of Cameron will be financially capable to address 
increasing state and federal regulations in the future.  
 
This proposed sewer rate adjustment will impact the Cameron residential user (5,000 gal) by an 
additional $1.53 per month.  Small commercial users (10,000 gal) will see an increase of $2.78 
and large commercial users will see a monthly increase of $9.50. 
 
Recommendation 


 
Staff recommends that Council approve the new sewer use rate ordinance.  Three readings are 
recommended and will allow for rate to become effective on January 1, 2016.

ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI REPEALING THE CURRENT 
SEWER USE RATES AND ESTABLISHING NEW SEWER USE 
RATES FOR CONSUMERS OF THE CAMERON MUNICIPAL 


UTILITIES 


        WHEREAS, the City of Cameron owns and operates a wastewater collection and 
treatment system as a stand-alone non-profit municipal enterprise to serve the citizens of 
Cameron, and 


       WHEREAS, the City of Cameron City Council has elected to make necessary 
treatment plant and sanitary sewer system improvements over the next several years to 
reduce infiltration and inflow, and 


        WHEREAS, a rate study by HDR Engineers determined that current sewer revenue 
is not sufficient to fund such improvements. 


                NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF 
THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI 
AS FOLLOWS: 


Section 1. Repeal the existing subsection (b) of Sec. 12-289, Rates, and replace it 
with a new subsection (b), Monthly rates, setting new sewer use rates. 


 
(b)   Monthly rates.   


 
(1) For residential contributors, monthly user charges for the collection and 


treatment of sewage will be based on monthly water usage. The minimum 
charge per month for the collection and treatment of sewerage shall be eleven 
dollars eighty-two cents ($11.82) for the first one thousand five hundred 
(1500) gallons for residential and non-residential contributors. In addition, 
each contributor shall pay a user charge rate of four dollars fourteen cents 
($4.14) per one thousand (1000) gallons of water (or wastewater) above the 
minimum as determined in the preceding section. 


(2) For industrial and commercial contributors, user charges for the collection 
and treatment of sewerage shall be based on water used during the current 
month. If a commercial or industrial contributor has a consumptive user of 
water, or in some other manner uses water which is not returned to the 
wastewater collection system, the user charge for that contributor may be 
based on a wastewater meter or separate water meters installed and 
maintained at the contributor’s expense and in a manner acceptable to the 
City. 


 







 


Section 3. This ordinance hereby repeals all other ordinances pertaining to all 
sewer rates heretofore established for users of the sewer system in the City of 
Cameron, Missouri, and any and all other ordinances inconsistent herewith. This 
ordinance shall take effect and be in full force January 1, 2016. 


 
Section 4. The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance approving it on behalf 
of the City. 


 
Section 5. The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.

ISSUE: 
The past four years, call volume for the Cameron Fire Department has shown a steady increase.  
Improvements in modern equipment and firefighter techniques have been implemented to meet 
this higher service demand. 
 
The City of Cameron has a responsibility to the citizens, City and Rural, to provide the best 
Emergency Services available.  As Chief it is my job to implement the service. 
I propose a two phase plan to maintain and upgrade the service expected of the Department.  
Phase1:  upgrade equipment, the purchase of a new 77 foot Custom Quint, new Custom Pumper, 
and upgrade and expand the existing Public Safety Building.  Phase 2:  financially support Paid-
Per Call and Hybrid Firefighters.      
 
After considerable research and work sessions with the Cameron City Council, I feel the time has 
come to ask the voters of the City of Cameron for a ¼ of 1% sales tax to supplement the General 
Fund revenue appropriated for fire protection purposes.  I ask the Sales tax be placed on the 
April 5, 2016 ballot.  The sales tax shall terminate in twenty (20) years. 
 
 RECOMMENDATION: 
Staff recommends that Council allow a ¼ of 1% Sales Tax for the Cameron Fire Department to 
be submitted to the qualified voters of the City of Cameron on the April 5, 2016 ballot.

AN ORDINANCE IMPOSING A CITY SALES TAX FOR FIRE 
PROTECTION PURPOSES IN THE CITY OF CAMERON, 
CLINTON AND DEKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AND 
PROVIDING FOR SUCH SALES TAX TO BE SUBMITTED TO 
THE QUALIFIED VOTERS OF THE CITY 


 


 
 WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, 
Missouri, under the authority of powers given to the City by the provisions of Section 321.242, 
RSMo, as amended (the “Act”), has determined that it is in the best interests of the City to 
impose a city sales tax for the operation of the municipal fire department of the City at the rate of 
one-fourth of one percent (1/4 of 1%) on the receipts from all retail sales within the City which 
are subject to taxation under Sections 144.010 to 144.525, inclusive, RSMo, with the intention 
that the revenues generated from such sales tax supplement the City’s general fund revenue that 
is otherwise annually appropriated for fire protection purposes; 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DEKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AS 
FOLLOWS: 
 
 Section 1. A city sales tax for the operation of the municipal fire department of the 
City at the rate of one-fourth of one percent (1/4 of 1%) on the receipts from all retail sales 
within the City of Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, is hereby imposed upon all 
sellers within the City for the privilege of engaging in the business of selling tangible personal 
property or rendering taxable services at retail to the extent and in the manner provided by 
Sections 144.010 to 144.525, inclusive, RSMo, and the rules and regulations of the Director of 
Revenue of the State of Missouri issued pursuant thereto, said sales tax to terminate 20 years 
from the date on which such sales tax becomes effective.  The tax shall not be effective until the 
terms and provisions of this Ordinance have been complied with. 
 
 Section 2. There shall be submitted to the voters of the City of Cameron, Clinton and 
DeKalb Counties, Missouri, at an election to be held in the City concurrently with the general 
municipal election on Tuesday, April 5, 2016, the following question:

“Shall the City of Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, 
Missouri, impose a sales tax at a rate one-fourth of one percent

 Section 3. The form of Notice of Election containing the question of approval of this 
Ordinance, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit A hereto and made a part hereof, is hereby 
approved.  The City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to notify the County Clerks of 
Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, of the passage of this Ordinance no later than 5:00 P.M. 
on Tuesday, January 26, 2016, and to include in said notification all of the terms and provisions 
required by Chapter 115, RSMo. 
 
 Section 4. If this Ordinance is approved by a majority of the votes cast by the 
qualified voters voting thereon at said election, the City Clerk shall as soon as possible after the 
election date (but in any event no later than ten (10) days after the election date) forward to the 
Director of Revenue of the State of Missouri by United States registered mail or certified mail 
(1) a certified copy of this Ordinance, including the Notice of Election attached hereto, and (2) a 
copy of the abstract of votes cast on the question at said election.  The city sales tax for fire 
protection purposes and hereby imposed shall then become effective on October 1, 2016, and 
shall be levied and collected in the manner provided by the Act, by Sections 32.085 and 32.087, 
RSMo, as amended, and by all other applicable laws, and shall be used for the purposes 
hereinabove authorized. 
 
 Section 5. The City Council hereby determines that the revenue to be generated from 
the fire protection sales tax is necessary to supplement the general fund revenue that is otherwise 
annually appropriated for fire protection purposes.  If the sales tax is approved by the voters, it is 
the intention of the City Council to continue to budget and appropriate general funds for fire 
protection purposes each year in a manner that is consistent with years prior to approval of the 
sales tax; provided, however, that such appropriation decisions in future years are required by 
law to be made in accordance with the City’s normal procedures for such decisions by the then 
current City Council.   
 


Section 6. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage 
and approval.
