The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 7" day of December 2015, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided
with the following Councilmembers present:. Darlene Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, Ronnie
Jack and Lynn Rogers. Absent: none.

Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Troy Dietrich and City
Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor.

Minutes of the November 16, 2015, Council Session were approved as submitted with a

voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Eddins.
Councilmember Rogers abstained noting he was not serving as a Councilmember at that time.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

Street Repairs. Public Works Director Drew Bontrager updated Council on street
repairs. Asphalt work on Kristen, Lea, Lover’s Lane, Little Brick and Rosewood
Court has been completed. A section of Center Street was repaired, along with
Fourth Street extension. The drive to the Veterans Memorial was also replaced.
Several areas had severe base failures, which had to be repaired before the final
asphalt lift was applied.

CenturyLink (Spectra) vs City of Cameron. CenturyLink initiated a lawsuit against
the City, regarding our right to require a right-of-way permit, charge fees for use of
the rights-of-ways and our method for renting our pole space to them. The City won
at the trial court and it was appealed to the Eighth Circuit. The Court determined that
the City does have the right to require agreements, etc. CenturyLink may appeal to
the full Circuit or the U.S. Supreme Court. Midwest Public Risk (MPR) is assisting
with the legal fees on this case.

Solar Farm Feasibility. Staff is looking into the feasibility of using solar power and
has been in contact with the cities of Kearney, Macon and Trenton regarding their
plans for solar farms.

L.E.D. Street Lighting/Using Smart Technology. Staff is considering increasing
technology to a wireless platform that will have multiple uses. One goal is to use the
system to enlarge our security camera capability at the public parks and other city
facilities to reduce vandalism, theft and illegal dumping.

Construction Projects. The first scheduling sequence has been established for the
Walnut Street Overpass and Sidewalk; and, the Sixth and Lathrop Street Projects.

The Transportation Sales Tax Fund will cover the cost of the sidewalk share portion
for matching the grants and the Lathrop/Sixth eight-block project.

Sunshine Law Training.  Sunshine Law training for Council, Boards and
Commissions will be held December 10, 2015. Gary Markenson, retired CEO of the
Missouri Municipal League, will be conducting the training.

Recreation Park Lighting. The lighting displays at Recreation Park are being well
received. The radio station (99.5 FM) has been working much better than last year.
BB/Evergreen/Walnut Intersection. City Manager Gaugh has received comments
about congestion at the intersection. One possible solution from MoDOT was to
install a roundabout.

Wastewater Plant and System Bids. The bids that were solicited came in higher than
the engineer’s estimate. Staff made some deletions to the project to get within the
budgeted amount. A change order to deduct the items will be made and submitted
with the recommendation for bid award.

Sales Tax on Out-of-State Vehicle Sale. The Missouri Supreme Court has ruled sales
tax can no longer be collected on purchases of vehicles made out of state. The
Missouri Legislature had enacted a temporary fix to this, but municipalities will lose
this tax revenue if they do not vote to extend it by November, 2016. This is not a new
tax but would reinstate the previously existing sales tax. The estimate for out-of-state
vehicle tax is $25,000 to $50,000 annually which will be lost revenue to the City.
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Council instructed City Manager Gaugh to prepare ballot language to present to the
voters.

The current City of Cameron Code prohibits the use of ATVs on the city streets and makes no
provision for utility vehicles or golf carts.

Members of the public have expressed a desire to allow ATVs, utility vehicles and golf carts
within the city limits. We have looked at the State Statutes and codes of some of our
neighboring communities which have already made this change and have developed an
Ordinance to allow these types of vehicles with certain restrictions and provided for a permitting
process for same.

BACKGROUND

We originally entered an agreement with the Missouri Highways and Transportation
Commission on October 9, 2013; executed by the Commission on November 5, 2013.
This grant agreement approved the sum of not to exceed Ninety-Nine Thousand, Seven
Hundred Ninety-Five Dollars ($99,795) to the City of Cameron to assist with Airfield
Pavement Maintenance, AWOS and Land Acquisition; Project No. 13-013A-1 & 13-
013A-2

On June 2, 2014 we executed Amendment #1, requesting additional grant funding to
cover the costs associated with Airfield Pavement Maintenance, AWOS and Land
Acquisition. The Commission granted an additional sum of not to exceed Three Hundred
Forty-Nine Thousand Three Hundred Twenty Dollars ($349,320), and extended the
project time period.

This amendment, Amendment #2, will finalize the project with an additional $54,853 in

funding and extend the time period to January 31, 2016. This will allow us time to
complete and submit all required documentation.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends approving Amendment #2, allowing us to finalize our Airport
Pavement Maintenance Project.

Purpose

In January 2012, the Missouri Supreme Court delivered an opinion in the Street v. Director of
Revenue case which determined out-of-state purchases of automobiles and marine equipment are
not subject to local sales taxes. The Missouri Legislature reacted in 2013 by passing HB 184.
This bill established basically three things. First, it prohibited state and local use taxes on the sale
of motor vehicles, trailers, and marine equipment. This has no effect on Cameron because we do
not have a local use tax in place. Second, it requires all local taxing jurisdictions that do not
have a use tax must put to a vote of the people whether to discontinue collecting sales tax on the
sale of vehicles, trailers, and marine equipment that are purchased out-of-state. If this tax is
repealed it would obviously have a negative impact our General Fund budget and create an
unfair advantage for out-of-state vendors over Cameron businesses. Finally, HB 184 also
created a referendum action to repeal the tax at any time. To call for such a vote would need a
signed petition by 15% of the registered voters of Cameron requesting it.

Impact

If the City chooses not to pursue submitting the question to the voters or if the tax is repealed, on
March 1, 2017 the City will no longer receive marine and automobile sales tax on out-of-state
purchases. The sales tax money is currently deposited into the General Fund. MML has
estimated this would cost the City of Cameron roughly $25,000-$50,000 per year. Consideration
will need to be taken when considering the FY 2016-17 and future Budgets.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the Council pass this ordinance and present this question to the voters at
the August 2016 election. This ordinance has been reviewed by a municipal attorney and is
recommended by the Missouri Municipal League. Because of the widespread effect of the
Supreme Court’s decision, this issue will be appearing on ballots in numerous cities next year.
Currently only six cities have passed such issue.

Issues

The City has an agreement with Mediacom for its use of City-owned poles and rights-of-
way. The agreement spells out that Mediacom is to pay an amount of $48,000 for the year
upfront, and then submit tax payments it makes as a credit to that amount. However, there
was an error on Mediacom’s side of that part of the agreement, and they submitted
payments that did not cover the entire amount due.

The attached agreement makes the City whole for the payments that were not submitted
correctly. They are also reimbursing the City for the extra costs incurred for the process
required to reconcile the payments due. The total amount currently due is $14,241.83. It
will be paid to the City by the end of December, 2015.

WHEREAS, the City has asserted that MCC Missouri (“Mediacom”) failed to make a
forty eight thousand dollar ($48,000.00) payment in January of 2014 and again in 2015 as
required by Article I, Section 7 of that certain Agreement for Non-Exclusive Use of City Utility
Poles, by and between the City and Mediacom, dated June 3, 2013, for payment of Linear Foot
Charges for 2014 and 2015 (“Flat Fee Non-payment”); and

WHEREAS, Mediacom seeks credit for certain payments it claims it did make and
asserts that the Flat Fee Non-Payment was inadvertent; and

WHEREAS, the City and Mediacom desire to settle, release and discharge the other
from claims, demands, or causes of action relating only to the Flat Fee Non-payment or the
amount of any credit thereto upon payment of a certain amount which is composed of an amount
attributable to principal, interest and City’s costs and attorney fees.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI as follows:

Section 1: The City Manager is hereby authorized to execute the Settlement and Mutual
Release Agreement with Mediacom substantially in the form as attached hereto and incorporated
herein as Exhibit A on behalf of the City.

Section 2:  This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval as provided by law.

EXHIBIT A

SETTLEMENT AND MUTUAL RELEASE AGREEMENT

This Settlement and Mutual Release Agreement (the “Agreement”) by and between MCC
Missouri LLC, a Delaware limited liability company (“Mediacom”) with its principal office
located at One Mediacom Way, Mediacom Park, NY 10918 and the City of Cameron, MO (the
“City”), with an address of 205 North Main Street Cameron, MO 64429. Mediacom and City are
at times collectively referred to hereinafter as the “Parties.”

WHEREAS, the City has asserted that Mediacom failed to make a forty eight thousand
dollar ($48,000.00) payment in January of 2014 and again in 2015 as required by Article I,
Section 7 of that certain Agreement for Non-Exclusive Use of City Utility Poles, by and between
the City and Mediacom, dated June 3, 2013, for payment of Linear Foot Charges for 2014 and
2015 (“Flat Fee Non-payment”); and

WHEREAS, Mediacom seeks credit for certain payments it claims it did make and
asserts that the Flat Fee Non-Payment was inadvertent;

NOW WHEREFORE in consideration of the mutual covenants and commitments made
herein, and the circumstances set forth above, the parties agree as follows:

1. Mediacom agrees to deliver to the City an unconditional payment of fourteen
thousand two hundred and forty one dollars and eighty three cents ($14,241.83)
(“Settlement Payment”) not later than December 31, 2015 to satisfy the Flat Fee Non-
payment.

2. Upon timely receipt of the Settlement Payment by City, Mediacom and City shall be
deemed to have each released and discharged the other, including all subsidiaries,
principals, officers, agents, attorneys, servants, employees (both permanent and
temporary), successors or assigns and/or representatives of each, from any and all
claims, demands, or causes of action relating only to the Flat Fee Non-payment or the
amount of any credit thereto; provided this release shall not extend to relieve
Mediacom from any obligation or claim as to the sufficiency of or non-payment of
any other obligation to the City, including but not limited to any obligation as to
payment of or compliance with any required tax, pole use charge, franchise fee,
property tax or other City tax or fee, other than the Flat Fee Non-Payment.

3. The undersigned hereto declare and represent that by execution of this Agreement,
they have relied wholly upon their judgment, belief and knowledge of the sole claim
described herein, and that each has had the opportunity to consult with legal counsel
of their own choosing concerning whether it is advisable to enter into this Agreement.

4. The undersigned hereto each represents and warrants to the other party that there has
been no transfer, assignment or gift of all or part of the sole claim described herein,





and that each holds all of the right, title and interest thereto. Thus, each of the
undersigned below represents and warrants that he has the full and complete authority
to execute this Agreement.

5. This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the Parties hereto and is
intended as a full and final expression of their settlement and release of claims, and
this Agreement shall not be construed in favor of or against either party, but shall be
construed equally to both Parties.

6. If any provision of this Agreement shall be deemed invalid, the invalidity shall not
affect the other provisions of this Agreement.

7. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed under the laws of the State of
Missouri. The parties hereto agree that any action at law, suit in equity, or other
judicial proceeding arising out of this Assignment shall be instituted only in in federal
court of the Eastern District of Missouri and waive any and all objections to the
application of Missouri law and to the foregoing selection of the forum.

8. This Agreement shall be effective on the date of the last executed signature below.

The Parties acknowledge that they have read and understood the contents of this Agreement and
sign the same of their own free will.
