CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Street Projects. Projects include: the sidewalk extension and pedestrian overpass on 
Highway 36; reconstruction of several blocks in the area of Lathrop and Sixth; and, 
work will begin for some asphalt sealing to prevent deterioration of some of our 
recently asphalted streets.  


2. Council Chambers Audio-Visual System. There are several components to our sound 
and video system needing repair or upgrading. Ameresco is preparing an evaluation 
and recommendation for the improvements. 


3. Exploration of Transportation Development District (TDD). Improvements are 
needed at the intersection of Highway 36 and Bob Griffin Road. MoDOT does not 
have funding for this project, but may be able to assist in the future with some of the 
costs. Staff is looking into the possible development of a TDD in that area. This 
would be a special property tax assessment voted on, by and for property owners in 
the area, and/or a sales tax for sales occurring in the proposed district. The property 
owners must approve the TDD by a majority, of 4/7 of the owners need to approve 
the TDD. Staff will contact the property owners to see what the level of interest might 
be.

NEW BUSINESS 
 
Audit Presentation – Hochschild, Bloom & Company LLP.  Mike Williams, Hochschild, 


Bloom and Company LLP, presented the 2014-2015 annual audit and stated the City received a 
fair opinion and a clean, unqualified audit. Mr. Williams noted in his presentation the City of 
Cameron assets Total Net Position is $45,201,105 for the fiscal year.  This is total net position 
increase of $2,544,974.  The net position as of September 30, 2015 for revenue and expenses is 
$45,201,105 which reflects a $2,635,974 increase.  Mr. Williams also reviewed: the condition of 
City governmental funds (none were negative); assets; proprietary funds; liabilities; capital 
assets; and, long term debt.  Mr. Williams expressed his appreciation of City Staff noting their 
positive cooperation during the audit. 
 


Bill 2016-7, AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A MANAGEMENT 
AGREEMENT FOR THE CAMERON AQUATIC FACILITY BY AND BETWEEN THE 
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI; THE 
CAMERON PARK BOARD; AND, CAMERON REGIONAL YMCA, was read by title by 
City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2016-7 were available for the public.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Rogers to pass said 
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bill on first reading.  Discussion. Public Works Director Drew Bontrager informed Council the 
$15,000 fee is the same as the last few years.  One (1) change was made to the contract.  The 
Aquatic Center will close in August prior to the beginning of school and will not be open on 
weekends up to Labor Day due to staffing issues the contract, with the change, has been 
approved by the Cameron Park Board and the YMCA. Director Bontrager said the YMCA keeps 
all the revenues received and the City pays for the maintenance of the Center.  Revenue received 
by the YMCA will be provided for the next Council Session.   Bill 2016-7 passed on first reading 
only with a voice vote. Absent:  Councilmember Eddins. 


 
Bill 2016-8,  AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND

TO AND APPROVING THE MP-L4 REDEVELOPMENT PLAN, THE

Regarding the upcoming Fire Department sales tax, Mr. Sloan stated he does 
support the tax.  Mr. Sloan requested the work session with EDOC be open to the public. 
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John Feighert, 202 Golden Eagle Lane, talked about the untapped natural resource of 
people in Cameron for projects such as Dream Catchers, a youth center, etc.  Mr. Feighert 
encouraged people to work together for Cameron and suggested resurrecting a Midnight 
Madness event on Third Street.  Mr. Feighert also said United Fiber is using Cameron as a 
test market and suggested the City become a technology hub.

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
Street Projects- We expect that the contractor for the pedestrian access across Highway 36 
will be mobilized sometime during the month of May. This schedule will be similar for 
the contractor doing the eight block area in the vicinity of Sixth and Lathrop. This timing 
should work very well for the contractors to complete their work this construction season. 
 
We had three areas on Little Brick that showed signs of failure from the new work that 
was done last fall. The contractor (Herzog) has looked at the areas and thinks that at least 
one of the areas may have had a problem with the mix design. They will mobilize to 
make repairs to those areas. 
 
Automated Telephone Bill Pay Feature – In the next couple of months, we will be 
providing an additional service where customers can pay their utility bills through a 24-
hour automated system. We will provide more information in the near future, regarding 
this enhancement. 
 
Recycling Drop Relocation – It has been some time since we relocated the recycling 
drop-off from Sutherlands to Clinco. To date, the volume of material has nearly doubled 
at the new location and no reports of dumping or vandalism have been received. The new 
drop-off center that Clinco has built is efficient and well maintained. I have heard that it 
may need to be expanded to handle the large increase in material. This move looks to be a 
win-win for Sutherlands and Clinco. This will also save in transportation costs getting the 
material from Sutherlands to the new location. 
 
Exploration of  a Second Transportation Development District (TDD) – In  addition to 
the TDD at the Griffin Rd. Highway 36 area, we are exploring the possibility of a second 
TDD for the area just north of Highway 36 at Walnut/69. This would be a way to fund an 
extended sidewalk network, along with storm water and other improvements in the area. 
A MoDOT grant for part of this work is a possibility that would also be something that 
the TDD could provide matching funds for. We will see if we can make this happen. It 
would be a huge improvement for the area. 
 
 







 
 
Old School Committee – I met with the committee who manages the Old School last 
week. They would like some assistance with their parking area, since many entities use it 
and it is now has pretty severe problems. Since will have our contractor here to make 
repairs to Little Brick in the near future, they can look at the parking lot and provide a 
quote for repairs. Whether or not the City can participate in the cost of repairs, we can 
help them get cost estimates, etc. so they can make decisions regarding the parking lot.

Due to the size of the 
document, only Chapter 4 has been included in your packets, but the entire Comprehensive Plan 
2030 is available from Staff at Council Request. The language, as well as numeric data presented 
in Chapters 2 through 4 has been updated to reflect conditions as of 2015. Several of the goals 
presented herein have remained unchanged from the 2008 Plan. This is due in part to external 
factors which caused a period of delayed implementation since the 2008 document was adopted. 
As a result, the Plan’s original objectives derived from the public input received in at that time 
remain relevant, and implementation is ongoing.   
 
With this update, staff and the Planning and Zoning Commission agree that the current document 
and its goals will remain relevant for the next three to five years, at which time the public input 
process (focus groups and stakeholder interviews) would begin again for a new document.

PURPOSE 
 
The attached bill would authorize the City Manager to execute an agreement with the APAC-Missouri for the 
STP-7000(105) and STP-7000(106) project.  
 
DISCUSSION & FINANCING  
 
In the 2030 Comprehensive Plan pedestrian access on N. Walnut and US 36 overpass was identified by 
Cameron citizens as a priority.  With the number of pedestrians utilizing this route coupled with fatalities in 
the past the City Council continually outlined this as a priority. Since 2007 there has been continual 
conversation and work with MoDOT on how we could construct these improvements.  Although, funding 
was always the major obstacle until grant funding through the Transportation Enhancement grants was 
announced in 2012.   
 
Transportation Enhancement grants are federal funds available to local public agencies though a competitive 
grant process for transportation related projects.   Public agencies are reimbursed for project costs at a rate of 
80%, up to a maximum of $240,000.00 per grant, with a minimum 20% match.   
 
In 2013 we were notified of our grant award and entered into an agreement with the Missouri Highways and 
Transportation Commission to accept the monies and complete the project. There are officially two separate 
projects and project numbers, as we had to split the project in order to obtain enough funding. The first 
project is the construction of a five-foot wide sidewalk from Grand Avenue north to the US 36 overpass with 
the grant amount totaling $140,705.  The second portion requested and received the maximum funding 
amount of $240,000.  This is for the construction of a cantilevered pedestrian access at the US 36 bridge 
overpass.    
 
This project was initially bid as two separate projects last year in hopes of attracting more local contractors. 
However, we did not receive any local contractors and the bids came in higher than anticipated. 
Consequently, we repackaged the project as one bid and re-advertised. This bid opening occurred on 
February 4, 2016. We received a total of four (4) bids, with the lowest bid from APAC-Missouri with a low 
bid of $367,967.34 for STP-7000(105) and a low bid of $311,444.41 for STP-7000(106). Our match would 
be $127,967.34 for STP-7000(105) and $170,739.41 for STP-7000(106). 
 
APAC-Missouri, Inc has met all the requirements and was the best and lowest bid. Transystems has reviewed 
all submitted information and recommends approval. Additionally, MoDot also conducts a thorough review 
since this project utilizes federal and state grant monies. The MoDOT Concurrence of Award Letter is also 
included for your review.  Once APAC is issued the Notice to Proceed they will have 150 calendar days to 
complete the project.  
 
RECOMMENDATION 
 
We are recommending the Council adopt the attached bill authorizing the City Manager to execute the 
agreement with APAC-Missouri, Inc for the construction of the STP-7000(105) and STP-7000(106) projects.
