The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 21% day of March 2016, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Pro-Tem Jack led the Pledge
of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Mayor Pro-Tem Jack presided with the following Councilmembers present: Darlene
Breckenridge, Dennis M. Clark and Lynn Rogers. Absent: Jerri Ann Eddins.

Proclamation — Cameron High School Wrestling Team State Finish. Mayor Pro-Tem
Jack read and presented a proclamation from Mayor Clark to the 2015-2016 Cameron High
School Wrestling Team acknowledging their fourth place finish at the Missouri State High
School Activities Association Class 2 Wrestling Championships. Mayor Clark proclaimed the
week of March 21, 2016 as “Cameron High School State Wrestling Team Week” in the City of
Cameron.
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Vietnam Veterans Recognition ~ Daughters of American Revolution. Mayor Pro -Tem
Jack read a proclamation from Mayor Clark acknowledging all Vietnam Veterans and their
families for their service and sacrifices that were made during the Vietnam War. Vernon
Boswell, who served in Vietnam, was present and participated in the Proclamation presentation.

Wally Gallian, Cameron Newspapers, Inc., invited all present to attend a Political Forum
at City Hall on March 23, 2016 for the upcoming Council election.

Vernon Boswell, 10999 NE Old Highway 36, said he met with City Manager Gaugh and
Community Development Director Hamilton regarding the proposed location for the Animal
Shelter adjacent to the Wastewater Treatment Plant. Mr. Boswell stated his appreciation for the
respect and information he received but noted no one changed their mind during the meeting.
Mr. Boswell asked Council to reconsider the proposed location.

COMMUNITY PROJECT REPORT

City Manager Gaugh said he has been approached by the Dragonfly Remote Control
Club regarding a possible funding request.

MUNICIPAL POOL/BALL FIELD STATUS

None.
CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

1. City Manager Gaugh addressed the rules for Public Participation saying the Council
feels bad when a simple question cannot be answered. The City has been advised by
our City Attorney that we cannot comment in detail because that would be a Sunshine
Law violation. Items must be on the agenda for discussion so citizens
interested/affected would be notified of possible discussion. The public is welcome
to contact City Hall with questions.

2. Street Projects. The contractor should begin work on the pedestrian access across
Highway 36 in May. This schedule will be similar for the contract work on the Sixth
and Lathrop Project. There are three areas on Little Brick showing signs of failure
from the new construction completed last fall. The contractor (Herzog) has looked at
the areas and will make corrective repairs.

3. Automated Telephone Bill Pay Feature. Staff is working to provide an additional
service where customers can pay their utility bills through a 24-hour automated
telephone system.

4. Recycling Drop Relocation. The recycling drop off area relocation from Sutherlands
to Clinco has been successful. Materials being dropped off have nearly doubled since
the move.

5. Exploration of a Second Transportation Development District (TDD). Staff is
looking into the addition of a second TDD for the area immediately north of Highway
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36 at Walnut/69 to fund an extended sidewalk network with storm water and other
improvements. A MoDOT grant for part of this work is a possibility.

6. Old School Committee. Staff met with the committee who manages the Old School
last week. They would like some assistance with their parking area which has severe
problems. Our contractor will be here to make repairs to Little Brick in the near future
and they can possibly look at the parking lot and provide a quote for repairs. This will
help the committee get cost estimates, etc. so they can make decisions regarding the
parking lot.

Councilmember Breckenridge asked City Manager Gaugh to contact Bill Kemper,
Kemper Motors, to discuss a drainage issue and update Mr. Kemper on a report from engineers
on the drainage area.

Re: Manager’s Report

Mural Project — The mural project agreement has been signed and work is scheduled to
commence on May 10.

Transportation Advisory Committee (TAC ) — The TAC met to select transportation priorities for
the counties of Andrew, Buchanan, Clinton and DeKalb. Previous to the TAC meeting, Mo-Kan
staff met with county commissioners to generate a list of transportation needs in their respective
counties. The list from each county was discussed at the TAC meeting and then the members
ranked all the transportation needs using a point system. Of the five transportation priorities
receiving the most points, the number one priority was the interchange at 1-35 and Hwy. 36 along
Bob Griffin Road in DeKalb County/Cameron. The five priorities were submitted to MoDOT as
the Mo-Kan region’s top transportation needs to be considered for the Statewide Transportation
Improvement Plan (STIP).

There is no guarantee that a transportation priority submitted to MoDOT will receive funding.
However, MoDOT closely examines the TAC’s list and to the fund the projects when possible.
Several factors that are taken into consideration include MoDOT’s budget, the expense of the
project, traffic volume, and how critical the project is. The STIP is expected to have a larger
budget for the next few years, which increases the amount of funds available for projects.

Start Smart Initiative Grant — The St. Joseph area Community Action Partnership has a grant
opportunity available for the Governor’s Start Smart Initiative. The initiative is similar to a head-
start or pre-school program. Staff will be meeting in the very near future with the CAP
representative and Dr. Robinson from the school district.

Street Projects- We expect these projects to remain on schedule for a start date in May or June,
and completing around October. So, the eight blocks of reconstruction will begin soon, as well as
the pedestrian access over Hwy. 36 and adjoining sidewalks. These are being done by two
different contractors.

Old School Committee — I met with the committee who manages the Old School last week. They
would like some assistance with their parking area, since many entities use it and it is now has
pretty severe problems. Bryan Jones, an estimator from Herzog has given us repair prices. We
will relay that to the Old School Committee and see what the next step might be.






Drainage Channel Behind of Kemper Motors — Will provide update.

Citizen Questions —

What budget do the pool expenses come from? Answer: Park Fund 12-40 Budget.

Can the City spend trail money on streets, instead of the trail? Answer: No. The State
grant for trail construction cannot be used for any other purpose than trail development.
This is true of all grants that | can think of. They are specific in purpose.

Can the City help with the Old School Parking Lot? Answer: Currently, it would not be
legal for the City to help with the parking lot. However, if the parking lot was designated as
public parking, and an agreement was made, it may be possible for the City to help, should the
Council elect to do that. I am working on another project that could end up helping with the
parking lot, as well. | will know more at a later date. In addition, we can ask all user groups of the
parking lot if they could help with some of the expenses. This is still a work in process.

RE: Comprehensive Plan Update — Final Draft

This document is a revision of the 2008 Plan composed by Bucher, Willis, and Ratliff titled
Comprehensive Plan 2030. The majority of this document is essentially the same as the 2008
Plan, with the exception of the inclusion of four additional Appendices. Due to the size of the
document, only Chapter 4 has been included in your packets, but the entire Comprehensive Plan
2030 is available from Staff at Council Request. The language, as well as numeric data presented
in Chapters 2 through 4 has been updated to reflect conditions as of 2015. Several of the goals
presented herein have remained unchanged from the 2008 Plan. This is due in part to external
factors which caused a period of delayed implementation since the 2008 document was adopted.
As a result, the Plan’s original objectives derived from the public input received in at that time
remain relevant, and implementation is ongoing.

With this update, staff and the Planning and Zoning Commission agree that the current document
and its goals will remain relevant for the next three to five years, at which time the public input
process (focus groups and stakeholder interviews) would begin again for a new document.

Action:
1. Approve the Bill amending the document Comprehensive Plan 2030 as recommended.

2. Send the document back to the Planning and Zoning Commission for additional changes.
3. Make no changes at this time.

PURPOSE

The attached bill would authorize the City Manager to execute an agreement with BRS Construction,
LLC for the 6™ & Lathrop Project.

DISCUSSION

This is a planned and budgeted project for this fiscal year paid for through the Transportation Sales
Tax funds.

This project will address three of the projects listed as part of the Street Improvement Tax Projects.
Improvements will occur on Lathrop, from 4™ to 6"; Mead, from 6" to 8"; Harris, from 5" to 6™; 5"
from Harris to Lathrop; and 6™ Street from Harris to Mead.

BRS Construction, LLC was the low and best bid, of the five bids received, with a base bid of
$905,569.40. The Engineer’s Opinion of Total Probable Cost was $1,106,237.00.

BRS Construction, LLC, has met all the requirements and was the best and lowest bid. The design

engineering firm, Transystems, has reviewed all submitted information and recommends approval.
Their Recommendation of Award Letter is included for your review.

RECOMMENDATION

We are recommending the Council adopt the attached bill authorizing the City Manager to execute
the agreement with BRS Construction, LLC for the 6™ & Lathrop Project.

Recently, | had a request from the Cameron Municipal Band for additional funds for
program expansion. Since the band contract is coming up for the season, | made the
change for funding and made the contract period extending until September 30, 2016. A
new contract and budget for the band will need to be submitted and created for the next
fiscal year. This should occur around July to be included in next year’s budget. This will
change the contract period from the summer season, only, to an all-year contract
matching the City’s fiscal year. This will make the accounting and budgeting easier, but
the transition period will not match very well. After October 1, the City budget and Band
budget should closely track. Hopefully, this will make future budget comparisons of
revenue and expenses easier.

RE: Airspace and Access Easements — Cameron Memorial Airport
BACKGROUND

The acceptance of the attached easements is more of a staff policy, rather than a
requirement for a formal acceptance of easements. There are a total of three different
easements associated with this portion of our overall Airport Layout Plan involving the
Automated Weather Observation System. The AWOS is used for the purpose of
gathering and transmitting weather conditions at the Cameron Memorial Airport as
required by the Federal Aviation Administration and MoDOT Aviation.

The three easements are identified on our ALP as Tract U8- Curtis Easement; Tract U9-
Fridley; and Tract U10 — Groebe.

The Council has already approved the Airport Layout Plan, the project, acceptance of

grant monies for the cost of the easements, and the project itself. Additionally, the
easements have already been finalized and recorded last fiscal year.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends approving the three individual airspace and access easements as one
project in one reading.

Issues

During our most recent MoDNR inspection it was discovered the allowable limits for lead
base materials designated by the City did not match state regulations. State regulations have
decreased the allowable limits to 0.2% and 0.25% for fittings.

Discussion
The City currently abides by the 2009 International Code Council Codes which does have
lead base material limits. This ordinance would establish a lead ban policy in our Municipal
Code with stricter limits matching current state requirements.

Recommendation
Staff recommends passing the following ordinance and creating a lead ban ordinance for the
City of Cameron.

ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI ESTABLISHING DIVISION 9.
LEAD BAN CONTROLS, ARTICLE Il. WATER, CHAPTER 12
WATER, SEWAGE AND ELECTRICITY IN THE CODE OF THE
CITY OF CAMERON MISSOURI FOR PUBLIC AND PRIVATE
DRINKING WATER

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron owns and operates a water distribution and
treatment system to serve the citizens of Cameron; and

WHEREAS, lead in public and private drinking waterccan be detrimental to the
health and safety of those ingesting it; and

WHEREAS, the health and safety of the residents of the City of Cameron, Missouri
is of primary concern; and

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron desires to amend’ Article Il of Chapter 12 as
reflected below regarding the regulation of lead.in public and private drinking water
systems.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI
AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Division 9. LEAD BAN CONTROLS of Article Il in Chapter 12 shall be
established and reads as follows:

Sec. 12-170:— Purpose

The purpose of this division is:

(@) To ban the use of lead materials in the public drinking water system
and private plumbing connected to the public drinking water system;
and

(b) To protect the City’s residents from lead contamination in the City’s
public drinking water system and their own private plumbing systems.

Sec. 12-171. — Application of Division
This division shall apply to all premises served by the public drinking
water system of the City of Cameron.

Sec. 12-172. - Definitions
Definitions.
(a) Customer, shall mean the owner or person in control of any premises
supplied by or in any manner connected to a public water system.





(b) Lead based materials, shall mean any material containing lead in
excess of the quantities specified in Sec. 12-172 (c).

(c) Lead free, shall mean:

a. When used with respect to solder and flux, refers to solders and
flux containing not more than 0.2 percent (0.2%) lead; and

b. When used with respect to pipes and pipe fittings, refers to
pipes and pipe fittings containing not more than 0.25 percent
(0.25%) lead.

(d) Public drinking water system, shall mean any publicly or privately
owned water system supplying water to the general public-which is
satisfactory for drinking, culinary, and domestic purposes and meets
the requirements of the Missouri Department of Natural Resources.

(e) Water purveyor, shall mean the owner, operator; or. individual in
responsible charge of a public water system.

Sec. 12-173. — Policy

This division will be reasonable interpreted-by the water purveyor. It is
the purveyor’s intent to ban the use of lead based material in the
construction or modification of the City’s drinking water system or private
plumbing connected to the City system.  The cooperation of all consumers
is required to implement the lead ban. If, in the judgment of the water
purveyor or his authorized representative, lead based materials have been
used in new construction or ‘modifications after January 1, 1989, due
notice shall be given to the consumer. The consumer shall immediately
comply by having the lead base materials removed from the plumbing
system and replaced with lead free materials. If the lead base materials are
not removed from the plumbing system, the water purveyor shall have the
right to discontinue water service to the premises.

Sec. 12-174. - LLead Banned from Drinking Water Plumbing
(a) No water service connection shall be installed or maintained to any
premises where lead base materials were used in new construction or
madifications of the drinking water plumbing after January 1, 1989.
(b) If a premises is found to be in violation of this section, water service
shall be discontinued until such time the drinking water plumbing is
lead free.

Section 3. This ordinance hereby repeals all other ordinances pertaining to lead bans and
acceptable lead limits in the City of Cameron, Missouri, and any and all other ordinances
inconsistent herewith. This ordinance shall take effect and be in full after final passage
and approval.

Section 4. The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance approving it on behalf of the
City.

Section 5. The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City
of Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri that the Code of Ethics and Conduct is
hereby approved.

CAMERON CITY COUNCIL, APPOINTED BOARDS AND
COMMISSIONS
CODE OF ETHICS AND CONDUCT

The citizens of the City of Cameron expect and are entitled to a local government that reflects
uncompromising integrity and serves the public interest. The City of Cameron Code of Ethics
and Conduct was implemented to clearly establish standards of conduct to govern the
professional and relevant conduct of City Council members and appointed boards/commissions.

Compliance with all Laws

Members shall comply with the laws of the United States, the State of Missouri and the City of
Cameron in the performance of their public duties. Such laws include but are not limited to: the
United States and State of Missouri Constitutions, federal and state statutes, the City of Cameron
Code, laws pertaining to conflicts of interest, election campaigns, financial disclosures, open
meeting law, open record law, the City of Cameron Property Maintenance Code, Zoning
Ordinances and all policies adopted by the City Council.

Integrity and Accuracy

Members are expected to perform their duties with absolute integrity. No member of the City
Council, boards/commissions shall under any circumstances make a statement for any purpose
that is known by the member to be inaccurate or intended to be misleading.

Conduct of Members

It is acceptable and expected that members may disagree about issues brought before the
Council, boards/commissions. However, it is not acceptable for any member to make derogatory
comments about other members, their opinions or their actions. Members shall refrain from
exhibiting abusive conduct, personal allegations or verbal attacks upon the character or motives
of other members of the City Council, members of City boards/commissions, the staff and the
public.

The professional and personal conduct of members should be above reproach and shall avoid
even the appearance of impropriety where possible. Members should conduct their official and
personal affairs in such a manner that does not in any way suggest that they may be improperly
influenced in the performance of their official duties. Members shall, to the best of their ability,
serve the citizens of the City of Cameron conscientiously and with honesty and impartiality.
Members shall seek to perform their duties with diligence, efficiency and courtesy. Members
shall each make impartial decisions based upon consideration and analysis of the facts,
circumstances, merits and laws of each case without taking into account their personal
consideration or opinions.





Employment

City Council members are prohibited from applying for, or being appointed to any full-time City
of Cameron position for a period of one calendar year after the expiration of their term of office.
This does not apply to appointed boards/commissions, without appointing authority.

The City is responsible for the screening and appointment of the City Manager and City
Clerk/Finance Clerk positions during the hiring process. Since these positions are dependent
upon sound financial management skills and ability, background checks on applicants for those
positions will be conducted by the City. Any information obtained should be considered in the
overall process for these positions which are appointed by Council.

Electronic Devices During Meetings

In the spirit of the Sunshine Law, and in furtherance of the City Council’s commitment of
conducting government business with as much transparency as possible, electronic devices
belonging to a member should be used on a limited basis during City Council, board/commission
meetings. They can be used for reading and taking notes, however, use of electronic devices by
members for outside communications is, except for emergency communications, prohibited. It is
the City Council’s intent to prohibit electronic communications between members and other
persons during meetings. Therefore, any electronic communication, texting, or emailing during
meetings is strictly prohibited, except in the case of emergencies. Prohibiting communications
of this type enables all members to operate with maximum transparency and allows members to
avoid any appearance of perception of engaging in discussions of deliberations not open to the
public during City Council, board/commission meetings.

Respect for Process

Members shall perform their duties with the processes and rules of order established by the City
Council. Upon a “Call to Order” of the meeting, members will respect that a meeting is in
progress and barring emergencies, recognize that it is inappropriate to temporarily exit the
meeting unless a recess or adjournment has been called by the mayor.

Public Meetings

Members have the right to endorse candidates for all Council seats and other elected offices.
However, it is inappropriate to mention endorsements during City Council meetings or other
official City meetings or hearings. Members shall not provide testimonials or endorsements that
identify themselves as Council or board/commission members. Such remarks should make clear
that they in no way reflect the official position of the City Council, appointed
boards/commissions or the City of Cameron.

Members shall prepare themselves for discussion of public issues brought before their respective
boards. Members shall listen courteously and attentively to all discussion and comment on the





issue by the public, City staff and other members. Members shall refrain from interrupting other
speakers unless compelled to do so to ensure compliance with City Council policies or processes
for public meetings and shall additionally refrain from interfering with the orderly conduct of
City Council and board/commission meetings.

Impartiality

All City Council, boards/commission meetings and hearings shall be conducted fairly and
impartially. Members shall not show favoritism in carrying out the City’s business. The receipt
of campaign contributions should not in any circumstances constitute a basis for preferential
treatment.

Acting in the Public Interest

Stewardship of the public interest is the primary goal and concern of each member of the City
Council, boards/commissions. Therefore, members will work together for the common good of
the citizens of Cameron and not for any private or personal interest and members will strive to
assure fair and equal treatment of all persons, claims, issues or transactions brought before the
Cameron City Council, boards/commissions.

Conflict of Interest

Any member who has a conflict of interest, financial or otherwise, in any matter brought before
the City Council, boards/commissions for consideration or action shall declare and disclose the
conflict of interest to the City Council and shall not participate in discussion or voting on the
matter. Members should recuse themselves from the meeting room while discussion and vote are
taking place. A conflict of interest shall be defined as a statutory conflict of interest or any
situation, circumstances or financial interest that has the potential, in the members’ opinion and
judgment, to interfere with the proper exercise of public duty.

The minutes of a meeting wherein a declaration of a conflict was made shall not record a vote on
behalf of a member who leaves the room during the discussion and voting upon the issue. The
minutes of such meeting shall, however, record a “no” vote if the member remains in the room
and abstains from voting.

Gifts and Favors

Members shall not directly or indirectly solicit, receive or accept any gift if 1) a reasonable
inference could be drawn that the gift was intended to influence them in the performance of their
official duties, or, 2) the gift is intended to serve as a reward or in appreciation of any official
action taken by the member. Members shall not solicit or accept any gifts, favors or promises of
future benefits which might compromise the independent judgment and action or which might
give the appearance of being compromised. Members shall not take special advantage of
services or opportunities for personal gain, by virtue of their public offices that are not available
to the public in general.





Political Advocacy

Members shall not utilize the City’s name or seal for purposes of endorsing any political
candidate, business, program or other entity or activity unless brought to a vote before the City
Council and approved by a majority of the seated Council members.

Political Fundraising Activities

No City Council, board/commission member shall use his or her position, authority or influence,
whether actually possessed or anticipated, to interfere with or affect the results of an election or
to obtain a political or other type contribution. City Council members shall not use or attempt to
use any political endorsement in connection with any appointment to any City
board/commission.

These rules are not intended to preclude members from political fundraising activities, but to
ensure that these activities are undertaken only at private initiative and expenses in their role as
private citizens and thus do not reflect upon the official activities of the City.

Communication

Members shall publicly share substantive information that is relevant to a matter under
consideration by the City Council, board/commission, which was received by the member from
sources external to the public decision-making process.

Confidential Information

Members shall respect and preserve the confidentially of information concerning affairs of the
City. Members shall neither disclose confidential information without proper legal authorization
nor use such information in any way to advance or further their personal, financial or private
matters.

Advocacy

Members shall represent the official policies or positions of the City Council, board/commission
to the best of their ability when designated as delegates or representatives of the City. If a
Council, board/commission member acting as a delegate or representative of the City presents
their personal opinion or position on such an issue the member shall explicitly state that their
comments do not represent the City of Cameron or the City Council.

Policy Role of City Council Members

City Council members shall respect and adhere to the Council-Manager form of municipal
government implemented in the City of Cameron through its municipal code and as outlined in





the Missouri Statutes. The Council-Manager form of government requires the City Council to
determine all matters of policy for the City of Cameron with the advice, information and analysis
provided by City staff, the public and other City boards/commissions. Additionally, the Council-
Manager form of municipal government establishes that the City Manager shall be responsible
for all administrative functions of the City. Accordingly, City Council, board/commission
members shall not interfere with or impair the ability of the City Manager and other City staff to
determine and implement administrative matters.

Implementation of Code of Ethics and Conduct

This Code of Ethics and Conduct is intended to be self-enforcing by members of the City
Council and its appointed boards/commissions. Members shall be thoroughly familiar with this
Code and shall make every effort to embrace its provisions. The Code of Ethics and Conduct
shall be included in the orientation training for newly elected City Council, board/commission
members. All members shall sign a statement affirming they have read and understand the City
of Cameron Code of Ethics and Conduct.
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
