The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday, 


the 4th day of April 2016, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Dennis M. Clark led the Pledge 
of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  


 
Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided with the following Councilmembers present:  Darlene 


Breckenridge, Jerri Ann Eddins, Ronnie Jack and Lynn Rogers.   Absent:  none.  
 
Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Troy Dietrich and City 


Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 
 
Minutes of the March 21, 2016, Council Session were approved as submitted with a 


unanimous voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Rogers and seconded by 
Councilmember Breckenridge. 


 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 


 
Gina Reed, President of the Cameron Municipal Band, invited Council to a 150 year 


anniversary and celebration of the Cameron Municipal Band.  The celebration is being planned 
for the Independence Day Holiday. 


 
Steve Gallus, Freedom of Road Riders, asked for Council support to promote May as 


Motorcycle Awareness Month.  The Cameron Crossroads FORR Local 41 will be in Cameron 
April 23, 2016 for their annual ride to support awareness. 


 
COMMUNITY PROJECT REPORT 


 
City Manager Gaugh informed Council the agreement for the mural to be painted on the 


east side of Lilly Anna’s Home and Garden has been signed.  The artist will begin work May 10, 
2016. 
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MUNICIPAL POOL/BALL FIELD STATUS 
 
None. 
 


CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 
1. Transportation Advisory Committee (TAC). The TAC met to select transportation 


priorities for the counties of Andrew, Buchanan, Clinton and DeKalb.  The number 
one priority was the interchange at I-35 and Highway 36 along Bob F. Griffin Road in 
DeKalb County/Cameron. 


2. Start Smart Initiative Grant. The St. Joseph area Community Action Partnership has a 
grant opportunity available for the Governor’s Start Smart Initiative. The initiative is 
similar to a head-start or pre-school program. Staff will meet with CAP and the 
Cameron R-1 School district. 


3. Street Projects.  Projects are on schedule to begin in May/June and be completed by 
October.  Public Works Director Drew Bontrager gave a brief overview of the scope 
of work for three (3) projects which includes the Sixth and Lathrop Streets, North 
Mead Street and Lathrop in the 400/600 block area.  City Manager Gaugh reviewed 
financing and discussed the Transportation Sales Tax.  The tax generates $600,000 
per year and the money is banked to save up for projects.  The operating budget had 
$357,000 for street overlays in the last fiscal year.  There is $300,000 budgeted for 
street work this year. 


4. Old School Committee.   City Manager Gaugh met with the committee who manages 
the Old School last week. They would like some assistance with their parking area. 
Bryan Jones, an estimator from Herzog, has estimated repair prices. Discussion with 
the Old School Committee will continue on accomplishing the necessary repairs.  


5. Drainage Channel Behind Kemper Motors.  The City can place rock on one (1) or two 
(2) sides of the drainage area but the slope of the area cannot be changed because of 
the location of an underground powerline. 


6. Citizen Questions. At the last Council session questions were asked: 
• What budget do the pool expenses come from? Answer: Park Fund 12-40 


Budget. 
• Can the City spend trail money on streets, instead of the trail? Answer: 


No. The State grant for trail construction cannot be used for any other 
purpose than trail development. 


• Can the City help with the Old School Parking Lot?  Answer: Currently, it 
would not be legal for the City to help with the parking lot. If the parking 
lot was designated as public parking and an agreement was made, it may 
be possible for the City to help. City Manager Gaugh is working on 
another project that could help with the parking lot. User groups of the 
parking lot could be asked if they would help with some of the expenses. 
This is still a work in process.  


• Animal Shelter Status? Update. One location option is an area adjacent to 
the Waste Water Treatment Plant.  The property is owned by the City.  
When a new shelter is built, animals will need to be relocated for six (6) to 
eight (8) months.  The Treatment Plant has a remote area with only one (1) 
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house within 1000 feet.  The current location has 34 houses within 1000 
feet.  No final decision has been made.  Cemetery land was suggested, but 
that is prohibited by the donation of land for cemetery use only.  In 2009 
cemetery land was used for the south water tower with permission from 
the Cemetery Board and the family that donated the land.  There is also 
the option of rehabilitating the current facility for a three (3) to five (5) 
year period.  Staff is waiting on cost projections for the rehab.

• Recently, we had a mechanical failure at one of our wastewater lift stations that 
required continued work to keep a high flow of sewage from entering the 
environment. John Carroll, Supervisor, and five others, along with Alliance 
employees worked 27 hours straight in order to get the station back in operation.  


• After the work of Ameresco was completed at the station, there remained many 
other tasks to complete that were not part of that contract. Rick Bashor and some 
of his staff took on the painting, and assisted with the cabinet work and flooring.  


• Monday, April 11 was Lineman Appreciation Day for electric line workers.  
 
These are just some of the recent examples where the employees shine. There are others, 
and we want to recognize those when we can. 
 
Start Smart Initiative Grant – The St. Joseph area Community Action Partnership 
representatives were shown three potential locations in Cameron for the head-start 
program. Two were particularly suitable sites. The application is due May 13, so there is 
a very short time frame for them to complete the application. This is a competitive grant, 
but each project awarded is eligible for up to $1,000,000 in funding. 
 
Street Projects- We held the pre-construction meetings for the two major projects last 
week. The contractors reported that these projects are scheduled to begin on April 18 for 







the Lathrop area, and April 25 for the pedestrian access project. This is ahead of our 
initial timeframe. 
 
Old School Committee – We have received cost estimates for the parking lot at the Old 
School, which included partial replacement, as well. However, the cost appears to be 
beyond the capacity of any one entity to fund it. So, we are continuing to work on 
possible solutions, even if only temporary. 
 
Drainage Channel Behind of Kemper Motors – We have requested pricing for rip-rap 
from a local vendor, but have not received it at the time of this report writing. Will 
provide update as necessary. 
 
Animal Shelter Status Update – We are waiting on pricing for one of the several options 
we are considering, which is to make extensive repairs to the building to extend its life. 
Nothing has been received at this time in the way of a repair estimate. 
 
Mural Project – As reported at the April 4 meeting, the mural project agreement has been 
signed and work is scheduled to commence on May 10, pending approval of an easement 
from the property owner.

Recently, I had a request from the Cameron Municipal Band for additional funds for 
program expansion. Since the band contract is coming up for the season, I made the 
change for funding and made the contract period extending until September 30, 2016. A 
new contract and budget for the band will need to be submitted and created for the next 
fiscal year. This should occur around July to be included in next year’s budget. This will 
change the contract period from the summer season, only, to an all-year contract 
matching the City’s fiscal year. This will make the accounting and budgeting easier, but 
the transition period will not match very well. After October 1, the City budget and Band 
budget should closely track. Hopefully, this will make future budget comparisons of 
revenue and expenses easier.

During our most recent MoDNR inspection it was discovered the allowable limits for lead 
base materials designated by the City did not match state regulations.  State regulations have 
decreased the allowable limits to 0.2% and 0.25% for fittings.   
 


Discussion 
The City currently abides by the 2009 International Code Council Codes which does have 
lead base material limits.  This ordinance would establish a lead ban policy in our Municipal 
Code with stricter limits matching current state requirements.   


 
Recommendation 


Staff recommends passing the following ordinance and creating a lead ban ordinance for the 
City of Cameron.

        WHEREAS, the health and safety of the residents of the City of Cameron, Missouri 
is of primary concern; and 
 
        WHEREAS, the City of Cameron desires to amend Article II of Chapter 12 as 
reflected below regarding the regulation of lead in public and private drinking water 
systems.  
 
                NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF 
THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI 
AS FOLLOWS: 
 
Section 1. Division 9. LEAD BAN CONTROLS of Article II in Chapter 12 shall be 
established and reads as follows: 


 
Sec. 12-170. – Purpose 
 The purpose of this division is: 


(a) To ban the use of lead materials in the public drinking water system 
and private plumbing connected to the  public drinking water system; 
and 


(b) To protect the City’s residents from lead contamination in the City’s 
public drinking water system and their own private plumbing systems. 


 
Sec. 12-171. – Application of Division 


This division shall apply to all premises served by the public drinking 
water system of the City of Cameron. 


 
Sec. 12-172. – Definitions 
 Definitions. 


(a) Customer, shall mean the owner or person in control of any premises 
supplied by or in any manner connected to a public water system. 







 


(b) Lead based materials, shall mean any material containing lead in 
excess of the quantities specified in Sec. 12-172 (c). 


(c) Lead free, shall mean: 
a. When used with respect to solder and flux, refers to solders and 


flux containing not more than 0.2 percent (0.2%) lead; and 
b. When used with respect to pipes and pipe fittings, refers to 


pipes and pipe fittings containing not more than 0.25 percent 
(0.25%) lead. 


(d) Public drinking water system, shall mean any publicly or privately 
owned water system supplying water to the general public which is 
satisfactory for drinking, culinary, and domestic purposes and meets 
the requirements of the Missouri Department of Natural Resources. 


(e) Water purveyor, shall mean the owner, operator, or individual in 
responsible charge of a public water system. 


 
Sec. 12-173. – Policy 


This division will be reasonable interpreted by the water purveyor.  It is 
the purveyor’s intent to ban the use of lead based material in the 
construction or modification of the City’s drinking water system or private 
plumbing connected to the City system.  The cooperation of all consumers 
is required to implement the lead ban.  If, in the judgment of the water 
purveyor or his authorized representative, lead based materials have been 
used in new construction or modifications after January 1, 1989, due 
notice shall be given to the consumer.  The consumer shall immediately 
comply by having the lead base materials removed from the plumbing 
system and replaced with lead free materials. If the lead base materials are 
not removed from the plumbing system, the water purveyor shall have the 
right to discontinue water service to the premises. 


 
Sec. 12-174. - Lead Banned from Drinking Water Plumbing 


(a) No water service connection shall be installed or maintained to any 
premises where lead base materials were used in new construction or 
modifications of the drinking water plumbing after January 1, 1989. 


(b) If a premises is found to be in violation of this section, water service 
shall be discontinued until such time the drinking water plumbing is 
lead free. 


 
Section 3. This ordinance hereby repeals all other ordinances pertaining to lead bans and 
acceptable lead limits in the City of Cameron, Missouri, and any and all other ordinances 
inconsistent herewith. This ordinance shall take effect and be in full after final passage 
and approval. 


 
Section 4. The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance approving it on behalf of the 
City.

Issues  
 
Current power supply for the City of Cameron is supplied by Platte-Clay Electric Cooperative 
through a full service contract.  The original contract dated August 8, 1957 has provisions for the 
general rate structure to be amended.  We have been notified by Platte-Clay our electric rate will 
increase in May of this year. 
 
The increase is minimal, but it is staff’s belief the additional costs need to be passed on to our 
customers.  This is a direct and quantifiable increase to our operating costs.  The increase to our 
rates is necessary to maintain a healthy reserve balance for the electric department.  This is 
increasingly important with the potential need for an additional substation and infrastructure.    
 
This proposed electric rate adjustment will impact the average Cameron residential user (900 
kW) by an additional $1.49 per month.  Small commercial users (3,000 kW) will see an increase 
of $4.31 and large commercial and industrial users will see a minimal increase as well. 
 
 
Recommendation 


 
Staff recommends that Council approve the new electric use rate ordinance.  Three readings are 
recommended and will allow for rate to become effective on June 1, 2016.

Issues 
Council has the authority to write off bad debts.  Staff has implemented an annual write off for 
uncollectible utility accounts. To that end, Ordinance 5189 was passed February 2005 allowing 
Staff to write off past due accounts.   
 
Staff reviewed accounts and prepared the attached list for 2016 (totaling $34,411.94) for your 
consideration.  This amount is slightly less than last year’s amount but in line with previous 
years.  The 2016 list contains accounts that are three (3) years old or older.   
 
 
Discussion 
City Staff works to decrease this amount each year.  In the past, accounts have been sent to a 
collection agency for collection. Their efforts yielded little to no success on these delinquent 
accounts. Now, collection efforts are done in house.  The City also has the ability to take a 
limited number of individuals to small claims court each year.  This may be an option for several 
of the larger accounts.  We have also looked at raising deposits and other options to help limit 
these annual losses.
