The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 18" day of April 2016, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Jerri Ann Eddins asked
members of the Boy Scouts of America to lead the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United
States of America.

Manager Gaugh said the session is planned for April 26, 2016 in the training room in the lower
level of City Hall. The meeting will begin at 6:00 p.m. and close at 7:30 p.m.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

1. Employee Recognitions.

e Mike O’Donnell, Cameron Fire Department Chief, was recognized for 30 years of
service on the Cameron Fire Department at an event held on April 6, 2016.

e Joe Whitaker, Water Treatment Plant Operator, received the Operator of the Year
award at the annual meeting of the Northwest Section of the Missouri Water and
Wastewater Conference.

e A mechanical failure at one of the wastewater lift stations required continued
work to keep a high flow of sewage from entering the environment. John Carroll,
Water/Sewer Distribution Superintendent, and five (5) other Staff members, along
with Alliance employees, worked 27 hours straight in order to get the station
operational.

e Chief of Police Rick Bashor and some of his Staff took on the painting and
assisted with cabinet and flooring work after the renovation work of Ameresco
was completed.

e April 11, 2016 was Lineman Appreciation Day for electric line workers.

2. Start Smart Initiative Grant. St. Joseph area Community Action Partnership
representatives were shown three (3) potential locations in Cameron for a head-start
program. This is a competitive grant and each project could be awarded up to $1,000,000
in funding.

3. Street Projects. Pre-construction meetings were held for two (2) major projects last week.
The projects are scheduled to begin April 18, 2016 for the Lathrop Street area project;
and, April 25, 2016 for the Walnut Street pedestrian access project.

4. Old School Committee. Cost estimates have been submitted for the parking lot at the Old
School which includes partial replacement. The cost appears to be beyond the capacity of
any one (1) entity to fund.

5. Drainage Channel Behind Kemper Motors. Staff has requested pricing for rip rap rock for
the drainage area. Public Works Director Drew Bontrager contacted Bill Kemper after
the last Council Session to discuss the drainage issues.

6. Animal Shelter Status Update. A work session will be scheduled to discuss the Shelter.

7. Mural Project. Work on the mural could begin as early as April 25, 2016.

NEW BUSINESS

Bill 2016-20, AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI REPEALING THE CURRENT ELECTRIC RATES
AND ESTABLISHING NEW ELECTRIC RATES FOR CONSUMERS OF THE
CAMERON MUNICIPAL UTILITIES, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk
O'Connor. Copies of said Bill 2016-20 were available for the public. Motion was made by
Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Clark to pass said bill on first reading.
Discussion. Utility Director Zac Johnson informed Council Platte-Clay Electric Cooperative has
notified the City the electric rate will increase minimally in May. This is the first increase in two
(2) years that will be passed on to the consumer. The rate adjustment will impact the average
user by an additional $1.49 per month. The consumer rate increase is necessary to maintain a
healthy reserve balance for the Electric Department. Future needs for the Electric Department
include an electrical substation and relocation of underground lines located in contaminated
ground at the Sukup facility. Also, if there is a severe storm the reserve needs to be healthy to
recover from potential storm damages that possibly could occur. Staff recommends approval.
Bill 2016-20 passed on first reading only with a unanimous voice vote.

Bill 2016-21, AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF CAMERON
ACCOUNTING STAFF TO WRITE-OFF UNCOLLECTIBLE UTILITY ACCOUNTS
FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DEKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI,
was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O’Connor. Copies of said Bill 2016-21 were
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available for the public. Motion was made by Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by
Councilmember Jack to pass said bill on first reading. Discussion. Staff explained that all efforts
to collect these accounts have been exhausted and this process will help to clean up the utility
accounts. It was also noted that after the accounts are delinquent for three months, in house
collection efforts are utilized in an effort to collect these accounts. Every effort is made to collect
delinquent fees if a customer re-applies for utilities at a later date. Motion carried unanimously.

Re:  Manager’s Report

Street Projects- Contractors have mobilized for the Lathrop area project and the
pedestrian access project, as well. Recent rains have caused some severe erosion areas
along the pump house road for Eagle Lake. Other culvert/ditch washouts have occurred in
the city, as well. We will address those areas as we are able.

Old School Committee — We met with some of the Old School committee and we
discussed the parking lot issue. For now, we gave them a list of potential parking lot
contractors to see if some basic repairs can be made that won’t be too costly.

Drainage Channel Behind of Kemper Motors — Update- We have offered to Mr. Kemper
that the City will slope the ditch to a 3:1 slope and provide a grass cover that can be
mowed easily. At Mr. Kemper’s option, he can purchase rip-rap for the length of his
property and the City will pay for the sloping and installation of the material, since the
cost to the City will be about the same, either way.

Issues

During our most recent MoDNR inspection it was discovered the allowable limits for lead
base materials designated by the City did not match state regulations. State regulations have
decreased the allowable limits to 0.2% and 0.25% for fittings.

Discussion
The City currently abides by the 2009 International Code Council Codes which does have
lead base material limits. This ordinance would establish a lead ban policy in our Municipal
Code with stricter limits matching current state requirements.

Recommendation
Staff recommends passing the following ordinance and creating a lead ban ordinance for the
City of Cameron.

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron owns and operates a water distfibution and
treatment system to serve the citizens of Cameron; and

WHEREAS, lead in public and private drinking watergacan 4e detrimental to the
health and safety of those ingesting it; and

WHEREAS, the health and safety of the residents of the City off€ameron, Missouri
is of primary concern; and

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron desires to_amend Article Il of Chapter 12 as
reflected below regarding the regulation of leadyin public and private drinking water
systems.

NOW, THEREFORE{BE IT/ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF CAMERON, CEINTON"AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI
AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Division 9. LEAD BAN CONTROLS of Article Il in Chapter 12 shall be
established and reads asfollows:

Sec. 12-170.- Purpose

The purpose of this division is:

(@) Te banrthe use of lead materials in the public drinking water system
and private plumbing connected to the public drinking water system;
and

(b) To protect the City’s residents from lead contamination in the City’s
public drinking water system and their own private plumbing systems.

Sec. 12-171. — Application of Division
This division shall apply to all premises served by the public drinking
water system of the City of Cameron.

Sec. 12-172. - Definitions
Definitions.
(a) Customer, shall mean the owner or person in control of any premises
supplied by or in any manner connected to a public water system.





(b) Lead based materials, shall mean any material containing lead in
excess of the quantities specified in Sec. 12-172 (c).

(c) Lead free, shall mean:

a. When used with respect to solder and flux, refers to solders and
flux containing not more than 0.2 percent (0.2%) lead; and

b. When used with respect to pipes and pipe fittings, refers to
pipes and pipe fittings containing not more than 0.25 percent
(0.25%) lead.

(d) Public drinking water system, shall mean any publicly or privately
owned water system supplying water to the general public which is
satisfactory for drinking, culinary, and domestic purposes-and meets
the requirements of the Missouri Department of Natural Resources.

(e) Water purveyor, shall mean the owner, operatormor “individual, in
responsible charge of a public water system:

Sec. 12-173. — Policy

This division will be reasonable interpreted‘by the water purveyor. It is
the purveyor’s intent to ban the use of lead based material in the
construction or modification of the City’sdrinkingwater system or private
plumbing connected to the City system. Thecooperation of all consumers
is required to implement the leadgban./ If, in the judgment of the water
purveyor or his authorized representative,“lead based materials have been
used in new constructionyor ‘modifications after January 1, 1989, due
notice shall be given to the consumer. The consumer shall immediately
comply by having ‘the léad base,materials removed from the plumbing
system and replaced with lead free materials. If the lead base materials are
not removed from the plumbing system, the water purveyor shall have the
right to discentinue water service to the premises.

Sec. 12-174. - A.ead Banned from Drinking Water Plumbing
(@) No water service connection shall be installed or maintained to any
premisesiwhere lead base materials were used in new construction or
modifications of the drinking water plumbing after January 1, 1989.
(b) If aypremises is found to be in violation of this section, water service
shall be discontinued until such time the drinking water plumbing is
lead free.

Section 3. This ordinance hereby repeals all other ordinances pertaining to lead bans and
acceptable lead limits in the City of Cameron, Missouri, and any and all other ordinances
inconsistent herewith. This ordinance shall take effect and be in full after final passage
and approval.

Section 4. The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance approving it on behalf of the
City.

Section 5. The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.

Issues

Current power supply for the City of Cameron is supplied by Platte-Clay Electric Cooperative
through a full service contract. The original contract dated August 8, 1957 has provisions for the
general rate structure to be amended. We have been notified by Platte-Clay our electric rate will
increase in May of this year.

The increase is minimal, but it is staff’s belief the additional costs need to be passed on to our
customers. This is a direct and quantifiable increase to our operating costs. The increase to our
rates is necessary to maintain a healthy reserve balance for the electric department. This is
increasingly important with the potential need for an additional substation and infrastructure.

This proposed electric rate adjustment will impact the average Cameron residential user (900

kW) by an additional $1.49 per month. Small commercial users (3,000 kW) will see an increase
of $4.31 and large commercial and industrial users will see a minimal increase as well.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that Council approve the new electric use rate ordinance. Three readings are
recommended and will allow for rate to become effective on June 1, 2016.

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron owns and operates an electrical distribution
system as a stand-alone non-profit municipal enterprise to serve the citizens of Cameron,
and

WHEREAS, the City of Cameron has a full service contract with Platte-Clay
Electric Cooperative for power supply; and

WHEREAS, Platte-Clay Electric Cooperative will be instituting a rate increase on
purchased power starting on May 1, 2016; and

WHEREAS, the revenue received by the City for the sale of electricity must be
sufficient to purchase and deliver electricity to customers and maintain a reliable
distribution system.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF

Re: Pound Options

This is an update on the status of the Cameron pound options available for Council
consideration. Staff is seeking Council guidance on this issue due to a number of conditions at
the current facility which may cause the City to fail any future inspections by the State. A
conditional use permit was considered by the Planning and Zoning Commission proposing a new
location for the pound facility on City-owned land adjacent to the wastewater treatment plant.
P&Z is recommending denial of locating the facility on this tract due to concerns that it would be
an inappropriate use at that location. Council will be considering the Ordinance for the
Conditional Use Permit on May 16"

Staff received two bids for a new pound facility: Manion Complete Concrete - $246,321.50 and
Morton Building, Chillicothe - $355,476.00. If the Council chooses to build new, staff would
need to re-bid the project with more detailed specifications prepared by an Architect. This would
help reduce the total bid estimate, but require budgeting approximately $8,000 to $10,000 for
architect fees.

Since the April P&Z Commission meeting, staff has estimated that a remodel of the existing
facility may cost approximately $70,000. This would include a new roof, new drainage on the
north side of the building, repairing interior water damage (including mold mitigation),
additional concrete pad per State requirements, new chain-link gates for dog runs, ceiling repair
and new wiring.

Options:

1. Build a new pound facility — Either at the current location on South EIm, or the proposed
location by the wastewater treatment plant. An advantage of relocating the pound would
be the level of service would not be affected since the current facility on EIm would be
utilized until the completion of the new facility. Building a new facility on the South
Elm site would require the boarding the minimum three dogs as mandated by the State at
a separate facility within City limits which would need to meet State requirements until
the new building is completed.

2. Remodel the existing facility. This could be done with limited interruption of service
without relocating the animals. It is estimated the remodel would extend the life of the
current facility 5 to 7 years.

Re: Start Smart Grant Application and Resolution

The City of Cameron is partnering with CAP of Greater St. Joseph to pursue Community
Development Block Grant Funding through the Start Smart program. This is a competitive grant
which, if awarded, will provide up to one million dollars in funding for either construction of a
new facility, or remodel of an existing building to be used for early childhood education and
development. For a number of years, the City has been without the Head Start program, and this
has left a potential void in options for early childhood education for lower income households.

The Start Smart program will help in closing this gap, as well as provide a much needed service.
There are no matching cash funds required from the City. Staff is also assisting the Community
Action Partnership in locating a suitable site for the facility. Estimated cost of the project is
approximately $34,000 cash value from CAP plus $8,000 in-kind contributions from the City.
The attached Resolution will authorize the grant application to be submitted with the Community
Action Partnership as co-applicant. There are a number of items in the application that require
the Mayor’s signature prior to submittal to the Department of Economic Development. The
application deadline is May 13".
