MUNICIPAL POOL/BALL FIELD STATUS

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Street Projects. The Lathrop Street Storm Water Project is underway.  Work will 
begin on the pedestrian access Walnut Street Sidewalk Project soon. 


2. Lift Station #1 Emergency Repairs.  Emergency repair expenses had to be paid due to 
a recent malfunction at Lift Station # 1. The damaged pump caused debris in the wet 
well and resulted in the failure of the lift station. The pump had to be bypassed at the 
station in order to keep sewage from the environment. The repair cost was $17,000. 


3. Old School Committee. Staff met with the Old School Committee and discussed the 
parking lot issue. The Committee was provided with a list of potential parking lot 
contractors.  


4. Drainage Channel behind Kemper Motors. The City offered to slope the ditch behind 
Kemper Motors to a 3:1 slope and provide a grass cover that can be mowed easily.  
At Mr. Kemper’s option, he can purchase rip-rap for the length of his property and 
the City will pay for the sloping and installation of the material. At this time, Mr. 
Kemper has not responded to the offer. 


5. Animal Shelter Status Update. A meeting has been scheduled with Contractor Paul 
Turner to discuss the possibility of remodeling the Animal Shelter.  


6. Mural Project. Artist Kelly Poling has nearly completed work on the mural.  
 
Councilmember Breckenridge asked to have the public reminded to keep their grass 


clippings out of the streets and storm water inlets.

NEW BUSINESS 
 
Consideration of Demolition Grant Bids.  Community Development Director Hamilton 


stated Staff solicited bids for demolition of seven (7) dangerous structures under the Dangerous 
Structure Grant Program. The low bid of $34,223.36 was received from New Image Contracting 
out of St. Joseph, Missouri.  No local bids were submitted.  Staff recommends approval of the 
bid.  Councilmember Clark moved to accept the bid from New Image Contracting.  
Councilmember Jack seconded the motion which passed with a unanimous voice vote.  The next 
steps in the process are to acquire access easements for the demolitions and for the property 
owners to pay one-half of the demolition fee for their structure(s). 
 


Park Board Appointments.  The terms of Jennifer Helmich, Jason Jones and Richard 
Whalen expire in June 2016.   All three (3) agreed to serve again if re-appointed.  
Councilmember Jack moved to re-appoint Ms. Helmich, Mr. Jones and Mr. Whalen to three (3) 
year terms each.  Councilmember Feighert seconded the motion which passed with a unanimous 
voice vote.

 WHEREAS, the second annual Party in the Street celebrations will be held in the City of 
Cameron on June 10, 2016 and August 5, 2016; and 
  
 WHEREAS, vendors duly licensed and authorized, intend to establish defined venues for 
public sale and consumption of malt liquor and wine; and  


WHEREAS, the Cameron Chamber of Commerce asked that the Cameron City Council 
limit the public consumption of alcoholic beverages to a specific time period and a well-defined 
area during the Party in the Street celebration; and  


 WHEREAS, the City of Cameron recognized the necessity of limiting public sale and 
consumption of alcoholic beverages of all types to well-defined areas. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of 
Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, as follows: 
 
 Section 1.  Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 6-115 of the revised Ordinances of 
the City of Cameron, which shall continue in full force and effect except for June 10, 2016 and 
August 5, 2016, in the street area on Cherry Street between Third Street and Second Street    
including Public Right a Way  upon which dates there shall be permitted and authorization to a 
duly licensed applicant to sell alcohol on public property and to allow public consumption of 
alcohol on public property in accordance with a picnic license duly issued by the State of 
Missouri, the County of Clinton and the City of Cameron. 


 
 Section 2. The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance.   
 
 Section 3. The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 
 Section 4. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 
passage and approval.

RE:  Council Chambers Audio/Visual System 
 
Issues  
 
City Hall was built in 2001, and most of the current equipment for the audio visual 
system is 15 years old. This is a lot of age for electronic components. The Council 
Chambers is used by multiple boards and commissions throughout the year, and the 
equipment is in need of replacement. We no longer need to use the current configuration 
for the system. The monitors are outdated and take up unnecessary space, reducing space 
under the counter. Two of the monitors need to be replaced, due to failure. One has been 
replaced once, already, but it has failed, since. We can replace monitors with smaller, flat 
panel monitors mounted on top of the counter. The glass tops can be removed and a new 
counter installed that will allow the use of wireless mics. The existing microphones have 
been a constant problem and some were replaced with different models, since the 
originals are no longer available. The CPU is not only old, but the operating software and 
programs will need to be replaced. The projection system can be replaced with something 
less costly, while providing higher resolution. The upper wall sconce lights have been a 
source of expense, because of the high heat output. Failures have been common and are 
relatively expensive. Today’s L.E.D. technology will allow better lighting with low heat 
output and higher electrical efficiency, along with lower maintenance cost.  
 
We advertised for proposals to replace the system and received a proposal from 
Ameresco. Their engineer has evaluated the system and made recommendations for a 
replacement system. Ameresco is same company that installed energy conservation 
improvements in City buildings, along with the Automated Metering Infrastructure. They 
will provide a turnkey service for the audio visual system and supply a specification for 
the L.E. D. lighting, which will be replaced by the City’s Electric staff. We are not 
recommending adding video streaming, because of additional cost ($8,200), unknown 
legal issues for archiving, staff management of data and unknown increased cost for 
stored data. Interested attendees have videoed the meetings in the past, and may continue 
to do so, as long as they do not cause disruption to the meeting(s).  
 
Since the system is used by all major departments in the City, the cost ($46,500) will be 
allocated accordingly, lessening the impact to any singular department. 
 
Recommendation 
 
Staff recommends that the Council approve Ameresco’s proposal to replace the 
components with a more reliable and efficient system utilizing today’s technology.

For a number of years, this requirement has been in 
place. However after staff investigation, it has been determined that it is the Attorney General 
who shall enforce that law. It appears the City is not required to have this, as the State would 
request identity information from the employer if it feels workers are in violation.  The state or a 
court would then direct Cameron to suspend the business license until the employer complies 
with the State law.

PURPOSE 
 
The attached bill would repeal Ordinance 5887 and authorize the City Manager to execute a second 
Supplemental Agreement with the Missouri Highways and Transportation Committee to revise the 
original agreements for construction of pedestrian improvements on N Walnut Street and the US 36 
overpass. 


 
DISCUSSION & FINANCING  


 
The Missouri Highways and Transportation Committee and City initially entered into two agreements in 
April of 2013, with the first supplemental agreement in October of 2014. The first agreement, STP-
7000(105), is for the construction of a cantilever pedestrian access at the US 36 bridge overpass. The 
second agreement, STP-7000(106), is for the construction  of a five-foot wide sidewalk from Grand 
Avenue north to the US 36 overpass. Both of these projects utilize Transportation Enhancement funds 
we received through two separate competitive grants.    
 
We executed the Second Supplemental Agreement in June of 2015, but it was never fully executed by 
MoDOT Commission due to the re-letting the project. Therefore, we need to repeal our Ordinance 
relating to the initial Second Supplemental Agreements and replace with this updated version.  
Ultimately, this only updates the Project Schedules to reflect the change in dates. MoDot requires us to 
execute a supplemental agreement by City Ordinance to accept this change.     
 
 


RECOMMENDATION 
 
We are recommending the Council adopt the attached bill repealing Ordinance No. 5887 and authorizing 
the City Manager to sign the Transportation Enhancement Funds Program Second Supplemental 
Agreements with the Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission.

 WHEREAS, the City applied for and was successful in obtaining two Transportation 
Enhancement grants in order to complete pedestrian safety improvements along Walnut; and  
 


WHEREAS, in April of 2013 the City of Cameron and the Missouri Highways and 
Transportation Commission entered into an agreement for the use of Transportation Enhancement Funds 
to construct pedestrian access along Walnut Street, STP-7000(106) and over US 36 STP-7000(105); and 
  


WHEREAS, in October of 2014 the City of Cameron and the Missouri Highways and 
Transportation Commission executed the First Supplemental Agreement for both projects; and  


 
WHEREAS, in June of 2015 the City of Cameron executed the second Supplemental Agreement 


for both projects, but the agreement was never executed by the Missouri Highways and Transportation 
Commission due to re-letting the projects; and 


 
WHEREAS, the project schedule changed, for both projects, and an updated Second 


Supplemental Agreement needs executed to reflect the new project schedules.  
 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City of Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb 
Counties, Missouri as follows: 
 
  Section 1.  The City Manager is hereby authorized to execute the Transportation Enhancement 
Funds second Supplemental Agreement with the Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission for 
the construction of pedestrian access along North Walnut Street and for pedestrian access at the US 
Highway 36 bridge overpass; all as per the supplemental agreements attached hereto and made a part 
hereof. 
 
 Section 2. The City Manager is authorized to execute any ancillary documents associated with this 
project.   
 


Section 3. The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance on behalf of the City of Cameron.  
  
 Section 4.  The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 


Section 5.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage.

Issue: 
In years past, the Cameron Police Department and the Cameron Ambulance District have entered 
into a contract for emergency medical dispatching services on an annual basis.  The fees have 
been based on a percentage of time and ratio of calls for service annually for both entities.  The 
average annual cost, for the last three years, for dispatching the Cameron Ambulance District has 
been $20,338.00 and the annual calls for service the last three years have averaged 1,779. 
 
To make the contract process easier for both entities and to facilitate an easier budgeting process 
we recommend setting a flat annual fee of $20,500, for dispatching emergency medical services.  
This annual fee and contract would be for a period of three (3) years.   
 
The Cameron Ambulance District and the Cameron Police Department will still conduct the 
annual review in January of each year.  If there have been no significant changes (less than 10%) 
in the volume of calls for service or more than a 10% increase in expenses for the dispatching of 
emergency medical services the contract will not be presented to the City Council or Cameron 
Ambulance District Board of Directors for review and will remain valid.   
 
At the end of the three years, if there have been no previous contract revisions and extensions, a 
financial expense and call for service review will be conducted, by both entities, to review the 
existing contract.  A new contract will be developed and presented to the City Council and the 
Cameron Ambulance District Board of Directors for review and approval. 
 
Recommendation: 
Review and approve the flat annual fee, of $20,500, for dispatching emergency medical service 
calls for the Cameron Ambulance District.  Enter into a three-year contract, which is subject to 
review by either party at any time, with the Cameron Ambulance District for dispatching EMS 
calls for service.

II. 


RECITALS 
 


            WHEREAS, the Cameron Police Department and the Cameron Ambulance District have 
entered into a contract for emergency medical dispatching services on an annual basis.  The fees 
have been based on a percentage of time and ratio of calls for service annually for both entities.  
The average annual cost, for the last three years, for dispatching the Cameron Ambulance 
District has been $20,338.00 and the annual calls for service the last three years have averaged 
1,779; and               
 
            WHEREAS, to make the contract process easier for both entities and to facilitate an 
easier budgeting process, we recommend setting a flat annual fee of $20,500, for dispatching 
emergency medical services.  This annual fee and contract would be for a period of three (3) 
years; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Cameron Ambulance District and the Cameron Police Department will 
still conduct the annual review in January of each year.  If there have been no significant changes

WHEREAS, both the City of Cameron and the Ambulance District are political 


subdivisions in their own right and are therefore empowered to enter into joint powers 
agreements under Article VI s 16 of the Missouri Constitution and Section 70.220 RSMo; and 


 
WHEREFORE, the parties have entered into this Agreement and the Covenants 


contained herein in order to fulfill their respective fiduciary duties to protect the public health 
and safety. 
 


III. 
FINANCING AND CONSIDERATION 


 
The Ambulance District shall reimburse the Public Safety Dispatch Center $20,500.00 


annually for the term of this Agreement, March 1, 2016 – February 29, 2019, which constitutes a 
term of three (3) years.  This amount may be paid in total within ten (10) days of signing the 
Contract, or in lieu thereof, the Ambulance District may make four quarterly payments in the 
amount of $5,125.00 with the first payment due on or before April 1, each year and with each 
additional payment due on or before the 1st days of July and October, each year, and the final 
quarterly payment of $5,125.00 on or before the 1st day of January of each year.  The total cost of 
this three (3) year contract is $61,500.00. 
 


IV. 
NO VICARIOUS LIABILITY FOR EITHER PARTY AND  


INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR RELATIONSHIP 
 
 The Public Safety Dispatch Center agrees to hold the Ambulance District completely 
harmless and without fault for any civil, criminal, or administrative liability whatsoever that 
might conceivably result from the Public Safety Dispatch Center’s dispatch services and 
activities except that if there is any finding of ultimate liability to or settlement with a third party, 
the Ambulance District shall be liable for its contributory share of any negligence.  Similarly, the 
Ambulance District agrees to hold the Public Safety Dispatch Center harmless and without fault 
for any civil, criminal or administrative liability that might conceivably result from any of the 
Ambulance District’s official governmental activities such as responding to the Public Safety 
Dispatch Center’s dispatch services and including but not limited to vehicular operations, law 
enforcement activities, fire fighting, or rendition of patient care, except that if there is any 
finding of ultimate liability or settlement with a third party, the Public Safety Dispatch Center 
shall be liable for its contributory share of any negligence.  Both parties agree to carry maximum 
liability exposure insurance for public entities and to aggressively assert through their respective 
insurance carriers or their own representatives any and all defenses to any conceivable claims, 
including but not exclusively, any defense available under the Sovereign Immunity doctrine, the 
Official Immunity Doctrine, or the Missouri Public Duty Doctrine and to settle any claim only 
after good faith negotiations. 
 


V. 
SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED BY THE PUBLIC SAFETY DISPATCH CENTER 


 
 The Public Safety Dispatch Center’s dispatchers shall provide dispatch services twenty-
four (24) hours a day, seven (7) days a week.  The Public Safety Dispatch Center’s dispatchers 
shall be familiar with the road system in the Ambulance District’s area and the capabilities of the 







 


Ambulance District and other public safety agencies and first responders.  The Public Safety 
Dispatch Center’s dispatchers shall promptly evaluate and answer requests for assistance, 
promptly dispatch the Ambulance District in accordance with mutually agreed to criteria, 
protocols, and manuals as applicable and appropriate.  The Ambulance District shall fill out an 
Attachment “A” that delineates its special needs to be provided by the Public Safety Dispatch 
Center such as by way of example only the need for confidentiality of criminal records on 
“MULES” searches for law enforcement; or the need for special handling on “Community 
Notice” requirements for hazardous materials and responses by fire departments; or the goal to 
have pre-arrival instructions and a medical director that meets the requirements of Section 
190.134 RSMo and 19 C.S.R. 30-40.303(4), for emergency medical service responses whether 
ground ambulance, air ambulance or EMS first responders.  (In regard to the latter goal, although 
not contemplated at the time of execution of this Agreement, it shall remain the goal of all parties 
to have the Public Safety Dispatch Center’s dispatchers ultimately trained in pre-arrival 
instructions pursuant to a nationally recognized training program).  Attachment “A” shall be 
attached to this Agreement and shall be incorporated into this Agreement by reference as if fully 
set out herein. 
 


VI. 
TIMELY RECORD PRODUCTION AND RECORD RETENTION 


 
 By the tenth of each month, the Public Safety Dispatch Center shall provide to the 
Ambulance District all the preceding month’s times for calls received, unit dispatched, unit en 
route, arrival at location, arrival to patient, departure from location, arrival at destination, and 
unit available that the Ambulance District shall need to meet the Ambulance District’s reporting 
requirements to other federal, state, or local agencies.  The Public Safety Dispatch Center shall 
also make its recording compact disc (CD) of its dispatch activities readily available to the 
Ambulance District for a minimum of sixty (60) days and shall make said CD’s available to the 
Ambulance District upon a timely request and payment of a $25.00 fee-per-CD.  Long term 
paper record retention shall be for six (6) years so as to be in compliance with both the general 
tort law statute of limitations of five (5) years (see 516.120(4) RSMo) and with the Federal 
Health Insurance Portability and Affordability Act’s record retention requirement of six (6) 
years. 
 


VII. 
EFFECTIVE DATE, TERM OF AGREEMENT 
AND TERMINATION NOTICE PROCEDURES 


FOR WITHOUT CAUSE AND FOR CAUSE 
 
 The effective date of this Agreement shall be on the date of execution as indicated in 
Section IX below.  Thereafter, the term of this Agreement shall continue on an annual basis, 
beginning from the identified date of execution of each year with such amendments and changes 
as the parties have agreed thereto per the procedures provided by in Section VIII hereof as 
provided in this Agreement.  This shall be a three (3) year agreement.  In January of each year, 
this contract shall be reviewed by the EMS Director, the Chief of Police and the 
Communications Supervisor, followed by a review by the Cameron Ambulance District Board of 
Directors and the City of Cameron City Council. The Cameron Ambulance District and the 
Cameron Police Department will still conduct the annual review in January of each year.  If there 
have been no significant changes (less than 10%) in the volume of calls for service or more than 
a 10% increase in expenses for the dispatching of emergency medical services the contract will 







 


not be presented to the City Council or Cameron Ambulance District Board of Directors for 
review and will remain valid.    
 
This Agreement may be terminated by any party hereto without cause upon ninety (90) days 
advance written notice by certified mail return receipt requested upon delivery to the other 
parties.  In the event of the failure of the Ambulance District to make any of the payments 
provided herein when due, or after written notice by any party to the others of the breach of any 
covenants herein or such party’s failure to perform any obligation provided herein and not 
otherwise excused, of such breaching party’s failure to correct such breach or perform such 
obligations within sixty days after the date of such notice, then the parties not in breach at such 
parties’ option may declare this Agreement, and the breaching party’s right hereunder, to be 
forfeited and terminated; or suspend further payments, if applicable, until such breach be cured, 
or exercise and proceed with any remedy available to such party under Missouri law.  In any 
such event, the breaching party agrees to pay all reasonable expenses and costs of the prevailing 
party, including attorney’s fees and court costs incurred by such prevailing party in asserting any 
rights hereunder. 
 


VIII. 
AMENDMENTS AND INTEGRATION 


 
The parties intend that this Agreement be the sole agreement among the parties and that 


no other documents nor understandings (except for Attachment “A”) are to be hereby in any way 
incorporated by reference unless the Agreement is properly amended as provided herein.  This 
Agreement may be amended only in writing, executed by authorized persons for each party, and 
only after adoption of said amendments by resolution of the governing Boards for each party.

PURPOSE 
 
We are requesting authorization for the City Manager to enter into a contract with Vance 
Brothers, Inc for $51,067.16 for various street sealing projects.    


 
 


BACKGROUND 
 


Preventative maintenance is a crucial component to maintaining our streets.  Both of the 
following are different methods to continue to maintain our streets in good to fair 
condition.  Specifically this project includes a Cape Seal on East Third, from East Street to 
Walnut Street, and a Micro Surfacing on Ensign Trace, from Willowbrook to Eighth Street. 
Crack sealing, roadway prep and clean up are included in the total unit price.  


 
 


BID PROCEDURE 
  


In 2009, the last time we had funds to complete this type of work, we published a bid 
notice in the Cameron Citizen Observer and contacted a few different companies.  Vance 
Brothers was the only bid submitted. There are only a few companies capable of 
completing all aspects of this type of project. We did some research this year, and were not 
able to find a company closer than the St. Louis area.    


 
 


DISCUSSION & FINANCING  
 
This is a budgeted item in our Street Improvement Contract Line Item for this work and 
other projects.  The unit cost and total cost is in line with what we anticipated. In order to 
keep the pricing lower, we are suggesting working with Vance Brother’s schedule when 
they are doing similar work in our area. If we are willing to work with them on the timing, 
they will not charge us mobilization fees. Consequently, there will be a delay from the chip 
seal on Third Street, before the Micro Seal is applied. We recommend the Council 
authorize the City Manager to enter into this agreement.
