Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
Street Projects- E. Third St. surfacing is now complete, with a new Cape Seal. The public works 
crew also made modifications to improve drainage near the Mulberry intersection that existed for 
many years.  
 
The Lathrop project is continuing, with several streets under construction at this time. The 
contractor is installing storm pipe, sidewalk, curb and gutters. Gas line relocates should have all 
been completed by the time of the Council meeting. 
 
Staff held a pre-construction meeting for the sidewalk overpass project two weeks ago. The 
contractor (Capital Const.) plans to mobilize and begin construction within four weeks of the 
meeting.  
 
Sewer Projects – Work has been continuing on the F-0001 sub-basin, with pipe relining and point 
repairs where needed. The sludge processing building at the wastewater plant has the foundation 
poured and most likely the floor by now.  
 
Dilapidated Structures Demolitions – Work has started on the demolitions and six houses are 
scheduled at this time. We are still in the process of getting two commercial structures removed. 
The old Furniture Depot is about 75% emptied, and should be done within a month. Then, the 
demolition can take place, hopefully. Court dates are being scheduled for the foundation removal 
at Prospect and Walnut. This removal is being challenged by the property owner. 
 
Economic Development – Staff is updating all available commercial properties as we do, 
periodically. This includes asking price, acreages, current availability, enhancements, etc. 
We have had some encouraging activity on the development side. The Chung’s expansion will 
consist of a major parking expansion, enlarged fueling stations and additional retail space. Major 
improvements were made to the parking area at the travel center at Nelle’s. We continue to have 
potential developers look at our area for opportunities. Interest has been in food service, retail, 
hydroponics, hospitality businesses and a recreation-type business. We have also had speculators, 
who are just interested in the area in general, with no specific plan.  
 
Police Dept. Press Release -  
On June 17, 2016, the Boy Scouts of America Cub Scout Pack 208 filed a police report with the 
Cameron Police Department in reference to money missing from their account. Cameron 







Detectives began the investigation which took them to a period from 2013 until 2016. The 
amount of money missing which was found through the investigation was $21,917.66. 
On June 30, 2016, Matthew B. Jackman was arrested and charges with Class C Felony of Stealing 
through the Clinton County Prosecutor’s Office. Mr. Jackman’s bond was set and he has posted 
bond. Chief Rick Bashor

However after staff investigation, it has been determined that it is the Attorney General 
who shall enforce that law. It appears the City is not required to have this, as the State would 
request identity information from the employer if it feels workers are in violation.  The state or a 
court would then direct Cameron to suspend the business license until the employer complies 
with the State law.

CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS: 
 
 Section 1.  Section 6-20.3. Immigration Compliance, Article II. General Business 
License, Chapter 6, Licenses and Business Regulations in the Code of the City Of Cameron 
Missouri shall be repealed and replaced to read as follows: 
 


6-20.3:  Reserved 
 


Section 2.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance approving it on behalf of the 
City. 
 


Section 3.  The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 


Section 4.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and 
approval.

Re: EMS Dispatching Fees and Contract renewal 
  
Issue: 
In years past, the Cameron Police Department and the Cameron Ambulance District have entered 
into a contract for emergency medical dispatching services on an annual basis.  The fees have 
been based on a percentage of time and ratio of calls for service annually for both entities.  The 
average annual cost, for the last three years, for dispatching the Cameron Ambulance District has 
been $33,067.00 and the annual calls for service the last three years have averaged 2,036. 
 
To make the contract process easier for both entities and to facilitate an easier budgeting process 
we recommend setting a flat fee of $24,000 for the first year of the contract, $28,000 for the 
second year of the contract and $33,000.00 for the third year of the contract for dispatching 
emergency medical services.  The total fees collected for this three year contract will be $85,000.   
 
The Cameron Ambulance District and the Cameron Police Department will still conduct the 
annual review in January of each year.  If there have been no significant changes (less than 10%) 
in the volume of calls for service or more than a 10% increase in expenses for the dispatching of 
emergency medical services, the contract will not be presented to the City Council or Cameron 
Ambulance District Board of Directors for review and will remain valid.   
 
At the end of the three years, if there have been no previous contract revisions and extensions, a 
financial expense and call for service review will be conducted, by both entities, to review the 
existing contract.  A new contract will be developed and presented to the City Council and the 
Cameron Ambulance District Board of Directors for review and approval. 
 
Recommendation: 
Review and approve the three year graduated fee schedule for dispatching emergency medical 
service calls for the Cameron Ambulance District.  Enter into a three-year contract, which is 
subject to review by either party at anytime, with the Cameron Ambulance District for 
dispatching EMS calls for service.

            WHEREAS, the Cameron Police Department and the Cameron Ambulance District have 
entered into a contract for emergency medical dispatching services on an annual basis.  The fees 
have been based on a percentage of time and ratio of calls for service annually for both entities.  
The annual cost for dispatching the Cameron Ambulance District is $33,067.07 and the annual 
calls for service are 2,036; and               
 
            WHEREAS, to make the contract process easier for both entities and to facilitate an 
easier budgeting process, we recommend setting a flat annual fee for dispatching emergency 
medical services.  The first year’s annual flat fee will be $24,000.00, the second year’s annual 
flat fee will be $28,000.00 and the third year’s annual flat fee will be $33,000.00.  These annual 
fees and contract would be for a period of three (3) years; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Cameron Ambulance District and the Cameron Police Department will 
still conduct the annual review in January of each year.  If there have been no significant changes 
(less than 10%) in the volume of calls for service or more than a 10% increase in expenses for 
the dispatching of emergency medical services the contract will not be presented to the City 
Council or Cameron Ambulance District Board of Directors for review and will remain valid; 
and  
 
            WHEREAS, at the end of the three years, if there have been no previous contract 
revisions and extensions, a financial expense and call for service review will be conducted, by 
both entities, to review the existing contract.  A new contract will be developed and presented to 
the City Council and the Cameron Ambulance District Board of Directors for review and 
approval. 
 
            NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of 
Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri as follows: 
 
            Section 1.  The Mayor is hereby authorized to enter into a three year contract with the 
Cameron Ambulance District for dispatching of emergency and non-emergency medical calls for 
service at a flat rate of $24,000.00 for the first year, $28,000.00 for the second year and 
$33,000.00 for the third year, unless annual financial revisions and contract extensions dictate 
otherwise, all in substantially the same form attached hereto and made apart hereof. 
 
            Section 2.  The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.

II. 


RECITALS 
 


            WHEREAS, the Cameron Police Department and the Cameron Ambulance District have 
entered into a contract for emergency medical dispatching services on an annual basis.  The fees 
have been based on a percentage of time and ratio of calls for service annually for both entities.  
The annual cost for dispatching the Cameron Ambulance District is $33,067.07 and the annual 
calls for service are 2,036; and               
 
            WHEREAS, to make the contract process easier for both entities and to facilitate an 
easier budgeting process, we recommend setting a flat annual fee for dispatching emergency 
medical services.  The first year’s annual flat fee will be $24,000.00, the second year’s annual 
flat fee will be $28,000.00 and the third year’s annual flat fee will be $33,000.00  This annual fee 
and contract would be for a period of three (3) years; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the Cameron Ambulance District and the Cameron Police Department will 
still conduct the annual review in January of each year.  If there have been no significant changes 
(less than 10%) in the volume of calls for service or more than a 10% increase in expenses for 
the dispatching of emergency medical services the contract will not be presented to the City 
Council or Cameron Ambulance District Board of Directors for review and will remain valid; 
and  
            WHEREAS,  at the end of the three years, if there have been no previous contract 
revisions and extensions, a financial expense and call for service review will be conducted, by 
both entities, to review the existing contract.  A new contract will be developed and presented to 
the City Council and the Cameron Ambulance District Board of Directors for review and 
approval. 







 


 
WHEREAS, both the City of Cameron and the Ambulance District are political 


subdivisions in their own right and are therefore empowered to enter into joint powers 
agreements under Article VI s 16 of the Missouri Constitution and Section 70.220 RSMo; and 


 
WHEREFORE, the parties have entered into this Agreement and the Covenants 


contained herein in order to fulfill their respective fiduciary duties to protect the public health 
and safety. 
 


III. 
FINANCING AND CONSIDERATION 


 
The Ambulance District shall reimburse the Public Safety Dispatch Center $24,000.00 


for the first year’s contract, $28,000.00 for the second year’s contract and $33,000.00 for the 
third year’s contract.  This amount may be paid in total within ten (10) days of signing the 
Contract, or in lieu thereof, the Ambulance District may make twelve monthly payments in the 
amount of $2,000.00 for the first year’s contract, $2,333.33 for the second year’s contract, 
$2,750.00 for the third year’s contract with the payment due on the first day of each month.    
The total cost of this three (3) year contract is $85,000.00. 
 


IV. 
NO VICARIOUS LIABILITY FOR EITHER PARTY AND  


INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR RELATIONSHIP 
 
 The Public Safety Dispatch Center agrees to hold the Ambulance District completely 
harmless and without fault for any civil, criminal, or administrative liability whatsoever that 
might conceivably result from the Public Safety Dispatch Center’s dispatch services and 
activities except that if there is any finding of ultimate liability to or settlement with a third party, 
the Ambulance District shall be liable for its contributory share of any negligence.  Similarly, the 
Ambulance District agrees to hold the Public Safety Dispatch Center harmless and without fault 
for any civil, criminal or administrative liability that might conceivably result from any of the 
Ambulance District’s official governmental activities such as responding to the Public Safety 
Dispatch Center’s dispatch services and including but not limited to vehicular operations, law 
enforcement activities, firefighting, or rendition of patient care, except that if there is any finding 
of ultimate liability or settlement with a third party, the Public Safety Dispatch Center shall be 
liable for its contributory share of any negligence.  Both parties agree to carry maximum liability 
exposure insurance for public entities and to aggressively assert through their respective 
insurance carriers or their own representatives any and all defenses to any conceivable claims, 
including but not exclusively, any defense available under the Sovereign Immunity doctrine, the 
Official Immunity Doctrine, or the Missouri Public Duty Doctrine and to settle any claim only 
after good faith negotiations. 
 


V. 
SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED BY THE PUBLIC SAFETY DISPATCH CENTER 


 
 The Public Safety Dispatch Center’s dispatchers shall provide dispatch services twenty-
four (24) hours a day, seven (7) days a week.  The Public Safety Dispatch Center’s dispatchers 
shall be familiar with the road system in the Ambulance District’s area and the capabilities of the 
Ambulance District and other public safety agencies and first responders.  The Public Safety 







 


Dispatch Center’s dispatchers shall promptly evaluate and answer requests for assistance, 
promptly dispatch the Ambulance District in accordance with mutually agreed to criteria, 
protocols, and manuals as applicable and appropriate.  The Ambulance District shall fill out an 
Attachment “A” that delineates its special needs to be provided by the Public Safety Dispatch 
Center such as by way of example only the need for confidentiality of criminal records on 
“MULES” searches for law enforcement; or the need for special handling on “Community 
Notice” requirements for hazardous materials and responses by fire departments; or the goal to 
have pre-arrival instructions and a medical director that meets the requirements of Section 
190.134 RSMo and 19 C.S.R. 30-40.303(4), for emergency medical service responses whether 
ground ambulance, air ambulance or EMS first responders.  (In regard to the latter goal, although 
not contemplated at the time of execution of this Agreement, it shall remain the goal of all parties 
to have the Public Safety Dispatch Center’s dispatchers ultimately trained in pre-arrival 
instructions pursuant to a nationally recognized training program).  Attachment “A” shall be 
attached to this Agreement and shall be incorporated into this Agreement by reference as if fully 
set out herein. 
 


VI. 
TIMELY RECORD PRODUCTION AND RECORD RETENTION 


 
 By the tenth of each month, the Public Safety Dispatch Center shall provide to the 
Ambulance District all the preceding month’s times for calls received, unit dispatched, unit en 
route, arrival at location, arrival to patient, departure from location, arrival at destination, and 
unit available that the Ambulance District shall need to meet the Ambulance District’s reporting 
requirements to other federal, state, or local agencies.  The Public Safety Dispatch Center shall 
also make its recording compact disc (CD) of its dispatch activities readily available to the 
Ambulance District for a minimum of sixty (60) days and shall make said CD’s available to the 
Ambulance District upon a timely request and payment of a $25.00 fee-per-CD.  Long term 
paper record retention shall be for six (6) years so as to be in compliance with both the general 
tort law statute of limitations of five (5) years (see 516.120(4) RSMo) and with the Federal 
Health Insurance Portability and Affordability Act’s record retention requirement of six (6) 
years. 
 


VII. 
EFFECTIVE DATE, TERM OF AGREEMENT 
AND TERMINATION NOTICE PROCEDURES 


FOR WITHOUT CAUSE AND FOR CAUSE 
 
 The effective date of this Agreement shall be on the date of execution as indicated in 
Section IX below.  Thereafter, the term of this Agreement shall continue on an annual basis, 
beginning from the identified date of execution of each year with such amendments and changes 
as the parties have agreed thereto per the procedures provided by in Section VIII hereof as 
provided in this Agreement.  This shall be a three (3) year agreement.  In January of each year, 
this contract shall be reviewed by the EMS Director, the Chief of Police and the 
Communications Supervisor, followed by a review by the Cameron Ambulance District Board of 
Directors and the City of Cameron City Council. The Cameron Ambulance District and the 
Cameron Police Department will still conduct the annual review in January of each year.  If there 
have been no significant changes (less than 10%) in the volume of calls for service or more than 
a 10% increase in expenses for the dispatching of emergency medical services the contract will 







 


not be presented to the City Council or Cameron Ambulance District Board of Directors for 
review and will remain valid.    
 
This Agreement may be terminated by any party hereto without cause upon ninety (90) days 
advance written notice by certified mail return receipt requested upon delivery to the other 
parties.  In the event of the failure of the Ambulance District to make any of the payments 
provided herein when due, or after written notice by any party to the others of the breach of any 
covenants herein or such party’s failure to perform any obligation provided herein and not 
otherwise excused, of such breaching party’s failure to correct such breach or perform such 
obligations within sixty days after the date of such notice, then the parties not in breach at such 
parties’ option may declare this Agreement, and the breaching party’s right hereunder, to be 
forfeited and terminated; or suspend further payments, if applicable, until such breach be cured, 
or exercise and proceed with any remedy available to such party under Missouri law.  In any 
such event, the breaching party agrees to pay all reasonable expenses and costs of the prevailing 
party, including attorney’s fees and court costs incurred by such prevailing party in asserting any 
rights hereunder. 
 


VIII. 
AMENDMENTS AND INTEGRATION 


 
The parties intend that this Agreement be the sole agreement among the parties and that 


no other documents nor understandings (except for Attachment “A”) are to be hereby in any way 
incorporated by reference unless the Agreement is properly amended as provided herein.  This 
Agreement may be amended only in writing, executed by authorized persons for each party, and 
only after adoption of said amendments by resolution of the governing Boards for each party.

Purpose 


The City’s wastewater plant is operated on a day-to-day basis by Alliance Water Resources, 
based in Columbia, Missouri. Each year, Alliance Water Resources submits a proposed 
agreement to the City that will begin on October 15th and end the following year on October 14th.  
The proposed annual fee for contract operations for the 2016-2017 fiscal year for the wastewater 
treatment plant is $400,548.  This is an increase from last year’s agreement of 2.0%.  Increases to 
maintenance and supply costs, as well as increases in salaries account for the majority of the 
necessary increase. 


 


Included in the contract price is $26,950 for various maintenance and repair items.  Any money 
left in these line items at the end of the contract year, will be refunded to the City.   


 
Recommendation 


Staff recommends the following ordinance be passed and approved authorizing the proposed 
agreement with Alliance Water Resources.  The full proposed contract amount was taken into 
consideration when preparing the 2016-17 Budget.

RE:  Watershed Protection 


 


Purpose 
A large portion of the watershed for our reservoirs is outside our City limits. This gives us 
minimal control over potential harmful activities that can negatively affect our water source.  
Our current City Code prohibits nuisances within 1 mile of our City limits.  Section 71.780 of the 
Revised State Statutes provided municipalities the authority to abate any nuisances within ½ mile 
of its corporate limits.   


 
Discussion 
Three sections of the Cameron City Code will need to be updated to help protect our watershed.  
Section 8-126 will need to be updated to reflect the authority provided by state statutes.  This 
will allow us to abate any nuisance within ½ mile of our city limits.  Appropriate definitions will 
be added to Section 8-127.   And Section 8-138 will also be updated to reflect authority granted 
by state statutes.  This will allow us to recover any abatement cost to the City through a special 
tax bill or added to the annual real estate tax. 


 
Recommendation 
It is important the City take all steps necessary to protect our source of water.  Therefore, staff 
recommends the following ordinance be passed and approved amending the Cameron City Code 
relating to nuisances.

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AMENDING CAMERON CITY CODE 


CHAPTER 8, ARTICLE III RELATED TO NUISANCES 
 
 WHEREAS, Cameron residents get their drinking water from a City water plant. The 
source of raw, untreated water for the plant lies in four reservoirs located to the north and west of 
the City; and 
 


WHEREAS, the City of Cameron’s watershed drains into four reservoirs, supplying 
drinking water to roughly 12,500 people including the City of Cameron, two correctional 
facilities, and Public Water Supply District #3 (DeKalb County Soil and Water Conservation 
District); and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City’s four reservoirs are Reservoir #1 - Century Lake, Reservoir #2 - 
Sunrise Lake, Reservoir #3 - Eagle Lake, and Grindstone Reservoir - Grindstone Lake; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City Council hereby determines that it is in the best interest of the City 
in order to provide quality water treatment that meets or exceeds regulatory requirements and 
produces reliable drinking water for the customers of the City of Cameron, to regulate nuisances 
beyond its corporate limits as allowed under Missouri law.  


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 
FOLLOWS: 


   Section 1.  That Section 8-126 of the Cameron City Code is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 
 
Sec. 8-126. - Prohibited generally.  


No person shall permit, cause, harbor, commit or maintain or to suffer to be permitted, caused, 
harbored, committed or maintained any nuisance, as defined by the Statute or common law of 
this State or as defined by this Chapter or other ordinance of the City, within the City or within 
one-half (½) mile thereof as prescribed by Section 71.780, RSMo. No person shall fail or refuse 
to abate or remove a nuisance within the time required. Each day that a nuisance shall be 
maintained constitutes a separate offense. 


Section 2.  That Section 8-127 of the Cameron City Code is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 


Sec. 8-127. - Defined and enumerated.  


A. Nuisances within the city are hereby defined and declared to be as follows:  







 
(1) Any act done or committed or suffered to be done or committed by any person or any 
substance or thing kept, maintained, placed or found in or upon any public or private place which 
is injurious or dangerous to the public health;  


(2) Any pursuit followed or act done by any person to the hurt, injury, annoyance, inconvenience 
or damage to the public;  


(3) Any building, bridge or other structure of whatever character kept or maintained or which is 
permitted by any person owning or having control of such building, bridge or other structure to 
be kept or maintained in a condition unsafe, dangerous, unhealthy, injurious or annoying to the 
public;  


(4) Any slaughterhouse permitted by the person owning or having charge of the slaughterhouse 
to be in such condition as to become offensive, annoying or injurious to the public;  


(5) Any pond or pool of stagnant water and any foul or dirty water or liquid when discharged 
through any drain, pipe or spout or thrown into or upon any street, alley, thoroughfare or lot to 
the injury and annoyance of the public;  


(6) Any privy or privy vault kept in such condition as to emit an offensive, noxious or 
disagreeable odor and any substance emitting offensive, noxious, unhealthy or disagreeable 
effluvium in the neighborhood where it exists;  


(7) Any carcass of a dead animal which the owner or keeper thereof shall permit to remain 
within the city exceeding twelve (12) hours after death;  


(8) Any obstruction caused or permitted on any street or sidewalk to the danger or annoyance of 
the public and all stones, dirt, filth, slop, vegetable matter or other articles thrown or placed by 
any person on or in any street, alley, sidewalk or other public place which in any way may cause 
or is liable to cause injury or annoyance to the public;  


(9) Reserved. 


(10) Any stable, cattle yard or hog, sheep or cow pen permitted by the person owning or 
controlling the same to be in such condition as to become offensive, annoying or injurious to the 
public;  


(11) Any house or building used for the special or exclusive storage of powder, dynamite, 
nitroglycerine or other explosive substance or any house or building or store in which small 
quantities of such explosives are kept exposed, insecure, or in a manner so as to endanger human 
life;  


(12) Every act or thing done or made, permitted or allowed or continued on any property, public 
or private, by any person to the damage or injury of any of the inhabitants of this city, and not 
specified in this section, shall be deemed a nuisance.  


(13) No discharge of storm water shall be permitted to flow from any downspout, eave, gutter, 
pipe or other conveyance upon or across any public sidewalk. Where such discharge of storm 







 
water shall occur onto a parking lot, driveway or other non-permeable surface which drains 
toward a public sidewalk, such discharge of storm water shall not be permitted closer than fifteen 
(15) feet from the public sidewalk.  


B. Nuisances within the City and within one-half (½) mile of the City boundaries are hereby 
defined and declared to be as follows: 


(1) The accumulation upon any premises, lot or parcel of ground, or the discharge thereof upon 
any public street or private property, of stagnant or foul waste, water or liquids of any kind 
whatsoever; 


(2) Any unclean, stinking, foul, defective or filthy drain, ditch, tank or gutter or any leaking, 
broken slop, trash or garbage box or ash pit or receptacle of like character; 


(3) Accumulations of manure, rubbish, garbage, refuse and human and industrial or noxious or 
offensive waste, except the normal storage on a farm of manure for agricultural purposes; 


(4) Privy vaults, septic tanks or garbage cans or receptacles which are not fly-tight; 


(5) The pollution of any well, cistern, spring, underground water, stream, pond, lake, canal or 
body of water by sewage or industrial wastes or other substance harmful to human, animal or 
aquatic life; 


(6) The discharge of storm water, either by itself or in combination with other substances, that 
causes any stream, creek, pond, lake, canal or body of water to contain substances in sufficient 
amounts to cause the: (1) formation of putrescent, unsightly or harmful bottom deposits, (2) 
unsightly color or turbidity, offensive odor, 


(7) Perforated, punctured, ruptured, broken, cracked or leaking sanitary sewer lateral lines; 


(8) An activity, situation, structure or land use, which poses a threat to water quality and the 
public health, safety and welfare. Such conditions may arise from inadequate on-site sewage 
systems which utilize ground absorption; inadequate sedimentation and erosion control 
measures; the improper storage or disposal of junk, trash or other refuse within a buffer area: the 
absence or improper implementation of a spill containment plan for toxic and hazardous 
materials; the improper management of storm water runoff; or any other situation found to pose a 
threat to water quality. 


Section 3. That Section 8-138 of the Cameron City Code is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 


 
 


Sec. 8-138. - Penalty; collection of cost of abatement by city.  


A. Any person who causes, commits, keeps, maintains, permits or does any nuisance as 
specified or prohibited in this article, and who does not abate or remove the nuisance 
within the time specified in the notice given under the section 8-136, shall be guilty of an 
offense.  







 
 


B. If the owner and/or occupant fails to begin removal or abatement of the nuisance in 
accordance with the removal order within the time allowed, the City Manager may cause 
the condition that constitutes the nuisance to be removed or abated. If the City Manager 
causes such condition to be removed or abated, the cost of such removal shall be certified 
to the City Clerk who shall cause the certified cost to be included in a special tax bill or 
added to the annual real estate tax bill, at the collecting official's option. The remedy 
provided for in this subsection may either be in addition to or in lieu of the remedy 
provided in subsection A. The authority for this subsection is Section 67.398, RSMo.  
 
Section 4. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 


passage and approval.

Issues  
 
Lee Crouch is relocating his aircraft to another airport. The City had the first option to 
purchase his hangar, should he decide to sell it. We have negotiated a price ($50,000) that 
we felt was reasonable, and Lee has agreed to accept it.  
 
The hangar will be rented out at a price of around $500 or more per month. If the hangar 
is rented at this amount, the cost will be recovered in the eighth year. After that, a 
positive cash flow will be realized to go toward funding operations at the airport.

AN ORDINANCE STATING EXCEPTIONS TO SECTION 6-115. 
DRINKING IN PUBLIC ALLOWED, OF DIVISION 1. GENERALLY, OF 
ARTICLE V. ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES OF CHAPTER 6, LICENSES 
AND BUSINESS REGULATIONS WITH RESPECT TO PUBLIC SALE 


AND CONSUMPTION OF MALT LIQUOR AND WINE ON THIRD 
STREET FROM WALNUT TO CHERRY STREET, CHESTNUT STREET 


FROM THIRD STREET TO FOURTH STREET, CHERRY STREET 
FROM THIRD STREET TO FOURTH STREET, FOURTH STREET 


FROM CHESTNUT STREET TO CHERRY STREET AND McCORKLE 
PARK INCLUDING PUBLIC RIGHT A WAY WITHIN THE CITY OF 


CAMERON, MISSOURI (Crossroads Crush Festival)  


WHEREAS, the Aiden McVicker Charitable Foundation will be hosting a local Music, 
Art, and Spirits Festival in the area of McCorkle Park and the downtown business district on 
Saturday, September 17, 2016 from 11:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m.  The festival will be called the 
‘Crossroads Crush Festival’; and  


WHEREAS, the Crossroads Crush Festival Committee asked that the Cameron City 
Council allow Festival visitors the ability to drink and purchase malt liquor (beer),wine, and/or 
mixed drinks in a designated area; and  


WHEREAS, the Crossroads Crush Committee asked that the Cameron City Council 
limit the public consumption and sale of alcoholic beverages to a specific time and well-defined 
area during the Festival event. 


 WHEREAS, vendors duly licensed and authorized, intend to establish defined venues for 
public sale and consumption of malt liquor and wine; and  
 
 WHEREAS, the City of Cameron recognized the necessity of limiting public sale and 
consumption of alcoholic beverages of all types to well-defined areas. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of 
Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri, as follows: 
 
 Section 1.  Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 6-115 of the revised Ordinances of 
the City of Cameron, which shall continue in full force and effect except for September 17, 2016 
in the street area of Third Street from Walnut Street to Cherry Street; Chestnut Street from Third 
Street to Fourth Street; Cherry Street from Third Street to Fourth Street; Fourth Street from 
Chestnut Street to Cherry Street; and McCorkle Park. The described areas include sidewalks and 
Public Right a Way upon which date there shall be permitted and authorization to a duly licensed 
applicant to sell alcohol on public property and to allow public consumption of alcohol on public 
property in accordance with a picnic license duly issued by the State of Missouri, the County of 
Clinton and the City of Cameron. 







 


 
 Section 2. The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance.   
 
 Section 3. The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 
 Section 4. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 
passage and approval.
