MUNICIPAL POOL/BALL FIELD STATUS 
 
 City Manager Gaugh reported he will be meeting with the Cameron Park Board to 
discuss a sales tax proposal for a municipal pool.  More information will be forthcoming. 
 


CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. Street Projects.  East Third Street surfacing is complete with a new Cape Seal.  
Modifications were made to improve drainage at the Mulberry intersection.  Progress 
continues on the Lathrop Street project.  A pre-construction meeting for the sidewalk 
projects on Walnut Street has been held and plans are for the contractor to mobilize 
with a month of the meeting. 


2. Sewer Projects. Work continues on the F-0001 sub-basin project with pipe relining 
and point repairs where needed.  The sludge processing building at the wastewater 
plant is under construction. 


3. Dilapidated Structure Demolitions.  There are six (6) structures on the demolition list 
for this year.  The budgeted funds will all be used and more money will be budgeted 
for the 2016-2017 fiscal year. 


4. Economic Development.  Staff is updating available commercial properties 
information.  Some potentially interested parties/businesses have contacted the City 
expressing an interest in possibly locating in Cameron. 


5. Police Department Press Release.  Charges have been filed against an individual for 
stealing money from the Boy Scouts of America Cub Scout Pack 208.  The Cameron 
Police Department was instrumental in the investigation and arrest. 


6. Community Betterment.  Jack Briggs has submitted several projects for the 
Community Betterment Competition including: mural on Lily Anna’s Home 
Decorations building; painting of fire hydrants; opening the new YMCA; new middle 
school; Crossroads Crush; Band Bicentennial; Moose Park; and, Veteran Park 
upgrades and ceremonies.

Ameresco – Council Chamber Improvements. Mike Wilson, Senior Account Executive 
with Ameresco, reviewed the proposed plan and associated costs.  Among the Council Chamber 
upgrades discussed were:  replace sound system, $5,500; replace fixed microphones with 
wireless microphones, $6,300; install new projection system, $17,500; replace and remove 
under-mount monitors with a laptop and computer monitors, $17,200; and, install streaming 
media/video system, $8,200.  Pro’s and con’s of streaming media were discussed.  It was 
requested to get counsel opinion on retention of any media produced by the City.

MANAGEMENT AND OPERATIONS SERVICES AT THE CAMERON 
WASTEWATER FACILITY, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor.  Copies 
of said Bill 2016-30 were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Jack 
and seconded by Councilmember Clark to pass said bill on first reading.  Discussion. Utility 
Director Johnson informed Council this amends the original agreement with Alliance Water 
Resources for operation of the City’s Wastewater Treatment Plant.  The contract fee is $400,548 
for the 2016-2017 fiscal year.  The fee increased two (2) percent from last year and includes 
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increases in cost of supplies, maintenance issues and salaries.  Utility Director Johnson stated he 
and City Manager Gaugh examine the proposed contracts with Alliance each year and are 
comfortable with the contract and feel the two (2) per cent increase is justifiable.   Bill 2016-30 
passed on first reading only with a unanimous voice vote. 
 


Bill 2016-31, AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AMENDING CAMERON CITY CODE CHAPTER 8, 
ARTICLE III RELATED TO NUISANCES, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk 
O'Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2016-31 were available for the public.  Motion was made by 
Councilmember Breckenridge and seconded by Councilmember Feighert to pass said bill on first 
reading.  Discussion.  Utility Director Johnson stated this will allow the City to abate nuisances 
within one half mile of the corporate limits in an increased effort to protect our reservoir source 
of water which has a large watershed. Upon approval of this Bill, the City will be able to take 
action to abate nuisances and recover the abatement cost. Bill 2016-31 passed on first reading 
only with a unanimous voice vote. 


Bill 2016-32, AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, TO PURCHASE AN AIRCRAFT HANGAR 
LOCATED AT CAMERON MEMORIAL AIRPORT FROM STEARMAN AVIATION, 
LLC, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O’Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2016-32 
were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by 
Councilmember Clark to pass said bill on first reading.  Discussion. City Manager Gaugh said he 
negotiated the price for the hangar which is located on land owned by the City of Cameron.  
Staff plans to locate a renter for the hangar. City Manager Gaugh noted the City has funds to 
purchase the hangar.

The event, sponsored by the Aiden McVicker 
Foundation and the Cameron Chamber of Commerce, is intended to increase awareness of 
children’s special needs.  Mr. McVicker thanked Council for their support with the 2015 Festival 
and said there were approximately 800 people in attendance at the Festival.  There were more 
than 60 vendors participating.  Bill 2016-33 would permit public consumption of alcoholic 
beverages on September 17, 2016 from 11:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. in the defined area. Bill 2016-
33 passed on first reading only with a unanimous voice vote. 
 


Liquor license applications. Windy Wine Company, Fence Stile Vineyards Winery and 
Riverwood Winery have applied for a Caterer Permits for the Crossroads Crush Festival.  All 
necessary paperwork is in place and appropriate fees have been paid.  Councilmember Clark 
moved to approve the liquor license applications.  Councilmember Feighert seconded the motion 
which passed with a unanimous voice vote. 
 


Cameron Housing Authority Appointment. The Cameron Housing Authority consists of 
five (5) members who have staggered term expiration dates.  In 2016 the term of Jack Briggs 
expires.  Mr. Briggs has agreed to serve another four (4) year term if reappointed.   Other 
members currently serving on the Housing Authority are:  Debbie Hahn (2017), Shirley Combs 
(2017), Frank Buck (2018) and Wally Gallian (2019).  Councilmember Breckenridge moved to 
re-appoint Jack Briggs to the Cameron Housing Authority.  Councilmember Jack seconded the 
motion which passed with a unanimous voice vote.

Purpose 


The City’s wastewater plant is operated on a day-to-day basis by Alliance Water Resources, 
based in Columbia, Missouri. Each year, Alliance Water Resources submits a proposed 
agreement to the City that will begin on October 15th and end the following year on October 14th.  
The proposed annual fee for contract operations for the 2016-2017 fiscal year for the wastewater 
treatment plant is $400,548.  This is an increase from last year’s agreement of 2.0%.  Increases to 
maintenance and supply costs, as well as increases in salaries account for the majority of the 
necessary increase. 


 


Included in the contract price is $26,950 for various maintenance and repair items.  Any money 
left in these line items at the end of the contract year, will be refunded to the City.   


 
Recommendation 


Staff recommends the following ordinance be passed and approved authorizing the proposed 
agreement with Alliance Water Resources.  The full proposed contract amount was taken into 
consideration when preparing the 2016-17 Budget.

RE:  Watershed Protection 


 


Purpose 
A large portion of the watershed for our reservoirs is outside our City limits. This gives us 
minimal control over potential harmful activities that can negatively affect our water source.  
Our current City Code prohibits nuisances within 1 mile of our City limits.  Section 71.780 of the 
Revised State Statutes provided municipalities the authority to abate any nuisances within ½ mile 
of its corporate limits.   


 
Discussion 
Three sections of the Cameron City Code will need to be updated to help protect our watershed.  
Section 8-126 will need to be updated to reflect the authority provided by state statutes.  This 
will allow us to abate any nuisance within ½ mile of our city limits.  Appropriate definitions will 
be added to Section 8-127.   And Section 8-138 will also be updated to reflect authority granted 
by state statutes.  This will allow us to recover any abatement cost to the City through a special 
tax bill or added to the annual real estate tax. 


 
Recommendation 
It is important the City take all steps necessary to protect our source of water.  Therefore, staff 
recommends the following ordinance be passed and approved amending the Cameron City Code 
relating to nuisances.

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AMENDING CAMERON CITY CODE 


CHAPTER 8, ARTICLE III RELATED TO NUISANCES 
 
 WHEREAS, Cameron residents get their drinking water from a City water plant. The 
source of raw, untreated water for the plant lies in four reservoirs located to the north and west of 
the City; and 
 


WHEREAS, the City of Cameron’s watershed drains into four reservoirs, supplying 
drinking water to roughly 12,500 people including the City of Cameron, two correctional 
facilities, and Public Water Supply District #3 (DeKalb County Soil and Water Conservation 
District); and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City’s four reservoirs are Reservoir #1 - Century Lake, Reservoir #2 - 
Sunrise Lake, Reservoir #3 - Eagle Lake, and Grindstone Reservoir - Grindstone Lake; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City Council hereby determines that it is in the best interest of the City 
in order to provide quality water treatment that meets or exceeds regulatory requirements and 
produces reliable drinking water for the customers of the City of Cameron, to regulate nuisances 
beyond its corporate limits as allowed under Missouri law.  


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 
FOLLOWS: 


   Section 1.  That Section 8-126 of the Cameron City Code is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 
 
Sec. 8-126. - Prohibited generally.  


No person shall permit, cause, harbor, commit or maintain or to suffer to be permitted, caused, 
harbored, committed or maintained any nuisance, as defined by the Statute or common law of 
this State or as defined by this Chapter or other ordinance of the City, within the City or within 
one-half (½) mile thereof as prescribed by Section 71.780, RSMo. No person shall fail or refuse 
to abate or remove a nuisance within the time required. Each day that a nuisance shall be 
maintained constitutes a separate offense. 


Section 2.  That Section 8-127 of the Cameron City Code is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 


Sec. 8-127. - Defined and enumerated.  


A. Nuisances within the city are hereby defined and declared to be as follows:  







 
(1) Any act done or committed or suffered to be done or committed by any person or any 
substance or thing kept, maintained, placed or found in or upon any public or private place which 
is injurious or dangerous to the public health;  


(2) Any pursuit followed or act done by any person to the hurt, injury, annoyance, inconvenience 
or damage to the public;  


(3) Any building, bridge or other structure of whatever character kept or maintained or which is 
permitted by any person owning or having control of such building, bridge or other structure to 
be kept or maintained in a condition unsafe, dangerous, unhealthy, injurious or annoying to the 
public;  


(4) Any slaughterhouse permitted by the person owning or having charge of the slaughterhouse 
to be in such condition as to become offensive, annoying or injurious to the public;  


(5) Any pond or pool of stagnant water and any foul or dirty water or liquid when discharged 
through any drain, pipe or spout or thrown into or upon any street, alley, thoroughfare or lot to 
the injury and annoyance of the public;  


(6) Any privy or privy vault kept in such condition as to emit an offensive, noxious or 
disagreeable odor and any substance emitting offensive, noxious, unhealthy or disagreeable 
effluvium in the neighborhood where it exists;  


(7) Any carcass of a dead animal which the owner or keeper thereof shall permit to remain 
within the city exceeding twelve (12) hours after death;  


(8) Any obstruction caused or permitted on any street or sidewalk to the danger or annoyance of 
the public and all stones, dirt, filth, slop, vegetable matter or other articles thrown or placed by 
any person on or in any street, alley, sidewalk or other public place which in any way may cause 
or is liable to cause injury or annoyance to the public;  


(9) Reserved. 


(10) Any stable, cattle yard or hog, sheep or cow pen permitted by the person owning or 
controlling the same to be in such condition as to become offensive, annoying or injurious to the 
public;  


(11) Any house or building used for the special or exclusive storage of powder, dynamite, 
nitroglycerine or other explosive substance or any house or building or store in which small 
quantities of such explosives are kept exposed, insecure, or in a manner so as to endanger human 
life;  


(12) Every act or thing done or made, permitted or allowed or continued on any property, public 
or private, by any person to the damage or injury of any of the inhabitants of this city, and not 
specified in this section, shall be deemed a nuisance.  


(13) No discharge of storm water shall be permitted to flow from any downspout, eave, gutter, 
pipe or other conveyance upon or across any public sidewalk. Where such discharge of storm 







 
water shall occur onto a parking lot, driveway or other non-permeable surface which drains 
toward a public sidewalk, such discharge of storm water shall not be permitted closer than fifteen 
(15) feet from the public sidewalk.  


B. Nuisances within the City and within one-half (½) mile of the City boundaries are hereby 
defined and declared to be as follows: 


(1) The accumulation upon any premises, lot or parcel of ground, or the discharge thereof upon 
any public street or private property, of stagnant or foul waste, water or liquids of any kind 
whatsoever; 


(2) Any unclean, stinking, foul, defective or filthy drain, ditch, tank or gutter or any leaking, 
broken slop, trash or garbage box or ash pit or receptacle of like character; 


(3) Accumulations of manure, rubbish, garbage, refuse and human and industrial or noxious or 
offensive waste, except the normal storage on a farm of manure for agricultural purposes; 


(4) Privy vaults, septic tanks or garbage cans or receptacles which are not fly-tight; 


(5) The pollution of any well, cistern, spring, underground water, stream, pond, lake, canal or 
body of water by sewage or industrial wastes or other substance harmful to human, animal or 
aquatic life; 


(6) The discharge of storm water, either by itself or in combination with other substances, that 
causes any stream, creek, pond, lake, canal or body of water to contain substances in sufficient 
amounts to cause the: (1) formation of putrescent, unsightly or harmful bottom deposits, (2) 
unsightly color or turbidity, offensive odor, 


(7) Perforated, punctured, ruptured, broken, cracked or leaking sanitary sewer lateral lines; 


(8) An activity, situation, structure or land use, which poses a threat to water quality and the 
public health, safety and welfare. Such conditions may arise from inadequate on-site sewage 
systems which utilize ground absorption; inadequate sedimentation and erosion control 
measures; the improper storage or disposal of junk, trash or other refuse within a buffer area: the 
absence or improper implementation of a spill containment plan for toxic and hazardous 
materials; the improper management of storm water runoff; or any other situation found to pose a 
threat to water quality. 


Section 3. That Section 8-138 of the Cameron City Code is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 


 
 


Sec. 8-138. - Penalty; collection of cost of abatement by city.  


A. Any person who causes, commits, keeps, maintains, permits or does any nuisance as 
specified or prohibited in this article, and who does not abate or remove the nuisance 
within the time specified in the notice given under the section 8-136, shall be guilty of an 
offense.  







 
 


B. If the owner and/or occupant fails to begin removal or abatement of the nuisance in 
accordance with the removal order within the time allowed, the City Manager may cause 
the condition that constitutes the nuisance to be removed or abated. If the City Manager 
causes such condition to be removed or abated, the cost of such removal shall be certified 
to the City Clerk who shall cause the certified cost to be included in a special tax bill or 
added to the annual real estate tax bill, at the collecting official's option. The remedy 
provided for in this subsection may either be in addition to or in lieu of the remedy 
provided in subsection A. The authority for this subsection is Section 67.398, RSMo.  
 
Section 4. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 


passage and approval.

PARK INCLUDING PUBLIC RIGHT A WAY WITHIN THE CITY OF

WHEREAS, the Aiden McVicker Charitable Foundation will be hosting a local Music, 
Art, and Spirits Festival in the area of McCorkle Park and the downtown business district on 
Saturday, September 17, 2016 from 11:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m.  The festival will be called the 
‘Crossroads Crush Festival’; and  


WHEREAS, the Crossroads Crush Festival Committee asked that the Cameron City 
Council allow Festival visitors the ability to drink and purchase malt liquor (beer),wine, and/or

 Section 1.  Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 6-115 of the revised Ordinances of 
the City of Cameron, which shall continue in full force and effect except for September 17, 2016 
in the street area of Third Street from Walnut Street to Cherry Street; Chestnut Street from Third 
Street to Fourth Street; Cherry Street from Third Street to Fourth Street; Fourth Street from 
Chestnut Street to Cherry Street; and McCorkle Park. The described areas include sidewalks and 
Public Right a Way upon which date there shall be permitted and authorization to a duly licensed 
applicant to sell alcohol on public property and to allow public consumption of alcohol on public 
property in accordance with a picnic license duly issued by the State of Missouri, the County of 
Clinton and the City of Cameron.

Issues   
 
The attached ordinance will authorize the agreement with Coverall of Kansas City for cleaning 
services at the Public Safety building, Public Works (partial), Electric Shop (partial) and City 
Hall. Bids were advertised and three were received and publicly read on July 14, 2016. Coverall 
Kansas City was the lowest bid at $53,904 ($2,246 per month). Coverall currently has the 
contract for the city cleaning and the new bid price represents approximately a 17% increase. 
This is still significantly less than the next lowest bidder.  We have addressed some concerns 
with the current work, and if Coverall cannot perform satisfactorily, we will have recourse to 
secure another vendor for the service.

The attached bill accepts the bids for the Cameron 2016 Asphalt Street Project and 
authorizes the City Manager to enter into an agreement with Metro Asphalt, Inc for the 
asphalt construction improvements for the 2016 Asphalt Street Project.  
 
 


DISCUSSION 
 


There were a total of two bids received for this project. Herzog Contracting Corporation 
submitted a low dollar base bid of $213,421.38.

One such change moved the 
completion date to the end of October. Metro Asphalt submitted a total base bid of    
$229,727.50 and was able to meet all the bid specifications. Additionally, they are the sub-
contractors on another project here in Cameron and can complete this work in the month of 
August.  
 
The bid tab, along with a map of street sections, are attached for your review. Major street 
sections include E. Fourth St, Talon Drive, N. West Street, Willow Brook Drive, and some 
patch work on Harris.
