Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
Street Projects- Metro Asphalt has begun work on the overlay and asphalt spot repair 
sections (E. Fourth, Talon, N. West St., Willow Brook and Patch on Harris).West St. 
should be completed by the Council meeting date. 
 
The Lathrop project is continuing, and the completion of the concrete pours of curbs and 
sidewalks should be completed soon, if not already. 
 
The sidewalk overpass project is progressing. By this writing, the contractor is beginning 
to work on the retaining walls that are necessary on part of the sidewalk route. 
 
Dilapidated Structures Demolitions – Work is continuing on the demolitions of the six 
houses on our list. We are still in the process of getting two commercial structures 
removed. The old Furniture Depot is still being emptied, then, the demolition can take 
place, hopefully soon. The Court dates was extended for the foundation removal at 
Prospect and Walnut. This removal is being challenged by the property owner. 
 
Economic Development – Staff is updating all available commercial properties as we do, 
periodically. This includes asking price, acreages, current availability, enhancements, etc. 
We have had some encouraging activity on the development side. The Chung’s 
expansion will consist of a major parking expansion, enlarged fueling stations and 
additional retail space. Major improvements were made to the parking area at the travel 
center at Nelle’s. We continue to have potential developers look at our area for 
opportunities. Interest has been in food service, retail, hydroponics, hospitality businesses 
and a recreation-type business. We have also had speculators, who are just interested in 
the area in general, with no specific plan.  
 
On Thursday, August 11, we met with someone considering expansion of a 
telemarketing-type operation to Cameron. One of the biggest concerns is the availability 
of labor in the Cameron area at the current market rate of $9-$10 per hour range. 
Approximately 25 employees will be needed. The owner was supplied with our Labor 
Study, and he will be meeting with the Chamber of Commerce, as well. 
 
Community Betterment – Jack Briggs has refined the project list, per the Community 
Betterment organization’s recommendation, and the process is proceeding.

Purpose 
A large portion of the watershed for our reservoirs is outside our City limits. This gives us 
minimal control over potential harmful activities that can negatively affect our water source.  
Our current City Code prohibits nuisances within 1 mile of our City limits.  Section 71.780 of the 
Revised State Statutes provided municipalities the authority to abate any nuisances within ½ mile 
of its corporate limits.   


 
Discussion 
Three sections of the Cameron City Code will need to be updated to help protect our watershed.  
Section 8-126 will need to be updated to reflect the authority provided by state statutes.  This 
will allow us to abate any nuisance within ½ mile of our city limits.  Appropriate definitions will 
be added to Section 8-127.   And Section 8-138 will also be updated to reflect authority granted 
by state statutes.  This will allow us to recover any abatement cost to the City through a special 
tax bill or added to the annual real estate tax. 


 
Recommendation 
It is important the City take all steps necessary to protect our source of water.  Therefore, staff 
recommends the following ordinance be passed and approved amending the Cameron City Code 
relating to nuisances.   


 







 
Bill 2016-31                                                                                      


AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AMENDING CAMERON CITY CODE 


CHAPTER 8, ARTICLE III RELATED TO NUISANCES 
 
 WHEREAS, Cameron residents get their drinking water from a City water plant. The 
source of raw, untreated water for the plant lies in four reservoirs located to the north and west of 
the City; and 
 


WHEREAS, the City of Cameron’s watershed drains into four reservoirs, supplying 
drinking water to roughly 12,500 people including the City of Cameron, two correctional 
facilities, and Public Water Supply District #3 (DeKalb County Soil and Water Conservation 
District); and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City’s four reservoirs are Reservoir #1 - Century Lake, Reservoir #2 - 
Sunrise Lake, Reservoir #3 - Eagle Lake, and Grindstone Reservoir - Grindstone Lake; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City Council hereby determines that it is in the best interest of the City 
in order to provide quality water treatment that meets or exceeds regulatory requirements and 
produces reliable drinking water for the customers of the City of Cameron, to regulate nuisances 
beyond its corporate limits as allowed under Missouri law.  


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 
FOLLOWS: 


   Section 1.  That Section 8-126 of the Cameron City Code is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 
 
Sec. 8-126. - Prohibited generally.  


No person shall permit, cause, harbor, commit or maintain or to suffer to be permitted, caused, 
harbored, committed or maintained any nuisance, as defined by the Statute or common law of 
this State or as defined by this Chapter or other ordinance of the City, within the City or within 
one-half (½) mile thereof as prescribed by Section 71.780, RSMo. No person shall fail or refuse 
to abate or remove a nuisance within the time required. Each day that a nuisance shall be 
maintained constitutes a separate offense. 


Section 2.  That Section 8-127 of the Cameron City Code is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 


Sec. 8-127. - Defined and enumerated.  


A. Nuisances within the city are hereby defined and declared to be as follows:  







 
(1) Any act done or committed or suffered to be done or committed by any person or any 
substance or thing kept, maintained, placed or found in or upon any public or private place which 
is injurious or dangerous to the public health;  


(2) Any pursuit followed or act done by any person to the hurt, injury, annoyance, inconvenience 
or damage to the public;  


(3) Any building, bridge or other structure of whatever character kept or maintained or which is 
permitted by any person owning or having control of such building, bridge or other structure to 
be kept or maintained in a condition unsafe, dangerous, unhealthy, injurious or annoying to the 
public;  


(4) Any slaughterhouse permitted by the person owning or having charge of the slaughterhouse 
to be in such condition as to become offensive, annoying or injurious to the public;  


(5) Any pond or pool of stagnant water and any foul or dirty water or liquid when discharged 
through any drain, pipe or spout or thrown into or upon any street, alley, thoroughfare or lot to 
the injury and annoyance of the public;  


(6) Any privy or privy vault kept in such condition as to emit an offensive, noxious or 
disagreeable odor and any substance emitting offensive, noxious, unhealthy or disagreeable 
effluvium in the neighborhood where it exists;  


(7) Any carcass of a dead animal which the owner or keeper thereof shall permit to remain 
within the city exceeding twelve (12) hours after death;  


(8) Any obstruction caused or permitted on any street or sidewalk to the danger or annoyance of 
the public and all stones, dirt, filth, slop, vegetable matter or other articles thrown or placed by 
any person on or in any street, alley, sidewalk or other public place which in any way may cause 
or is liable to cause injury or annoyance to the public;  


(9) Reserved. 


(10) Any stable, cattle yard or hog, sheep or cow pen permitted by the person owning or 
controlling the same to be in such condition as to become offensive, annoying or injurious to the 
public;  


(11) Any house or building used for the special or exclusive storage of powder, dynamite, 
nitroglycerine or other explosive substance or any house or building or store in which small 
quantities of such explosives are kept exposed, insecure, or in a manner so as to endanger human 
life;  


(12) Every act or thing done or made, permitted or allowed or continued on any property, public 
or private, by any person to the damage or injury of any of the inhabitants of this city, and not 
specified in this section, shall be deemed a nuisance.  


(13) No discharge of storm water shall be permitted to flow from any downspout, eave, gutter, 
pipe or other conveyance upon or across any public sidewalk. Where such discharge of storm 







 
water shall occur onto a parking lot, driveway or other non-permeable surface which drains 
toward a public sidewalk, such discharge of storm water shall not be permitted closer than fifteen 
(15) feet from the public sidewalk.  


B. Nuisances within the City and within one-half (½) mile of the City boundaries are hereby 
defined and declared to be as follows: 


(1) The accumulation upon any premises, lot or parcel of ground, or the discharge thereof upon 
any public street or private property, of stagnant or foul waste, water or liquids of any kind 
whatsoever; 


(2) Any unclean, stinking, foul, defective or filthy drain, ditch, tank or gutter or any leaking, 
broken slop, trash or garbage box or ash pit or receptacle of like character; 


(3) Accumulations of manure, rubbish, garbage, refuse and human and industrial or noxious or 
offensive waste, except the normal storage on a farm of manure for agricultural purposes; 


(4) Privy vaults, septic tanks or garbage cans or receptacles which are not fly-tight; 


(5) The pollution of any well, cistern, spring, underground water, stream, pond, lake, canal or 
body of water by sewage or industrial wastes or other substance harmful to human, animal or 
aquatic life; 


(6) The discharge of storm water, either by itself or in combination with other substances, that 
causes any stream, creek, pond, lake, canal or body of water to contain substances in sufficient 
amounts to cause the: (1) formation of putrescent, unsightly or harmful bottom deposits, (2) 
unsightly color or turbidity, offensive odor, 


(7) Perforated, punctured, ruptured, broken, cracked or leaking sanitary sewer lateral lines; 


(8) An activity, situation, structure or land use, which poses a threat to water quality and the 
public health, safety and welfare. Such conditions may arise from inadequate on-site sewage 
systems which utilize ground absorption; inadequate sedimentation and erosion control 
measures; the improper storage or disposal of junk, trash or other refuse within a buffer area: the 
absence or improper implementation of a spill containment plan for toxic and hazardous 
materials; the improper management of storm water runoff; or any other situation found to pose a 
threat to water quality. 


Section 3. That Section 8-138 of the Cameron City Code is hereby amended to read as 
follows: 


 
 


Sec. 8-138. - Penalty; collection of cost of abatement by city.  


A. Any person who causes, commits, keeps, maintains, permits or does any nuisance as 
specified or prohibited in this article, and who does not abate or remove the nuisance 
within the time specified in the notice given under the section 8-136, shall be guilty of an 
offense.  







 
 


B. If the owner and/or occupant fails to begin removal or abatement of the nuisance in 
accordance with the removal order within the time allowed, the City Manager may cause 
the condition that constitutes the nuisance to be removed or abated. If the City Manager 
causes such condition to be removed or abated, the cost of such removal shall be certified 
to the City Clerk who shall cause the certified cost to be included in a special tax bill or 
added to the annual real estate tax bill, at the collecting official's option. The remedy 
provided for in this subsection may either be in addition to or in lieu of the remedy 
provided in subsection A. The authority for this subsection is Section 67.398, RSMo.  
 
Section 4. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 


passage and approval.

Subject: 2016-2017 Annual Budget  
 
The budget for the next fiscal year reflects a strong financial position for the City, as we 
have strengthened or maintained reserve levels in some of the major funds.  
 
The Solid Waste Fund is spending from reserves, but we allowed that a few years ago in 
order to get the balance to around 50%. A truck purchase is a big part of the expenditure, 
and we are receiving a grant for about half the cost of the recycling truck. We recovered 
some expenses when the recycling drop off was moved from near Sutherlands to Clinco, 
and this change may balance the fund after a period of time. If it does not, a very small 
rate increase (maybe around $0.50 per month per customer) should balance the fund. This 
assumes trash collection fees do not increase. 
 
Airport operations have always been partially subsidized by the General Fund. This is not 
unusual in smaller communities, but airports are a necessary service for community 
vitality and growth. However, our airport continues to move toward financial self-
sufficiency, and with the new hangar purchase, increased rental revenues will help that 
effort. We will continue to operate the airport as independently as possible from a 
financial perspective. 
 
Wastewater Fund: The Wastewater Fund operated for several years (1992- 2011) without 
any rate increases, while the costs of operation increased over that period. This deficit 
funding always catches up, and in this case, by lowering the reserve balance and 
underfunding capital needs. This also delays replacement of lines, equipment, etc. which 
ends up with larger expenses in the future. The system is aging and my goal is to keep up 
with the infrastructure to avoid deterioration from happening again. We need to continue 
building the reserve to account for capital needs and sewer extensions that may be needed 
for expansion.  
 
The Water Fund has a decent reserve, and we have capital plans that will require a strong 
reserve to avoid additional debt. New line replacements are a consistent need, and we are 
looking to cash flow a water main extension that will use some existing pipe inventory. 
Engineering and installation will be a cost that can be handled through reserves, without 
borrowing. In all utility funds, we have found it very effective to keep our rate increases 
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low, but regular. In comparing our rates with other municipalities, we are very similar, or 
on the lower end of the average in many cases. It is less costly for the citizens in the long 
term if we keep our reserves healthy.  
Water rates will have more significant increase in the future, but this will be the needed 
as a solution to the City’s susceptibility to drought conditions. The City’s current 
reservoirs will not supply the City’s long-term demand for water. 
 
There are several things that will impact the General Fund in the future, and sales tax 
collection will be important to the fund’s long-term health. General Fund revenues 
(before capital) are forecasted to be slightly larger than expenses, but next year, we will 
be receiving less in property tax from the CNH project. For the past three years, we 
received back taxes that DeKalb County had not been collecting, previously. They have 
corrected that situation. We also have a considerable amount of legal expenses and that 
will hopefully decrease once the Aurora tax case award is made. Once the amount of 
back taxes owed to the City from the telecom is determined, we will know the effect this 
revenue will have on the General Fund. This should be a huge positive impact. 
Hopefully, this will be settled within the next year. Capital needs are funded from 
reserves, but the fund balance should be well within our policy amounts of 25-40%. 
Keeping up with equipment replacements is important, and we are looking at purchasing 
used equipment where it makes sense to do so. We also have some in-house transfers of 
vehicles that will help delay some replacements, while making the best use of the 
vehicles/equipment. Each year, departments tend to come in under budget by about 2-5%. 
This will increase the fund balance, but we won’t know that amount until this fiscal year 
is closed out. We will need to continue to watch the sales tax situation and make retail 
growth a priority for the upcoming year. 
 
Parks Fund- The Park Board has a budget that is fairly stable, and they have been able to 
fund some capital improvements in the past. The fund may be limited to support large-
scale projects without financing. 
 
Band Fund- This year will be the first full year that we put the Band budget on the same 
fiscal year as the rest of the funds. They are spending from reserves, but again, this is not 
a problem. Fund reserves are very strong at this time.  
 
Library Fund- Somewhat stable, but the Board will need to monitor expenditures closely. 
 
Municipal Fire Tax- A new budget was created for the voter-approved Fire Tax. 
Revenues will not be realized until well into the fiscal year. 
 
Storm Water Tax- This fund will be in arrears until it recovers from the Walnut St. 
contract payout. Some revenue should be available to do some additional storm projects 
later this fiscal year. In addition, Walnut St. debt service consumes half the revenue of 
this fund. 
 
Transportation Sales Tax – The next project to be funded from the tax is Groat St. This 
will be extensive, and if funds allow, will begin construction in the upcoming fiscal year. 
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However, we may have to build it up over the following year, like we did for the Lathrop 
project. Groat St.is expected to be less costly than the Lathrop project. We will know how 
much difference when we get to the bid phase.  
 
TIF/Special- These funds are set up to pay as they go. There are no problems anticipated 
in these funds for the upcoming year.  
 
The budget accounts for employee step increases for the upcoming year and a modest 
cost-of-living adjustment (COLA), of 1%. The actual CPI for 2015 was 1.1%, not 
seasonally adjusted. 
 
Community Projects (Line 10-10-400) - $25,000 budgeted and recommended by the 
Council Finance Committee.

It is time to set our annual tax levy for the General Fund, Park Fund, Library Fund and 
Municipal Band Fund. The State Auditor’s Office informs the City each year of the 
maximum amount that can be collected.  The ad valorem property tax rate must be set 
and returned to the County Clerks no later than September 1st each year.  A public 
hearing must be held and a notice published seven days in advance of the public hearing. 
We did not have the levy amounts from the State of Missouri at publication time so the 
proposed 2016 levy amounts in the notice were the maximum allowed.  Since publication 
time, I have received the information from the State Auditor’s Office and those levy 
amounts are reflected in the attached Bill.  Below is a comparison of the 2015 Tax Levy 
and the proposed levy for 2016.

The increase is slight, $0.0107, and results in a total tax of $1.0545 per $100 assessed 
valuation.  The City’s total assessed valuation (determined by Clinton and DeKalb 
Counties) decreased $689,051 which activated an equalization process for the assessed 
value and caused the rate increase (RSMo137.073).

The proper operation of municipal government 
requires that public officials and employees be independent, impartial and responsible to 
the people; that government decisions and policy be made in the proper channels of the 
governmental structure; that public office not be used for personal gain; and that the 
public have confidence in the integrity of its government.  In recognition of these goals, 
there is hereby established a procedure for disclosure by certain officials and employees 
of private financial or other interests in matters affecting the City. 
 
 Section 2.  Conflicts of Interest.  The Mayor or any member of the City Council 
who has a substantial personal or private interest, as defined by state law, in any bill shall 
disclose on the records of the City Council the nature of his or her interest and shall 
disqualify himself or herself from council chambers during discussion and voting on any 
matters relating to this interest. 
 
 Section 3.  Disclosure Reports.  Each elected official and the City Manager shall 
disclose the following information by May 1, if any such transactions were engaged in 
during the previous calendar year: 
 


a.  For such person, and all persons within the first degree of 
consanguinity or affinity of such person, the date and the identities of 
the parties to each transaction with a total value in excess of five 
hundred dollars, if any, that such person had with the political 
subdivision, other than compensation received as an employee or 
payment of any tax, fee or penalty due to the political subdivision, and 
other than transfers for no consideration to the political subdivision, 
other than compensation received as an employee or  payment of any 
tax, fee or penalty due to the political subdivision, and other than 
transfers for no consideration to the political subdivision; and 


b.  The date and the identities of the parties to each transaction known to 
the person with a total value in excess of five hundred dollars, if any, 
that any business entity in which such person had a substantial interest, 
had with the political division, other than payment of any tax, fee or 
penalty due to the political subdivision or transactions involving 
payment for providing utility service to the political subdivision, and 
other than transfers for no consideration to the political subdivision.    
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c.  The City Manager also shall disclose by May 1, for the previous 
calendar year the following information: 


1.  The name and address of each of the employers of such person 
from whom income of one thousand dollars or more was 
received during the year covered by the statement; 


2.  The name and address of each sole proprietorship that he 
owned; the name, address and general nature of the business 
conducted of each general partnership and joint venture in 
which he was a partner or participant; the name and address of 
each partner or co-participant for each partnership or joint 
venture unless such names and addresses are filed by the 
partnership or joint venture with the Secretary of State; the 
name, address and general nature of the business conducted of 
any closely held corporation or limited partnership in which the 
person owned ten percent or more of any class of the 
outstanding stock or limited partnership units; and the name of 
any publicly traded corporation or limited partnership that is 
listed on a regulated stock exchange or automated quotation 
system in which the person owned two percent or more of any 
class of outstanding stock, limited partnership units or other 
equity interests; 


3.  The name and address of each corporation for which such 
person served in the capacity of director, officer or receiver. 


 
 Section 4.  Filing of Reports.  The reports, in the attached format, shall be filed 
with the City Clerk and with the Secretary of State prior to January 1, 1993, and 
thereafter with the ethic commission.  The reports shall be available for public inspection 
and copying during normal business hours. 
 
 Section 5.  When Filed.  The financial interest statements shall be filed at the 
following times, but no person is required to file more than one financial interest 
statement in any calendar year: 
 


a.  Each person appointed to office shall file the statement within thirty days of 
such appointment or employment; 


b.  Every other person required to file a financial interest statement shall file the 
statement annually not later than May 1, and the statement shall cover the 
calendar year ending the immediately preceding December 31; proved that 
any member of the City Council may supplement the financial interest 
statement to report additional interests acquired after December 31, of the 
covered year until the date of filing of the financial interest statement. 


 
 Section 6.  Filing or Ordinance.  If this ordinance is adopted prior to January 1, 
1993, then the City Clerk shall send a certified copy of this ordinance to the Secretary of 
State’s Office within ten days of its adoption.  If this ordinance is adopted on or after 
January 1, 1993, then the City Clerk shall send a certified copy of this ordinance to the 
Missouri Ethics Commission within ten days of its adoption. 
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 Section 7.  Effective Date.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from 
and after the date of its passage and approval and shall remain in effect until amended or 
repealed by the City Council.

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 


DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI CODIFYING EXISTING 
ENABLING ORDINANCE AND BUSINESS LICENSE TAX 


 
 WHEREAS, the Laclede Gas Company has requested that the City of Cameron (“City”) 
reenact the City’s enabling ordinance regarding the business license tax on the gas utility; and  


 
WHEREAS, since on or before July 21, 1952, the City has had in effect a five percent 


(5%) gross receipt tax on the sale of gas for domestic and commercial purposes within the City 
as an occupation and license tax for the privilege of and as a franchise condition on engaging in 
the domestic and commercial gas business within the City; and  


 
WHEREAS, the City desires to codify such business license tax obligation in its Code of 


Ordinances; and  
  


 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS FOLLOWS: 
 


Section 1.  Chapter 6, Licenses and Business Regulations, of the Code of the City of 
Cameron is hereby amended by enacting the following new Article XI:  
 
ARTICLE XI. – Natural Gas  
 
Sec. 6-303. – Occupational and License Tax on Suppliers of Gas.  


 
Every person now or hereafter engaged in the business of supplying natural gas for 


domestic and commercial purposes within the City of Cameron, Missouri, shall pay to the City in 
addition to other taxes, an occupational and license tax for the privilege of engaging in the 
business within the City in the amount of five percent (5%) of gross receipts from such business 
within the limits of the City, now existing or hereinafter adjusted.  Such gross receipt license tax 
shall be due and payable to the City at the time the Report is due to the City as provided in 
Section 6-304.      
 
Sec. 6-304. – Report Required. 
 
 Licensee shall not later than February 1 and August 1 of each year, report to the 
governing body of the City of its gross receipts from the sale of natural gas for domestic and 
commercial purposes within the City for the six (6) month period ending at the last meter reading 
preceding December 31 and June 30 respectively.    


 
Sec. 6-305. – Status of License Tax. 
 The license tax imposed herein shall apply to the fullest extent permitted by law but shall 
not be deemed to apply to any circumstance or taxpayer where such application is contrary to 
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state or federal law. 
 


Section 2.  The portions of this Ordinance shall be severable.  In the event that any 
portion of this Ordinance is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the 
remaining portions of this Ordinance are valid, unless the court finds the valid portions of this 
Ordinance are so essential and inseparably connected with and dependent upon the void portion 
that it cannot be presumed that the City Council would have enacted the valid portions without 
the invalid one, or unless the court finds that the valid portions standing alone are incomplete and 
are incapable of being executed in accordance with the legislative intent.   


 
Section 3.  This Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after its passage 


and approval.

Issues  
 
In an effort to save money, the City decided to split the funding for the 2014 Sewer Project into 
two phases.  Phase I consisted of design and bidding for the collection system and the treatment 
plant, and the collection system construction.  This was funded through Certificates of 
Participation issued in August of 2014.  The attached Resolution authorizes the offering for sale 
of COPs in the amount of $3.9 million for the funding of Phase II of the project. Phase II costs 
include the Treatment plant construction, and administrative construction costs for the treatment 
plant and collection system.  Currently the City is funding the Phase II expenditures. The 
proceeds from the COP’s will be used to repay the Sewer Fund for these expenses. 
 
These capital improvements are necessary to comply with state and federal regulations.  The 
improvements will also increase plant efficiency and the upgrades to the collection system will 
result in less inflow reaching the lift stations and plant, so there will be some reduction in 
operating costs.  
 
Recommendation 


 
Staff recommends that the Council approve the Resolution for funding through Certificates of 
Participation for Phase II of the Wastewater Project.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE OFFERING FOR SALE OF 
APPROXIMATELY $3,850,000 PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF CERTIFICATES OF 
PARTICIPATION TO PROVIDE FUNDS TO PAY COSTS OF SEWERAGE 
SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS IN THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 
DEKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AND DECLARING THE INTENTION OF 
THE CITY COUNCIL TO REIMBURSE CERTAIN CAPITAL EXPENDITURES 
WITH PROCEEDS OF THE CERTIFICATES OF PARTICIPATION. 
 
 


 WHEREAS, the City of Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb Counties, Missouri (the “City”), desires 
to obtain funds to pay the costs of constructing, equipping, and furnishing sewer system improvements 
within the City (the “Project”), and expects to make capital expenditures after the date of this Resolution 
in connection with the Project; and  


 
WHEREAS, in order to reimburse itself for such expenditures and provide funds to pay the costs 


of the Project, at a later date, the City Council will authorize the City to enter into a lease purchase 
agreement with a trustee bank to pay or reimburse approximately $3,850,000 for costs of the Project, and 
to pay closing costs relating to the lease purchase agreement, and, in connection therewith, to authorize 
the trustee bank to deliver a like principal amount of participation certificates in the lease purchase 
agreement (the “Certificates of Participation”); and 


 
 WHEREAS, the City Council hereby determines it to be advisable to appoint the firm of Piper 
Jaffray & Co., of Leawood, Kansas, to serve as underwriter for the Certificates of Participation, and 
hereby determines it to be advisable to engage the firm of Gilmore & Bell, P.C., of Kansas City, 
Missouri, as the City’s special tax counsel in connection with the authorization, issuance, sale and 
delivery of the Certificates of Participation, and to authorize certain preliminary actions to be taken in 
connection therewith.  
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
CAMERON, CLINTON AND DEKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS: 
 


Section 1.  The City Council expects to make capital expenditures after the date of this 
Resolution in connection with the Project, and the City Council hereby declares its intent that the City 
reimburse itself for such expenditures with the proceeds of Certificates of Participation to be 
subsequently authorized in an amount that is not expected to exceed $3,850,000.   


 
Section 2.  The City Council hereby engages the law firm of Gilmore & Bell, P.C., to serve as 


the City’s special tax counsel in connection with the authorization, issuance, sale and delivery of the 
Certificates of Participation, and authorizes and directs such law firm to proceed with the preparation of 
the official statement and all legal proceedings necessary for the lease purchase agreement and the 
Certificates of Participation, for the purposes described herein.  The terms of Gilmore & Bell’s 
engagement, as described in the letter presented with this Resolution, are hereby accepted and the Mayor 
is authorized and directed to execute and deliver the acceptance of such terms, on behalf of the City. 


 
Section 3.  The City Council further appoints the firm of Piper Jaffray & Co., as underwriter, to 


proceed with the offering for sale of the Certificates of Participation; provided that the final terms of the 
lease purchase agreement and the Certificates of Participation shall be subject to the City Council’s 
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subsequent approval.  The terms of Piper Jaffray & Co.’s underwriting services, as described in the 
agreement presented with this Resolution, are hereby accepted and the Mayor is authorized and directed 
to execute and deliver the acceptance of such terms, on behalf of the City. 


 
 Section 4.  All officers and representatives of the City are hereby authorized and directed to take 
such other action as may be necessary to carry out the intent and purposes of these resolutions. 
 


Section 5.  This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its approval by the 
City Council.
