City Manager Gaugh opened the Work Session noting the reason for the Session is to
formulate a plan for an aquatic center and/or ball fields. Language can be written for a one half
(%) of one (1) percent economic development sales tax. The ballot language would contain a 20
year sunset clause. By law, an economic development sales tax requires 20 percent of the money
go toward economic development.

Comments:

The Park Board is against the tax if it is presented in the same form as the failed
initiatives. Rich Whalen, Cameron Park Board.

How much unused sales tax is available to the City? Councilmember Jack.
Response: City Manager Gaugh said 1/8 percent remains for Parks and Storm
Water and noted it would take 40 years to pay for the aquatic center at that rate.
The Park Board must step up and get the sales tax passed. The economic
development sales tax, if passed, would have gone 20 percent to economic
development and 80 percent to the Park Board which is according to State Statutes.

Team work is needed to progress. Economic Development needs land and the City
only has 46 acres at this time. Joe Abrutz, EDOC.

The Park Board needs to consider options and make a decision. Jason Jones,
Cameron Park Board.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

1. Street Projects. Rain continues to plague the construction progress. Work continues on
the sidewalk overpass project. The asphalt on the Lathrop and Mead area project has
started.

2. Animal Shelter. City Manager Gaugh recently met with the State officials, regarding
the animal shelter. The State is not able to do any type of mutual agreement to locate
the shelter at the Correctional Facilities. The City may want to re-visit using a small
portion of the City land near the Correctional Facilities. That portion of land has less
market potential and is not located near residential structures. It is also close to the
Facilities that operate the Puppies for Parole program. Flooding would not be an issue
at that location. It would also be a good location if we decide to explore implementing
photovoltaic (solar) panels to serve some of the electrical demand. Other locations can
also be explored. Recent heavy rains caused damage to the roof structure of the current
shelter and the runs. Community Development Director Tim Hamilton is working to
get pricing to make the necessary repairs.

3. Dilapidated Structures Demolitions. Nothing new to report. Project is continuing.

Re: Manager’s Report

Bond Rating — With the recent debt issuance for wastewater improvements, we underwent a new
bond rating as required. Our S&P (Standard and Poors) long-term rating remains as strong this
year, as it was two years ago at the last issue. The S&P rating of A+ /Stable for both Certificates
of Participation Issues remains in place. Our overall Issuer Credit Rating (ICR) is AA- and is
based on six factors in the report:

Adequate economy

Adequate financial management

Strong budgetary performance

Very strong budgetary flexibility

Very strong liquidity

Adequate debt and contingent liability position
Adequate institutional framework score

Strong reserves and liquidity with manageable debt will benefit the taxpayers by maintaining a
high bond rating. Smaller capital projects can be funded with cash in most cases. This helps keeps
our utility rates at a reasonable amount or lower in the long-term. Low cash reserves will result in
more interest expense and ultimately higher utility rates in the long term.

Street Projects- The Lathrop, 5", 6™, and Mead area project is basically complete. City crews are
doing some of the remaining sidewalks in the area. There is little, if any, work left on this project.

The sidewalk overpass project is expected to be complete around the third week of this month
(October).

Animal Shelter — We met with the architect on the animal shelter design. A proposal will be
submitted very soon. There are some limitations with building it at the current location, but we
may be able to make it work. We also have a site near the north water tower that would work, but
would need a Conditional Use Permit. There may be opposition of adjacent landowners. The site
is a good one, in other respects, however. It is still an option if needed.

Issues

The attached ordinance authorizes a lease purchase transaction for the funding of
wastewater plant, system capital improvements. The project’s original lease began in
2014, and the second phase was delayed until the financing would actually be needed.

These capital improvements are designed to make operational improvements at the
wastewater plant, including biosolids (waste sludge) handling. The system improvements
make some structural repairs, new line additions and work to reduce the amount of
infiltration and inflow (I/I) to the sanitary sewer system. These improvements do not
represent the entire system, but go a long way toward I/ reduction and system
maintenance.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the Council approve the ordinance for funding through
Certificates of Participation for capital improvements.

This is an agreement with engineering firm H. W. Lochner, Inc, for professional services
at the Cameron Memorial Airport related to engineering services associated with the
design of an AWOS system. AWOS stands for Automated Weather Observation Service
(or Station). We have gone through the official request for qualifications process for
engineering services for avaiation in the recent past and were approved by MoDot to
utilize Lochner. Additionally, MoDOT has reviewed and approved this agreement with
Lochner.

AWOS is important for pilots to obtain weather information specific to our airport. For
example, St. Joseph could be experiencing cloudy low visibility conditions, while our
runways are clear. This allows pilots access to that data and our airport when it is needed.
We are also in better position to serve as an alternate landing airport when needed.

FUNDING
The total cost of the agreement is $50,450, and is included in our current approved
Airport Layout Plan. We did receive Non-Primary Entitlement Grant funds we will

utilize to fund the project. The funds require a 10 % match.

Staff recommends approving the contract on full reading and proceeding with the design.
