Bill 2016-45, AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING AN ECONOMIC 
DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT AND MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING TO 
PROMOTE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT WITHIN THE CITY OF CAMERON BY 
AND BETWEEN THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, 
MISSOURI AND CAMERON CHAMBER OF COMMERCE d.b.a. ECONOMIC 
DEVELOPMENT OF CAMERON, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor.  
Copies of said Bill 2016-45 were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember 
Jack and seconded by Councilmember Clark to pass said bill on first reading.  Discussion.  Mike 
O’Donnell and Pam Ice, representing the Cameron Chamber of Commerce, addressed Council 
regarding the history of the contract for economic development with the City of Cameron.  
Economic Development of Cameron (EDOC) is a committee of the Chamber.  The Committee 
was formed five (5) years ago to fill a void left by the resignation of the City’s Economic 
Development Director. EDOC is governed by a set of rules and regulations set by the Chamber 
of Commerce and has Board members including: the Mayor and City Manager; a representative 
of the Cameron R-1 School District and the Cameron Regional Medical Center; and, other at 
large members of the community.  Ms. Ice noted with the Board changes, there are fresh eyes as 
Board members cycle through.  The Chamber’s main vision is to sustain and grow a foundation 
for a stronger community.  The agreement is for $3,000 per month to fund EDOC with the 
money used as they see fit.  O’Donnell and Ice asked the Council to approve the same contract 
that has been approved in previous years.  Councilmember Feighert stated he is adamantly 
against the Chamber hiring Rumery & Associates to perform economic development for the City 
of Cameron.    Councilmember Feighert suggested the Chamber consider placing Terry Rumery 
on a commission only basis regarding his efforts; and, also suggested the Chamber hire someone 
young with new vision and pay them a small salary with bonuses.  Someone from Cameron 
could come back and sell Cameron.  Ms. Ice noted the EDOC consultant contract has nothing to 
do with Bill 2016-45.    Bill 2016-45 passed on first reading only with a voice vote of four “Aye” 
and Councilmember Feighert voting “Nay”.   Mayor Eddins thanked the Chamber and EDOC for 
the quarterly update meetings that have been scheduled.

The District agrees to pay the City of Cameron 60 percent of the tax revenues 
they collect for protection to their area.  The remaining 40 percent is used by the District to 
purchase equipment requested by the Cameron Fire Department.  The equipment is then owned 
by the City of Cameron.   Bill 2016-46 passed on first reading only with a unanimous voice vote.

COMMISSION PROVIDING FOR AIRPORT IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT No. 16-
013A-1 AWOS DESIGN AT THE CAMERON MEMORIAL AIRPORT, was read by title 
by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O’Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2016-47 were available for the 
public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Feighert to 
pass said bill on first reading.  Discussion. Public Works Director Drew Bontrager informed 
Council Bill 2016-47 denotes acceptance of grant monies for the engineer’s design at the 
Cameron Memorial Airport.  The initial amount of the grant is $45,827 and requires a 10 percent 
match, not to exceed $5,092.  Staff recommends approval with a full reading tonight.  Motion 
carried unanimously.

INC. FOR DESIGN OF THE GROAT STREET IMPROVEMENT PROJECT, was read by 
title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O’Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2016-48 were available for the 
public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by Councilmember Feighert to 
pass said bill on first reading.  Discussion. Public Works Director Bontrager stated the agreement 
with Bartlett & West, Inc. is for design services for infrastructure on the Groat Street 
Improvement Project.  The Transportation Sales Tax and Storm Water Sales Tax will fund the 
project.  The Eighth Street storm water portion of the project is covered under the Storm Water 
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Improvement Plan List as Priority Number Six (6). Director Bontrager a said public meeting will 
be held with property owners, bids solicited and construction will begin in the spring.  
Completion of the project is anticipated for late summer.  Councilmember Feighert asked about 
re-evaluating the list of storm water projects and perhaps moving Orange Street up on the list.  
Director Bontrager said the timing is right with the Groat Street Improvements to move the storm 
water project up to complete the entire area project. Projects can be re-evaluated if there are 
significant changes but the project needs to be completed as promised. Motion carried 
unanimously.

The Bill 
eliminates breed specific verbiage and focuses on dangerous dogs.  The initial draft was 
completed by former City Attorney Troy Dietrich and has been reviewed by current City 
Attorney Padraic Corcoran. Bill 2016-49 passed on first reading only with a unanimous voice 
vote. 


 
Bill 2016-50, AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 


DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI REPEALING SEC.  5-102. KEEPING OF PIT BULL 
DOGS PROHIBITED, DIVISION 2. DOGS, ARTICLE IV. ANIMALS, OF CHAPTER 5 
HEALTH AND SANITATION, OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF CAMERON 
MISSOURI, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2016-
50 were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by 
Councilmember Feighert to pass said bill on first reading.  Discussion. City Manager Gaugh said 
this would repeal the current language banning pit bull breed from the City Code.   Bill 2016-50 
passed on first reading only with a unanimous voice vote. 


 
Resolution 2016-21, A RESOLUTION FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON 


AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO 
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ENTER INTO A LEASE-PURCHASE AGREEMENT WITH OLATHE DODGE FOR 
SIX (6) 2017 DODGE CHARGER POLICE VEHICLES FOR THE CAMERON POLICE 
DEPARTMENT, was read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said 
Resolution 2016-21 were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember 
Feighert and seconded by Councilmember Clark to pass Resolution 2016-21.  Discussion. Police 
Sergeant Dan Miller said the six (6) 2013 lease/purchase vehicles through Gladstone Dodge is 
complete and the vehicles are no longer under maintenance.  Repair costs are increasing on the 
vehicles. The vehicles currently have good trade-in values ($11,000 to $12,000 per vehicle) and 
the Department would like to capitalize on that value with upgrading patrol vehicles which 
includes all wheel drive options. Bids were solicited, received and reviewed and Staff 
recommends the lease/purchase from Olathe Dodge for six (6) new patrol vehicles at $23,095 
each less the trade-in value.  With the trade-in value the Department would finance 
approximately $85,000.  The current equipment will transfer to the new vehicles.  Resolution 
2016-21 passed with a unanimous voice vote. 


 
Resolution 2016-22, A RESOLUTION FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON 


AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO 
ENTER INTO A LEASE-PURCHASE AGREEMENT WITH BARNES BAKER 
AUTOMOTIVE GROUP FOR TWO (2) 2017 FORD EXPLORER POLICE UTILITY 
VEHICLES FOR THE CAMERON POLICE DEPARTMENT, was read by title by City 
Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said Resolution 2016-22 were available for the public.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Feighert and seconded by Councilmember Clark to pass 
Resolution 2016-22.  Discussion.  Sergeant Miller said Resolution 2016-22 would replace a 2004 
Dodge Durango driven by the Chief of Police and a 2001 Chevrolet Suburban used by the K-9 
Unit. The combined units have a trade-in value of $2,700. Bids were solicited, received and 
reviewed and Staff recommends the lease/purchase from Barnes Baker Automotive Group for 
two (2) new SUV’s at combined cost of $61,541 less the trade-in value.   Resolution 2016-22 
passed with a unanimous voice vote. 


 
Resolution 2016-23, A RESOLUTION FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON 


AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI APPROVING BUDGET ADJUSTMENT ONE 
(1) FOR THE BUDGET YEAR OF OCTOBER 1, 2016 TO SEPTEMBER 30, 2017, was 
read by title by City Clerk/Finance Clerk O'Connor.  Copies of said Resolution 2016-23 were 
available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Jack and seconded by 
Councilmember Feighert to pass Resolution 2016-23.  Discussion.  City Manager Gaugh said the 
adjustments are needed for the Waste Water Treatment Plant Improvements, the AWOS grant at 
the Airport and the Trim Grant for trees.  Resolution 2016-23 passed with a unanimous voice 
vote. 


 
Liquor License Applications.  Recent changes in ownership at Nelle’s County Restaurant, 


LLC and Jonez Travel Plaza Cameron, LLC have necessitated new liquor licenses be obtained.  
Both have applied for new liquor licenses: Nelle’s, Sell Retail Liquor by the Drink Resort and 
Sunday by the Drink; and, Jonez, Original Package Liquor and Sunday Original Package Liquor.  
These are the same licenses as the former owners had in place.  City Clerk/Finance Clerk 
O'Connor stated the required documents have been submitted as well as the prorated license fees.  
Councilmember Clark moved to approve the liquor license applications from Nelle’s County 
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Restaurant, LLC and Jonez Travel Plaza Cameron, LLC.  Councilmember Jack seconded the 
motion which passed with a unanimous voice vote. 


 
Board Appointments.  The terms of Kent Osborn and Mark Garges are expiring on the 


Cameron Industrial Development Authority; and, the term of Richard Whalen expires on the 
Board of Adjustment.  All three (3) have requested re-appointment to the respective Boards.

Re:  Manager’s Report  
 
 
Start Smart Program – This project is still alive, and the final cost estimate for the project is being 
completed. 
 
      Street Projects- The sidewalk overpass project is in the final stages. The sidewalk portion north of 
the overpass has been completed and the fencing for the pedestrian crossing is nearly completed. 
 
Animal Shelter – I received the architect’s proposal on the 31st for the new animal shelter and 
will review it. If it is acceptable, I will include for the next Council agenda, if possible. 
 
Highway 36 Alliance – The tourism group conducted their annual meeting, and the web site 
will feature a new article every month, regarding corridor members. Stan Hendrix is 
working on an article for the train depot, its history and why people should visit it. 
The group is also working on the Missouri Highway 36 Bargain Hunters Weekend, to 
take place the third Saturday in September. They will be looking for county coordinators 
to handle local contacts with the antique stores, etc. The event is nearly a year away, so 
there is some time for the planning of the event. 
 
Wastewater Plant and Collection System Project – The belt press building is completed 
and the belt press is in place. The fixed generator is in place, as well, and the wiring will 
be completed, soon. The new sewer line at Groat and West is completed. The manhole 
relining is progressing.

RE:  Ordinance –Economic Development 
 
Issues  
 
The attached ordinance will authorize an economic development agreement for the City 
and the Cameron Chamber of Commerce. The ordinance will extend for one year, the 
partnership with the Chamber in order to promote the economic growth and vitality of 
Cameron. The committee performing this oversight is Economic Development of Cameron 
(EDOC), which will perform the public/private partnership function. The City’s share of 
the investment under the ordinance will be $3,000 per month, which will cover the entire 
year. In order to maintain oversight of City funds, the City will continue to have 
representation on the EDOC committee. EDOC pays the City’s annual membership in 
KCADC, along with the consultant fees and general operating costs.  
  
EDOC is working toward initiatives in 2017, such as securing retail and commercial 
business, providing an improved quality of life, and working with the City, KCADC, and 
Missouri Economic Development to promote positive Economic growth in Cameron.  
At the present time the City does not have available staff time for Economic Development 
recruitment.   
 
Recommendation 
 
Staff recommends that the Council approve the ordinance between the City of Cameron 
and the Cameron Chamber of Commerce.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT  


AND  
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 


 
 
THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this 7th day of November 2016 by and between the 
City of Cameron, Missouri, hereinafter referred to as “City,” and the Cameron Chamber of 
Commerce, a Missouri corporation organized and existing by virtue of the laws of the State of 
Missouri, d/b/a Economic Development of Cameron, hereinafter referred to as “EDOC.” 
 
WHEREAS, City and EDOC recognize the need for economic development within and for the 
City of Cameron, and 
 
WHEREAS, economic development under this agreement shall include public purposes such as 
programming, business enticement, job creation, small business opportunity workshops, 
publication of news related to development, introduction of prospective businesses, determining 
business prospects, and 
 
WHEREAS, such economic development enhances the public interest by bringing new business 
to Cameron along with increased revenue, improved quality of life, and greater value for existing 
assets, 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, the parties in consideration of the covenants and terms hereinafter set 
forth agree as follows: 
 


1. The term of this agreement shall be from January 1, 2017, to December 31, 2017. 
 


2. During the term of the agreement, the City shall pay EDOC the sum of Three Thousand 
Dollars ($3,000.00) per month, payable monthly in advance. 


 
3. The City shall appoint the Mayor and the City Manager to the Board of Directors of 


EDOC. 
 


4. EDOC shall hire and employ a qualified economic developer or an economic 
development firm as an employee or independent contractor of EDOC.  The said 
employee shall perform such duties as are set forth in this agreement along with such 
other economic development activities as may be assigned or required by EDOC.  The 
EDOC Board shall counsel said employee or independent contractor on a six month 
basis. 


 
An economic development plan shall be prepared by the executive developer or firm.  
Said plan shall be approved with modifications and amendments by EDOC and upon 
adoption by both entities shall be implemented by the executive.  The plan shall include 
the public purposes as set for above. 


 
The parties expressly agree that any plan should include efforts at job creation and job 
retention, an enhanced economic development presence on the City website, support for 







 


businesses within the City, development of land acquisition plans for future industry and 
business, and cooperative agreements with area political subdivisions. 
 


5. EDOC shall prepare a budget and expend funds accordingly to support the development 
plan.  Every reasonable attempt shall be made to secure additional funds from private and 
public sources to supplement the funding available pursuant to this agreement. 
 


6. The City has budgeted sufficient funds to make the payments required during the fiscal 
year and intends to budget for the balance of funds in the next budget year.  The City 
represents that lawful and appropriated funds shall be made available to satisfy the 
obligations of the City under this agreement. This agreement is subject to and conditioned 
upon approval by the Cameron City Council.

ISSUE: 
 
The Cameron Rural Fire District (District) contracts to the City of Cameron for fire protection 
and emergency services.  Voters approved the rural district in November 1994 which guaranteed 
fire protection and emergency services in approximately a 144 square mile area outside the city 
limits of Cameron.  Voters also approved a tax levy to support the district.  The contract between 
the City of Cameron and the Cameron Rural Fire District states that sixty percent of revenues 
collected by the Rural District be paid to the City for emergency  services.  The contract also 
states forty percent of the money retained by the Rural District be spent to purchase equipment 
for the Cameron Fire Department and equipment to be titled to the City of Cameron. 
The contract shall allow the Cameron Rural Fire District to charge individuals who reside outside 
of the district, but receive emergency services within the boundaries of the district, for actual and 
reasonable cost of such services.  All billing and collections shall be the responsibility of the 
District.  Revenue received by the District shall be managed by the District and used to purchase 
equipment for the Cameron Fire Department. 
The City of Cameron will continue to submit billing for Haz-Mat incidents. 
The cooperation between the Rural Fire District and the City of Cameron Fire Department has 
been exceptional.  New money has allowed the Fire Department to upgrade equipment and 
provide a professional modern day Fire Department. 
Each year the Mayor signs a service agreement with the Cameron Rural Fire District to provide 
emergency services outside the City limits of Cameron.

CONTRACT FOR FIRE PROTECTION SERVICES 
 
 


WHEREAS, the City of Cameron, a political subdivision of the State of 


Missouri, (hereinafter called “City”) maintains and operates a fire department for the 


suppression of fires and other related emergencies; and 


 WHEREAS, the Cameron Rural Fire Protection District, a political subdivision 


of the State of Missouri, (hereinafter called “District”) is responsible for providing fire 


protection within its territory as shown on attached exhibit “A” except for that portion of 


the territory located within City; and 


 WHEREAS, District wishes to contract with City for fire protection and 


emergency services within the district’s territory. 


 NOW, THEREFORE, for valuable consideration, each received by the other, it 


is hereby mutually agreed as follows: 


1.  The term of this contract shall be from the date of its execution until        


December 31, 2017. 


2.  During the term of this contract City will provide fire protection and       


emergency services within the District’s territory of the same type and quality 


as are provided to the residents of the city.  Nothing in this contract shall       


require City to provide any greater or different type of fire protection or       


emergency service than is then currently provided to its citizenry. 


3.  City, its designated agents and representatives, shall be solely and completely       


responsible for prescribing the rules and regulations under which its fire       


department shall operate.  District, its designated agents and representatives, 


shall have no supervisory or other control over the Cameron Fire Department       


in its performance of the City’s obligations under this contract. 


4.  City agrees to honor such mutual aid agreements of the District for emergency       


services as may be entered into by the District provided that the city has the       


capability to fulfill such agreements.  District agrees to cause to be filed with       


City a copy of any mutual aid agreement executed by District, and further       







 


agrees to file within ten days after the execution of this contract any mutual       


aid agreements currently in effect.  


5.  At any time when a fire burn ban is issued in the City, the District Board shall 


issue a fire burn ban in the territory of the District. 


6.  For the period of time which this contract shall be in full force and effect, the       


District agrees to pay to, and City agrees to accept as full payment for all such       


services rendered, the sum equal to sixty percent of all taxes received annually       


by the district and the payment of said sum to be made within ten (10) days 


after taxes are received by the District. 


7.  The District shall charge individuals who reside outside the district, but 


receive emergency services within the boundaries of the district, for actual and 


reasonable cost of such services. Revenue received by the District shall be 


used to buy equipment for the Cameron Fire Department. 


8.  District will, funds permitting, provide to City from time to time such 


firefighting equipment as may be requested by City.  Once delivered to City, 


such equipment shall become City’s sole and exclusive property. 


9.  The City will carry workers’ compensation for fire department employees that       


will cover them in their duties throughout the District. 


10. The City covenants at all times to indemnify to the extent permitted by law 


and save District harmless from all loss, liability, cost, or damages that may 


occur or be claimed with respect to any person or property resulting from any 


act done or omission by or through City, it agents, employees, invitees, or any 


person by reason of this contract.   


11. During the term of this Agreement, City shall obtain, pay all premiums for, 


and furnish certificates to District for insurance as specified herein: 


a) Public liability insurance protecting the parties hereto, their agents, 


officers, elected officials, representatives, or employees because of 


liability incurred by the parties in the performance of the terms of this 


contract when such liability is imposed on account of injury to or death 


of a person or persons, such policy to provide limits on account of any 


accident resulting in injury or death to one person of not less than        


$ 410,185 and a liability limit on account of any accident resulting in 


injury or death to more than one person of not less than   $  2,734,567. 







 


b) Property damage insurance protecting the parties because of liability 


that may be incurred by the parties, their officers, agents, elected 


officials, representatives, or employees in the performance of the terms 


of this contract, such policy to provide for a limitation on account of 


each accident of not less than $ 410,185. 


c) Products liability insurance (if applicable) shall be carried in the amount 


of not less than $ 2,734,567. 


12.   All such insurance contracts shall name City and District as their interests         


appear and shall inure to the benefit of City and District and their officers, 


agents, elected officials, representatives, or employees. 


13.   No amendments or changes to this contract shall be effective unless in         


writing and duly executed upon authority of the governing bodies of the         


parties.

DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI REPEALING AND REPLACING SEC.  


5-91. DEFINITIONS.  AND SEC. 5-101. RESTRAINT OF VICIOUS OR 
DANGEROUS DOGS. DIVISION 2. DOGS, ARTICLE IV. ANIMALS IN 
CHAPTER 5, HEALTH AND SANITATION, OF THE CODE OF THE 


CITY OF CAMERON MISSOURI TO ESTABLISH ADDITIONAL 
GUIDELINES FOR IDENTIFYING AND CONTROLLING VICIOUS OR 


DANGEROUS DOGS  
  
 WHEREAS, public notice regarding the above petition was published in the Cameron 
Citizen-Observer, a newspaper of general circulation, on September 24, 2015.  A Public Hearing 
concerning said matter was held at City Hall in Cameron Missouri at 6:00 p.m. on April 11, 
2016; and 
 
 WHEREAS, Cameron Planning and Zoning Commission has met; considered said 
request and voted on recommending approval of the amendments by the City Council.  
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS: 
 
 Section 1.  Chapter 5 – HEALTH AND SANITATION, Article IV. Animals, Division 2.  
Dogs, Sec. 5-91. shall be amended to read as follows: 
 
  Sec. 5-91. Definitions.  


 
The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this division, shall have the 


meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different 
meaning:  


 
Animal shelter means any premises designated by action of the city for the purpose of 


impounding and caring for dogs found running at large in violation of this division.  
 
At large means any dog that is off the property of its owner and not under control of a 


competent person.  
 
Neutered male means any male dog which has been castrated or operated on so as to enable 


it incapable of impregnating.  
 
Owner means any person, group of persons or corporation owning, keeping or harboring a 


dog.  
 
Spayed female means any bitch which has been operated on and rendered incapable of 


conception.  







 
Stray dog means any dog running at large and not wearing the vaccination tag or license tag 


as provided for in this division.  
 
Tethering means the fastening of an animal to a stationary object or stake as a means of 


keeping the animal under control. Tethering does not refer to the periods when an animal is 
walked on a leash.  


 
Vicious or Dangerous dog means any dog, except one owned by or assisting a law 


enforcement officer in the cause of their official duties, which demonstrates any of the following: 
 


1. Any dog which is determined dangerous based on past behavior, violations of this 
chapter, or the nature of the animal in relation to persons or domestic animals. 
 


2. Having inflicted a severe or fatal injury on a human being on public or private 
property. "Severe injury" means any physical injury, resulting directly from an 
animal's bite or strike which results in death, broken bones, lacerations requiring 
stitches, or hospitalization. The victim receiving severe injuries must provide the 
supervisor of animal control a signed physician's statement documenting injury and 
treatment qualifying such as a severe injury or sign an authorization for release of 
such statement. 


 
3. Having killed a domestic animal, livestock, or poultry without provocation, while 


off the owner's property. 
 


4. Animals owned or harbored primarily or in part for the purpose of fighting or any 
animal trained for fighting. 


  
5. Having bitten a human being, without provocation, on public or private property 


other than the property of the owner. 
 


6. Having bitten while on the owner's property without provocation, a human being 
other than the owner or a member of the owner's family who normally resides at 
the place where the animal is kept. 


 
7. When unprovoked, chases or approaches a person upon the streets, sidewalks, or 


any public grounds, or private property other than that property of the owner, in a 
menacing fashion or apparent attitudes of attack, regardless of whether or not a 
person is injured by the animal. 


 
8. Possessing a known propensity, tendency or disposition to attack unprovoked, to 


cause injury, or to otherwise threaten the safety of human beings or domestic 
animals.  


 
(Ord. No. 4521, 6-3-97) 


 







Section 2.  Chapter 5 – HEALTH AND SANITATION, Article IV. Animals, Division 2.  
Dogs, Sec. 5-101. Restraint of vicious or dangerous dogs. shall be repealed and replaced as 
follows: 


 
Sec. 5-101. Restraint of vicious or dangerous dogs.   
 
Any person in the city who shall own, keep or harbor a vicious or dangerous dog as defined 


herein shall keep such dog muzzled securely, tied and otherwise effectively restrained, as 
provided in this section, when ordered to do so by either the city manager or his/her designee, or 
the chief of police: 
 


(a) Determination of Dangerousness Upon Complaint. 
When it is charged by any person that any dog is dangerous or vicious, a complaint 
shall be made by the person making such charge, and the Municipal Court shall have 
jurisdiction to determine whether or not such dog is dangerous or vicious.  In the 
event it is determined by the court that said dog is vicious or dangerous in addition to 
imposing punishment as provided herein for violation of this Section, the court shall 
also have the authority to order the dog killed or securely confined as provided in this 
Section. 


 
(b) Leash and muzzle. 


No person shall permit a vicious or dangerous dog to go outside its kennel or pen 
unless such dog is securely leashed with a leash no longer than four feet in length. No 
person shall permit a dangerous dog to be kept on a chain, rope or other type of leash 
outside its kennel or pen unless a person is in physical control of the leash. Such 
dangerous dogs may not be leashed to inanimate objects such as trees, posts, 
buildings, etc. In addition, all dangerous dogs on a leash outside the dog's kennel 
must be muzzled by a muzzling device sufficient to prevent such dangerous dog from 
biting other persons or other animals. If an animal is deemed an immediate threat to 
the public or residents of a dwelling unit, the City designated Animal Control Officer 
has authority to remove the vicious or dangerous dog from the City (or confined and 
restrained in house, or commercial kennel) once a citation is issued. The animal shall 
be confined for the interim time until the court date established in the Citation. Unless 
such case as a bite which breaks the skin shall require immediate removal of animal 
by the City as required by the Department of Agriculture.  


 
(c) Confinement.  


All vicious or dangerous dogs shall be securely confined indoors or in a securely 
enclosed and locked pen or kennel, except when leashed and muzzled as provided in 
Sec. 5-101 (b.) Such pen, kennel or structure must have secure sides and a secure top 
attached to the sides. All structures used to confine dangerous dogs must be locked 
with a key or combination lock when such dogs are within the structure. Such 
structure must have a secure bottom or floor attached to the sides of the pen or the 
sides of the pen must be embedded in the ground no less than two feet. All structures 
erected to house dangerous dogs must comply with all zoning and building 







regulations of the city. All such structures must be adequately lighted and ventilated 
and kept in a clean and sanitary condition.  


 
(d)  Confinement Indoors. 


No dangerous dogs may be kept on a porch, patio or in any part of a house or 
structure that would allow the dog to exit such building on its own volition. In 
addition, no such dog may be kept in a house or structure when the windows are open 
or when screen windows or screen doors are the only obstacles preventing the dog 
from exiting the structure.  


 
(e) Warning signs.  


All owners, keepers or harborers of vicious or dangerous dogs within the city as 
determined by Municipal Court shall display in a prominent place on their premises a 
sign easily readable by the public using the words "Beware of Dangerous Dog." In 
addition, a similar sign is required to be posted on the kennel or pen of such dog.  


 
(f) Registration.  


Owners of dangerous dogs within the corporate limits of the city shall be required to 
register their dogs with the animal control officer as a "dangerous dog" within 30 
days of the effective date of the ordinance from which this section is derived, or upon 
the determination that the dog is a dangerous animal by the animal control officer, or 
a court of competent jurisdiction. The registration shall be accompanied by a 
registration fee in the amount provided in the city schedule of fees and charges. 


 
(g) Identification photographs.  


All owners, keepers or harborers of dangerous dogs must, within ten days of the 
effective date of the ordinance from which this chapter is derived, provide to the 
animal control department two color photographs of the dog clearly showing the color 
and approximate size of the dog.  


 
(h) Duty to report changes in animal's status.  


All owners, keepers or harborers of dangerous dogs must within ten days of the 
incident, report the following information in writing to the animal control department 
as required hereinafter:  
The removal from the city or death of a dangerous dog. 
The birth of offspring of a dangerous dog. 
The new address of a dangerous dog owner should the owner move within the 
corporate city limits.  
The deletion, expiration or change in liability insurance policies maintained as 
required in this section.  


 
(i) Sale and transfer restricted.  


No person shall sell, barter, or in any other way dispose of a dangerous dog registered 
with the city to any person within the city unless the recipient person resides 
permanently in the same household and on the same premises as the registered owner 
of such dog; provided, that the registered owner of a dangerous dog may sell or 







otherwise dispose of a dangerous dog or offspring of such dog to persons who do not 
reside within the city.  


 
(j) Liability insurance required.  


The owner or keeper of a dangerous dog shall present to the animal control 
department proof that the owner or keeper has procured public liability insurance in a 
single incident in the amount of at least $300,000.00 for bodily injury to or death of 
any person or for damage to property owned by any persons which may result from 
the ownership of such dog. The policy must stay in effect while the dangerous dog is 
maintained in the city. This policy shall contain a provision requiring the city to be 
notified by the insurance company of any cancellation, termination or expiration of 
the policy.  


 
(k) Violations and penalties.  


Any person violating or permitting the violation of any provision of this section shall 
upon conviction in municipal court be fined a sum not less than $500.00. In addition 
to the fine imposed, the court may sentence the defendant to imprisonment for a 
period not to exceed 90 days. In addition to all other applicable penalties for violation 
of this chapter, upon violation of this article the court shall order the registration of 
the subject dog revoked and the animal removed from the city. Should the defendant 
refuse to move the dangerous dog from the city, the municipal court judge shall find 
the defendant owner in contempt and order the immediate confiscation and 
impoundment of the dog. Each day that a violation of this section continues shall be 
deemed a separate offense. In addition to all other applicable penalties the foregoing 
penalties, any person who violates this section shall pay all expenses, including 
shelter, food, handling, veterinary care and testimony necessitated by the enforcement 
of this section.  


 
(l) Right of Entry To Dispose Of Dangerous Dog. 


The Animal Control Officer or any Police Officer of the City shall have the right to 
go on any property by order of the Municipal Court to dispose of any dog found by 
the court to be dangerous or vicious.   


 
(m) Appeals.  


Any person who has been found guilty by Municipal Court of harboring, or owning a 
dangerous dog as defined herein may have their appeal heard in Circuit Court.”

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI ADDING ARTICLE VII. SMALL 
UNMANNED AIRCRAFT SYSTEMS TO CHAPTER 8, OFFENSES - 
MISCELLANEOUS IN THE CODE OF THE CITY OF CAMERON 
MISSOURI RELATING TO THE OPERATION OF UNMANNED 


AIRCRAFT SYSTEMS 
 


WHEREAS, the responsible and safe use of Unmanned Aircraft Systems, more 
commonly known as drones, is an increasingly popular recreational activity and promotes 
technological innovation, economic growth, and job creation; and 


 
WHEREAS, the unregulated use of the Unmanned Aircraft Systems throughout the City 


poses a threat to the public health, safety, and welfare and has created public health, safety, and 
welfare concerns, including, but not limited to, privacy, nuisance, and trespass concerns;  and 


 
WHEREAS, the Federal Aviation Administration has promulgated Part 107 of the 


Federal Aviation Regulations and Section 333 of the FAA Modernization and Reform Act of 
2012, regulating the use of Small Unmanned Aircraft Systems but allows for local regulations 
using the local government’s police power; and  


 
WHEREAS, the City desires to promote the responsible and safe use of Unmanned 


Aircraft Systems while ensuring that the public health, safety and welfare is protected.  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 


CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS 
FOLLOWS: 


 
Section 1. Chapter 8, OFFENSES - MISCELLANEOUS of the City Code is hereby 


amended by adding Article VII. Small Unmanned Aircraft Systems as follows:  
 
ARTICLE VII. Small Unmanned Aircraft Systems.  
 


Sec. 8-231. Definitions.  
 


The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the 
meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the content clearly indicates different 
meaning:  


 
Aircraft means any contrivance invented, used, or designed to navigate or fly in the air. 


 
City Airspace means the airspace above the land, water, and waterway within the 


jurisdiction of the City.  
 







 


Harassing Manner means a knowing and intentional course of conduct directed toward a 
specific person or property that seriously alarms, annoys, torments or terrorizes the person, and 
serves no legitimate purpose, including, but not limited to, any course of conduct carried out 
through the use of a Unmanned Aircraft System over or near any dwelling, occupied vehicle, or 
other place where one may reasonably expect to be safe from uninvited instruction or 
surveillance.  


 
Hobby or recreational purposes means a pursuit engaged in for relaxation, and not for 


commercial purposes, compensation, or hire. 
  


Open air assembly place means any structure, enclosed area, or other demarcated space 
used for the assembly of persons in the open air, including, but not limited to, amusement parks, 
stadiums, athletic fields, outdoor public swimming pools, street festivals, or parade routes.  


 
Operate means to pilot, steer, direct, fly or manage a small unmanned aircraft through the 


air remotely. The term “Operate” include managing or initiating a computer system that pilots, 
steers, directs, flies, or manages a small unmanned aircraft. 


 
Small Unmanned Aircraft means an aircraft that:  


i. is operated without the possibility of direct human intervention from within or on 
the aircraft, and  


ii. weighs less than 55 pounds at the time of the operation, including the weight of 
any payload or fuel.  


 
Surveillance means the gathering, without permission and in a manner that is offensive to 


a reasonable person, of visual images, physical impressions, sound records, data, or other 
information involving the private, personal, business or familiar activities of another person 
business or entity, or that otherwise intrudes upon the reasonable expectancy of privacy, solitude, 
or seclusion of another person, business, or entity, regardless of whether a physical trespass onto 
real property, owned, leased, or otherwise lawfully occupied by such other person, business or 
entity, or into the airspace above real property owned, leased, or otherwise lawfully occupied by 
such other person, business, or other entity, occurs in connection with such surveillance.  


 
Weapon means any instrument, article, or substance that, under the circumstances in 


which it is used, attempted to be used, or threatened to be used, is readily capable of causing 
death or physical or serious physical injury.  


 
Sec. 8-231. Operating Regulations.  
 


Except as otherwise provided herein or preempted by the Federal Aviation 
Administration in Part 107 of the Federal Aviation Regulations or Section 333 of the FAA 
Modernization and Reform Act of 2012, no person shall operate for hobby or recreational 
purposes any Small Unmanned Aircraft in city airspace: 


 
(a) Directly over any person who is not involved in the operation of the Small Unmanned 
Aircraft, without the person’s consent;  







 


 
(b) Over property that the operator of the Small Unmanned Aircraft does not own, 


without the proper owner’s consent, subject to any restrictions that the property 
owner may place on such operation;  
 


(c) By a child under 13 years of age when not accompanied and supervised by the 
parent of the child or designated adult;  
 


(d)  At an altitude higher than 400 feet above ground level;  
 
(e) Outside the visual line of sight of the operator. The operator shall use his or her 


own natural vision, which include vision corrected by standard eyeglasses or 
contact lenses, to maintain at all times an unobstructed view of all small 
unmanned aircraft, without the use of vision-enhancing devises, such as 
binoculars, night vision goggles, powered vision magnifying devices, goggles 
designed to provide a “first person view” from the model of similar devices;  


 
(f) Within one (1) mile of the Cameron Municipal Airport, unless the airport 


manager and the airport air traffic control tower consent after prior notice of the 
operation; 


 
(g)  In a manner that interferes with, or fails to give way to, any manned aircraft;  


 
(h) Between dusk and dawn;  


 
(i) Whenever weather conditions impair the operator’s ability to operate the Small 


Unmanned Aircraft safely;  
 


(j) Over any open air assembly unit, school, school yard, hospital, place of worship, 
prison, police station, without the property owner’s consent, and subject to any 
restrictions that the property owner may place on such operation;  


 
(k) Within 500 feet of any water intake facility or any electric generating facility, 


substation or control center, or within 100 feet of any electric transmission 
facility, or within 25 feet of any electric distribution facility or any overhead wire, 
cable, conveyor or similar equipment for the transmission of sounds or signal, or 
of heat, light or power, or data, upon or along any public right away within the 
city, without the facility or equipment owner’s consent and subject to any 
restrictions that the facility or equipment owner may place on such operation;  
 


(l) For the purpose of conducting surveillance, unless expressly permitted by law;  
 


(m) While under the influence of alcohol, or other drug or drugs, intoxicating 
compound or compounds or any combination thereof;  


 
(n) That is equipped with a weapon;  







 


 
(o) With the intent to use such Small Unmanned Aircraft or anything attached to it to 


cause harm to persons or property;  
 


(p) In a reckless or careless or harassing manner; or  
 


(q) In violation of any Federal or State law, including, but not limited to, Part 107 of 
the Federal Aviation Regulations or Section 333 of the FAA Modernization and 
Reform Act of 2012.  
 


Sec. 8-232. Construction of Section.  
 


(a) Operations authorized by the FAA – exception. Nothing in this section shall be 
constructed to prohibit, limit or otherwise restrict any person who is authorized by 
the Federal Aviation Administration to operate a Small Unmanned Aircraft in city 
air space, pursuant to Part 107 of the Federal Aviation Regulations or Section 333 
of the FAA Modernization and Reform Act of 2012 or a certificate of waiver, 
certificate of authorization or airworthiness certificate under Section 44704 of 
Title 49 of the United States Code or other Federal Aviation Administration grant 
of authority for a specific flight operation(s), from conducting such operation(s).  
 


(b) Operations prohibited by the FAA – clarification. Nothing in this section shall be 
construed to authorize the operation of any Small Unmanned Aircraft in city 
airspace in violation of any Federal statute or rules promulgated thereunder.  


 
(c) Operations by the City in general – exception. Nothing in this section shall be 


construed to prohibited any person who is permitted by the City Council, the City 
Manager, the public works director, or the parks and recreation director to operate 
a Small Unmanned Aircraft in city airspace from conducting such operations in 
accordance with the terms of such authorization and Federal or State law.  


 
(d) Operations by the Law Enforcement or Safety Agency – exception. This section 


shall not prohibit the use of any Small Unmanned Aircraft by law enforcement or 
public safety agencies: 


 
i. If a warrant is issued authorizing the use of an unmanned aircraft; or  


ii. For the purpose of providing emergency management, fire, or police 
protection services in response to a life threatening emergency, or for 
surveying the condition of person or property during a duly declared state of 
emergency; or  


iii. Under circumstances where a warrant would not otherwise by required by 
law.  


 
Sec. 8-233. Violation - Penalty.  


 







 


(a) Any person who violates this section shall be fined not less than $120.00 nor 
more than $500.00 for each offense.  


(b) A law enforcement officer may seize an Unmanned Aircraft System as evidence 
of a violation of this section. The Unmanned Aircraft System thereafter shall be 
disposed of in accordance with State law for the disposition of seized property.  
 


Section 2.  If this ordinance, or any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this 
ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or preempted, such decision shall not 
affect the validity of the remaining portions.  


 
Section 3.  The Mayor is hereby authorized to sign this Ordinance on behalf of the City of 


Cameron. 
 
Section 4.  The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 
Section 5. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 


passage and approval.

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND 


DEKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AMENDING ARTICLE III 
NUISANCES, CHAPTER 8, OFFENSES-MISCELLANEOUS IN THE 


CODE OF THE CITY OF CAMERON MISSOURI RELATING TO 
EXTERIOR DISPLAY AND STORAGE 


 
WHEREAS, Section 67.398, RSMo provides that the governing body of any city 


may declare the presence of certain debris and conditions upon any property to be a 
public nuisance; and  


WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Cameron, Clinton and DeKalb 
Counties, Missouri (“City”) finds that the exterior display and storage of certain materials 
presents a danger to the public safety and health and damages the aesthetics and general 
welfare of the City’s residents; and 


WHEREAS, it is the intent and desire of the City Council to amend the Code of 
the City of Cameron, Missouri (“Code”) to protect the public safety and health and to 
preserve the aesthetics and general welfare of the City’s residents and to ensure and 
preserve the residential nature of the neighborhoods, and to secure a prosperous and 
progressive community, maintain the values of property in the City and to prevent 
unsightliness which debases the values of the community by regulating the exterior 
display and storage of certain materials. 


 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF 


THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, 
AS FOLLOWS: 
 


Section 1.  Chapter 8, OFFENSES-MISCELLANEOUS, Article III. 
Nuisances, of the Code of the City of Cameron Missouri is hereby amended by adding 
Division 4 as follows: 
 
DIVISION 4. Exterior display or storage of certain materials prohibited.  
 
Sec. 8-178. Definitions. 
 


The following words or terms are, for purposes of this Division, defined as 
follows:  


 
Appliances means any mechanism, device, apparatus or equipment, designed 


primarily for indoor household use, including but not limited to: stoves, refrigerators, 
ovens, microwave ovens, washing machines, clothes dryers, sewing machines, 
televisions, and similar items 
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Furniture means any items of household furniture designed primarily for indoor 
use, including but not limited to: sofas, couches, divans, rocking chairs, reclining chairs, 
ottomans, beds, mattresses, box springs, desks, tables, and similar items, but excluding 
those items of furniture designed primarily for outdoor use.  
 


Indoor merchandise means any item intended for sale, or resale, excluding lawn, 
garden, and landscape materials, agricultural products, implements and equipment; and 
construction materials.  
 


Firewood means wood products used to produce heat by burning.  
 
Sec. 8-179. Nuisances declared; exceptions. 
 


It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation, owning, leasing or being 
in possession of any real estate, to collect, display, place, store, or allow or suffer to be 
collected, displayed, placed or stored upon the property, any appliances, furniture, indoor 
merchandise, or firewood, for any period of time in excess of twenty-four (24) hours, 
except as follows:  
 


(a) Within the walls, including screened-in porches, of a house, garage, 
outbuilding, building or other similar type of enclosed structured allowed by 
the Cameron Zoning Ordinance; or  
 


(b) Within a storage bin or other structure, provided that such storage bin or 
structure consists of a solid fence or wall and such items are not clearly visible 
through such bin or other structure and provided further that such fence, bin, 
or wall structure is of a type allowed by the Cameron Zoning Ordinance. 


 
(c) In the case of firewood, firewood that is stacked in rows or columns.  


 
(d) Those items placed by the curbside for disposal and collection as part of a 


city-approved clean-up event.  
 
Sec. 8-180. Penalty. 
 


Any person found in violation of any of the provisions of this Division may be 
fined pursuant to Section 1-9(e) (2) of the Cameron City Code. Each day that a violation 
shall continue shall be deemed a separate offense. 


  
Section 1.  The Mayor is authorized to sign this Ordinance, approving it on behalf 


of the City of Cameron.
