The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 19™ day of December 20186, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Jerri Ann Eddins led the
Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Mayor Jerri Ann Eddins presided with the following Councilmembers present: Dennis
M. Clark, John R. Feighert and Ronnie Jack. Absent: Darlene Breckenridge.

Present were City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Padraic Corcoran and
City Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor.

Minutes of the December 5, 2016, Council Session were approved as submitted with a
voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Clark and seconded by Councilmember Feighert.
Absent: Councilmember Breckenridge.

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

1. January Council Meetings. January Council Sessions will be held on January 3, 2017
January 17, 2017 due to Holiday scheduling. An EDOC incentive meeting is being
scheduled during January as well.

2. Sewer Projects. Work is continuing on the F-0001 sub-basin. Work at the wastewater
treatment plant is continuing with a substantial completion date of March 18, 2017.

3. Start Smart Grant. The grant application for the Start Smart program is progressing. A
public hearing is currently scheduled for December 19, 2016.

4. Commercial Demolitions. There are (2) two commercial structures classified as
dangerous structures and the property owners have been asked to remove them. Both
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cases are in the court process for non-compliance. One (1) of the owners has been
given 60 days to begin demolition of his building. The court will be updated after 60
days. The other property will continue in the court process for a few more months.

5. Residential Demolitions. The demolition grant process will begin when the
Community Development position is filled.

Re:  Manager’s Report

Animal Shelter — Staff met with the architect for the animal shelter design on December
20™. The purpose was to get all the design details worked out as much as possible, prior
to final design. We will review the preliminary drawings, which should be available soon,
and make any final changes before the bid set is produced. The shelter faces many
structural issues and we are working with the architect to incorporate long-life materials,
as well as a design that will be more resistant to rodent infestation.

Sewer Projects —Sewer pipe relining should be complete or close to complete in FO001
sub-basin. We are also beginning the process of renewing our plant permit. This is a five-
year permit and we may come under disinfection in this permit cycle. If we do, this will
be a fairly expensive endeavor. The State has been trying to get most plants to disinfect
the effluent in recent years.

Start Smart Grant — The grant application for the Start Smart program was submitted to
Jefferson City. Hopefully, things will go well for the facility approval. It would be really
nice to see an empty building put to such good use. The location is perfect for the facility,
as well.

Snow /Ice Treatment — The ice/snow that we had last month was very difficult to treat,
due to the temperature and other factors. The amount of total precipitation was not much,
but these types of storms can be expensive to treat. We used a great deal of salt and
materials, and since the storm was widespread, national salt supplies may be scarce for a
bit. We still have inventory, and our long-term plan is to add additional salt storage for
these sorts of events, or when we get multiple snow events that require repeated
applications. The companies providing salt do not guarantee delivery in the winter, due to
the sudden demand when storms affect a large area.

Hospital (CRMC Renal Dialysis Addition) Construction — Staff met with the architect for
the project. They will ready to break ground in the near future.

The increasing popularity of drones for recreational use has required many municipalities to consider
additional requirements for the operation of such devices in local airspace.

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND
DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI ADDING ARTICLE VII. SMALL
UNMANNED AIRCRAFT SYSTEMS TO CHAPTER 8, OFFENSES -

MISCELLANEOUS IN THE CODE OF THE CITY OF CAMERON
MISSOURI RELATING TO THE OPERATION OF UNMANNED
AIRCRAFT SYSTEMS

WHEREAS, the responsible and safe use of Unmanned Aircraft Systems, more
commonly known as drones, is an increasingly popular recreational activity.and promotes
technological innovation, economic growth, and job creation; and

WHEREAS, the unregulated use of the Unmanned Aircraft'Systems throughout the City
poses a threat to the public health, safety, and welfare and has created public health, safety, and
welfare concerns, including, but not limited to, privacy, nuisance, and trespass concerns; and

WHEREAS, the Federal Aviation Administration has promulgated Part 107 of the
Federal Aviation Regulations and Section 333fef the FAA Modernization and Reform Act of
2012, regulating the use of Small Unmanned‘Alircraft Systemsbut allows for local regulations
using the local government’s police power; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to, promote the responsible and safe use of Unmanned
Aircraft Systems while ensuring that the public health, safety and welfare is protected.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE M \ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF CAMERON,“CLINTON*AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI AS
FOLLOWS:

Section 1.“Chapter 8;, OFFENSES - MISCELLANEQOUS of the City Code is hereby
amended by adding Article VAll.Small Unmanned Aircraft Systems as follows:

ARTICLE VII. Small Unmanned Aircraft Systems.
Sec. 8-231. Definitions.

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the
meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the content clearly indicates different
meaning:

Aircraft means any contrivance invented, used, or designed to navigate or fly in the air.

City Airspace means the airspace above the land, water, and waterway within the
jurisdiction of the City.





Harassing Manner means a knowing and intentional course of conduct directed toward a
specific person or property that seriously alarms, annoys, torments or terrorizes the person, and
serves no legitimate purpose, including, but not limited to, any course of conduct carried out
through the use of a Unmanned Aircraft System over or near any dwelling, occupied vehicle, or
other place where one may reasonably expect to be safe from uninvited instruction or
surveillance.

Hobby or recreational purposes means a pursuit engaged in for relaxation, and not for
commercial purposes, compensation, or hire.

Open air assembly place means any structure, enclosed area, or other demarcated space
used for the assembly of persons in the open air, including, but not limited to, am@sement parks,
stadiums, athletic fields, outdoor public swimming pools, street festivals, or parade routes.

Operate means to pilot, steer, direct, fly or manage a small unmanned aircraft through the
air remotely. The term “Operate” include managing or initiating/a computer, system that pilots,
steers, directs, flies, or manages a small unmanned aircraft.

Small Unmanned Aircraft means an aircraft that:
I. is operated without the possibility of direct.iuman intervention from within or on
the aircraft, and
ii. weighs less than 55 pounds at the time of the operation, including the weight of
any payload or fuel.

Surveillance means the gathering, without permission and in a manner that is offensive to
a reasonable person, of visual images, physical/impressions, sound records, data, or other
information involving theprivate; personal, business or familiar activities of another person
business or entity, or that’‘otherwise' intrudes tipon the reasonable expectancy of privacy, solitude,
or seclusion of another person, busingss,.or entity, regardless of whether a physical trespass onto
real property, owned, leased, or otherwise lawfully occupied by such other person, business or
entity, or into the airspace above real property owned, leased, or otherwise lawfully occupied by
such other person, business, or.@ther entity, occurs in connection with such surveillance.

Weapon means any instrument, article, or substance that, under the circumstances in
which it is used, attempted to be used, or threatened to be used, is readily capable of causing
death or physieal or serious physical injury.

Sec. 8-231. Operating Regulations.

Except as otherwise provided herein or preempted by the Federal Aviation
Administration in Part 107 of the Federal Aviation Regulations or Section 333 of the FAA
Modernization and Reform Act of 2012, no person shall operate for hobby or recreational
purposes any Small Unmanned Aircraft in city airspace:

(a) Directly over any person who is not involved in the operation of the Small Unmanned
Aircraft, without the person’s consent;





(b) Over property that the operator of the Small Unmanned Aircraft does not own,
without the proper owner’s consent, subject to any restrictions that the property
owner may place on such operation;

(c) By a child under 13 years of age when not accompanied and supervised by the
parent of the child or designated adult;

(d) At an altitude higher than 400 feet above ground level;

(e) Outside the visual line of sight of the operator. The operator shall usednis or her
own natural vision, which include vision corrected by standard”eyeglasses or
contact lenses, to maintain at all times an unobstructed view of all small
unmanned aircraft, without the use of vision-enhancing devises, such as
binoculars, night vision goggles, powered vision magnifying devices, goggles
designed to provide a “first person view” from the model*of,similar devices;

() Within one (1) mile of the Cameron Munigipal YAirport, unless the airport
manager and the airport air traffic control’tower consent after prior notice of the
operation;

(9) In amanner that interferes with, or failsito give way to, any manned aircraft;
(h) Between dusk and dawn;

(i) Whenever weather conditions impair the operator’s ability to operate the Small
Unmanned Aircraftisafely;

(1) Over anynopen air assembly unit, school, school yard, hospital, place of worship,
prison, police station, without the property owner’s consent, and subject to any
restrictions that,the property owner may place on such operation;

(k) Within 500 feet of any water intake facility or any electric generating facility,
substation or control center, or within 100 feet of any electric transmission
facility, or within 25 feet of any electric distribution facility or any overhead wire,
cable, conveyor or similar equipment for the transmission of sounds or signal, or
of heat, light or power, or data, upon or along any public right away within the
city, without the facility or equipment owner’s consent and subject to any
restrictions that the facility or equipment owner may place on such operation;

() For the purpose of conducting surveillance, unless expressly permitted by law;

(m)While under the influence of alcohol, or other drug or drugs, intoxicating
compound or compounds or any combination thereof;

(n) That is equipped with a weapon;





(o) With the intent to use such Small Unmanned Aircraft or anything attached to it to
cause harm to persons or property;

(p) In areckless or careless or harassing manner; or

(g) In violation of any Federal or State law, including, but not limited to, Part 107 of
the Federal Aviation Regulations or Section 333 of the FAA Modernization and
Reform Act of 2012.

Sec. 8-232. Construction of Section.

(a) Operations authorized by the FAA — exception. Nothing in this section shall be
constructed to prohibit, limit or otherwise restrict anysperson who is authorized by
the Federal Aviation Administration to operate a Small inmanned Aircraft in city
air space, pursuant to Part 107 of the Federal Aviation Regulations or Section 333
of the FAA Modernization and Reform Act of 2012 or & certificate of waiver,
certificate of authorization or airworthinessgeertificate under Section 44704 of
Title 49 of the United States Code or other Federal,Aviation Administration grant
of authority for a specific flight gperation(s)yfrom conducting such operation(s).

(b) Operations prohibited by the FAA — clarification. Nothing in this section shall be
construed to authorizesthe operation of<any Small Unmanned Aircraft in city
airspace in violation of any,Federal statute or rules promulgated thereunder.

(c) Operations by the Citysin general# exception. Nothing in this section shall be
construed to,prohibited any. person who is permitted by the City Council, the City
Manager gthe public'works director, or the parks and recreation director to operate
a Small Unmanned Aircraft in city airspace from conducting such operations in
accardance with the terms of such authorization and Federal or State law.

(d) Operations by thesLLaw Enforcement or Safety Agency — exception. This section
shall not prohibit the use of any Small Unmanned Aircraft by law enforcement or
public safety agencies:

i. Ifawarrant is issued authorizing the use of an unmanned aircraft; or
ii. For the purpose of providing emergency management, fire, or police
protection services in response to a life threatening emergency, or for
surveying the condition of person or property during a duly declared state of
emergency; or
iii.  Under circumstances where a warrant would not otherwise by required by
law.

Sec. 8-233. Violation - Penalty.





(@) Any person who violates this section shall be fined not less than $120.00 nor
more than $500.00 for each offense.

(b) A law enforcement officer may seize an Unmanned Aircraft System as evidence
of a violation of this section. The Unmanned Aircraft System thereafter shall be
disposed of in accordance with State law for the disposition of seized property.

Section 2. If this ordinance, or any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this
ordinance is, for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or preempted, such decision shall not
affect the validity of the remaining portions.

Section 3. The Mayor is hereby authorized to sign this Ordinance on behalf of the City of
Cameron.

Section 4. The City Clerk is hereby directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature.

Section 5. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its
passage and approval.

Section 6. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in‘conflict with this Ordinance are hereby
repealed.

RE: Aquatic Facility Management Agreement

PURPOSE

The attached Bill would authorize the City Manager to enter into an agreement with the
Cameron Regional YMCA to operate and manage all aspects of the Cameron Aquatic Facility
for the 2017 season.

BACKGROUND

This is the thirteenth season the Cameron Regional YMCA has operated and managed all
aspects of the Swimming Pool, including concessions for the Park Board. This has proved to
be a successful partnership by allowing the Park Board to concentrate on facilities and the
YMCA providing the management expertise they have for running the program. The Park
Board shall pay the YMCA a flat management fee of $15,000 for these services.

RECOMMENDATION

The Park Board has reviewed and unanimously approved the attached Management
Agreement with the Cameron Regional YMCA for the management of the Swimming Pool
for the 2017 season.

The age of the City of Cameron’s electric distribution system is getting older. We are continuing
to look for ways to maintain our level of service while keeping operating costs down. We have a
considerable amount of our distribution system not located along street right-of-way. These lines
are typically located in backyards and places not easily accessible by service trucks. In the past,
the City has relied on scheduling a rental unit to perform maintenance and/or an outside
contractor to complete emergency repairs. These costs have steadily increased over the years
making the purchase of backyard unit warranted.

Discussion

This year, we have budgeted money to purchase a new backyard unit. We have worked with the
National Joint Powers Alliance (NJPA) to evaluate the lowest and best bids for this equipment.
The Altec DB37 was selected and equipped with the necessary options at a price of $134,776.
This unit will serve several purposes and be a valued addition to the City. The useful life
expectancy of this unit should extend beyond 20 years.

Recommendation

Staff recommends the Council approve Altec’s bid for a DB37 backyard Hydraulic Derrick and
trailer for the bid price of $134,776. Funds for this purchase were taken into consideration when
establishing the 2017 Budget.
