The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 20™ day of August 2018, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Darlene Breckenridge led
the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.

Mayor Darlene Breckenridge presided with the following Councilmembers present:
Dennis M. Clark, and John R. Feighert. Absent: L. Corey Sloan and Becky Curtis.

Present were Interim City Manager Zac Johnson, Attorney for the City Padraic Corcoran
and City Clerk Shellie J. Blades.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Proclamation ~ City of Cameron a Purple Heart City: Mayor Breckenridge read a
Proclamation declaring Cameron a Purple Heart City. Purple Heart recipients Allen Reed and
Troy Green were present for the Proclamation.

Paul Person, 911 W. Cornhill ~Continuation of discussion about Business Park: Mr.
Person inquired how the City was going to supply the Business Park, specifically eTruck, with
water. Council responded they will receive water the same as any other customer, that they will
be a low water user and gave a brief overview of eTruck’s business. Council described eTruck
as a low-risk, high-reward business.

Mr. Person inquired about a water leak behind the Department of Corrections housing
units. Interim City Manager Johnson advised he has contacted both prisons and upon
investigation, no leak has been located. Mr. Person began to inquire about well sites and was
asked to stay on the topic of the Business Park as he was invited back to finish that conversation.

Mr. Person asked about the deficit budget as it relates to the Business Park.
Councilmember Feighert advised the utility capital improvements are being funded from
reserves and that if eTruck meets their expected sales goals it will pay off in the long run.

Mr. Person asked Council about recusing themselves due to conflicts of interest.
Councilmembers each advised they have and/or would recuse themselves if such a topic
occurred.

Mr. Person inquired why the land behind Walmart was not utilized. Councilmember
Clark responded the ground was very hilly and would require a lot of site work.
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Mr. Person stated he would rather the City have dredged Reservoir #3 instead of going to
a distant reservoir. Councilmember Clark stated Council had looked at many options and they
picked the best solution for the community.

Quarterly Update — North Central Missouri Business Facilitation: Stephanie Williams
relayed that NCMBF now has 139 clients in six counties, 23% of those from Clinton County.
Ms. Williams clarified that the NCMBF is not an economic development organization, they
strictly assist businesses with information and resources. Ms. Williams invited anyone interested
to attend a lunch and learn occurring in King City on September 25", just bring a sack lunch and
learn about marketing.

Jay and CJ Thakur, Red Roof Inn: Speaking for themselves as well as other local hotel
owners. Stated they are experiencing 50% occupancy rates through the summer months and are
concerned about the new proposed hotel at US Highway 36 near Bob F Griffin Rd. (Distributed
documents regarding Missouri hotel occupancy rates).

CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

Work on the Community Improvement District (CID) for the US Highway 36 and Bob F
Griffin Road area is ongoing. The petition for the CID was included in the Council packets and
will be coming to Council in the near future for a public hearing and approval.

Staff is looking into possible financing options for the animal shelter project. Currently,
a quote on a 40 x 80 foot structure has been secured and is an agenda item for tonight’s meeting.

Staff would like to schedule a meeting with the Solid Waste Committee to go over
finalizing the new contract with R&W Container. Since the current contract ends soon, the
meeting should take place before the end of the month.

Judging for Cameron’s Missouri Community Betterment projects will occur at City Hall
in the Chamber on September 10" from 10:30 a.m. until approximately 12:15 p.m. This year
Cameron has five projects being considered: Ruck between Rivers, Meals on Wheels, DRGN
Videos, Boo Fest and repurposing of plastic bags. Everyone is invited and refreshments will be
served.
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The next scheduled meeting date is on Labor Day and since September is the end of our
fiscal year, there are time sensitive items that require a meeting be held. Council agreed to have
the next meeting on Wednesday, September 5". The second meeting in September is during the
MML Conference and will also need to be rescheduled.

A press release was issued offering the swimming pool water for citizen use since the
pool has closed for the season. The Park’s Department/Park Board have arranged for several
tanks to be set up in the parking lot of the swimming pool. Anyone needing water for non-
potable uses may fill their buckets from the tanks. Anyone needing a larger tank filled should
contact City Hall and a time will be arranged to assist with drawing the remaining water from the
pool. Council thanked the Park Board, Parks Department and Public Works Director Bontrager
for setting this project up quickly.

Councilmember Clark inquired about the recent rains. Interim City Manager Johnson
advised we received just over two inches over the weekend. We are done pumping from
Grindstone as the water level there is down to the intake.

Councilmember Clark asked Terry Rumery to recap the Council/EDOC tour of
Chillicothe. Mr. Rumery stated the purpose of the tour was to showcase Chillicothe’s downtown
revitalization, industrial park and school improvements. Many of Chillicothe’s projects were
funded by foundations, while they take a while to develop it is definitely something Cameron can
do. Mr. Rumery also responded to the comments of the Thakur’s regarding the proposed hotel.
The hotel looking to build here knows the risks and wouldn’t be moving forward if it wasn’t
going to be profitable. Mr. Rumery stated the proposed hotel will be a higher dollar
establishment and may actually draw more business to the existing hotels.

Community Developer Wymes stated he has been working on the Main Street Missouri
project and will need a letter of intent and a Resolution on the next agenda.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Discussion — Water Conservation Emergency Phase — Interim City Manager Johnson
advised there were documents in the council packets outlining the current water restrictions. The
Reservoirs are currently at 38.4% of their capacity which equates to approximately 167 days.
Water usage has declined and the conservation measures are having an effect. Staff met with
area Public Water Supply Districts to discuss interconnection and found that it would not be a
good fit and some of the districts were interested in acquiring water from Cameron. The
contractor Rain 4 Rent will be onsite tomorrow to begin to process of laying pipe to Pony
Express Lake. Pumping from Pony Express should begin the first week of September. Interim
City Manager Johnson recommends banning all outdoor watering and instituting a temporary
30% water rate increase to fund the Pony Express project as well as to further encourage
conservation.

Councilmember Feighert thanked citizens for their water conservation efforts and
expressed a desire for a moratorium on citizens inside town taking water outside of town for use.
Councilmember Feighert asked about the difference between the original $80,000 estimated for
the Pony Express project and now it is $236,000. Interim City Manager Johnson explained the
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original price was only for delivery and rental of the pipe. Once all the extra costs were included
it was only marginally more to have the contractor also do the installation which is how the price
became what it is.

Council inquired about the temporary increase in water rates. Counselor Corcoran
referred to water conservation ordinance and explained that this step falls to the City Manager.
Interim City Manager Johnson estimated it could take nine months to recover costs for the Pony
Express project.

Councilmember Clark made a motion to ban all outdoor watering which was seconded by
Councilmember Feighert. Staff clarified that no outdoor watering meant trees and gardens may
no longer be watered. Motion passed by voice vote: “Aye:” Councilmembers Breckenridge,
Clark and Feighert. “Nay” none. Absent: Councilmembers Sloan and Curtis.

Councilmember Feighert made a motion to continue discussion on the temporary water
rate increase until the first meeting in September. Motion was seconded by Councilmember
Clark.

Clerk Blades. Copies of said Bill 2018-40 were available for the public. Motion was made by
Councilmember Clark and seconded by Councilmember Feighert to pass said bill on first
reading. Discussion. Community Developer Wymes stated this Ordinance is with General Steel
for just the building shell. Councilmember Feighert requested assurance that the total project
costs would not increase and questioned that the architect stated there would be more costs down
the road. Community Developer Wymes stated those costs were referring to future expansion
and staff is working to keep costs down. He recently purchased kennels valued near $25,000 for
under $5,000. He is also looking into assistance from groups such as the National Guard for
labor.

Cynthia Bischoff, 9545 Heritage Hills Drive — Stated that the Work Session she attended
last week was a first for her. Suggested that the City develop a presentation for the School
District to get children involved in water conservation. Because of the water problems, she
wouldn’t consider moving to Cameron if she was a prospective business. Also suggested the
City contact the Ministerial Alliance or Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints for
assistance for citizens.

Mark Baker, 3554 NE Deer Creek Rd, Turney — Stated David Lee was the best teacher he
ever had and expressed that if you are not moving forward you are moving backward. Urged
Council to think about future growth. Stated he too is concerned about the final costs for the
animal shelter but for now we need to focus on the water crisis and growing our town.

Dave Curtis, 737 S. Chestnut — Advised Council there was a bad drought in 1936 and
there are still 8” and 10” pipelines in Osborn from the Missouri River that are being used today.
Expressed his displeasure at the passage of the DeKalb County Law Enforcement Tax.

MISCELLANEOQOUS

City Clerk Blades relayed that she will be absent from the first Council Meeting in
September and that Administrative Assistance Amy McVicker will be taking the minutes for that
meeting.

Councilmember Clark requested David Lee and Counselor Corcoran research ways to run
things better, more efficiently and to use enterprise funds for special projects and report back to
Council. Reported that the tour of Chillicothe showed a lot of big buildings and a lot of jobs. He
would like to see some land in the Business Park set aside for trails and for the maintenance of
the park. Stated that special projects are key and challenged Mr. Lee to look for funding in the
budget.

Councilmember Feighert thanked Purple Heart Recipients Allen Reed and Troy Green
for their service and for the Purple Heart initiative, our Veteran’s allow us all to be here.
Thanked the citizens for working hard to conserve water and would like the City to continue to
look for other options for water supply. Thanked the citizens and business owners who showed
up and shared their thoughts. Stated there is still some money in the budget for a Park Board
project but the City cannot continue to deficit spend. Thanked Mr. Rumery for the Chillicothe
tour and relayed that the involvement of foundations in economic development is a huge benefit.
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Interim City Manager Johnson relayed for absent Police Chief Bashor that an active
shooter training was held last week and it went very well. Many area law enforcement agencies,
ambulance districts, the Cameron School District, Fire Department and Cameron Regional
Medical Center were just some of the organizations which participated in the event. It was a
great exercise which provided many insights.

Community Developer Wymes stated Cameron’s Community Betterment projects will be
judges on September 10" at City Hall from 10:30 am until 12:15 pm and invited citizens to
attend to support the community. The projects submitted for this year are the Ruck between
Rivers, DRGN Videos, Meals on Wheels, Boo Fest and the plastic bag project. Notified Council
he will need a letter of intent and a Resolution at the next Council meeting for the Main Street
project.

Mayor Breckenridge also expressed her gratitude to Allen Reed for initiating the
Resolution for the Purple Heart City and stated there may be plaques presented as soon as the
next meeting in September. Thanked Mr. Rumery for the Chillicothe Tour and explained that
foundations are a great way to make improvements to the community. Wanted to clarify from
the last meeting regarding her attendance at EDOC meetings that her employment is from 8:00
am until 5:00 pm and expressed appreciation to her employer for allowing civic time so that she
can attend such functions. Understands that the water issue has caused a lot of fear and
requested patience from the public and to put differences aside so the community can come
together and move forward. Expressed the desire that social media sites be more positive as they
can be a building block.

Motion was made at 8:18 p.m. by Councilmember Clark to adjourn to Executive Session
to discuss Attorney-Client Communications, Personnel and Negotiated Contracts [RSMo
610.021(1)(3)(12)]. Seconding the motion was Councilmember Feighert. Roll call vote: “Aye:”
Councilmembers Breckenridge, Clark and Feighert. “Nay” none. Absent: Councilmembers
Sloan and Curtis.

incorporated herein as if fully set out.

Section 2. The Interim City Manager and his designees are hereby authorized to offer,
negotiate and contract with the owners of property herein described for the purpose of acquiring
said rights-of-way and easements, but the offer amounts shall not be lower than the amounts
reflected in the final appraisals performed by Witt Appraisal Company Inc.

Section 3. The Interim City Manager and his designees are hereby authorized to execute
necessary documents to pay and disburse funds to property owners, others holding property
rights, and escrow agents pursuant to negotiated agreements associated with acquisition of said
rights-of-way and easements.

WHEREAS, With the support of the Mayor and City Council, we, the City of Cameron,
agree to all requirements of the Missouri Main Street Program’s Affiliate Grant to file a
complete application; and

WHEREAS, The City of Cameron, Missouri approves the letter of intent to move
forward the efforts to revitalize the downtown area.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council for the City
of Cameron, Missouri that the City of Cameron agrees to these terms for the Missouri Main
Street Program’s Affiliate grant opportunity as follows:

Section 1. The City of Cameron, Missouri agrees to make a two-year commitment during
the grant period to attend a minimum of four (2 each year) regional workshops or conferences
conducted by Missouri Main Street Connection for the purpose of learning the Main Street Four-
Point Approach to Revitalization, as described in the Affiliate Grant application, during the start-
up phase of our local revitalization organization.

The City understands as the sponsoring organization that the participating individuals
will be responsible for the registration fees, travel costs and meals when attending these regional
workshops and conferences.

The City understands that the start-up phase for a successful local revitalization
organization will require a commitment of at least two years of our time and energies.

The City believes that local government support, volunteer support, and financial support
exist in our community to generate a successful revitalization effort.

We as the sponsoring organization, commit to enlisting volunteers and raising the funds
necessary for sustaining the revitalization effort as described in the Affiliate Grant application.

We the City also have agreed to meet the attendance requirements that will be determined
for each of the four on-site service visits provided in our community by MMSC as described in
the Affiliate Grant application.

Issues

Throughout the fiscal year, we compare revenues and expenses in order to see where an
amendment is necessary to provide a balance of funds. Sometimes expenditures are of an
emergency nature and a reserve transfer is necessary within the fund to show the
accounting of funds. Budget amendments are necessary to remove any budgeted items
that we know will not be spent. This helps to identify actual expenditures and is
preferable to “clean up” the budget. Additional adjustments may be necessary.

The City of Cameron establishes an annual departmental budget. Staff routinely reviews
line item activity and adjusts the funds.

Solid Waste increase in Recycle Fees, revenue based on number of utility
customers in City.

Airport re-distribute budget between line items.

Electric revenues received distribution of capital credits from Platte Clay Electric
Coop board of directors. Electric expenses re-distributed to complete projects.
Water revenues increase from Public Water Sales early in fiscal year. Expenses
increased due to usage of Grindstone electric service from United Electric.

Sewer fund increased for 2016 COP sewer improvement activity at the
wastewater plant.

General fund increases stem from settlement proceeds from the MPR lawsuit and
continuing legal fees and costs associated with employees leaving.

Park fund increase is due to costs of utility services at municipal pool and
completion of capital projects.

Band fund required re-distribution for payment of annual contract.

Library board determined the library budget adjustment.

Explanations of adjustments for each fund are attached.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the Council approve the budget amendment.
