The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday,
the 16™ day of August 2010, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall. Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided
with the following Councilmembers present: Frank A. Buck, David Fry and Ronnie Jack.
Absent: Mark L. Carr.

Present were City Manager David Watson, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City
Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor.

Public Meeting — November 2, 2010 Election Y of one percent Sales Tax. City Manager
Watson introduced the public meeting and reviewed the ground rules for participation during the
public meeting. City Manager Watson stated Bill 2010-41, calling for an election to determine if
a sales tax should be imposed for storm water improvements and a community center, passed on
first reading only at the August 2, 2010 Council Session. The ballot language calls for %2 of one
percent with ¥4 of one (1) percent for storm water improvements and % of one (1) percent for a
community center.

City Manager Watson said flooding issues in various areas of the City have been
discussed for a long time. An opportunity has come up with USDA RD for funding with a good
interest rate. There are also Build America Bonds available that will reduce the interest rate for
the project. Staff has been tracking 25 areas of concern regarding storm water. Issues have been
resolved in four (4) areas using City Staff labor and available funds. City Manager Watson
identified Fifth and Walnut; and, Cornhill and Walnut as major problem areas. The cost to
remedy the storm water issues is unknown at this time. Staff plans to work with an independent
engineer of a larger community to help decide which way to proceed with improvements. The
costs of the improvements throughout the City are estimated to be almost $10 million. The
proposed sales tax (¥ of one percent for storm water) would not generate enough funds to pay
off a $10 million debt.

The Community Center has a more defined cost and design and could be built right away.
Storm water improvements will need more work/research done before Staff will be able to arrive
at a cost for the project. It will take at least one (1) year to prepare information to arrive at a cost
for the project. The recent storm water project at Fifth and Mead Streets has had a huge impact
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on the area. The improvements were all storm water improvements. There is no current storm
water budget. Storm water improvements are currently using road and equipment maintenance
money. There is not enough money in the line item for storm water pipes, culverts, inlets and
road maintenance. If the sales tax passes, it will sunset in 30 years. The ¥ of one percent sales
tax money would all be designated for storm water improvements and could not be used for any
other purpose. The Water/Sewer/Storm Water Committee for the City will be a part of the
priority process for the improvements. The cost is unknown, but Staff is working with engineers
to have information to present to the public by the November 2, 2010 election. Under the current
budget there is a crossover of roads and storm water with all the funds coming from the General
Fund. With passage of the sales tax, costs of curb/gutter, inlets, etc. would be taken out of the
General Fund and paid with sales tax monies.  This will allow the General Fund to spend more
money on street maintenance.

Council has been asked to put the sales tax on the November 2, 2010 ballot for storm
water and a community center. A group has been working a long time researching and planning
the community center. The first step is to set up a nonprofit corporation (NPC) because the
USDA cannot give money directly to the City. The USDA must have a nonprofit corporation to
disperse money to. The City will then enter into an agreement with the NPC to lease the
building and give the money to pay back the note to USDA. This must be done by a lease from
the NPC to the City. Mike Poland, Farmers State Bank, has spear headed the group working for
a community center. Mr. Poland told Council the group feels a community center is needed for
recreation and health needs of the community. This concept has been discussed for over five (5)
years. A few months back, Mr. Poland was working on another issue and discovered there is
USDA direct recovery act money available for a community center. 80 percent of the money for
the community center would come from the USDA and 20 percent would be community
participation by local banks. The USDA would loan $4 million and the local institutions would
loan $1 million. Mr. Poland said interest rates are the lowest on record. The USDA interest rate
is expected to be four (4) percent. There are also Build America Bonds (BAB) available. The
Federal Government would reimburse one third of the interest rate for the project to the City.
This essentially lowers the interest rate to 2.6 percent. The BAB option expires December 31,
2010 and it is unknown if the option will be renewed. To qualify, an entity must have a project
obligated and funded by December 31, 2010.

The proposed % of one percent sales tax is conservatively expected to generate $675,000.
The portion dedicated to the community center, ¥4 of one percent, would produce $337,000. City
Manager Watson suggested we do not use the maximum expectation and to consider $300,000 in
the planning process. The NPC could borrow $5.2 million to $6.2 million and service the debt
over a thirty year time frame. The amount of money available restricts what can be done, so we
need to know how much money is obtainable before we can know exactly what can be built.
Currently, the group is proposing a 10 to 12 acre tract of land on which a facility would be built
that would have 25,000 square feet on the ground level and 10,000 square feet on an elevated
level. The proposed center would have two (2) ball courts, a commons area, locker rooms, child
care area, aerobics area and an administration area. One half of the upper level would be for
weight training and aerobics. A walking/running track on the upper level would encompass the
center.

Cameron Regional Medical Center (CRMC) has discussed building a 30 by 30 heated
rehabilitation pool to be used for water aerobics and rehabilitation. The hospital is considering
building a therapy pool but Administrator Joe Abrutz has said the hospital would pay $750,000
to build the pool in the community center. A long term lease would be entered into with CRMC
to lease the pool. The pool would then be made available to the public when not in use by
CRMC.

USDA cannot loan to a municipality or school district so the NPC needs to be
established. The NPC board would be a seven member board consisting of five (5)
Councilmembers and two (2) Park Board members. The City would control and issue the bonds
and then enter into a long term lease for a qualified manager contract to run the facility because
tax funds cannot go to a private entity. This has been done in St. Louis, Missouri and in Platte
County, Missouri.

Mr. Poland said the group is asking for the issue to be placed on the November 2, 2010
ballot for storm water and a community center. The ballot language defines and specifies what
the sales tax can be used for. The Federal and State governments will conduct audits to insure
the money is spent properly. There will be a great deal of oversight to make certain everything is
done correctly. There will be more information available to the public before the election date.
Currently, an architect has performed volunteer work toward the community center. More
detailed plans are needed to move forward.  The election needs to be certified by August 24,
2010 to be on the ballot. Multiple community presentations and public meetings are planned
with the intention of answering every question and detail before the vote. This would be an
opportunity for the public to decide on storm water improvements and a community center. The
NPC would establish officers of the Councilmembers. Mr. Bill Gimson and Mrs. Al Briggs have
agreed to serve from the Cameron Park Board. The NPC would control the project but it
interlocks with the City and public monies. Mr. Poland said the City does not guarantee the
bonds and stated that the NPC is responsible.

The question was asked why the two (2) issues have to be on the ballot together. Mr.
Poland explained that Chapter 644 of the Missouri Revised Statutes allows both issues to be
presented to the public. The issues do not have to be on the same ballot. City Manager Watson
said there is currently a 1/8 percent sales tax in place for Parks that is restricted to capital
improvements. City Manager Watson also said property taxes budget revenues for Park are in
good shape, and stated there are no projected capital improvement costs outside of pool expenses
scheduled. Current Park sales tax would not be used for a community center. The election
provides the citizens the opportunity to get a community center. The City Comprehensive Plan
addresses quality of life issues in Cameron and it is felt that a community center could do
something for all citizens. City Manager Watson reminded those in attendance of the amount of
time put into the detail of the Comprehensive Plan. The Plan discussed efforts to combine
services of the school district, the YMCA and the City to look into a future regional community
center.

City Manager Watson informed Council that $1 million is needed for road maintenance
and the storm water portion of the sales tax would relieve the General Fund to help with road
maintenance.
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Discussion was held on the fee that would be in place for use of the community center.
City Manager Watson said Staff hopes to have that information available before the election.
The proposed sales tax would have revenue from area citizens that are not City residents.

6:55 p.m. the Public Meeting ended.

Public Meeting — 2010-2011 Annual Budget/Workshop. Revenue Projections. City
Manager Watson presented a power point for Council review. The assessed value for real estate
and personal property taxes is staying flat. Sales tax revenue was down a little this budget year
and City Manager Watson is projecting sales tax to be down five (5) percent during the 2010-
2011 fiscal year. The Finance/Budget Committee has only met once regarding the new budget.
The Committee will meet again before making any final recommendations. City Manager
Watson reviewed the current sales tax break down for the State of Missouri noting the Statutes
allow the City to have a maximum of one (1) percent for Parks and Storm Water. The proposed
tax is a total of %2 of one percent for the storm water improvements and community center.

Fund balances were discussed. The enterprise funds are comprised of the Electric Fund,
Water Fund and Sewer Fund. The General Fund contains Police, Fire, Administration and
Public Works. City Manager Watson said the Electric Fund could need as much as $500,000 to
$1 million to replace a substation at any given time and should keep a $3 million to $4 million
fund level available. The Water Fund improvements project is about to finish up and Staff is
waiting for reimbursement. The Sewer Fund has declined because of maintenance work. The
General Fund shows spikes and flows depending on the projects that are ongoing. There are no
transfers of reserves planned this year except for the Electric Fund with a large project being
planned.

GFOA Standard establishes how much money should be in the various funds. Currently,
the Water Fund has three (3) percent and should have 25 percent to meet the standard. The 25
percent represents three (3) months of money on hand to meet expenses. The Electric Fund is at
38 percent with 25 percent being the recommended amount. The Sewer Fund is 33 percent with
25 percent recommended. The General Fund has 11 percent on hand and GFOA recommends 15
percent. City Manager Watson informed Council a Budget Analysis was included in their packet
and is also available on the City website. The 2010-2011 proposed budget showing a 1.5 percent
increase for a human resources cost of living increase. A new Street Superintendent has been
hired to fill a vacancy. There was not a cost increase to fill the position. The debt service is
slowly being paid down. In April the Public Safety Building and City Hall will be paid off. This
gives the City the opportunity to refinance City Hall to create money for streets. Staff is
recommending refinancing City Hall to create $1 million for streets. The City would also pay
off the debt for the ambulance portion of the Public Safety Building ($130,000). Bond Counsel
has said the refinance could be done for ten (10) years. The Public Safety Building would be
owned outright and the only debt remaining would be on City Hall.

Capital Improvements Project (CIP) requests have been reduced by Staff by $85,000
from the initial proposed budget. CIP projects proposed with grant funding are: airport hanger
with a 90 percent grant; and, chloramines SRF water department with a grant of $273,000. Other
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projects listed with dedicated funding sources: street improvement at $1 million; Automatic
Meter Reading (AMR) $1,038,000 and relocation of the Electric Department costing $1,104,608.
Projects needed for operations were listed as follows: Public Works mowers, $19,000; GIS
aerial photos, $28,000; Radio frequency upgrades, $10,000; Police Department telephone
system, $15,000; Police Department generator, 65,000; and, Police Department patrol car,
$25,000.

City Manager Watson stated that the Library tax, Band tax and Park tax are all fixed by
law and cannot be changed except by a vote of the people. The taxes were voted in for a
designated use and that cannot be changed without a vote.  City Manager Watson also said the
GFOA standards not only establish a rainy day fund, but are used for bonding purposes for the
City.

7:32 p.m. Councilmember Buck moved to recess for five (5) minutes. Councilmember
Jack seconded the motion which passed with a unanimous voice vote. Absent: Councilmember
Carr.

JEFFERSON BUS LINES

The City received the following e-mail through dispatch this week.

“For everyone’s information Jefferson Lines no longer stops in Cameron. The closest
stop is at the R&B Whistle Stop at Hwy 69 and I35 at exit 48.”

On their web page Jefferson lines lists R & B Whistle Stop as the Cameron Stop. There
is no longer a bench or a sign for Jefferson Lines at the Stella Grinstead Center.

WEST STREET CHIP SEAL

The City received three quotes to prime and double chip seal South West Street. Vance
Brothers was the lowest and best at $4.25 per square yard for an estimated total of
$24,318.50 for the chip seal.

Drew Bontrager attended the Cameron Special Road District Board Meeting this past
Wednesday at noon and asked for their assistance. The Board agreed to assist by using
their motor grader to ‘rip’ all the old chip seal and base up and re-grade the entire section
of road. They will also cut the road and prepare the profile to the correct cross slopes.

Our Street Department will be installing additional tubes once this phase is complete and
doing some minor ditch work this fall. We have contracted with Duffy Reynolds
Construction to use his large roller to compact the sub-base. Our next step will be to hire
Everett Quarries to truck approximately 4-6 inches of base rock in on the entire section of
road. Vance Brothers has pushed us back from the initial start date to September 27,

2010. I would anticipate that they would complete the entire section within one working
day.

PROPOSED COMMUNITY CENTER SITE PLAN

Since sending out the proposed site plan to construct a Community Recreation Center at

Recreation Park staff has been exploring several other alternative sites. Staff is reviewing

infrastructure and land costs as the City does not own the alternative sites. It is staff’s
position that the Park Board needs additional land for the future. These alternative sites

could be used to construct the new center as well as a baseball/softball complex or just be

retained as open space. The additional land is needed even if the new center is built on
exiting City owned land.

CAMERA / SECURITY SYSTEM UPGRADED

City Hall has a new camera security system that includes a hard drive recorder and is
expandable for the future. We also added a new surveillance system at the soceer
complex.

JIM CLINE COMPLAINT

As Council knows, staff has been working on a complaint from Jim Cline about sediment
coming onto his property from the west under Griffin Road. I became aware of the
concern shortly after my arrival in October 2008 and we have been working on a solution
for the last 10 months. This project has been of a lower priority since there was no
immediate danger of loss of property. However, because of unique easernent language
between Mr. Cline and the City we have an obligation to correct the concern.

In order to assure success in correcting this concern, staff has asked Mr. Cline to describe
what would be acceptable. Approximately 4 weeks ago, Mr. Cline delivered a
description and then a drawing the following week. Staff has completed an estimate to
make the improvements at $40,500. The improvements would be to construct & curb
drop box on Griffin Road, lower the 2 pipes and extend them 100 feet onto Cline’s
property and an additional 100 feet of flat bottom ditch with rip-rap sides. Some of these
improvements would be made when Griffin Road is improved but I am uncertain that we
would extend pipes 100 feet onto the property.

Because Mr. Cline has brought his concern to a Council meeting I will be reviewing the
solution on Monday night. I have attached drawings to some where the improvements

are proposed. This projects cost exceeds my authority and so Council direction will be
sought.

UPDATE ON QUESTIONS BY COUNCIL:

1. Joint paving of Christian Church Parking lot and City alley: No action taken as we
are contacting the church because we are not planning on any paving this year. I
should have more updates at the meeting.

2. Jefferson Bus Lines Shelter: There has not been any progress on this issue. It has
been assigned to the Red Team for recommendation and possible action. A
representative for Jefferson has contacted the City as the Nutrition Site has asked
them to leave. SEE ABOVE FOR UPDATE.

3. Tree Farm: The Gold Team has Vision project No. 18, Tree Planting Program.
The Gold Team has not made a final recommendation on the tree farm location.

The City did receive a grant this week to conduct a tree inventory in the Spring
2011.

Future

Bill: Adding new Dangerous and Dilapidated Structures Ord. — Han, Watson,
Hendee
Companion Bill: Transfer of Mack Porter money from the CDBG Fund to a new D
and D Program. Since the City will soon have Mack Porter funds for demolition,
staff has been asked to explore programs that would acquire property (donated or at
low cost) that need demolition. Once acquired and demo is complete, the City
would sell to developers for new infill residential construction.

Bill: Accepting bids for soccer field irigation project - Bonfrager

The 2010-2011 budget has this project identified and the Park Board will be
reviewing soon. Specifications are being developed for future bid processes in
early spring.

Bill: Agreement on firearms usage / archery hunting at Cameron Reservoirs (Sept) -
Sloan

Since the City annexed reservoirs 1, 2 and 3, our Ordinance of no hunting within
the City limits will now need to be enforced. We will continue to allow hunting on
Grindstone Reservoir as it is still outside the City. The Parks Committee met last
weelk and a recommendation will be forwarded soon.

Bill: To Expend MoDOT Funds for Airport Hangar Expansion Project - Bontrager
The City has been approved for MoDOT aviation funds to start the site preparation
for the future hangar expansion, awaiting notification from MoDOT that funding is
available. Funds would be used to grade the area north of the terminal for private
development of hangars.

Bill: Enter into Engineering Services Agreement with BWR for Airport Hangar
Expansion - Bontrager

Once funds are released, we will request an engineering services agreement to
create the construction documents and associated field services to construct the
future hangar pad site.

Bill: Amending Legal Description of alley east of Walnut St. — Hendee

During recent upgrade to GIS by Midland GIS the alley behind Horizon State Bank
was found to have errors that must be corrected. This request will go to the
Planning and Zoning Commission first.

Bill: Amending Sign Regulations — Hendee

During some recent code interpretations, staff found some errors in the numbering
system that created a missing section. Staff also believes we need an overhaul of
this section that may include a more comprehensive matrix for user friendliness.
Bili: Conditional Use Regulations — Hendee

P and Z is reviewing the Conditional Use regulations to possibly include certain
land uses that have been granted Conditional Use permits by a loose interpretation
of the code. Staff has been asked to expand the section to include more uses that
can be granted a permit. Staff is concerned with the idea that rezoning can be
avoided or even eliminated. Qutside legal advice is being sought by staft.

Bill: Allowing RV’s as an Accessory Building — Hendee

This possible amendment comes as a result of the Church RV use on Walnut Street.
Bill: Allowing Row Crops in Commercial Districts - Hendee






The City has several properties zoned commercial that are being used as row crop
production. Row crops are not specifically allowed in this district but allowed in
the lesser residential district.

Bill: Automated Meter Reading (AMR) System and Rate Adjustment - Gaugh

The Water/ Sewer and Electric Committees have been reviewing the proposal for
AMR and are ready to bring to Council. A live demonstration has been scheduled
for next week and Council has been invited.

Previously Council approved Budget adjustment 1 that eliminated the proposed Communications

Director position and returned funds to the departments that were to share the cost. Adjustment
No. 2 added:

Professional services — Network Upgrades: $30,000
Cleaning and disposal of lagoon sludge (water plant): $26,750
Professional Services HDR for | and | Abatement: $10,508
Software services in the Police Dept.: $11,000
Command Vehicles for Fire Dept.: $11,000

Drainage pipe for 5" to 7", Mead to Lathrop St. project $13,750

Adjustment No. 2 also added revenues not considered in the budget such as the $18,000 coming
from federal fuel tax refunds, cell phone tax settlements and forfeiture funds.

Since that time several changes have occurred that causes a third and final budget adjustment.
These adjustments at the end of the year are not uncommon and usually relate to unforeseen
costs, new opportunities and in this case capital projects and increased utility costs. Funds that
are realizing expenses greater than revenue are: Water fund (realignment of bonds for water
project), Sewer Fund (professional services and electricity cost increases) and General Fund
(professional services, insurance and electricity costs).

These adjustment are needed to balance the budget and are still within the original management
direction for the budget when you realized that we reduced non-employee expenses for Water
and Sewer by 20% and the General fund non-employee expenses by 10%.

RECOMMENDATAION
Staff recommends that Council approve Budget Adjustment No.3.

SUBJECT: 2010-2011 Budget

Attached you will find the final 2010-2011 budget as proposed by staff and reviewed by
the Budget and Finance Committee. Since your last workshop, we have made some
additional adjustments that resulted in reductions in transfers from the beginning balance.
This continues our management decisions from last year to reduce one time transfers and
improve our beginning balances. We improved the beginning balance in Solid Waste,
Water, Sewer and General Funds in this year’s budget.

As you may recall, the current budget was approved with a 10% reduction in general fund
non-employee expenses and the water and sewer non-employee expenses were reduce by
20%. The proposed budget starts with that reduced funding level.

The following is a summary of actions or decisions made to create this budget.

o A Cost of Living Allowance (COLA) of 1.5 % from the current budget of 2%. In

the past the budget has used the Consumers Products Index trailing last 12 months
to forecast the future cost of living. That process was always just catching up and
did not forecast future costs. This year’s recommendation is not necessarily
following a formula as the previous 12 months CPI has been 1.2%. The current
budget used 2% with CPI of 2.7%. What it does is respect the value of our
employees while considering the real world in which many local employers are
freezing wages or even reducing salaries to make businesses survive.
Personnel Changes and Expense:
o Employee’s share of health insurance premium increased. The 1.5%
COLA increase (compared to 1.2% CPI) will help our employees absorb
the health insurance increase this year.

Capital Plan

As we did in the current budget, we have concentrated our capital expenses on
projects with matching or dedicated revenues. Staff reduced the original request
by $85,000 to help balance the budget. The AMR project is in the budget and
shows no electric rate increase but the water will need at least a 5% increase. The
original budget proposed by staff had a 11% increase. The Budget and Finance
Committee reduced that amount to 5% or $0.40 increase on a minimum water bill.





The refinancing of City Hall allows the City to pay off the Public Safety Building,
Cameron Ambulance District and City Hall original debt. The refinancing also
creates in the capital budget $1,000,000 for road improvements.

Staff has prepared an
alternative budget that removes the AMR and refinancing of City Hall. These alternates
are prepared at the summary level and are in your packet. The Budget and Finance
committee felt that these alternatives should be available for discussion. Also in your
workshop notebook are historical rate increases for water and electric and ranked
comparisons for electric and water rates.

This budget does not include revenue or expense if the %% sales tax is approved by the
voters in November. If the sales tax is approved staff will prepare a budget amendment
for Council’s consideration.

Background
On March 2, 2009 council approved ordinance # 5482 changing the grass / weed height

from 7 to 9 inches in the Property Maintenance code (copied here).

302.4 Weeds.
All premises and exterior property shall be maintained free from weeds or plant growth in excess
of 9 inches in height. All noxious weeds shall be prohibited. Weeds shall be defined as all
grasses, annual plants and vegetation, other than trees or shrubs provided; however, this term
shall not include cultivated flowers and gardens.

Activity

In reviewing our “Hay Permit” requirements for the upcoming season, it was discovered
the “vegetation” height is 7 inches (copied here).

Sec. 8-177. Nuisance declared; exceptions.
Rank weeds and noxious plants which are allowed to stand at any season of the year upon any
lot, tract, parcel of land or unpaved alley or along the sidewalk, paved alley, or right-of-way
adjacent to such lot, tract or parcel of land are hereby declared to be a menace to public health
and constitute a nuisance. This division shall not apply to land zoned or used for agricultural use
and a hay permit issued. Hay permits may be issued by the office of code enforcement to
owner/occupants under the following conditions:
(1) Vegetation will be cut twice per season. First cutting shall be prior to June 30.
(2) Failure to cut and bale said vegetation will be grounds for the permit to be revoked.
(3) Owner will maintain vegetation twenty-five (25) feet from the street and alley right of way and
adjacent properties not to exceed seven (7) inches in height.
(4) The city code enforcement officer will determine the size and feasibility of the parcel for
permitting.
