Mr. Hendee reported that no significant TIF legislation had yet been introduced. He added that
two prospective TIF projects had been discussed with attorney Deborah Polk of Armstrong
Teasdale, but that economic conditions have delayed further action. Two retailers are
considering locating in the Crossroads Corporate Center and have not yet indicated whether they
plan to seek TIF. DeKalb County is nearly complete with its enhanced enterprise zone (EEZ)
formation having submitted all required documentation to the Missouri Department of Economic
Development. The DeKalb Co. EEZ includes north Cameron. Clinton County has also begun
the EEZ process which is expected to mirror the DeKalb County plan and include south
Cameron.
