SUKUP PROPERTY

The required fence and signage is complete. Covenant restrictions have not been filed
and the EPA press release regarding the agreement for the former Rockwool property has
not been sent out.

MCELWAIN, ENSIGN AND US 36 INTERSECTION
Staff did meet and the following was their recommendation to MoDOT:

McElwain Drive Warning Signs. Add the lights to the second set of
intersection warning signs along the passing lanes along the median.
McElwain Drive Stop Signs. Stop signs at McElwain Drive/Ensign Trace
and US 36 include solar-powered, red LED flashing lights as well as reflective
tape on the signposts.

McElwain Drive Intersection Configuration. The long-term solution to the
intersection is a future overpass somewhere west of McElwain Drive. We ask
that MoDOT begin the transportation planning process to establish the
location for a future West Cameron overpass/interchange.

US 36 Intersection Ahead Sign. During the McElwain Drive process the
City requested signage advising motorists that McElwain Drive is the street to
the north and that Ensign /Grand/Bus. 36 is the south turn. What is the
progress on that request? Also would like to explore ways to simplify signage
at the intersection itself.

US 36/US 69 Pedestrian Access. The City request the Jersey Barriers on the
overpass is installed as soon as possible. The City also request that MoDOT
identify the locations where the City is to provide sidewalk access. The City
intends to install the walkways later this year according to MoDOT
specifications. Please provide drawings indicating the preferred route and
specs.

TASERS TO GO INTO SERVICE BY JANUARY 15™

The Police Department has completed their use policy and use training and will place the
new tasers into service on or by January 15™. The new units will be a welcome
alternative to deadly force and come with onboard lights and camera to record the use.

e Bill: (Second Reading) Professional Services Agreement with GBA
(architects/engineers) for New Electric Yard — Gaugh This bill allows the City to
engage an engineer/architect to design the site layout for a proposed combined
electric service yard.

e Bill: Adding new Dangerous and Dilapidated Structures Ord. — Han, Watson
Hendee
Companion Bill: Transfer of Mack Porter money from the CDBG Fund to a new D
and D Program. Since the City will soon have Mack Porter funds for demolition,
staff has been asked to explore programs that would acquire property (donated or at
low cost) that need demolition. Once acquired and demo is complete, the City
would sell to developers for new infill residential construction.

e Bill: Accepting bid for Tree Inventory (TRIM Grant) — Bontrager
The City recently received a grant to conduct a tree inventory from the State of
Missouri. The grant requires that a certified Arborist conduct the tree identification
and inspection.

¢ Bill: Amending Sign Regulations — Hendee
During some recent code interpretations, staff found some errors in the numbering
system that created a missing section. Staff also believes we need an overhaul of
this section that may include a more comprehensive matrix for user friendliness.
With the recent letter from ACLU, staff will conduct a more thorough review and
will be using services recently added by MPR to help communities in Planning and
Zoning issues.

¢ Bill: Conditional Use Regulations — Hendee
P and Z is reviewing the conditional use regulations to possibly include certain land
uses that have been granted conditional use permits by a loose interpretation of the
code. Staff is reworking the proposal to place the listed conditional uses within the
respective Zoning Districts

e Bill: Allowing Row Crops in Commercial Districts - Hendee
Within the City are several properties zoned commercial that are being used as row
crop production. Row crops are not specifically allowed in this district but allowed
in the lesser residential districts. Additionally, staff is working with Soil
Conservation to create a usable document that controls sediment runoff within
Cameron.

e Bill: Automated Meter Reading System and Rate Adjustment — Gaugh
The system improvement would replace all water meters and all older model
electric meters and then link them wirelessly to City Hall.

e Bill: Accepting bid for aerial photography — Bontrager





Within the 2010-2011 budget is a project to fly new aerials and topography at a
tighter resolution to support our GIS. The aerial is also important as we continue to
develop our storm water improvements. Our current aerials were flown in 2006 and
a lot of changes have occurred. The aerial will need to be flown in the Spring of
2011.

Bill: Back to School Sales Tax Holiday - Watson

City Council and staff has been asked to consider joining the state in helping our
citizens with school age children. In the past, the City has not elected to participate
in any state sales tax holidays. As you may know not all sales tax is forgiven only
those items identified for school can be eligible for forgiveness. The loss of
revenue to Cameron may in fact be minimal and provide goodwill in the
Community. This item will need to be acted on by May in order to be in place with
the Department of Revenue.

Resolution:  Accepting bid for Public Safety Building generator  (Jan)—
Sloan/O’Donnell

Within the 2010-2011 budget is a capital request for a permanent generator to
support the Public Safety building during loss of power situations.

RE: South Water Tower Maintenance Agreement
Issues

The City Utilities Department maintains four water towers. Three of the tanks (Mulberry-
200,000 gallons, NW-300,000 gallons and Wal-Mart-500,000 gallons) have been under a
maintenance agreement since 2000 for the Mulberry tank and 2002 for the NW and Wal-Mart
tanks. Under the maintenance plan, the tanks are inspected each year, washed out/cleaned
every two years and re-coated or touched up as needed and completely sandblasted and re-
coated when needed. This is usually done every 20 years. Any emergency repairs are also
included in the service agreement.

Under the program, the three tanks are well maintained and the City has never received a
sanitary violation from the Missouri Department of Natural Resources, which is the agency
responsible for conducting sanitary surveys of water towers. Towers must be kept in sanitary
condition with vents, hatches and screens intact and serviceable. The coating must be checked
and maintained to prevent corrosion of the steel surface. Internally, tanks are inspected for
sound coating and ladder integrity (free from ice damage, weld breaks, etc.). The wash outs
performed every two years helps keep sediment from building up in the tank, keeping water
quality degradation to a minimum.

The new South tower (500,000 gallons) was put on line this summer. To ensure that the tank
is maintained in good operating condition, we would like to add it to the maintenance
program. Utility Service Company will inspect the tank each year, clean the tank every two
years, coordinating with our schedule, and will sandblast and re-coat the interior and exterior
of the tank, and re-paint the logos. In addition to the work described, they will address any
repairs needed throughout the year.

Recommendation

Staff recommends that the South tower be added to the maintenance program. Our towers
have been maintained in excellent condition since they were put into the program. The first
annual payment of $15,699 for the South tank will not occur until October, 2011. Annual
payments continue at that rate until 2014. After that, annual adjustments can be made, not to
exceed 5%.

Staff recommends a minimum of two readings for contracts of this nature.

Re: Ordinance to Set a Special Election
ISSUE

The City Council has an opportunity to create funding for storm water improvements by calling
for the election of a %% additional sales tax. The ballot language allows the sales tax proceeds
to be used to acquire (land, equipment), maintain, and construct storm water improvements. The
estimated annual revenue is $310,000 per year for the %% sales tax.

The State of Missouri statutes allow local governments to add up to an additional ¥2% sales tax
for storm water so it allows additional revenue (above the recommended ¥4%) if needed, by vote
of the people. This proposed additional %% would put the total local sales tax at 1.750% and
leaves the city an additional 3/4 % cap, as the maximum allowed is 2.5%. The new tax is
proposed to have a 23 year sunset (year 2033) to cover a 20 year lease purchase. The lease
purchase could be secured through a collaborative effort involving our local banks. Any new or
additional sales taxes go into effect on the 1% day of the 2" calendar quarter after election. For
the April 5™ ballot, if approved by the voters, it would be first collected on October 1, 2011.

Staff has been working with Mark Young, an independent Civil Engineer who has experience in
advance engineering planning in storm water and sewer (I and I) work. After some site
evaluation, basic hydraulic study, and how identified improvements (21 projects) work within
the basin systems of Cameron, an estimate of cost as been developed. The engineer’s estimates
are attached.

At this point, staff has identified over 21 projects or areas of storm water concern. Currently, we
have resolved several of the projects and have estimated the remaining (including Walnut St.)
may cost as much as $3,600,000. This number is down considerably from our original estimates
of $6,664,000 during the last election. Staff proposes to secure a lease purchase of
approximately $2,700,000 to complete the largest single project on Walnut Street. We are
planning for there to be sufficient annual revenue to pay both the debt service and also leave
money for annual costs such as Streetscape and the remaining smaller projects. We could then
apply any available grants. We are currently working on defining our storm water basins as a
first step and will use that data to scope our projects.

The Sewer, Water, and Storm Water Committee met Thursday, January 13" to discuss this issue
and have recommended that Council consider a 23-year sunset with %% sales tax on Tuesday





night. This additional %% sales tax would be sufficient to pay the lease purchase and complete
smaller projects, with all known improvements completed within 8 years.

RECOMMENDATION
Call for elections to see if sufficient people support storm water improvements. City Staff
recommend that the City Council approve.

Staff asks that Council read and approve this Ordinance on all readings and finalize the vote as
the deadline to certify is January 25, 2011.

The following is from Mark Young and describes how and what was included in his estimate to
complete the current Storm Water Improvement Plan. It was taken from an email.

David,

I have completed an estimate of the cost of storm drainage improvements for the three locations
along Walnut Street. In addition, I am providing a rougher estimate of costs for the other
locations that are on the City’s list of storm improvements. The locations along Walnut were
prepared with some detail; the others were given less effort. | included an estimate of
engineering and capital improvement costs in the 2 basins on the west side of the City that we
discussed. These estimates may be less accurate than the others since we need to complete the
planning phase before we know what improvements should be made. | believe these costs to be
conservative, but they are a good budget estimate since costs may rise and since there are
significant unknowns involved. The improvements along Walnut are separated by a basin,
though all three basins are ultimately tributary to the same stream.

I can provide the details for the development of these figures at your request, and | am available
to discuss as usual. | know you were thinking in the ballpark of $2 million to bond, and | was
concerned that it was a little low as we talked, but I could not provide a figure without doing at
least a little work on it. The estimate at Walnut and Northland may be a little high in that I am
less certain what size the storm drain needs to be there. It currently seems to discharge at
Clinton Drive and there may be a way to make a smaller project by using some of the existing
drain system east of Walnut.

PURPOSE

The attached bill would authorize the City Manager to sign a twelve month agreement with
Craft Airmotive for the use of box hangar located at the Cameron Memorial Airport.

BACKGROUND

The attached bill was previously brought to the Council under the Airport Hangar Rates and
included lease rates and terms for the T-Hangars, the Red X Hangar and the City’s box
hangar agreement with Craft Airmotive.

In order for Craft Airmotive to meet all terms of the insurance requirements, required a few
modifications.

Bid Recommendation-SCADA

The City’s sanitary sewer collection system consists of 46.3 miles of pipe, 796 manholes and
14 pumping (lift) stations that pump the wastewater flow from homes and businesses to the
wastewater treatment plant. Since wastewater must flow by gravity to these stations, lift
stations are necessary in several parts of the city. These lift stations are critical for proper
sewer system management. Pump station failures can result in sewage spills (surcharges),
which enter the environment and can get into creeks, streams and/or the water supply
reservoirs. Lift stations cannot be staffed 24 hours per day. So, in addition to physical checks
by operations staff, lift stations are monitored by a SCADA (Supervisory Control and Data
Acquisition) system. The SCADA system is radio controlled and reports alarms of high water
levels, pump failures, etc. to the wastewater staff who are trained to respond and address the
problem. Each station has a radio cabinet and antenna for reporting alarms. A failure at a lift
station that goes unreported, due to a malfunction of the SCADA system can result in illegal
surcharges. These SCADA malfunctions can result in fines to the City, because of potential
environmental harm like fish Kills or public health concerns of exposure to microorganisms
residing in the sewage flow. Therefore, a reliable SCADA system is very important to proper
wastewater system operation.

Over the past few years, we have been experiencing increasing failures of our SCADA
system. Failures during storm events, which have occurred with more frequency, have played
a part. The equipment may also be experiencing age-related problems, since radio
replacements have increased, as well. Repairs made during storm events in May, June and
July of 2009 totaled $12,248.36. In the past four years, repairs have totaled $39,963.
Response time for repairs has also been an issue, as well as being able to provide the service
technician with a bucket lift truck to do some of the antenna work. Our current vendor only
has one technician who does the service work, so they have not always been able to respond
as quickly as we would like.

We have looked at several options regarding the SCADA system. One option is to replace the
current system with new radios, antennas, power supplies, arrestors and micro-processor
upgrades. Our current vendor estimates this cost to be $40,694.20. This type of system would
be basically what we have now, along with its inherent problems. We also looked for a
technology that might be able to use our existing power pole infrastructure network to
transmit the signals. This method is cost prohibitive. We also looked at a technology that
utilizes cellular phone signals for alarm reporting, instead of line-of-sight radio signals. We
have visited with wastewater personnel in other communities who have used a SCADA
system similar to ours in the past, but who have converted to the cellular technology. Staff





from the communities of Blue Springs and Sedalia, Missouri reported the cellular technology
to be superior and much less susceptible to storm events than the type of radio system we are
currently using. Last month, we advertised and sent bid requests to our current SCADA
provider, as well as two other companies that provide SCADA systems. Our current provider
does not offer a cellular based system. The two vendors who bid the cellular SCADA also
provide online capability for system monitoring and control; a feature our current system
does not have. Wastewater personnel can go online from any location and check alarm status
and obtain reports of operation for any lift station in the system.

RE: 2011 National Electric Codes
History:

The City of Cameron Inspection / Code department has kept pace with building
code changes in part by adopting current code; in doing so we (the City of Cameron)
have improved our ISO (Insurance Service Office Inc.) grading classification.

ISO publishes a “Building Code Effectiveness Grading Classification” of jurisdiction on a
scale from one to ten. One is excellent, and ten is the worst or no codes/ inspections.
Insurance underwriters and insurers then may use this rating, to improve rating credits
to individual property insurance polices, commercial and residential.

In 1997 the inspection department had our first audit, we were rated at six (6). In
June of 2006, ISO conducted another audit of the Inspection department; we improved,
this time to a four (4). Having the current code adopted is a percentage of our total
classification score. New codes or more accurately revisions of the codes are published
every three (3) years.

There are 261 changes (10 deletions, 102 new, 149 revisions) plus 3 new chapters
(articles) that cover outdoor / overhead conductors over 600 volts, Wind electric
systems, and premises-powered broadband communications systems. The NEC
publishes a book of the changes; we have the publication. Thankfully, most of the
changes do not affect our customers, us, or the way we do business. 11 changes are
changes in terms / definitions, for example “grounding conductors” are now grounding
electrode conductor, bonding jumper, or bonding conductor and “Fine Print Notes” are
now referred to as “Informational Notes”.

The changes that do affect us are for remodels, new home and commercial
construction. The changes are mostly with electric receptacle types, switches, uses and
locations. Now you no longer have to have tamper proof receptacles in “child care”
facilities if they are located more than 5 % feet above the floor; doctors and dentist
offices are no longer exempt from having ground fault circuit interrupters.





Activity:

The 2011 National Electric code is available, changes reviewed and, we have the
required “code” book in house.

Recommendation:

Staff asks that council repeal the existing sections of our Ordinances and, adopts
the new sections with the updated codes.

It shall be unlawful for
any person to violate any provision of such code.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The Mayor is authorized to sign a FULL DEED OF RELEASE acknowledging
satisfaction of the Deed of Trust and release from the Lien of Lot 50 in Valley Brook
Subdivision, a subdivision in Cameron, Clinton County, Missouri. Said documents are attached
hereto and made a part hereof.

Section 2. The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance approving it on behalf of the
City.

Section 3. The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signatures.

Section 4. This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and
approval.
