 The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Monday, 
the 7th day of February 2011, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Dennis M. Clark presided 
with the following Councilmembers present:  Frank A. Buck, David Fry and Ronnie Jack.   
Absent:  Mark L. Carr. 
 
 Present were City Manager David Watson, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and City 
Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 
 
 Minutes of the January 18, 2011, meeting were approved as submitted with a unanimous 
voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Buck and seconded by Councilmember Jack. 
Absent: Councilmember Carr. 
 
 6:05 p.m. Councilmember Carr arrived. 
 


PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
 
 Bob Hart, 1004 East Second Street Terrace, noted the City will make the final payment 
on the Certificate of Participation for City Hall this spring.  Mr. Hart reminded all of the COP 
payment percentages used of General Fund, Electric Fund, Water Fund and Solid Waste Fund. 
Mr. Hart asked if Council would consider using the money budgeted for the City Hall payments 
to pay for storm water control. 
 
 Julie Becker, 424 East Third Street, suggested the money no longer needed for City Hall 
payments could be used to lower the tax burden of citizens.  Also, Ms. Becker said the City 
needs to start informing the public of the proposed storm water sales tax initiative for the 
November 2011 General Election.  Ms. Becker asked if any action has been taken regarding the 
City taking over the golf course. 
 


Mayor Clark informed Council the City has issued a proclamation acknowledging Boy 
Scout Week Anniversary.  The event was celebrated last week by the Scouts. 
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CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 
1. City Manager Watson reported the Fire Department and the Police Department have 


received Homeland Security grants for interoperable equipment.  The Fire 
Department received approximately $46,000 and the Police Department $26,000.  
The grant funds will enable the Departments to have equipment compatible with other 
local emergency response units and law enforcement agencies. 


2. McElwain Drive.  The Missouri Department of Transportation has decided to enhance 
signs at the intersection of US 36 and McElwain Drive with flashing lights on stop 
and caution signs.  The Comprehensive Plan provides for planning another overpass 
west of the current overpass at US 36 and US 69.  City Manager Watson would like 
to get MoDOT engaged in the planning process for the overpass which would include 
funding.  It will likely take 20 years to accomplish the project.  MoDOT has asked for 
a letter requesting that a location for the overpass be designated.  Staff is preparing 
the letter.  The Department of Transportation has agreed to designate part of the US 
69 overpass as a pedestrian walkway.  Staff is working with the Department for 
alignment of sidewalks that will lead to the overpass.  MoDOT has bid re-surfacing 
US 69/Walnut Street from BB Highway south to Whistle Stop.  The bid will be 
awarded in the spring with the work to be completed during the summer months.  
City Manager Watson said over the next three (3) to five (5) years, US 69 will be 
totally re-surfaced.  Discussion was held regarding curb and guttering on that section 
of the highway.  City Manager Watson stated under the 1957 agreement, it would be 
the responsibility of MoDOT to install the curb and guttering.  Staff will have Civil 
Engineer Mark Young evaluate the situation and see if MoDOT would pay for the 
curb and guttering.  There will be a report at the February 15, 2011 Council Session.  


3. Economic Development.  City Manager Watson reported the Missouri Department of 
Economic Development is proposing “Complete Missouri”.  The program would 
combine six (6) state incentive programs into one.  No legislation has been submitted 
at this time. 


4. Due to inclement weather, Great Northwest Day has been postponed to February 14-
15, 2011.  Staff members will be attending. 


5. City Manager Watson reminded all the February 21, 2011 Council Session has been 
rescheduled to February 15, 2011.  February 21st is Presidents’ Day and is a holiday 
observed by the City. 


6. A copy of the advertisement in the Cameron-Citizen Observer Pride and Progress 
Edition was distributed.  The publication will showcase the City’s accomplishments 
during the past year. 


7. City Manager Watson noted that the Boy Scouts observed their 101st anniversary. 
8. Region D will be collecting household hazardous waste in the near future.  A tire 


round up is also proposed at Maysville in May and again in Cameron in October. 
9. City Manager Watson thanked the following Staff for their work during the recent 


snow event:  Rusty Archer, Rick Asher, Drew Bontrager, John Carroll, Jimmy Ford, 
Dale Feese, Scotty Grenier, Gary O’Grady, Glen Riley, Steve Spiers, Darren 
Swindler, Butch Whitteck, Steve Garr and Jason Leitterman. 
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Jim Cline Remediation Request.  Drainage issues started seven (7) years ago on the Cline 
property when Griffin Road was constructed.  A Drainage Agreement between the City and Mr. 
Cline was put in place in September 2001 naming the City as the responsible party for any 
expense suffered by Mr. Cline.  The drainage issue is outside the City Limits.  City Manager 
Watson is talking with adjacent property owners in an effort to alleviate the source of the 
drainage problems.  The water needs to be slowed down as it runs off the adjacent property.  One 
suggestion is to install a bell house which has holes that would help slow the flow of water.  Mr. 
Cline has provided a drawing that would remedy the drainage issue to his satisfaction.  Local 
bids were sought for the work as submitted by Mr. Cline and two (2) bids were received.  The 
bids were $34,000 and $37,000.  Originally, the same contractors bid the remediation work in the 
$3,000 range.  Council will need to approve the $34,000 bid if that is their choice for repairs 
because that amount is above City Manager Watson authority.  The other approach costing 
$3,000 is within City Manager Watson’s authority, but City Manager Watson asked for Council 
direction.  Either way, the City will need authorization from Mr. Cline allowing contractors to 
enter his property for the work.  It was noted that some of the work included in the $34,000 bid 
could be beneficial to the City when future Griffin Road improvements are done.  
Councilmember Buck, Councilmember Fry, Councilmember Jack and Mayor Clark all agreed 
the problem needs to be fixed at the source which is on the other side of Griffin Road.  
Councilmember Carr is in favor of going ahead with the repairs as requested by Mr. Cline.  City 
Attorney Elliott said he will research language related to the extent of repairs that was initially 
agreed to.  More information will be provided at the February 15, 2011 Council Session.

website regarding the 2010 Vision Plan.  Ms. Woodworth also asked for a progress report on 
having the Jefferson Bus Lines move their bus stop back inside the City Limits.  Ms. Woodworth 
also said the tree farm needs to be planted.

MISCELLANEOUS 
 
City Clerk O'Connor: 


 Acknowledged a thank you received from the first place winner of the annual 
Christmas Lighting Contest.  Each year the winner receives their December 
electrical bill paid in full. 


 Informed Council of customer usage of the on-line bill payment option provided 
by the City.  In December, 55 customers used the service; January, 115; and, to 
date in February, 27 customers have paid their utility bills on-line.  The 
Administrative Staff is pleased with the option and the usage.   


 
Councilmember Jack: 


 Expressed appreciation for the snow removal work done by City Staff. 
 


Councilmember Fry: 
 Echoed Councilmember Jack’s thanks for their good work during in the snow 


event. 
 


City Manager Watson: 
 Reminded Council of the process being used for passage of bills.  A bill that will 


change the law and/or code will be presented for approval and read three (3) times 
at separate Council Sessions.  A bill approving a contract, etc. will be presented 
and read two (2) times with the final passage occurring during the second Session.  
City Manager Watson also pointed out that if a bill fails on any of the readings 
(first, second or third) that bill will not be presented again.   


 City Manager Watson addressed the pay off of City Hall stating the funds used for 
payments are the Electric Fund, Water Fund, Solid Waste Fund and General 
Fund.  The money from the Funds, with the exception of the General Fund, by 
law can only be used for electric, water and solid waste endeavors.  The General 
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Fund takes care of public works, public safety, fire, etc.  Money realized from the 
General Fund could be used for storm water control. City Manager Watson said 
the City will not realize extra money from City Hall being paid in full until 2013.  
City Manager Watson had planned to designate the money toward street 
maintenance and repairs.  Refinancing of the COP was discussed.  If City Hall 
were to be refinanced, the building would be used as collateral with the refinanced 
funds going into the General Fund.  Storm water control and improvements could 
be financed using this avenue.  Staff will continue to work on the storm water 
issues and placing an initiative on the November General Election. 


 
PROJECT UPDATE 


 
 
 City Manager Watson reported the 2010 Vision Plan was designed as a two (2) year plan.  
It is now time to revise the Plan and City Manager Watson presented a report with suggestions 
for revisions.  Staff Teams have met and made suggestions for the Plan which include: 
consolidation of some items; elimination of projects completed; and, other projects designated as 
“ongoing”.    Staff recommended the following projects to be continued and reprioritized: Storm 
Water Management Plan and Program; Inflow and Infiltration (I&I) Improvement Plan; Walnut 
Street Improvements; Road Maintenance and Improvement Plan; Volunteer Resource Center; 
Comprehensive Plan Implementation; Solid Waste Program; and, Tree Planting.    
 


Projects suggested for consolidation: Waste Water Plant Improvements (with I and I 
Improvement Plan); Recreation Complex (with Park Master Plan); and Pedestrian Access (with 
Park Master Plan). 


 
Projects proposed to be designated as on-going were:  Walking/Bicycle/Equestrian Trails; 


Park Master Plan; Curb, Gutter and Sidewalk Program; Water Delivery; Dangerous and 
Dilapidated Structures Program; Physical Appearance; Water Quality; Street signs; Code 
Enforcement; and, Seasonal Decorations.   


 
City Manager Watson asked for Council direction on the following projects: Volunteer 


Resource Center; Comprehensive Plan Implementation; Solid Waste Program; and, Tree 
Planting.  Discussion.  During the Volunteer Resource Center discussion, it was noted that no 
City funds are being spent on this project.  Staff is acting as a facilitator and trying to identify a 
lead group to head up securing a location for several agencies to use.  Council indicated they 
would like to see more discussion and references to the Comprehensive Plan when action is 
taken by the City.  Under Solid Waste, the plan to move the recycling drop off center to Clinco 
was reaffirmed by Council.  Sites for the proposed Tree Farm project were discussed with areas 
at the Reservoirs identified as potential sites.  City Manager Watson said that two (2) different 
sites could be beneficial for use.   


 
City Manager Watson said all 21 of the original projects will still be in motion with Staff 


expected to deliver results.  Councilmembers: Buck, Clark, Fry and Jack said they had no 
objections to the revisions presented for the 2010 Vision Plan.  Councilmember Carr stated he 
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does have objections to the revisions.  Staff will move forward with the revised 2010 Vision 
Plan. 


 
 There being no further business on motion made, seconded and carried, the meeting was 
adjourned at 8:00 p.m.

US 69 OVERLAY BB HIGHWAY SOUTH TO INTERSTATE 35 
Staff is making contact with MoDOT District 1 office to verify scope of overlay project.  
Specifically we are looking for any drainage improvements.  If storm water 
improvements are not included, we will ask for their inclusion prior to the overlay or a 
delay on the area within Cameron until storm water can be addressed.  As an alternative, 
Staff will ask if US 69 south of US 36 to Grand Avenue can be resurfaced instead.  We 
plan to have an update at the meeting. 


 
Future Agenda Items: 


 Bill: (Second Reading) Professional Services Agreement with GBA 
(architects/engineers) for New Electric Yard – Gaugh This bill allows the City to 
engage an engineer/architect to design the site layout for a proposed combined 
electric service yard. 


 Bill:  Adding new Dangerous and Dilapidated Structures Ord. – Han, Watson, 
Hendee 
Companion Bill:  Transfer of Mack Porter money from the CDBG Fund to a new D 
and D Program. Since the City will soon have Mack Porter funds for demolition, 
staff has been asked to explore programs that would acquire property (donated or at 
low cost) that need demolition.  Once acquired and demo is complete, the City 
would sell to developers for new infill residential construction. 


 Bill:  Accepting bid for Tree Inventory (TRIM Grant) – Bontrager 
The City recently received a grant to conduct a tree inventory from the State of 
Missouri.  The grant requires that a certified Arborist conduct the tree identification 
and inspection. 


 Bill: Amending Sign Regulations – Hendee 
During some recent code interpretations, staff found some errors in the numbering 
system that created a missing section.  Staff also believes we need an overhaul of 
this section that may include a more comprehensive matrix for user friendliness.  
With the recent letter from ACLU, staff will conduct a more thorough review and 
will be using services recently added by MPR to help communities in Planning and 
Zoning issues. 


 Bill: Conditional Use Regulations – Hendee 
P and Z is reviewing the conditional use regulations to possibly include certain land 
uses that have been granted conditional use permits by a loose interpretation of the 







code.  Staff is reworking the proposal to place the listed conditional uses within the 
respective Zoning Districts 


 Bill:  Allowing Row Crops in Commercial Districts - Hendee 
Within the City are several properties zoned commercial that are being used as row 
crop production.  Row crops are not specifically allowed in this district but allowed 
in the lesser residential districts. Additionally, staff is working with Soil 
Conservation to create a usable document that controls sediment runoff within 
Cameron.  The P and Z Commission is reviewing legislation to allow row crops as a 
conditional use so soil and erosion issues can be better addressed.    


 Bill: Automated Meter Reading System and Rate Adjustment – Gaugh 
The system improvement would replace all water meters and all older model 
electric meters and then link them wirelessly to City Hall. 


 Bill:  Accepting bid for aerial photography – Bontrager 
Within the 2010-2011 budget is a project to fly new aerials and topography at a 
tighter resolution to support our GIS.  The aerial is also important as we continue to 
develop our storm water improvements.  Our current aerials were flown in 2006 and 
a lot of changes have occurred.  The aerial will need to be flown in the spring of 
2011. 


 Bill:  Back to School Sales Tax Holiday - Watson 
City Council and staff have been asked to consider joining the state in helping our 
citizens with school age children.  In the past, the City has not elected to participate 
in any state sales tax holidays.  As you may know, not all sales tax is forgiven only 
those items identified for school can be eligible for forgiveness.  The loss of 
revenue to Cameron may in fact be minimal and provide goodwill in the 
Community.  This item will need to be acted on by May in order to be in place with 
the Department of Revenue. 


 Resolution:  Accepting bids for Public Safety Building generator  Sloan/O’Donnell 
Within the 2010-2011 budget is a capital request for a permanent generator to 
support the Public Safety building during loss of power situations. 


 Audit Presentation ( March 21, 2011) – O’Connor 
The annual activity of presenting the 2009-2010 audit. 


 Bill - Declare election results (Special Meeting on April 11, 2011) – O’Connor 
After declaring and certifying election results and taking the oath of office at this 
Special Meeting, Council will also nominate and elect the Mayor and Mayor Pro-
Tem. 


 Bill - write off uncollectible utility bills (second meeting in Feb.) – O’Connor 
Every year staff and auditors request that Council write-off uncollectible utility bills 
over 5 years old. 


 Bill - Band Contract 2011 – O’Connor  
Annual contract with the Municipal Band for the summer time concerts series. 


 Bill - CMG Grave Service (contract expires March 2, 2011) – O’Connor 
This was a two year contract Kurt Thompson of Cameron Memory Gardens.

ISSUE 
Roy Bottorff has submitted a petition to vacate an undeveloped alley which borders the east side 
of his construction lot at 518 West Prospect St., stating that he has been using it to park vehicles 
and store construction materials for over three decades.  At the City’s request, Platte Valley Title 
conducted an ownership investigation and confirmed the ownership of the alley, the petitioner’s 
property and adjacent property.  All neighboring property owners were notified by US mail in 
addition to the required newspaper notice.  The original public hearing date of December 6th was 
postponed until February 7th while ownership of a strip on the north side of the Bottorff property 
was confirmed.  The alley contains no underground nor overhead utilities and City Staff has 
determined that the alley is not likely to be needed for future utility extensions and that the 
proposed alley vacation would not inhibit ingress nor egress for adjoining landowners nor does it 
land-lock any property.  The City retains any easements.  RSMo 88.637 provides that vacated 
municipal alleys “revert to the owners of the adjacent lots in proportion as it was taken from 
them”.  The City Attorney concurs that such reversion language is appropriate and proper.  State 
statutes also provide that the “…council shall have the power to create…any…alley and…to 
vacate or discontinue the same…”  Thus, the public hearing to consider the vacation is conducted 
by the City Council and not by the Planning and Zoning Commission. 
 
RECOMMENDATION 
City Staff recommends that the Council conduct the required public hearing and three separate 
readings of the Bill and, if hearing no substantive evidence to the contrary, approve the Bill 
vacating the alley.

An unimproved 15-foot wide alley extending north from Prospect Street a distance of 
approximately 250 feet and bounded on the west by Lots 6 and 18; and bounded on the 
east by Lots 1-5, all in Giauque’s Subdivision, a Subdivision in Cameron, Clinton 
County, Missouri. 


 
 Section 2.  Said alley, having been vacated, shall revert to the owners of the adjacent 
properties as it was taken from them in accordance with Section 88.637 RSMo. 
 
 Section 3.  The City of Cameron, Missouri reserves and retains all rights to any and all 
utility easements within said vacated alley together with the rights of ingress and egress to said 
easements.

RE:  Power Pole Inspection Services Agreement Amendment 
 
Issues  
 
Last May, the City entered into agreement with Osmose Utility Services for power pole 
inspection/treatment services. Our goal is to inspect, treat and/or repair approximately 
2,900 power utility poles in a three-year period. Last year, we completed inspection of 
Phase I poles, which covers the circuit from the Rockwool substation. We estimated that 
Phase I would consist of about 900 poles, and the actual number inspected last year was 
959. Phase II will be poles in the circuit fed from the water plant area substation, and we 
expect the number of poles to be approximately the same as those in Phase I. Phase III 
will be the Crossroads circuit poles, again, representing approximately one-third of the 
total . Osmose recorded the GPS coordinates of all poles in the first phase, installed 
identification tags, photographed and recorded any attachments to the pole, such as cable 
TV or phone lines and repaired any ground wire breaks found during the inspection. This 
data is available to our staff through an Osmose database, as well as our GIS database. 
The inspection/treatment work for Phase II will be the same as for Phase I. 
 
 
Recommendation 


 
Staff recommends that the contract amendment from Osmose Utility Services be 
accepted for pole inspection/treatment services for Phase II. Unit prices will be the same 
as for Phase I. Last year, our total cost was $24,980.34 for the first phase. The average 
cost per pole for the 959 poles inspected/treated was $26.05.

Issue: 
 
In 2010 the Cameron Police Department and Cameron Ambulance District reviewed the current 
fee for dispatching of emergency medical services.  The Cameron City Council and Cameron 
Ambulance District Board of Directors agreed, in February 2010, to a fee of $20,752.19 that 
would be evaluated in one year (February 2011). 
 
A review of dispatching emergency services was conducted in January 2011 and it showed that 
the three year average for dispatching emergency medical services was approximately 8.58%.  
This is based on a quantitative representation of calls for service dispatched by the 
communications center.   
 
However, the figures (7.15%) used are based on the 2010 calls for service only.  This was used 
based on terms agreed upon by the City of Cameron and the Cameron Ambulance District during 
negotiations to purchase the Ambulance District’s portion of the public safety building.  A 
current cost analysis was conducted and it showed that the actual cost for dispatching the 
Cameron Ambulance District was approximately $20,653.49 annually.   
 
This decreased figure is based on the increasing calls for service of the police department, fire 
department as well as staffing levels in the communications center.  The Cameron Ambulance 
District Board of Directors reviewed this study at their February 14, 2011 board meeting and is 
in agreement.  
 
Recommendation: 
Review and approve the current costs of dispatching the Cameron Ambulance District.  Enter 
into a one-year contract with the Cameron Ambulance District for dispatching EMS calls for 
service.

RECITALS 
 


WHEREAS, the City Council for the City of Cameron for many years has appropriated 
and provided funds for a Public Safety Dispatch Center to dispatch law enforcement, EMS (the 
Ambulance District) and fire services; and 


 
WHEREAS, the City of Cameron’s Public Safety Dispatch Center is now under 


continued and very serious budgetary pressures and therefore must now ask for a substantial 
increase in financial contributions from the various affected and benefited public safety agencies 
to maintain the Dispatch Center’s continuing high quality of dispatch service; and 


 
WHEREAS, the overall net cost to the City for operation of the Public Safety Dispatch 


center is currently $288.860.01; and 
 
WHEREAS, approximately 7.15 % of the emergency dispatch calls are EMS/Ambulance 


District related; and 
 
WHEREAS, both the City of Cameron and the Ambulance District are political 


subdivisions in their own right and are therefore empowered to enter into joint powers 
agreements under Article VI s 16 of the Missouri Constitution and Section 70.220 RSMo; and 


 
WHEREFORE, the parties have entered into this Agreement and the Covenants 


contained herein in order better to fulfill their respective fiduciary duties to protect the public 
health and safety. 
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III. 
FINANCING AND CONSIDERATION 


 
The Ambulance District shall reimburse the Public Safety Dispatch Center $20,653.49 


for the term of this Agreement, February 1, 2011 – January 31, 2012.  This amount may be paid 
in total within ten (10) days of signing the Contract, or in lieu thereof, the Ambulance District 
may make three quarterly payments in the amount of $5,163.37 with the first payment due on or 
before April 1, 2011, and with each additional payment due on or before the 1st days of July and 
October, 2011, and the final quarterly payment of $5163.38 on or before the 1st day of January 
2012. 
 


IV. 
NO VICARIOUS LIABILITY FOR EITHER PARTY AND  


INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR RELATIONSHIP 
 
 The Public Safety Dispatch Center agrees to hold the Ambulance District completely 
harmless and without fault for any civil, criminal, or administrative liability whatsoever that 
might conceivably result from the Public Safety Dispatch Center’s dispatch services and 
activities except that if there is any finding of ultimate liability to or settlement with a third party, 
the Ambulance District shall be liable for its contributory share of any negligence.  Similarly, the 
Ambulance District agrees to hold the Public Safety Dispatch Center harmless and without fault 
for any civil, criminal or administrative liability that might conceivably result from any of the 
Ambulance District’s official governmental activities such as responding to the Public Safety 
Dispatch Center’s dispatch services and including but not limited to vehicular operations, law 
enforcement activities, fire fighting, or rendition of patient care, except that if there is any 
finding of ultimate liability or settlement with a third party, the Public Safety dispatch Center 
shall be liable for its contributory share of any negligence.  Both parties agree to carry maximum 
liability exposure liability insurance for public entities and to aggressively assert through their 
respective insurance carriers or their own representatives any and all defenses to any conceivable 
claims, including but not exclusively, any defense available under the Sovereign Immunity 
doctrine, the Official Immunity Doctrine, or the Missouri Public Duty Doctrine and to settle any 
claim only after good faith negotiations. 


 
V. 


SERVICES TO BE PROVIDED BY THE PUBLIC SAFETY DISPATCH CENTER 
 
 The Public Safety Dispatch Center’s dispatchers shall provide dispatch services twenty-
four (24) hours a day, seven (7) days a week.  The Public Safety Dispatch Center’s dispatchers 
shall be familiar with the road system in the Ambulance District’s area and the capabilities of the 
Ambulance District and other public safety agencies and first responders.  The Public Safety 
Dispatch Center’s dispatchers shall promptly evaluate and answer requests for assistance, 
promptly dispatch the Ambulance District in accordance with mutually agreed to criteria, 
protocols, and manuals as applicable and appropriate.  The Ambulance District shall fill out an 
Attachment “A” that delineates its special needs to be provided by the Public Safety Dispatch 
Center such as by way of example only the need for confidentiality of criminal records on 
“MULES” searches for law enforcement; or the need for special handling on “Community 
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Notice” requirements for hazardous materials and responses by fire departments; or the goal to 
have pre-arrival instructions and a medical director that meets the requirements of Section 
190.134 RSMo and 19 C.S.R. 30-40.303(4), for emergency medical service responses whether 
ground ambulance, air ambulance or EMS first responders.  (In regard to the latter goal, although 
not contemplated at the time of execution of this Agreement, it shall remain the goal of all parties 
to have the Public Safety Dispatch Center’s dispatchers ultimately trained in pre-arrival 
instructions pursuant to a nationally recognized training program).  Attachment “A” shall be 
attached to this Agreement and shall be incorporated into this Agreement by reference as if fully 
set out herein. 
 


VI. 
TIMELY RECORD PRODUCTION AND RECORD RETENTION 


 
 By the tenth of each month, the Public Safety Dispatch Center shall provide to the 
Ambulance District all the preceding month’s times for calls received, unit dispatched, unit en 
route, arrival at location, arrival to patient, departure from location, arrival at destination, and 
unit available that the Ambulance District shall need to meet the Ambulance District’s reporting 
requirements to other federal, state, or local agencies.  The Public Safety Dispatch Center shall 
also make its recording compact disc (CD) of its dispatch activities readily available to the 
Ambulance District for a minimum of sixty (60) days and shall make said CD’s available to the 
Ambulance District upon a timely request and payment of a $25.00 fee-per-CD.  Long term 
paper record retention shall be for six (6) years so as to be in compliance with both the general 
tort law statute of limitations of five (5) years (see 516.120(4) RSMo) and with the Federal 
Health Insurance Portability and Affordability Act’s record retention requirement of six (6) 
years. 
 


VII. 
EFFECTIVE DATE, TERM OF AGREEMENT 


AND TERMINATION NOTICE PROCEDURES 
FOR WITHOUT CAUSE AND FOR CAUSE 


 
 The effective date of this Agreement shall be on the date of execution as indicated in 
Section IX below.  Thereafter, the term of this Agreement shall continue on an annual basis, 
beginning from the identified date of execution of each year with such amendments and changes 
as the parties have agreed thereto per the procedures provided by in Section VIII hereof as 
provided in this Agreement.  This shall be one (1) year agreement.  Prior to the end of the year, it 
shall be reviewed by the EMS Director, the Chief of Police and the Communications Supervisor, 
followed by a review by the Cameron Ambulance District Board of Directors and the City of 
Cameron City Council.  The annual review shall be done in January of each year.  This 
Agreement may be terminated by any party hereto without cause upon ninety (90) days advance 
written notice by certified mail return receipt requested upon delivery to the other parties.  In the 
event of the failure of the Ambulance District to make any of the payments provided herein when 
due, or after written notice by any party to the others of the breach of any covenants herein or 
such party’s failure to perform any obligation provided herein and not otherwise excused, of 
such breaching party’s failure to correct such breach or perform such obligations within sixty 
days after the date of such notice, then the parties not in breach at such parties’ option may 
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declare this Agreement, and the breaching party’s right hereunder, to be forfeited and terminated; 
or suspend further payments, if applicable, until such breach be cured, or exercise and proceed 
with any remedy available to such party under Missouri law.  In any such event, the breaching 
party agrees to pay all reasonable expenses and costs of the prevailing party, including attorney’s 
fees and court costs incurred by such prevailing party in asserting any rights hereunder. 
 


VIII. 
AMENDMENTS AND INTEGRATION 


 
The parties intend that this Agreement be the sole agreement among the parties and that 


no other documents nor understandings (except for Attachment “A”) are to be hereby in any way 
incorporated by reference unless the Agreement is properly amended as provided herein.  This 
Agreement may be amended only in writing, executed by authorized persons for each party, and 
only after adoption of said amendments by resolution of the governing Boards for each party.

RE:  2011 National Electric Codes  
 
History:  
 The City of Cameron Inspection / Code department has kept pace with building 
code changes in part by adopting current code; in doing so we (the City of Cameron) 
have improved our ISO (Insurance Service Office Inc.) grading classification.  
ISO publishes a “Building Code Effectiveness Grading Classification” of jurisdiction on a 
scale from one to ten. One is excellent, and ten is the worst or no codes/ inspections.  
Insurance underwriters and insurers then may use this rating, to improve rating credits 
to individual property insurance polices, commercial and residential. 
 In 1997 the inspection department had our first audit, we were rated at six (6). In 
June of 2006, ISO conducted another audit of the Inspection department; we improved, 
this time to a four (4).  Having the current code adopted is a percentage of our total 
classification score. New codes or more accurately revisions of the codes are published 
every three (3) years. 
  
There are 261 changes (10 deletions, 102 new, 149 revisions) plus 3 new chapters 
(articles) that cover outdoor / overhead conductors over 600 volts, Wind electric 
systems, and premises-powered broadband communications systems. The NEC 
publishes a book of the changes; we have the publication. Thankfully, most of the 
changes do not affect our customers, us, or the way we do business. 11 changes are 
changes in terms / definitions, for example “grounding conductors” are now grounding 
electrode conductor, bonding jumper, or bonding conductor and “Fine Print Notes” are 
now referred to as “Informational Notes”.  
The changes that do affect us are for remodels, new home and commercial 
construction. The changes are mostly with electric receptacle types, switches, uses and 
locations. Now you no longer have to have tamper proof receptacles in “child care” 
facilities if they are located more than 5 ½ feet above the floor; doctors and dentist 
offices are no longer exempt from having ground fault circuit interrupters.          







 
 
Activity: 
 The 2011 National Electric code is available, changes reviewed and, we have the 
required “code” book in house.  
 
Recommendation: 
 Staff asks that council repeal the existing sections of our Ordinances and, adopts 
the new sections with the updated codes.

CITY CODE BY REPEALING Sec. 3-101. ADOPTED; AND, ADOPTING A 


NEW Sec. 3-101. ADOPTED  
 
 WHEREAS, the Code of the City of Cameron, Missouri currently cites the 2005 edition 
of the National Electrical Code for the minimum electrical standards for the City; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City of Cameron Inspection/Code Department has kept pace with code 
changes and asks that the National Electrical Code 2011 be adopted.   
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, AS FOLLOWS: 
 
 Section 1.    Repeal Sec.  3-101. Adopted. of Article IV., Electrical Code, of Chapter 3, 
Buildings, of the Cameron City Code. 
 
 Section 2.    Adopt a new Sec.  3-101. Adopted. of Article IV., Electrical Code, of 
Chapter 3 Buildings, of the Cameron City Code as follows: 
 
  Sec. 3-101. Adopted. 
 


The National Electrical Code, 2011 edition, published by the National Fire 
Protection Association, is hereby adopted and incorporated by reference in this 
section as the minimum electrical standards for the city.  It shall be unlawful for 
any person to violate any provision of such code. 


 
 Section 3.    The Mayor is authorized to sign this ordinance approving it on behalf of the 
City. 
 Section 4.    The City Clerk is directed to attest to the Mayor’s signature. 
 
 Section 5.    The ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of its 
passage and approval.
