The City Council of the City of Cameron, Missouri met in Regular Session on Tuesday, 
the 3rd day of January 2012, at six o’clock p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Frank Buck led the Pledge 
of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America.  
 


Mayor Frank A. Buck presided with the following Councilmembers present:  Mark L. 
Carr, Dennis M. Clark, Jerri Ann Eddins and David Fry.   Absent:  none.  


 
 Present were Interim City Manager Mark Gaugh, Attorney for the City Mitch Elliott and 
City Clerk/Finance Clerk Barbara J. O’Connor. 
 
 Minutes of the December 5, 2011, meeting were approved as submitted with a unanimous 
voice vote on motion made by Councilmember Carr and seconded by Councilmember Clark.

INTERIM CITY MANAGER’S REPORT 
 


1. January 16, 2012 is Martin Luther King Day and a holiday for the City.  The 
scheduled Council Session will be held on Tuesday, January 17, 2012. 


2. A rotor shaft at the Wastewater Treatment Plant experienced failure due to age.  It 
will cost $29,000 to replace the shaft, but Staff is working to find a better solution.  
One possible solution being investigated is the use of floatation devices to perform 
the work done by the rotor shaft.  


3. Economic Development.  Interim City Manager Gaugh asked Mayor Buck to give a 
report.  Mayor Buck said the Finance Committee will meet to consider hiring an 
independent contractor for economic development and make a recommendation to 
Council.  Councilmember Carr asked if the focus would be the affordability of the 
agreement.  Councilmember Eddins, member of the Finance Committee, said the 
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Committee would determine if it would be affordable for the City to participate in an 
agreement for economic development.

NEW BUSINESS 
 


 Bill 2012-1, AN ORDINANCE IMPOSING THE CITY’S TRANSPORTATION 
AND STORM WATER CONTROL SALES TAXES ON DOMESTIC UTILITIES FOR 
THE CITY OF CAMERON, CLINTON AND DeKALB COUNTIES, MISSOURI, was read 
by title by City Clerk O’Connor.  Copies of said Bill 2012-1 were available for the public.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Clark and seconded by Councilmember Carr to pass said 
bill on first reading.  Discussion.  Interim City Manager Gaugh reported this is basically a 
housekeeping measure requested by the Missouri Department of Revenue. Voters passed two (2) 
sales tax initiatives in November 2011 and Bill 2012-1 verifies that the taxes apply to domestic 
utilities.  Bill 2012-1 complies with the Department of Revenue’s request.   Motion carried 
unanimously.   
  
 Motion was made by Councilmember Clark and seconded by Councilmember Carr to 
suspend the rules and place said bill on second reading.  Discussion.  None.  Motion carried 
unanimously.   
 


On motion made by Councilmember Fry and seconded by Councilmember Carr said bill 
was placed on second reading, was read by title and passed by the following roll call vote:  
“Aye”:  Councilmembers:  Buck, Carr, Clark, Eddins and Fry.  “Nay” none. The Mayor 
thereupon declared said bill duly adopted and said bill was numbered ORDINANCE 5702, was 
thereupon signed by the Mayor and attested by the City Clerk.

CAMERON MEMORIAL AIRPORT, was read by title by City Clerk O’Connor.  Copies of 
said Bill 2012-2 were available for the public.  Motion was made by Councilmember Clark and 
seconded by Councilmember Carr to pass said bill on first reading.

Re:  Interim Manager’s Report 
 
 
 


• Street and Storm Improvements Update - We have completed the 
interviewing process for engineering firms for the Walnut St. 
drainage project. The panel consisted of Mark Gaugh, Corey Sloan, 
Clyde Han and Drew Bontrager. Three firms were interviewed. We 
are recommending that Olsson Engineers, located in Kansas City, be 
selected, and an agreement will be presented to Council for 
consideration at a later meeting. 
 


• Economic Development – The Finance Committee met on January 
11, to discuss the affordability of hiring a person/group to work for us 
on a part-time basis. The Committee is recommending that we 
proceed with this endeavor and work within budgeted limits. We have 
approximately $24,000 to go toward an independent contractor. We 
will try to maintain active membership with KCADC and solicit 
support from other governmental entities to help share dues expense. 
We have $5,000 budgeted for MoKan and KCADC dues. These two 
organizations (especially KCADC) provide us with the majority of 
our leads for retail and industrial prospects. So, staying active as a 
member is important.  


 
• Public Safety Committee – The Public Safety Committee met on 


January 10 to discuss emergency preparedness. Two main issues 
discussed were meeting our emergency power needs, along with 
review of existing plans to handle other aspects during emergencies. 
We will proceed with providing backup power to the water plant and 
pump station(s), and modifying existing backup power at the 
wastewater plant. We will determine what rate increase will be 
necessary to cover this expense. Any increase is expected to be very 







small. We are also working on providing a fixed generator at the 
public safety building.  


 
Item two: The issue of the downtown siren was discussed. A new 
siren would be a benefit by providing a different tone to signal the 
various times of day, it would have voice-over capability and battery 
backup that the current siren does not have. However, the cost of the 
new siren was increased from the original proposal and the cost will 
have to come from the General Fund. Therefore, the Committee is 
recommending that we wait to purchase a new siren until the General 
Fund Reserves has built back up. One option Council could also 
consider would be to re-activate the siren for this temporary time 
building up the General Fund. From an emergency services 
standpoint, it is not ideal to have the siren activate in its current mode 
for anything other than weather emergencies. We realize that many 
citizens would like to have the siren activate, however, and a short-
term reactivation is an option. 


 
• Power Contract- We received the proposed power contract from 


Platte-Clay and it is under review at this time. We are currently under 
a contract that will be in place for several more years. Our choice to 
remain under the current contract or negotiate an extension. The 
reason we want to negotiate an extension is to get support from 
Platte-Clay for a new substation to serve a large part of our load and 
provide better system reliability. This new contract would be an 
extension to 2042.  


 
• Water Plant Improvements- We are currently working on the water 


plant disinfection project and seeking a grant for 50% of the total 
project cost of approximately $900,000.  


 
• Electric System Capital- We will be presenting an engineering 


agreement in the near future for design of power line upsizing at the 
water plant substation and a three-phase line running from West to 
Ford St. area. The purpose is to increase the ampacity of the line to 
prevent voltage drops caused by high demand, as well as to serve the 
area in the event of a substation failure. The total project cost is 
expected to be about $1.4 million dollars, which will include the 
design portion. 


 
• Wastewater Plant- Alliance staff and the City are working on the 


oxidation ditch shaft failure problem, along with a remedy to possibly 
eliminate the prison lagoons from the system. We are bundling this 
work with improvements to reduce energy use, and those savings may 
offset the cost of any capital improvements installed at the plant.

PURPOSE 
 
The attached bill would authorize the City Manager to sign a twenty-year agreement with an option for 
a one-time extension of ten years, with Stearman Aviation LLC, for the lease of ground, Lot #1, located 
at the Cameron Memorial Airport.   
 


BACKGROUND 
 
All Lot leases specific to this project are the exact same.  Therefore, this is the exact same lease 
approved for Burdg Way Air LLC at the previous meeting.   
 
The City will lease the ground or “lots” for private construction of each individual hangar.   There are 
certain pre-established building guidelines each must follow such as a minimum and maximum size, 
building materials, etc.  However, there is still flexibility allowing each tenant to build the hangar to 
their specifications. 
 
The base rate for Lots #1-#4 is $450 annually, and does provide for a cumulative annual rate 
adjustment.  The term of the lease commences on the first day of the month following final Council 
approval. At the conclusion of the lease, all improvements become City property.  During the term of 
the lease, all improvements to the ground are covered under the tenant’s insurance.   
 


RECOMMENDATION 
 
We recommend that the Council adopt the attached bill authorizing the City Manager to enter into the 
agreement with Stearman Aviation LLC, for the long term lease of ground at the Cameron Memorial 
Airport.

The base rate for Lots #1-#4 is $450 annually, and does provide for a cumulative annual rate 
adjustment.  The term of the lease commences on the first day of the month following final Council 
approval. At the conclusion of the lease, all improvements become City property.  During the term of 
the lease, all improvements to the ground are covered under the tenant’s insurance.
